If you happen to put your hand in a basket of live, kicking lobsters,
you will understand why people in disgust will refer to a man as a
lobster. You will find that your hand is uncomfortably imprisoned in
one of the lobster’s claws and that he will not let go. Tt matters not
what your motives are for diving your hand in the lobster's hasket. ||
You may put your hand in accidentally, You may intend to put the
tobster in a more comfortahle position, or you may desire to inspect
him before buying. The lobster will not reason about the whys and
wherefores. He will blindly and instinctively grab and clutch and he
will hold on. So usually when you refer to a man as a regular lobster,
you refer to some stich unpleasant experience as we have just mentioned.
But the writer in Thrift's Magazine docs not mean this.  He has
in mind a psychic characteristic of the lobster,

Under the caption “Don't be a Lobster,” he says: .

“We frequently hear used in a slang way, ‘he is a regular lohster,’
Now, there may be more truth than slang in the expression, because
there are a lot of human’ lobsters in the world. A lobster, when left
high and dry among the rocks, has not enough energy to work his way
back to the sca, but waits for the tide to bring the sea to him, If it
does not come, he stays right where e is and dies, too lazy to put
forth any effort himself.

There are two classes
of men in the world, those who expect some happy turmn of fortune to
land them in clover, and those who go out nd take the initiative.  The
old Negro, and by cld we do not mean old in years, but old in attitude
of mind, waited for somcthing to turn up.

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Negroes everywhere are becoming more and more interested in trade
and commerce, and the horizons for these activities are widening daily.

Native African merchants find it extremely difficult to secure bot-
toms (ships) for the conveyance of thei‘r product, and this is equally
true of Negro merchants in South America and the West Indies.

Thousands Listen to Him

CHICAGO, ILL., Feb. 1.—Hon,
Marcus Gurvey visitod here and spoke
as follows:

Mr. Prcaident and fellow citizens:
It ts indesd a pleasurc for me to fnd
myealf here this evening. I have come
to thiy your beautiful city to speak in
the interest of tho Universal Negro
Iopr t A fation. I ocan re-
member coming to your city some
fiftsen o7 sixteen months sgo, for the
plirpose then of giving you an inaight
tato this grest world-wide movement
and to teli you of ita activities. To-
night, I am hsre to tell you of the
dimensiong of the movemont. But be-
fore I apeal on the movement, I want
to clarity the minds of some of the
ouriois porsons in this hall. I want
it plainly and clearly understood that
thero is absolutoly nothilig in the wide
worid--in tho great universe—to in-
timidate Marcua Garvey. It takes morc
thao human powor, moro than human
effert, to drive fear {nto my soul. (Ap-
plauee), I fear God, and know no
other fear. Thorofore, if anyone comen
hero this evening expecting ta listen
t0 & coward or to one who is going to
apologiss for somsthing, they have mis-
taken their man. Thore ia nothing of
fear in tho malke-up of thoe Universal
Negro Improvement Association, Wao
fosl that the time has come for the
Negro to strike the blow for his free-
dom; and, by all tho Goda that be, we
are going to strike that blow when the
timo ocomes,

1 havo not come to Chicago to stir
up strife among the racas, nor io
preach revolution, becauas I am not an
anarchist nor a soclelnf, even though
they try to pleture me as one of these,
1 know nothking about them. [ am o
Unjversal Negro lmprovement Asaso-
clation man from ths bottom of my
foot to the top of my head. Wo of the
Universal Neogro Improvement Asso-
olation atand for the freedom of the
Nogro, and wo have no apology to make
far that, neither to mon nar nations.
Negroes have boon bowing and cring-
ing, dying here and dying there for
three bundred ysarn! now they arc
grejmring to dig when the time comes
for thistr liberty. I cams to the city of
Chicago some fifteen months ago—rl
beliove some of you who are here to-
night heard mo—und ecms reporters
concocted lies about what I sald. -1t

any government; I have no timse to talk
atvmt other peoples’ governments,
whsther it be that of Hngiand, France,
Germany or any other nation.

now is the new gnvernment that is to
be, thy government of Africa from
whence my father and grandfathers,
againat their will, waere brought yoars
and years ngo. [ am tutking now about
the new government which will be tha
government of Africa, which we shall
give to, nad carry throughout, the world
and compel them to reapect. “'hat Is
the governmeni | am luterested In, and
I want everybody !9 unidersiand, there-
fore, what I have to wsuy. Perhaps
hundredas of you will have to go into
court to subatantinte what 1 say beo
tonight. Garvey can fight to a finiah,
F am not afrall of any Jall; no Jait in
tha world ia big enough to make me
ufrajd of it. 1 am afraid of nothing
whera the liberty of tha Negro is con-
cerned. 1 do not fear desth., Ilow can
a man dip more glorlously than fght-
ing for the cause and for the liberty
of hin race? (Applause). Tell them
that Garvey has no fear of juil, In
Chicago, New York, nur anywhere, 5o
plenss tnke tint much from your ideas
ahout my being fearful and Intimidated,
You can huve o milllon policemen here,
and [ whull talk the better. 1 have
been wtaiking over thoe country for hva
yearn, und I know [ have aiid nothing
against the government of the United
Htates. In fuct, I think Uncle Sam s
very plensed with the fact that the
Negro I8 gotting ready to protect him-
self #nd not hother tncle S8am so much.

—and when he did no he did not give
us any guna and swords to take along
with us. All mankind came Into thle
world naked; yet some of these folks
have written that they had somothing
then, [ bave bhron looking at them
daily, and moie

Hore you havoe three men, one white,
one black, ono yollow, all came into
the world at one and the same time.
The white man has guns and swords,
daggers and other implements and
keops themn with him; the yellow man
does the same, and this foollsh black
man s Ands up in the middle—between
these two men—with two bare hands.

Ho haa aviuiug but Jim
Crowism to conserve. If anybody should
be o radical it shouid be the Negro.
We are not radicals, even though
rome men think that we are.
The . W, W. are radicals, and
#0 nre msome Boclallste; but they are
white people, so let thém “raise Cain™
and do what they plense. We have no
time with them; we have all the time
with four hundred mlllion Negroes, and
have abnolutely no time to wnaste with
anyhody else, Bo, pleass understand
that Marcus Garvey s no I, W. W,; he
doesn’t even know what ft means; ho s
no Hocialist, he doesn't know what it
1 ke is no wmuachist, as far na
Wentern civillzation 1 concerned; but
if anurchism meana that you have tu
drive cut somebody and sometimes kill
somebody, to get that which belongs to
you, then when [ get to Africa ! am
uning 1o be an anarchist.  Afriea hng
béen calling for three hundrea yeurs,
and who should tell mo now that I shall
not tatk for my right, look at me, n
wnn knowtng myseif, and knowlng my
relntionship to mv creator. Tell me
that I must close my mouth when 1 sce
tho other fellow taking nway Ut which
fg mine?

Ethiopta never
found that purpose, but the new Negro,
has found his purpose, and It I8 inter-
preted in these few words of Patrick
Henry: "I care not what others may
aay, as tor me, give me libarty or give
me death)"  (Applause.)

Lwok at Africa, the land from whenco
iy father came three hundred years
ago. We despise her today beenumns we
do not know her history. Three hun.
dred years 2go0 naG iNegroes ‘were to be
found in these United States of Amerien
on this North Amerlcan continent, in
the Weat Indles, und Bouth and Central
Amorica. Just about that time o Inrge
number of white men, calling them.
selven colonliats, mettied in thia country,
In their dealre to develop the cousn
they searched the world for
that they could use to bulld up the
country, the nation of thelr dreams,
They went to Europe and wore unsio-
cenaful in recrulting from that purt of
the world the laborera they needed to
help them in the bullding up of
America, 80 they turned to Asia where
they also fniled to'secure the required
lielp, John Hawkine, with a committes,
then anked permission of Ellxaboth,
Queen of Englund, to take the blucks
of Africa into her colonles {n the West
Indies and this Western Hemisphore
for the purpose of developing the
colopien. Queen Ellxabeth {nquimed of
John Hawkina and his committee:
“"'What consideration will you glive thess
blacks, should I aign the charter giving
connent to take them from Africs into
my coloniea of the Weatern Hem-
Isphere?” Their answer waa: “We
will civilize and christianize them. In
thelr own country they are savages and
cannibals,””  The Queen signed tho
charter, and Jehn Hawkine and hiy
committeo  transported across tho

 Atlantie forty million black men, wo-

men and «hitdren, whom they avattured
ull over thews Americas and thy West
Indlan falands, Mhipiosds after ship.
loads wers soil. fn the slave miirkets
of the West [ndies and to the siave
masters of Georgia, Alabama, Missis-
alppt and lhrdughout the Houthern
stiates. ‘The slaves holders of the West
Indies, Jumalen, Barbados, Trinidad and
Cuba all hought according to their likea
and dinlikes of the slaves who were
brought to them; and In that way
brothers were separated frum sisters,
and  parents  were  separated  from
children, Those sold In the West Indies
wero Kept in bondage for 230 years,
and thoso in America for 250 vears.
Lighty-three years ago Victoria of
England, known us “Victoria the Good,”
slgned the Emancipaiion proctamation
that set free hundreds and thousanids
of Negroes In the West Indles, and the
Decluration of Independence set free
over 4,000,000 in  America. Negroea
were brought into this Western Hem-

tsphoro three hundred years ago for
the purposs of being civilized and
Christinnized. The price was paid. My
father and your fathers paid {Uhe
pirice, for 350 yeare in thesd Americans.

Threo hundred
vears ago my forepmrents were brought
here: and they never asked aaybody
to bring them here; these whita people
themrelves went there and brought us
over here.

and they went to thonn Roman prefects,
the Roman.chief of pollee, and tied
against thelr brother Jew Jesus, They
sadd: "He has pre wd agiinet Ciespr
and aguinst the stute” Put him In jnil"”

Tho Roman judges said they found no
fault In hitn, but the Jews replied: “He
I o bad man; if you put him in jait you
will plenso un so0 tauch They took him
befure the goverpor of the stile and
beforo Iontlus [ilate who bLoth said:
“We have found no fault in thix man,”
But the Jews still cried: “Crucify him!
crucify hlin! crucity him!™" And then

those Jews, becauss they could not ae-
ecopt the doctrine of Jesus Christ, twere
not satisfied until they had crucified
their blessed Lord and Saviour on the
Cross of Calvary. There are raany such
Negroes In Chicago now:; they are no
Judges, nor meyors, nor gOvVerncrs, nor
police captains; they are the hesds of
nothing in the mate  yet they wmoy:
“Here comes the man Garvey; put him
in Jall; put nim in fall” But let me
tejl you this: In all ages men wh- have
como hefore the people to help them
have niwnys heen regarded as agitators,
but they always prepared thiunselves
for the extreme of everything.

I want to say, good friends in Chicago,
whether any of you desire 10 see Garvey
in or out of jall, it 5 immaterial to
Garvey, !¢ you are afraid of jail
AMarcus Garvey {5 not, when he knows
he gors therc for a righteous cause,
Rome of you Neg:res' go to jall for
robbing unother Negro; but when {ar-
vey goes he goes tighting the batiles
of four hundred mililon Negrces all
over the world. I do not carc what
wes you tell the police captaln, judge,
mayor, governor, or nation. ! know
there ia a God who means that Fthiopia
ahall stretch her hands: and uo pollce
captain, judge., mayor nor anyouc clse
can stop Fthiopia from stretching fortn
her hands at this time. We have al-
ready organized the world. let Marcus
Garvey dle, and you have two thousand
Negroes willing to take his place. (Ap-
plause,) The work must go on. A8l
spenk 0 you in Chleago tonight, four
million Negroes are ilstening. Put me
in Jail In Chicago and somebody may
be going in fall somewhere el=e. The
Negro haa reached the polnt where he
is going to tnke care of himself. Whnt
s Jife to me, if I must live a life of
haggnry, bowing and cringing? Life is
dear to me when it v the 1ife und spirit
of & freec man. (Applause) 1 Jock on
the world nroundd me, and I sea a4 great
civilization thny [ adimbee. 1 not
angry with the white man nor the
vellow man. HRBut | want thiy much
understood: 1f the white man loves me,
T o3 him; it he hates me, L Late him,
I have no more to give him than he has
to giva me, 1 heve been plaving fool
for three hundred years, somebody hias
#0¢ to play tha forl nov You have tn
xhow me how much of 4 brother »ou
are before I accept your brotherhood,

Now, I admlire your citics, I admire
the civillzition of this g-rat America,
ithe greatest republican country In the
world, I see it as a great accomplished
fact, a reality coming to us Ly the sf-
ferings of hundreda and thousands of
