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Fellow Men of the Negro Race, Greeting:

Having traveled for hundreds of years across the deserts and prairies of
human prejudice we have now arrived at the crossrnads of racial destiny. Each
and every race today seems to be traveling in its own direction. The great human
family has divided itself and each unit feels that there is 2 singular goal to be
achieved, hence we hear the cry of “Japan for the Japanese!” “China for the
Chinese!” “India for the Indians!” “Europe for the Eurcpeans!” and now the
400,000,000 Negroes of the world are shonting in tones stentorian “Africa for the
Africans!”

Not only has humanity divided, but has become more suspicious of each other,
No one group will believe the professed intentions of the other, in that selfishness
of purpose has so surrounded us that it is apparent that truth, love, honesty, charity
have taken their flight to another world. Because of the absence of these virtues
. man is not disposed to pass his destiny over to'his brother, but seeks to find his own,
Just at this time, therefore, it beconies opportune for the Negro, amidst all the
eitvironmenis of aggression and heated preparedness on the part of others, that we
t00 shonld strike out on line singular and build fer ourselves an independence, a
power through which we can live secure.

‘The program of “African for the Africans, those at home and those byoad,”

that has been outlined by the Universal Negro Improvement Association stems
to be naliciously. and wickedty misunderatood and misinterpreted among a certain
class of writers and ‘speakers of the race in- the United States of America. We
have been accused of endeavoring to persuade tha Negro of this, Western world
1o give up thinking of taking a part in anything local, such as politics, business and
religion, but that he should focus all his attention amd his ability and all his
resotrces. on Africa, for. all Negroes are requested to go back to Africa by us.
“This is & downright untrugh, and no one knows it better than the person who
writes and sm in opposition to the program of the Uintversal Negro Lmprove-
ment SRUOHE = - 7% e e L e e e Ae e e L .
‘The object oi cur organizaiiva i siot to dump all Negroes in Alrica, not to
ship all Negroes to Africa, but to encouraga aii Negroes io iwip in il Syitding up
of Africa as a great Negro nation, and thosg who desire to go to Africa and live
there under their own democracy, their own flag, will do so to their awn ad'
There are some Negroes, such as those who writa against the African nati ]
for Negroes, who would be of no use anywhere except to defraud, to rob and to
exploit others. America has suffered and, for that matter, the West Indies, also,
from grafting, designing self-seckers, as newspaper sgen, some of them as preach-
ers, others as politicians, who hive tried to deceive the ignorant masses into believ-
ing just the contrary to that which is true, thereby capitalizing and utilizing the
inocence of those they come in contact witth. It is the duty, therefore, of the
Universal Negro Improvement Association to reach down to the masses of our
people in America, in the West Indies, and warn them against the unscrupulous
methnds 0f some of those who pretend to lead, especially in advising them what
they should do and what they should not do.

All intelligent students of political and domestic science will readily admit
that the future of the Negro outside of Africa spells ruin and disaster, except such
Negroes surround themselves with the help—political, moral and otherwise—and
build themselves a strong Negro government-—a government sufficiently strong to
lend protection to Negroes anywhere and which in turn will compel the respect of
all races and nations of the world. Such an example we have in the higher devel-
opment of Japan, where years ago the average Japanese was slighted because of
his non-development nationally, but who has become today a recognized power
because of the success of his own nation. There are some Negroes who, because
of their own personal purposes, seek in this genration to fool the race into
helieving that we are secure, 30 as to be able to exploit us and giving no care as
to what the future holds. This short-sightedness among our leaders means
nothing else but ruin to the entire race in this Western world, and it is for the
masses to cut away from such insincere men and women who attempt to make
them believe that all is well, and all will be well, when in their innermost hearts
they know that the future holds gothing but chaos. ss far as the Negro is con-
cerned if he prepares not himself for that future.

Preparation of the part of the Negro does not mean that he must only get
the vote, and that he must only get a job or start & business of his ewn. Such
preparation is quite necessary, but without political protection, that protection
that can be seen and felt, the protection such as big nations give to their subjects
and citizens everywhere, then, all ths Negre dots will zount {nr veraht hecause
the prejudice that will stand out aguinst him even with his ballot in his hand,
with his industrial progress to show will be of an overwhelming nature, as to

: mob violence and rule from whith the Negro will suffer and which
he will not be able to stop with his industrial wealth or with his ballot.

You may argue that ke c2n uss his induitrial wealth and his baller to foree
the govermnment to recognize him, but he must understand that the government
{s the people, that the msjority of the people dictate the policy of the government,
and if the majority of the people are against a measure, a thing, or a race, then
the government is impotent fo protect that thing, that measure or that race.
1f the Negro were to live in this western world for anotirer five hundred years,
he would still find himself outnumbere8. by superior numibers of other races,
and when those other races are prejudiced against him, what will be his resort?
He cannot resort to the protection of government, for government will be in the
hands of the people, of those who are prejudiced: aganist him by majority rule,
hence for the Negro to depend upon the ballot and his industrial progress alone
will bo like depending on a brokep'stick Which will never suppart him in time of

need, oven as it does uot support him whan he is lynched, burned, jint-crow

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German stoamor “Frodenbro® on the
7ih iost., I met with the most grave
conditions ever of tho kind. *Freden-
bro,* transiated, means the “Bridge of
Peace,” but not for the bladk man, un-
til he mikes peace for himself. On

mosting tho party of Bishop
which consisted of Bishop and Birs.
Brooks, the Rev. T. V. Cummings ot
Grand Bassa, the Hov. & B, A. Camp-
ball of Blorra Loone and many other
clergymen, en route to various points
down tho coast ta take up thelr re-
rpective chavges. .
There were about twenty other pas-
s d. ladiocs, and
children, among whom were the nlece
of the Attorncy Qeneral of Libarla and
the aister-in-law of the Chiet Justice
in Liveria. Aiany of us purchased HFsi-
cluss passage, but the captuin of tho
“redonbro” had thom all cancoled and
changed to deck tickets, advising that
the decl was the only passage avail-
able, which meant to some -of us a two
or three days' voyage without & bed
or tollet accommodations end to be
unsheltered from the weathor, storm
or what not, save & vary scanty sun
awnins, Some of ua had waited several
weoks for passage and others of us
knew how long possibly we would have
to walt, 80 we concluded to accept the
f.rst avallable passage.
Wo went aboard at 1 o'elock p. m.
and procseded to find pimces of such
comfort as were afforded upon the
promenade deck. We found on this dock
a white gentleman passenger who had
been furnished with cabin accommo-
dations and we wore soon advisod that
the ship was chartered by a Germaoi
steamship company from & Danish
hi ¥y, thereby ing &
Danish captain to be master of the
ship, with a German captaln of cargo,
who 18 called the “Supercargo.” We
waro also toid that the captain-in-chief
wanted us to understand that he waa
a “Nige=r Hater” and would not stand
for us blacks to mix with the whitoes.
Now, using the “Supsrcargo” as a go-
botween, the first orders were issued
to us {nstructing us that we should
move to the cargo deck and find pas-
sage In tho hatch hole, where we would
be provided for, with tarpaulin for a
sunshads, which we promptly refuaed.
About this time Blshop Overs (white),
who in his rocent visit to Amorica pub-
lished broadcast a galling statoment
about tho conditions of Liberin and her
nation, which is an undying tnsult to
this fair Republio! Bishop Ovars’ party
consisted of himsolt and the Rev. Dr.
Glbson of Monrovia, who {s the son of
the late ex-Prasident Qfbssn of Li-
beria and i3 now one of the bishop's
ministers, and {s the rcctor of the fcre-
most Hplscopal church in Liberts, sta-
tioned in Monrovia. The Hon. Dr. Rev.
Gibson wos placed with us on deck
like oattle, while = statercom wos
promptly arranged and placed at the
djaposal ot Bishop Ovare,
Thero was a Syrlan lady on board,
who was also given a statoroom shortty
after, yet we, the Liberfans, in Liboe
rian waters, giving protection, oxtond-
ing courtesies to and shipping cargo
and booking passage on an alien ship,
must he insulted, rejectod and sogre-
gated by her captain and crew who are
seeking our ports for meann of livell-
hood, Other attempts were mads to
retnove us to the cattie pit, but we gas
fused {n a body and atrenuously pro-
tésted. They ceasod to annoy us, but
only for a brief period of time, for
when we had about settlcd ourselves,
without any warning water came dash-
ing down from the bridge and gushing
from many open Dplaces about the
dsck, We wore forced to jump and
scrambio for safety and hasten in ro-
moving our baggage, for water was
now flooding all around us and our be-
longings. Whtle Bishop Brooks was in
the stampede trying to drag his trunks
and other luggngs to anfety, tha donk-
hands swung the hosa flarca and high
and Hterally covered Mra, Brooks with
water, and then this is what wo said:

There were many preachers, but not
ons of them took A Bible text for a
nubject. There were many U. N. I A,
supportors in the party, so that Is ox-
planation enough for what stand we
took in resenting the treatmont we re-
coived. When all was done, the mighty
Danish caplain held council with his
German lords and then designated
Bishop Overs to intervene. Bo he ralsed
a flag of truce and camo peacably into
our fort, yet he had found much
amusement and laughed heartily whon
wo wero in peril and the flooded decke.
Ho now wore n grim countenance and
secmed to fcel that the situation was
grave,

Thus, he serveéd as messenger to ¥ho
Danish captain, and after somo per~
suasjon Bishop Brooks agresd to go
with him to the captain's cabin as
pienipoteatiary for us, who soon ro-
turnod to ug with the message of peacs
from the captain, for the captain was
now very nervous and had stooped to
submisalon, at which point we began
to appreciate the interprotation of
“Sredenbro”--"“The Bridge of Peace.”
Ho had declared to Bishop Beooks,
after making eeveral lame oxcuses,
that he would do anything wo may
suggont, thai we may e &hY Darts of
the decks we wished to, and he wénia
pay damages if requested for the water
having been thrown on Mrs. Brooks.

Then came the World War. Four years ago last winter the
Kaiser pressed the English and the French so hard that they hoisted
the signals of distress. America meanwhile was vexed at the sub-
marine warfare and the denial of the freedom of the seas, Then she
cast her hat into the ring.  And Woodrow Wilson’s declaration that
America was going forth “to make the world safe for democracy”
thrilled the world. Several thousand biack Americans bowed to the
selective draft. And they crossed the seas to fight, bleed and die in
order to make, as they supposed, the world safe for democracy. They
were denied that democracy which they were trying to save for the
white world, for they were segregated in France by higher Amer-
ican officers and were discriminated against by the Y. M. C. A,

The Caucasian began to stretch his religion and stretch his
conscience when he began to whitewash the sing of commission
against men and women of African descent. His conscience finally
became so elastic that he whitewashed sins by white men against
white men. A man would pile up millions by overworking and
underpaying his employees, overcharging his tenants, profiteering
on food and clothes, fleecing his business partners, freezing out his
competitors by underselling them temporarily (and then rushing
up the price when he Had the monopoly) and employing skilled cor-
poration lawyers to evade the spirit and the letter of the law. Then
the man would endow a school, college or hospital or make a sub-
stantial donation to a church or charity and the erstwhile exploiter
of labor, profiteer and hard-hearted man would be hailed as a
philanthropist and benefactor of mankind. Man stopped asking
how a man got his money. They only desired to know how much
he had. And when he had made his pile his children could laugh at
the conventions of society because they had money.

Such was the real state of the world seven years ago. The
World war was an eye-opener. It shook the fancied security of
modern society and its faith in the stability of the moral and social
order to its very foundation. Three years ago the armistice was
signed. And the world rejoiced. It was believed that the millenni-
mum had come. Then the rise of the Irish, the Hindoo and the
Egyptian against British oppression, the protest of the South Af-
rican against Dutch oppression, the labor troubles in England and
the labor troubles and race riots and lynchings in America and the
failure of the peace conference taught the modern world that it was
sicker than it had imagined. The modern world is in the condition
of & man who thought that he only had a bad cold and then sud-
denly discovered that he was threatened with tuberculosis, It is in
the condition of a man who imagined that he only had sn attack of
acute indigestion and suddenly discovered that he was threatened
with Bright’s disease of the kidneys or diabetes.

But the case is by no means hopeless. When a patient knows
that he is sick and when the physician has correctly diagnosed the
disease and knows what treatment and remedies to apply he is in
& fair shape to get well. The real trouble with modern society is
that it has partially fost its faith in the fatherhood of God, the
brotherhood of man, the divine origin of man and the immortality
of the soul. It was these basic faiths and beliefs which converted
pagan Rome to Christianity, broke up slavery, elevated the status
of woman and aholished gladiatorial combats in the Roman Em-
pire. It was these basic faiths and beliefs which tamed the un-
bridled passions and enlarged the intellectual horizon of the rude and
fierce barbarian tribea who overflowed the frontiers of Rome and
conquered her. It was these basic faiths and belicfs which sus-
tained Martin Luther when he launched the Protestant Reformation
and Oliver Cromwell when he led his Tronsides. It was these basic
faithe and heliefs which sustained the Pilgrim fathers, crossing the
ocean in the Mayflower, and enabled New England puritanism to
blossom into the finest culture that the world has witnessed since
man fell from grace or evolved from the brute.

“Reconstruction in Theology™ .

‘And we cannot see how modern society and modern civilization

can survive without the resurgence of these basic faithis in the soul
of man. Teach a man that there is no God, no infinite and eternal
power in the universe sympathizing with his ethical struggles and
strivings, teach him that his career stops at the grave and that
death ends all and his natural reply would be “Let us eat, drink and
be merry for tomorrow we dic.” The late Dr. George Trumbull
Ladd of Yale University said that religion was the psychic uplift
of the human race. This does not mean modern civilization should
put on a theological and philosophical garb, which modern science
and modern psychology have outgrown, but that these basic and
fundamental beliefs should be interpreted in the light of modern
knowledge regarding the ‘universe and man.
The spiritual condition of the modern mind in its helpless per-
plexity before the speculative and religious problems that come
surging before it may be paralleled to the dying Graeco-Roman
world and decaying Graeco-Roman civilization when the magnetic
presence of the lowly Nazarine cast the spell of its enchantment
over His followers. The apostle Paul stood almost alone, one
man against the Roman Empire. His inspiring battle cry was
“] preach Christ and him crucified.” The ideas that he cham-
pioned finally conquered the Roman Empire. He came to a dying
world that was satiated with sinful pleasure, that was weary with
life, that had jaded senses and a palled palate, that was tired of
sin and wanted gome release. He came to men whose earthly life
was hard and bitter and held before their imagination the picture of
a heaven where the redeemed ones, who had been washed by the
blood of the lamb, would forever dwell in joy and peace. Can Paul,
whose vigorous heart stirred the fecble pulse of a world that was well
nigh spiritually dead, again rekindle the dying ashes of a worn out
religious faith?

“The theologital and shilosaphical setting of Paul’s, gospel will
only partially ministerto the needs of the modern mind. We ask no
deliverance from religious superstitions, we do not ask “What must
1 do to be saved?” We do not crave for the beatific vision of the
Holy City, whose streets were paved with sapphire stones, whose
walls were made of jasper. The answer, “Ye must be born again;
believe in the Lord Jesus Christ and thou shalt be saved” does not
wholly satisfy vs.

Not by wholly going back to the theology of the apostle Paul
cfin the modern world be regenerated. The physician who would
heal the wounds of the dying, feverish, modern world must present
.gome other nostrum than the belief in a future world, which must be

Hom R. E. Smith Grewing

Negro' lmpmvoment Aasoclauon and
African Communities Leaguo was re-
organized by the president-gonoral,
Hon, Marcus Garvey, on October 3,
1820. The present month should mark
tho celebration of a first and brilllant
anniversary, but unfortunstely no spc-
clal program was arranged, Except
for the presence and obligation brought
to bear by Lhe visit of tiic Hon. R. E.
