The vear 1921 has gone into time and unpumbered ages. [ pray that
it has taken with it the evils and wicked designs of the men, races and
nations that have sought always to profit at the expense of the unsuspecting
and innocent. The year 1922 is now looked forward to with great hopes
on the part of oppressed humanity everywhere. Among those who are
looking forward to the achievement of better things in this new year are
the four hundred million Negroes of the world.

We have suffered pa'ticntly and long, and especially in the year just
passed. Leaders of the ruling races of the world have sought during 1921
to defraud the Negro of his rights everywhere. Their plans to subjugate
the race in North and South America and the West Indies have been se-
cretive, but their plans for the partition and exploitation of Africa have been
open. ‘

We who have the vision of the future gazed with surprise diFing the
year 1921 at the conduct of the men who called themselves statesmen, and
who have avowed their intention to work for the peace of the world. OQur
opinion is that thﬂr efforts to bring about peace among the races and nations
of the world were false and deceptive, because the year 1921 presented
to them a glorious opportunity for the bringing about of a universal read-
justment through wl’uch lmmnmty everyWhere could be rendered bw and
peace indeed be. rctored to the woﬂd. and they failed so0 to do. Tt would ‘
not have taken a statesman in 1921 to discover what was wrong with the
world apnd humanity at large, any twelve-year-old child could have
reached the proper conclusion and decide the cause of all our
human troubles, for just an attentive ear given to the cries and woes
of humanity would  have brought the correct information, that the
oppressed millions of India desire for themselves independence, as well as
the millions of Egypt, of Ircland, of Africa and of China: that a
proper consideration of these peopied’ feeiings, and an appreciaiio for their
aspirations, would have brought about that adjustment that would have
made them free and independent, thereby bringing happiness, love and peace
to over one and a quarter billions of God's scattered children.

Until the world's great leaders realize that oppressed humanity is
going forward and not backward, that the desire for liberty on the part of
all peoples is determined, and not reactionary, until they realize_that it is
humanly fair that all peoples should govern themselves, and that no alien
race can better govern a people than they themselves, irrespective of their
condition and their state of civilization, until these so-called privileged rulers
of humanity ‘appreciate the fact that God Almighty created all men equal,
and that there is no human hereditary master, we will never have peace, we
will never have that harmony that is o much talked about.

OF DYER ANTI-LYNCHING BILL IN STRONG TELEGRAM SENT BY HON.

LIBERTY HALL, NBW YORK, Jan. 2, 1922 —That the Univer-
sal Negro Improvement Association is endeavormg in cvery pracllcal
~ay 1o arouse race consciousness among Negrocs and to inculcate in
them race pride, race loyally and a veneration and sacred memory of
Jhose landmarks in the history of the race that indicate its progress and

march forward from the days of slavery down to the present age was
xmply attested tonight. Under its auspices a fitting, stirring, patnoue and
anique celebration was held of the umnupanun of the Negro in America,
now fifty-nine years ago, and this in a manner worthy of every Negro

All meetings *in  Liberty Hall are
oponet 0 the same manner, with
prayer and singing, but in adeitlon to
this the eting tonight redembled
somewhat the opening of the first day
of the convention of last August.

upon tne African raco, st homo and
abroad, thue proving that humanity
takes revengimg crima from one’age to
the next, according to the growth and
dovolopment of the race so ifflicted.
The perpotuation of crimo through
revengoe and rctaliation will not save
the human race. The Dyer bill seeke,
in this age of speody raciat accomplish-
monts, on tho pert of all peoples, to
put an ond to the ovil, so that future
gonerations may not suffer for tho
crimes of their forcbears, as practised
upon another race.

“Honorable Gentlemen, it is for us to
inform you that Africa is rising. The
new Negro dcos not harbor or en-
courage revenge of any kind, for he
loves all humanity; but the Negro, bo-
ing a human being, fecis and suffors
from the infliction of injustice like any
other perton.

“Oup race onco had a noble past, and
wo thall, even by Divine prophecy. re-
turn %o our own, hance we pray that
all humanity will renlize that thore can
be no permanent crushing out of the
hopas of a mighty peopie, and no oter-
nal dostruction of their manhood, We
pray that your Congross pass the Anti-
Lynching biil, so that from now and
henceforth, all men of all racos will
live at poace with cach other, whether
wo live in Amorica, Europe, Asia or
Africa, Lot the new yecar be one of
justice to all mankind, so that thore
will be no causo for organized dissatis-
faction. Wo look to the Congress of the
United States for protoction in life and
property. We were brought hare
against our will. We have sefved and
are serving tho country faithfully and
woll. We ask only for justice, and we
foe! that your Honorable Congress will
grant it to us.

prompily seconded by Mr, H. Vinton
Plnmmer, Director of Publiclty, where-
upon, without a dlgsenting voice, it
wae cwrried ununimously by a standlng
voto, amidst deafening applause, hure
rahs and cheers.

Tha Presldent Genern! then con-
tinued his address, in which ho vo-
viowed tho history of slavery both in
the United States and in tho West
Indies, ndding that the Negro in the
Went Indics was emancipated by proc-
lamation of Qucen Victoria soverul
years (in 1833) prior to tho fresing of
the slaves In America; that the former
obscrve the 1st of August In every
year as the celebration of their eman-
cipation, while the Negro In America
relehrnton hin frocdom on tha 1st of
January In every year. lle denounced
the institution of slavery as the moat
barbarous und brutal, a relic of the
Roman crr. Ho spoke of thu suffere
ings of the sluves, and of the tortures
und hardships they endured, and of
thelr heopes that some day their pos-
terity would be free.

Sonie Negroes, said Mr, Garvey, do
not like 1he strain of African blood
that rune in their veina. “But,” he
remarked. “let me tell you, men and
women, it iz the proudest blood of
the nations; it is the proudest blood of
the races of mankind.* This expres-
gion ellclted loud applause, The Negro
once vecupled the highest position in
the world, sclentifically, artistically
and commercinlly—in fa-t, he himeselt
was the founder of civilization. This
place of aml s ho loat in the course
of evolytlon; “hut,” said the speaker,
"I believe the timo has now come when
the black man will regain the proud
nposition he once held, no. again to hold
the world under his footstool, but to
help meto out justice alike to all na-
tions nnd ‘o all peoples.”

In an eloquent apostrophe to the
dead, and with great pathos, the Presi-
dent General said: “Father, grand-
father, wherever you are tonlght, be
you by the side of tho Blessed Re-
deemer, in Heaven, bo you in Para-
dise, ho you in Purgatory, I remember
your sufferings, and mince I am your
son, xince I am Dbloed of your blood,
flesh of your flesh, T shall never for-
got!" Further on, he sald: “So long
aus there is within me the breath of life
and tho spirit of God, I shall see that
Justice iz dona to this race of ours.
Our forefuthers endured the hardships
and rufferings and rigors of siavery
for more than 250 years not hacsuse
they loved alavery: no, but bhecause
they loved their posterity, whom they
wantcd to enjoy the freedom they were
not permitted to enjoy. What, then,
are you going to rcturn, what grati-
tude are you going te show, for what
they have done for you? As for me,
knowing the sufferlngs of my fore-
fathers, T shall give back to Africa thut
liherty she once enjoyed three hundred
years ngo hcfore our forebears were
taken from her shores to this Weatern
world. No better gift can I give to
the memosy of the generatlons past
than a free and redeemed Africa—a
monument for ail cternity, & monu-
ment for nll time, And &0 tonight, as
we cclebrate this annlversary of our
emancipation, we do not do it with
regret, No; we do it with an ablding
tatth; we do jt with an ablding con-
fidence; we do it with un ablding falth
In our own and In our God; and the
taith that we have is the falth that
will ultimately tuke us back to the an-
clent plave, that auncient pesition that
wa occupled when Ethiopla was In her
glory. Glorious Ethiopin! Her star is
Ul shining: the stars are twinkling:
they are beckoning to us to come, and
wo are going. Yes: we have started
on the jourscy, through tho Universal
Negro Improvement Assoclation, and
wa shall continue until the sun shail
never sot on tha glories of Ethiopla!™
(Great applause.)

The President Generzi'a nddreas was

indeed a noblo one. Hardly an eye in
the whole audienco was not sufftusod
wilh tears as tho orator, in majostic
language, and with tho skill of an
artist, painted in cloarest colors the
burdens and sufferings of the Negro in
tho days of slavery, and thelr yearn-
Ings that one day thoso who would
como after them might be free. (The
full text of the address will bo pube
lished in the naxt issue and should be
read by every racc-loving Negro.)

Hon, Dr, 4. W. M, Eason Speaks

‘The Rev. Dr. J. W. H, Eason, Amer-
lcan Leader, followed the Preaident
General, and after a fow words of
ploasantry, spoken In his usual hum-
orous and wilty vein, he tovk up the
subject of hia address for the occasion.
This, he =maid, wan: “Clear the Way
for 1922, In the beginning It scemed
not an emancipation celebration ad-
dress, but as he warmed up to hix
subjact, it was obvious that there wns
& natural afnity between the wubjoct
and fhe occaslon. Seldom hava words
of such far-reaching import, wonls of
50 much real, practical wisdom anid
calm, dispasstonate, whol coun-
scl, been heard In Liberty Hall: and
they were uttered with a vigor of ex-
preasion, a vehemence of feellng, and
wiih o sinceriiy and dignity of manner
that must have left un indelible im-
press upon those who heard them.

Of tho things to ho clearcd away
for the new year, there were several,
he said, and these he enwmerated, and
after citing each, he explaincd his
meaning and commented upon each.
“Wo must remember,” said he, “that ir
we are to go farther in the upward
march of the world's civilization we
oursclves must study carefully the
ways by which other peopla have
achieved and gone up the heighin, that
we, too, might not enly eqbal them in
their accomplizhments, but In the very
near futuro may place the bannor of
comjete clvillzation, which includes
tho univorsal fathorhood of God and
the brotherhood of man, a few paces
higher than they have ever placed It
before,

In tha firpt place, continued Dr.
Eason, we must clear tho way of tho
biased and prejudiced class among the
Negro peoplo of the world, those who
ars not wiillag to first control them-
selvos absolutely and entirely, in order
that the race itseit might go forward.
I have absolutely no patience with any
individual among our group who Is o
neifish, o self-centercd, 8o narrow that
he would cruclfy the race in order that
lie himsolf might go up."

Then we must clear uway the faint-
hearted, the pessimistic and the
critice. Those who are faint-hearted
and have not contidence in thomselves
never pucceed In anything they attempt
to do. There {8 such a clasy among the
Ncgro race who do not helleve that it
in pussivio fur the INugro to put up a
brave, couragcous front before the
world; they are conatantly cringing
and howing and begging, and when
something is atarted to glve the riuce
an upward look and the light, they
always gay, "It can't bo done *Ws
want men of courage,” raid the Amer-
fcan leader, “men of power, men of
vision, men and women of dogged de-
termination to take chargs of the
aftairs of our rauce, The peasimistic
class among Negrocs aslways look on
the dark sde of cverything, constantly
grumble and complain and whine and
cry, and yet neveor offer a coastructivs
program to stop the whining and the
complaining. Such individuaia siouid
Lo gotten rid of.” The critics, too, tha
speaker went on te say, that ix, thosc
who do not offer helpful criticism, but
rather destructive criticism, usre ve-
vugnant to the racc-loving man; men
who criticise mercly because they nre
not at tho head of tho movement and
who themsolves are unable to evolve
anything original or new of their own.

“We want tu Le uptimistic unto the
ond,” ho suld; "we want to Lope and
to think and to work and to pray, and,
it necossary, to fight for the beat things
in this world, as other peoplo have done
for thcemeelves. Those who would
throw a damper on our hopos or lesson
tho ardor of our uspirations, or becloud
our jdeals, ought to bo corsigned to
the nether regions below.”

Lasily, said Dr. Eason, wo should
clear tho way not for ourselves alone,
but for our children and our children's
children, for generations yet unborn,
that they may on future occasions
like this, In the dlstant yeary to come,
celebrate, not the emancipation procias
mation, but rather to commemorate the
citoris we put forth, aad the dosda we
performed as semi-free men and semi-
freo women, thiat they might worship
God and enjoy frecdom, genulne und
complete, under their own vine and fig
tree in our motherland, Africa, with
thelr own flug among the flag: of the
nations of the world erected in honor
und In rerpoec t to tii» universal freedom
i ihe Negro peopie of the world, the
bunner of the Red, the Black and the
Green.

Four and a half years ago the Uni-
versal Negro Improvement Assoclation
undertook the work of puritying that
almuaphere and rendering it more con-

WHITE PEOPLE VERSUS NEGROES

BEING THE 8TORY

sSome time in August, 1017, I pickad
up in a Negro book shop a bqok en-
titled “From Buperman fo Man” by J.
A. Rogars. 1 eat down (o read it and
did not riso from my seat until I had
read it through, Then I pald tor it and
taok it home, realizing that I had found
a genuino treasure, Ot the author 1
could Jearn nothing, as there wns 1o
publisher's name and address in the
volume, which had been published by
the author at his own expense, Two
years later, while in Washingten, 1
came across a second cdition of the
book, bearing thia time the imprint of
“The Goodnpeed Press.” 1 wrote them
at once, got the author's address, and
wrote to tell him how highty I tiiought
of his book. Hince then | have reviewed
it in The Negro World and eirewhere,
I st} insist that it is the greatest hook
evor written in Engliah on the Negro
by a Negro, and ! um glad to know that
increasing thousands of black and white
readors re-echo the high opinien of it
which 1 had exprensed.

During the periud from 1$17 to the
present this book has made ite way to
sucosss with.out one word of encournge -
ment or praise from any of the more
prominent Negro writers or editors ex-
cept Mr. Ferria and mywell, although
iroo copies had been senil (0 Dr. Ou
Bois, Kelly Miller, Benjamin Brawley,
Monroe Trotter, Prof. #carborough,
Brathwaite, and many others, including
the National Assoclation for tho Ad-
vaneoment of Colored People. Almost
the onty colored people who helped to
aproad its fame were the losser known
and humble classes, who still pligrimuge
to 513 Lenox avenue in quest of it. The
hest known Negroes havo failed to no-
tice it,

What the Whites Did

It was o colored woman who used to
do day's work at the University of Chi-
cago, who showed a eovv to ono of the

pr s, Prof Baber,
a Boulhcrn white woman. 8he read it
and at once wrote Mr, Rogera to say
that she conaiderod it to be “the finest
bit ot lterature snc huad read -n lhe
subject,” and that ahe had piaced it on
the required reading list for her classes.
In gddition, she had it placed in the
university library, Bomo time later sho
gava o reception at her ome to her
students (all white) and invited the
author (a Negro) to come and speak
to them on the subject of the book—
the Negro in history and civilization.
£hs bought fourteen copies and sent
thom to Jeading white cducatora at such
leading universities as Minnesota and
Michigan, and (o Jibrarians at the lead-
ing acliontific iibrasies.

A colored Catholic got hold of the
book by ecoident. It was then passod
on to the Catholic Board for Miaslon
Work Among Colored People. They
sent & white priest to Chicago to look
up the author; but this man fajled to
find Rogers, who was away from home
working as’a Pullman portor. 8o they
ssnt a Jettesr saying that: “Tho moem-
bers of the board have read with much
interest and pleasure. your bvok, ‘From

Can We Explain?

Such s the histery of a maaterpiece
of lterature. How can we explain the
cuiiduet of the colored big-wiga? Per-
haps there are two explinations. Tho
Negrocs whom Christian slavery re-
duced to the social level of brutes still
have today some of tha trajta of the
slave.' And one of these finds con-
tinuous expression In our “"blg Nes
groes” namely, “Don't help to push any
other Negro Into notice If you have
won notice yourself. Notice for them
detracts from your notice.” 8o, we
find that “big Negroes” prefer to ade-
vancs jgnoramimea ainca their awn
superiority will thereby be ennanced,
To advance a “comer” might adate
their own brilllance. God help uws as
a race, ac long as this contemptible
trait shall flourish among us!

But 1 don’t tilnk that this explaina
all of it. ‘Thero i another reasor
which will shock many. The truth i»
that many of our “brightest” minda
have not yet developed any intellect of
their own. They can give you the most
brilliant expositions of Shaw, Dunhar
or Marin—provided he has been pre-
viously explained for them. But when
they arc asked to oxplain a now writer
whom no one from whom they draw
thelr opinions has yet seen or sampled,
they are “stuck.” I know young men
like Mr. King and Mr. Bunday who
can do it. But they are not prominent
yet. No ono knows them, Du Bois and
Owen, Brawley and Randolph, Johnson
and Kelly Miller can't do it. It re-
qulires a quality of indepondert judg-
ment that is ceriain of itself and sure
of ita ground. Hereln ‘"education™
{which can be poured into a person)
Is no substitute for intellect, which ia
one's own, The men whom I have
nlmnd are men of "education”-—somo

men of culture. But Ernest
Ju-t. Alaln Le Roy Locke, King and
Kirnon aro men of intellect. Thoy can
think for themselves in the face of &

Like n good physician, Garvey has
diagnosed the situation, Mis plan is
good, mound, sccure, bascd on oheerva-
tion, Invostigation and atudy. lle has
dlscovercd the “specific” needed. Ilence
the application, the beginning of which
is “organization.”

When the Reman Catholic Church
and other preponderous religlous so-
cieties wanted to organire and have a
foilowing and to bo able to function in
different parta cef the werld, they
adopied the =ame plan thae Hon, Garvey
is widng. They started their organiza-
tion with & few persons in some ono
country or cily, And, after it had
grown to some rcasonable slze, they
then began to expand. They did not,
however, for some unknown reason,
recognigo tho adviaability of running’
an ad in thelr journal, saying, “Start a
branch.” DBut thoy selected and sent
men from among them to diffcerent parts
of the world, undor orders to ‘“start”
branches.  Mean./hile, they at head-
quariers conirlbuted (o tie support of
the men on the ficld, not leaving them
te trust to “luck.”

Atfior & whiic each brmnch siaricd
paid back all the money which was
{nvertod toward its creation, and then
coramenced to yleld a profil—sending
in centinual romlllnnucy—!lw aurpius
after all expenses had been paid. The
branch, iherefore, did not cost the
headquarters anything and in, in addl-
tion, wn asact and a continual source of
incoma.

Supporo that society had threo mil-
lion (3,000,000) wsuch branches, and
oach of them, afier ail jocil cXpenses
wara takan nul, was abla to furn in to
headquarters ahbout flve hundred doi-
tars (3500) sach manth, don’t youn
think they would have enough money
to build & nation, a navy, an army or
n steamsh!p lire? Well, this is where
the possibilities of Garveyiam como in.
Other possibiiities are that Garvey will
b. able to control the funds bhelonging
to every Negro the world over, and
theraby compel them to work for the
upbuilding of their fatherland, just as
soon as his "bill of rights” {a recog-

MR. G. E. CARTER SPEAKS

Christ
never concerned Himeelf about that
little word falth. You will take the

he passcs Ly on the other slde; but a
third man comes upon the scene and
he administers to the man in the gut.
ter. Ho sees the necessity of doing
ir. tho presence of things whut his
hands found to do. That s a living
talth; that is vital faith; that is faith
that grips a person and out of the per-
son brirgs things that ure calculuted
to do men and women good, I would
have you then to demonstrate in the
city of New York and demonstrate in
these United Stctes that the world may
realize and now that the faith which
actuates the peoplemof tho Universal
Negro Improvement Associatlon is
nothing more nor leas thau a living
falth.

And e éecond thing 1 want you to
do I8 to grip your truth-——your reatiza-
tion. Your reallzation i nothing more
nor lgss thun the truth which you hear
and the things that you are called upon
to do. Truth has always had to fight
its battles alngle-handed, and the man
or the woman who attempts to put over
the program for truth may rest assured
that 1t will bring enemies uncalled for
* the forefront. And when you are
committed to the plan of {ighting the
battles of truth you may rest assured
that you wiil have opposition. And what
does opposition amount to? It simply
means victory, for wao realize the fact
thut scmebody is taking notice of the
things you are trying to do, 1 live in
the country, and the best way I found
aut what apple trees were good In the
orchard was to walk in that orchard
und look at the stones und sticks, That
was evidence {n itvelf that ceverybody
had been knocking apples off that tree.

Ho it is with an organization that
amounta to anything. It draws the op-
position of others and you can tell it
plainty.

Not only you should grlp your truth,
your reallzation, but, in the third place,
1 am calling upon you to grip a sensc
ot the consclousness of kHle presence.
The man or woman who naver sits and
turns his or her eyes within, who never
aity in introspection ay we!l as retro-
spection, never amounts to vory much
In life, I am culling upon you to sit and
discover the Christ of your being that
there will he a consciousneas of Ilis
presence, and you will be actuated by
the motives of right to go forth and
accomplish something in thire life.

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A SCIENTIFIC ANALYS13 OF RACE PASGION

What formerly our\potorious authors
and writers—who wore more of.a
newspoper clasi<were instrumenial in
doing was to stigpuiato the whima of
certain cluss of people, and played
upon the éun(lmem ol the colored
poopte, and tho passion of the Negro.
But the Negro literaturv and news-
papers have not ail, however, bevn a
compiolo fallure. They have done a
groat deal in 4 moranl and intellectual
way, but very liltlo in a common sense
way, because most of the authors and
writers were laboring under the mystic
influence of au Utoplan dramatical
promise—they have over [ailed to face
or to reveal cortain facta to the peo-
ple—which the eo-cnlled “intelligent-
sla’ may now quecatlon. That, they
have not been fafr wiih the Negrirsn
regard to this fact—a fact with which
every Negro should familtarize him-
self—swhose importance and seriousnoss
ahould be fully realized at this time.

It §s Just this:—The salvation of tho
Negro Raco cannot be achieved here,
and the succeseful solution of the
problom of the Negro can only be
worked out satisfactorily In Africa.
You can never attailn equality with the
white race, or the Anglo-S8axon will
not recognize you as & man unti! you
have achieved whut other men have
achieved, that makes them great to-
day and respected. o do not think
that by changing your color through
the immoral process of the si.ggested
medium belleved to be conducive to
some equality, you are golng to arrive
at the uitimate solution of the prob.
lem. Straightening vour hfir, and
whitening your face, bicaching your
skin, tonds to dogenerate you rather
than to clevate you—that ia not going
to help either you or the Negro Racc!
Achlevement s the only thing that will
clevate you to that distinction and
honor that the race will eventually
command. At this point therc will be
less jabbery aliout “socal cqualty.”

We have had a ‘number of men who

have been trying p control the
thoughtr of the Negro for a long time.
They have duped the Negro to a great
cxtent: they have lied to him: and
this war ought to have convinced you
as to how far the Ncgro will ever be
permitted to go, or get—further ex-
planation of this is not neccessary.
Thone men have more passionately de-
nounced the Anglo-Baxon rather than
certuin nctlons of thelr own clement.
Wlhen n man is wrong he is wrong—
nobody should attempt to uphold him—
citempting to do ihis Is to uutomati-
cally place yoursell in his category—
lirnee the assertion:—"They are all
allke!™  Apd we just #imply rave!
V't we should strive for nlways ia
Ju tice!
* The Negro, am a rule, for « long
time, enntinued to repeat his terrible
mixtakes untll Washlngton and Tulsa
woke him!  Aand yet he 8 not prone
to yeatize where his true destPny, his
uitimute fiture lay. This Is through
the dlabollen! advocacy of a rcertain
cines of men whose whole Nterary
energy im absarhed In thelr Anglo-
manle of a promised tmaginary “zo-
cinl equallty.,” Many of those who ad-
vocated thir pernicious doctrine do not
realize that it cmanated from a
debased mind, growing out of an ir-
relevant theory, and was only intended
to creato soclal chaos. That there le
not such a thing as equnlity of races
18 n face tndisputable, as demonstrated
even at the world's grentest conference
for human safety und the peace of
mankind. More tho big powers slit
in the front row; secord in impariance,
socond row; third in importance, third
row, Fifty years ago Japan was in
the sixth row, today she i8 in the first
—where wiil you sit at the fiftieth call?
Do you intend to be exactly where you
aro now, with the rocord of hloody
race-riots behind you, siill talking
about Duhoie' dream of a  “social
equality”? That's the quesiion!

Men who lahor under sentiment do
not/get very far. The ignorance of a
cortain clase of colored people makes
them handicaps to themselves. They

.are more or less controlled by the dic-

tatton of passion and sentiment, and
the forces of thelr subconaclous mind,
{nstead of thelr control the

entlre uachlnery of their montal™ ene
gino, The subconkcious element marke
e animal in man. Thoycontinually
ignorg certain fucts and reality—and
they will .ot face tho Truth--right
here is where tho greoatest and tho
gravest dificulty luy. Certain cl

1 promised all theso Negross that §
would make thelr aspirations known to
my white brothers in France, and 1
thanked the propbet for having ad-
itted us that evening with his follow.

who think they arc wiso—at the samo
time haven't o brain in thelr heand—
absoluteiy refused, or utterly failed to
rocognlze inteiligent leadership amorng
thoir_own people. The timo has ar-
rived that if this raco of ours 18 to
make anything at all of itself tho great
muss of lhe peopio should be, taught
the indispensable common sense of the
recognition of iIntelligent loudership.
Wo have too many speculative leaders
who do not understand the firat mean-
Ing of intelligent leadership.

My bellet e thls—and 1 do not think
I am very far out of the way—that, so
acon as the Negro and colored people
of the Negro race, who are merely
sojourning in this happy phase, recog-
nize certain hard facts, so soon they
will find that the ontiro raco will be
regarded differontly—there must be a
permanent change of attitudo on tho
part of the whites; we should not con-
tinuc to look back with sadnoss upon
tho incidont of a horrid past, but look
forward, with the statesmanliko guid-
ance of our {llustrious and able leader,
Marcus Qarvey, to o better duy, and a
mare hapny and glor Mntura for
the Negro race, and with your hearty
co-operation tho destiny of the race
shall be aecured. You must becomeo
conscious of thoe magnitude of this
great movement and the importance of
the cause it ropre ents,

The greatest posaible discovery a
man can make in a discovery of him-
self—to b § of hi H 2
and then to reallse certain ethics of
human society, recognize his position
fully, and face hie obligations ke a
mati, whatever they may be, and carve
his way to sucoesa. I realize how Aiffi-
cult It is to ask the Nogro to suppress
certain feeling, while dally demonetra-
tions are such as to sttmulate that
feoling and make it more intenme, but
it can be done by facing ‘the facta and
the condition of things. One of the
mest imporiant of thexe facts has heen
stated: That our future cannot be
worked out here, but In Africa. Wa
might ag weil accept thls truth now
before it is too late. ]

I apeak from a keen apprehension; I
speak from a deeper féeligg, and I
apeal. from an inspiration, thfough the
instrumentality of a great Spirit ant-
mated by o great principle, in this
momentous epoch, a realigation that
this government is determined to ho
what it {s, what their tathers intended
that it should te, and that white from
constitution to execution, white from
the lowesl office to the highest—you

losing time, precious time, when you
could be crecting one of your own in
your mother land, Africa; hence, the
quicker wa realiza nur position, the
better it will bo fc~ all now concerned.

Tho man who would try
to make you belteve that the solution
of this problem lay concdaled heve, or
in  intormarriuge, 1§ a monster—a
monster that you should watch care-
fully! Romember the story of Terah,
who died in Haran! It has beon re-
peated all down the ages, in the pngoes
of history, records revenled of the races
survived, and those which have boen
swept away, end thors ia not a trace
can be found of them today. It will
bo proven whether the Negro is it to
live or die!

Buckingham Palace. (Voclferations,
stamping of fecet, cries of nnimals.)
And you know what has been tho white
man'g gratitude, how he has thanked
the Nogro for having fought for his
cauee. Wo were not even given a seat
at the peaco table. (Grumbling of dls-
approval.) But they were punished by
the heavens fur theie ingralitude.
Messrs. Clemencenu, Lloyd George and
Wilson tore thelr hair around the gam-
ing table.
