STRUGGLE WITH RIFFIANS LOOMS IN MOROCCO

French Impose ngnd Censorship of News—Riffians’ Advantage Lies in
the Fact That French Cannot Win the War Unless They Carry
Fight Into Rifhian Territory— Tribesmen Vowed to Sweep All
Europeans Out of ‘Morocco When Abd-El-Krim Was Insulted, Is
Story—Struggle May Develop Into Holy War

Abd-El-Krim Is an Able and
Progressive Leader, Who s
Determined Hle People Shall
Be Free

A war that started with a Kkick.
That's the war in Morocco loday. And
this word “kick” does not mean a
protest, but a real kick, duly ndm15~
istered. The one who received It wis
Abd-el-Krlm, the leader of the Riffs,

who have #o far defeated the Span-
lards, driven them back to a narrow
strip of coast line, and are now giv-
tag the French one of the wars of
their history. The kick was a Spanish
one, but the French are having to pay
for it, because the Riffians are deter-

"| mined that. no European soldlers shall

remain in Morocco.

There was a .time when Spain had.
a certaia hold in Morocco, and she
sent troops there to maintain it, But
Spain ran afoul of Abd-el-Krim, head
of the most warlike of all the tribes
inhabiting the rocky heights. ~Aside
from being a warrior he studied law
and Arab literature at the University
of Fez, practiced law before the mixed
court at Melilla, and learned to speak
Spaalsh and X¥rench fluently.. He lis,
though the word be much abused, a

"Moorish shelk, and a power among hls

people.

Several years azo.a numbher of sheiks
addressed a petition to the Spanish
Commandant at Melilla, Gen. Fernan-
dez ' Silveatre, asking autonmy for the
Riffiaas under the patronage of the
Sultan of Fez and .of Spaln. Gen. Sii-
vestre would have none of it. He
threw the petition on the ground and
stamped - our it, insult enough to the
proud tribesmen,

But they were determined to make
another effort to gain what they
sought, and Abd-el-Krim went to see
the Spanish commander. He explained
the situa‘ion and urged the advisabil-
ity of favoring the reruest of the
sheiks. General Silvesire's reply to this
was to fly into a rage and fling himself
upon ‘kp ;shielk Abd-el-Krim with fist
and b f the Moréccan chieftaln leav-
ing the commander's’ “headquarters
bleeding from mobuth and nose.

TTUT uwritten Uin Red”

His reply was to take some of his
own blood on his forefinger and write
across the door of the Spanish com-
mander’s house the Arabic word,
“Vengeance.” And that started the
war which is still on today, though
the Spaniards have already been dis-
posed of by the war-skilled Riffians,

No sooner had Abd-el-Krim been
subjecied to this insult than he placed
himself at the head of his tribesmen,
arousing all the Rifflans agalnst Ku-
ropeans. He urged the purchase of
modern rifles, of machine guns and
other war paraphernalia, and now his
armies are equipped with tanks and
alrplanes, and giving battle according
to the best. practice of the Wox‘ld ‘War,
It has been suggested that there are
Furopean officers in command of the
Riffian troops. Be that as it may, there
can be no doubt that the French are
having a time of it wlth these Moroc-
cans,

As soon as the Riffians had driven
the Spaniards to the coast the tribes-
men began war on the French, he-
cause, elated hy their success, they
felt that they could drive out any of
the invaders of their territory. And
in Abd-el-Krim, they have had an able
leader. He Is described as a.cultivated
man, intelligent and progressive;, de-
siring that his people ' shall - become
clvilized as Europe understands the
word. He has perfected discipline
among his troops and utterly forbidden
the maltreatment of prisoners, some-
thing the Riffians had to learn, from
all aecounts. He has prescribed severé
penalties for the killing of noncom-

batants and, in fact, during the fight-
ing with the Spanish, cared for a
number of Spanish familles, sending
them under safé convoy to Melilla.

But to return a moment to the kick
administered by Gen. Silvestre, That
kick not only brought about a war
but killed Gen. Silvesire himself. One
report was that he commitied sulcide
before his entire staff after a terrific
defeat of the Spanish arms at Iguer-
ben, where 3,000 8panifards were killed,
17,000  Were captured, and the Riffian
booty amounted to 18,000 rifles, 150
fleld pleces, 100 machine guns, 75
motor trucks, two alrplanes and a
conslderable quantity of munitions.
The value' of the booty was set at
$60,000,000.

There is also another story, which
is that Gen. Silvestre and his entire
staff were massacred by the Riffs, the
General's head being chopped off and
carried about on the point of a spear
that all his enemies might see it.
This was virtually the end of the
Spanish expeditionary force in Mor-
occo, Ahd-el-Krim had only to chase
the tatters of the army to the coast.
The Riffs were almed with ordnance

‘oblained “from Fiench' and’ German

déalers and they had been drilled by
officers who came from the demobilized
armies of the World War,

An ldeal War Sheik

As the French then took a hand in
what they called the *pacification” of
Moroeco, it was inevitable that they
should clash with the effective war
mechanism Abd-el-Krim had cx'ea.'ced
This brought about the present warfare
with the doughty tribesman,

The picturesque figure in the Franco-
Rifflan War is, of course, Abd-el-Krim.
A correspodent thus has described him:
“He was dressed in red, waistcoat,
bloomers and fez. His liveness gave the
impression of a wild animal ready to
spring. His skin was “hlte, with the
pinkish hue of the red-haired; his eyes
were black and luminous. His figure,
tall and muscular, Jseemed to emanate
force,”

Abd el- hnm Is fiercely proud of his
{rihesmen. Of them he once said, “You
must remember that the Ritfan lives In
the rugged mountains where he can-
not be found and pursued. He is tall
but he climbs with the agility of a cat,
He needs no comforts. He puts into his
bag the number of bullets he can use,
and a loaf of corn bread. When he
becomes hungry he stops beside a fig
tree and eats enough figs with his corn
bread to satisfy his needs. Me drinks
from a spring and then he is ready to
shoot all day leng. Wherever sundown
catches him that is his ‘sleeping place
A stone under his head, the hood of his
djiellad over it, his feet drawn up under
his clpak, and he needs no better bed,
‘War Is his usual occupatlon, his fa-
vorite pastime. Do you wonder that one
Riffian is worth ten other men?”’

PARILS, May 17.~Deputy Malvy, who
has been sent to Madrid on a special
mission by the French Government to
try to work out an arrangement to
provide the French with greater free-

1 dom of action {n their war agalnst the

Rifts, had a long interview yesterday
with the ‘war minister and General
Primo’de Rivera,

Even should he obtain no offer of
co-operation from the Spanish govern-
ment, it is hoped, at least, that the
former minister will obtain a promise
of stricter blockade measures to pre-
vent any supply of arms to the Riffs.
Under their engagement to keep or-
der In its zone,
this is the least the Spanish govern-
ment can do.

At the same time it is becoming more
keenly realized that the war Into which
the French have been led against the
Riffs can never be successfully finished
unless it is carried into Abd-el-Krim's
territory. News of the most recent
fighting shows plainly that the Riff
leader is taking full advantage of his
refuge within the Spanish frontier to
mobilize troops and prepare counter-
attacks against the newly won French
‘positions.

In a cable from Ouezzum today’ the
Matin’s corresporident states that the
defeat of lgst week has in no way less-
ened- either the energy or the courage
of the Riffs, and adds that strong, new
offensives in the direction of Oliezzurq
are expected from the concentrations
which have been gathered within the
Spanish zone at Chechuan,

The operations have already taken on
the aspect of a big campaign and the
French are rather hopeful than other-
wise that the tribesmen will come
across the line Into French territory
and get their lesson there. But even
there the fighting is likely to prove
very severe.

The Communist newspapex Human-
ite, which openly supports the Riff
cause, declares today that the French
losses in the Bibane attack were 1,000
‘killed, while Abd-el-Krim's - force on
the plateau was only 3,500, Thése ﬂg-
ures, of course, originate from a preju-
diced source.

The Communists have been holding
meetings during the week-end protest-
ing against the war and seeking to
embarrass the government. Premier
Painleve, liker M, Herriot, is opposed
to any measures for the repression of
Communist activities which would seem
to aggrandize their importance. Never-
theless, certain acts and speeches di-
rectly inciting the so]dlers in Morocco
to disobecience may have to be noticed.

PARIS, May 17 (A. P.).—Desultory
fighting continued on the Moroccan
front today. Skirmishés are’ in prep-
aration for :. French offensive -ex-
pected this week to dislodge. the Rif-
fians lrom the remaining strongholds
they are occupying in French territory.

‘The official communication issued
late this evening says:

“On the western front the enemy’s
defensive organization continues,
especially in the Beni Zeroual country,
Calm has been restored along the’'Beni
Nesguilda tribesmen,

“General Colombat's column
marched upon Kellaa, which was oc-
cupled “without difficulty. The troops
‘condubted themselves admirably * in
executing manoeuvers in the difficult
country and before an enemy numerous
and well armed. In the center the
enemy {s reinforcing his line by bring-
ing up fresh troops and ammunition.”

“At a meeting of the faculty, Febru-
ary 6, 1825, it was voted that when a
student has accumulated ten unex-
cused absences in physical education
and R, O. T. C. combined, that he shall
be called before his dean for warning,,

combined, he shall be dropped from the
university for this quarter. This reg-

quarter began March 14, 1925, The ab-

HE British Islands are incapable of producing the necessary
foodstuffs to sustain the population. There are more mouths
to be fed than food to feed them. The country has long

depended for its foodstuffs upon its colonics and the imports from
other countries. A majority of the people are tradesmen, profes-
sionals and factory and mine workers, who produce nothing. to eat
B und wear. Vast acreages of land which should be devoted to the
; cultivation of agricultural products and stock raising, are owned and
lenced off as private reserves by .the lords and moneycrats of the
country. That is to say, Great Britain has more people in the home
islands than she can feed and clothe. Population has encroached
disastrously upon production, -as Malthus phrased it, a condition
which always spells disaster for any people or nation.

Mr. Joseph Dana Gibson, a citizen of light and leading, in an
article in the New York World, has this to say about the awful con-
dition which confronts Great Britain:

Since 1920 the United Kingdom has spent in doles to the un-
employed the incredible sum of $1,500,000,000. At present one
i " out of every thirty-five inhabitants is supported by the state.
It is estimated that there are today 1,250,000 unemployed in
Great Britain, and this is probably a moderate estimate. Though
P these doles doubtless prevented riots and revolution when the
young men returned from France, the effect has been to foster

The Arabs are four-fifths of the population and are determined to
rule. *If the fears of the Arabs, whether reasonable or not, are
inflamed violently in the future,” says Mr. Garvin, “they will rise
with a vengeance, and after all the eighteen centuries of its dream,
might end again in tragedy and dispersion.” Mr, Garvin thinks that
the Hebrew University, recently dedicated on Mount Scopus by
Lord Balfour, is the hope of the Zionist movement.

Israel Zangwill, the greatest living Jewish author, is of the opinion
that unless Great Britain, through the League of Nations, “becomes
the effective guardian of their minoritics, that the world can not be
made safe for Zionism or for the universal idea which its university
is to embody.” It is not a cheerful outlook for Zionism. It may
be that the Lord has not now detcrmined to recall the captivity of
Judah, and that, as Mr. Garvin says, the Jews will still find their
greatest strength in their dispersion among the peoples of the world.

Only unconsclously and in little
ways does Mrs. Millin allow her own
particular slant and prejudice to come
to the surface. There Is, for instance,
on page 210, a telliale sentence dealing
with Mr, Lindsell, who marries a mu-
latto girl. “¥e snapped his fingers,”
writes Mrs. Millin, “at the sanctities
of race.”

distinctly untair, Her line of God's
step-children beging with a white
father and a Hottentot mother. The
father is a2 man of low physical and
-mentaf caliber. He is a fanatic, a mis-
sionary, a neurotic and, from the case
history as presented, probably a victim
of dementla praecox. And yet, when
any of his descendants in the novel taily
to measure up to the exacting stand-
ards of white civilization, Mrs., Millin
shakes her lhead sadly and murmurs
with -a patronizing plty something
about the tragedy of black blood.
The book calmly accepts a dozen as-
sumptions which are either not proven
or not true. Thus Mrs. Millin speaks
of “shell shock” as a synonym for cow-
ardice. She belleves that small white
children Iustinctively draw the color
line against Negro playmates. With-
out so much as a question, she puts
forward the theory that the Negro or
the mulatlo is incapable of accepting
anything out of education after he has
reached the age of sixteen.

She Seems to believe that even the
excptional Negro can never compete
upon terms of equality with the white
man in any of the professions or the
arts. On page 252 she writes: “They
achleved nothing of any consequence.]
Now and then (very seldom) it might
happen that a real black man, the son
of some African chief, rich In land and
cattle (not so many of these left, |
either), would struggle as far as an
English or Scottish university and,
through it, o a professlon; and would
come back to South Afvica to practice
it profession. But _he would nover
roally succed at it. Putting aside all
questions of prejudice, he vould not
hold. his own against white competition.
He had not the brain, the persistence,
tl}o temperament.”

“Mrs. Millin seems wholly unconselous
of the flaw in the equation which she
sets torth. “Putting aside all questions
of prejidice,” she writes, and then
proceeds to report on her findiugs in |
the South African community, regard-
less of the fact that in reality the prej-
udice never was set aside, Most of the
tragic happenings in “God's Step-Chil-
dren” are of this same nature. “Dear,
dear,” Mrs, Millin says, in effect, upon
‘many occasions,, “this sort of a sitya-
tion really is too bad; kLut, of course,
it's inevitable.”

SURGERY IN YOUR KITCHEN

I am not going to talk about cutting
vour fingers and dressing burns in
your kitchen, although that is an im-
portant matter, and much could be said
about the promptiness with which such
things should be attended to if blood
poisoning and other serlous results
are to be avolded.

For example, the washing and cut-
ting of vegetables which have on them
some of the soil of Long Island or
New Jersey might producé a cut and
conceivably introduce a tetanus germ,
and in order to prevent such disaster
as that might initiate, the wound
should be thoroughly washed and
painted with iodine at once. But I
said that I would not discuss that
today.

Suppose a doctor should have to per-
form an operation in your Kkitchen,
is it clean enough to be safe for him
to do so?

It weuld be an \en'ergenm of im-
possible proportions to make that nec-
essary In this city of hospitdl facilities
but—"it might just happen.”

It is a fairly common experiencé in
the country districts for the surgeon to
do his work in a kitchen, Many a
time have I seen it done, And did you
ever sce those large country kitchens
with the wooden floors ser ubbed’ twice
a week until they are.almost white,
and the shiny stoves and the sweet
smelling corners and tables and all
that? You miss something—you Labit-
ues of towns.

Negro, and was sold by his master, a
Maryland planter, to a Baltimore ship-
builder, in 1832, when he was sixteen.
Six years later he escaped. Not until
1841, however, Was hiy volce ligard in
condemnation of the terrible sy;tem
under which he was born and reared. ©
1t was at Nantucket that he first gave
promise of the power and persuasive
eloquence which Jater thrilled au-
dlences, both in his own country and
in England, He was uneducated, ex-
cept as he was self-taught, but his
thirst for knowledge was inspired by
the realization that only through fits
attainment could he hope to exert an
influence which would aid in the deliv-
erance of his people from human bond-
age. He lived to see his great hope
realized, and to mark the progress of
his fellows in their march upward and
onward,

In his lifetime, tou, Doug]ass re-
ceived that recognition to which he
was so justly entitled, In 1871 he
was appointed secretary of a commis-
sion sent by his government to Santo
Domingo; in 1872 he was a Presiden-
tial-elector; in 1877 he was marshal of
the- District of Columbia, and later
Commissjoner of Deeds, and in 1889 he
was appointed Minister to Haitl. In
Rochester, N. Y., the city to which he
fled, ‘after escaping fronr slavery, a
monument has been eiected to his
memory. In Eoston, Douglass Square
is named for bim.

No Negro has heretofore been pros
posed for a place in the Hall.of Fames,
Surely it secems fitting that the honor
should be bestowed., It would testify
eloquently to the genulrieness of
American democracy. Perhaps {t
would, llkewise, tend to inapire and
encourage, as such’tributes are intend-
ed to do, greater unselfish devotion- te
the cause of humanity everywhere, It
is only as humanity is emancipated
and redeemed that it is freed from fts
own gense of bondage and fis self-im-
posed servltude.

The death of half a dozen natives,
killed in a clash with police at Bloem-
fontein during the riots against the
restrictions recently imposed on brew-
ing Kaffir beer may have been the
match that produced this apparently
sudden flare-up of native opinion
against the Prince, but in the case of
the décision of the native national con-
gress to mark his visit with a boycolf
the circumstances go much deeper.

The contrast {s striking between the
enthusiastic welcome accorded the
Prince in every part of, west Africa
during the visit of the last few weeks,
the first visit of any British rvoyalty
to those colonies, and the chilly vecep-
tion that may be expected, if the plans
of the organizers of the boycott are
carried out, in the southiern end of the
continent.

Native Rule Upheld

There is an equally striking contrast
between the stutus ‘of the treatment
of the native population in west
Africa and those In south Africa. The

British West African colonfes are ad-

ministered with thie most scrupulous
regard to native rights, Natives sit on
the legislative councils, practice law,
medicine and journalism, trade on their
own account and number among them
many nien ol wealth and standing. In
those parts of Lhe country which are
not directly administered by the Brit«
ish the native rulers continue to enjoy
a large measure of power,

On the eve of the Prince's \islt ihese
colonies presented a varying official
viewpeint, which may be dramatizally
illustrated in the publle clash between
Lord Leverhulme, leading British in-
dustrialist, and the Covernor CGeneral
of Nigerfa. Lord Leverhulme protested
against the restrictions imposed on
Europeans in the ownership of land
and trading, but the Nigerian chief
sharply replied that these were neces-
sary in the intevests of the nalives,
which represented the first care of the
British administration.

The liberal policy toward the na-
tives which the British are following
in West Africa possessions is rendered
easler by the faect that these tropical

Africa is in many ways comparable
with the Negro problem in the South
of the United States. But to date the
South African government has made
little consistent effort to solve it. Va-
rious schemes, such as segregation,
which would onable the white and col-
ored populations to live side by side
with a minimum of friction, have been
considered, but 'mostly the situation
has simply been allowed to drift along.
Native hopes of galning a higher
status for themselves have gone glim-
mering with the accession to power of
the Hertzog government, which rests
on a combination of Dutch and Laborite
elements.. This combination, for raclal
and industrial reasons, is not expected
to adopt a much more sympathetic at-
titude toward native claims than the
Unlon party, which supported the pre-
ceding Smuts government.,

A certain amount of red influence
undoubtedly is back of the natlve agi-
tation, but aside fxom this the balance
of racial stability in South Africa has
been seriously upset by the aftermath
of the war. The better status of the
natives in West Africa has been em-
phasized by the visit of the Prince to
those colonies, as well as by the large
French recruitment of native troops
and their employment in Europe, a
factor which has produced an enor-
mous effect on the minds of all.natives
throughout Africa.

On the other hand, the manner in
which the white resldents of South
Africa have set about solving what is
now the most formidable color ques-
tion is bound to have profound reper-
cussions on relations between the
white and colored races in other parts
of Africa, The unpleasant incident due
to the native boycott, which may mar
the visit of the Prince of Wales to
South Africa, will have its brighter
side if it induces the government to
tackle seriously the problem that be-
comes graver the longer no solution is
sought.

" IF GARVEY DIES IN PRISON, WHAT THEN?

HE persecution of Marcus Garvey which culminated in his
imprisonment has won for him and the Universal Négro
Improvement Association more sympathizers and followers

than thousands of dollars of propaganda and months of canvassing
could haye done, ,

In their efforts to “down Garvey,” his enemies have outdore
themselves. All the adjectives that qualified a villain were employed
by them in the hope of destroying the confidence of his followers
in him, and to make the public suspicious of him and his movement,
but his persecutors were neither diplomats nor psychologists, they
hammered him too hard, and in tlfeir feverish anxiety to destroy him
they showed plainly their malicious, envious motives. The trick is
now turned, and Marcus Garvey in prison is heralded as a martyr
for the cause he espouses; while his persecutors are sneered at for
the selfish, jealous men they are who feared his power and resorted
to the meanest methods to get rid of him.

He has been called a fool. Granted that he is a fool, then he is
the only- fool that the world has ever given so much publicity to and
in fairness the adjective should be applied to those who advertise
him.

Some say he is a lunatic. If that be so, then he is the only lunatic,
in or out of confinement, that causes the statesmen of Europe to
iear him. ) ) ,

He is dubbed a dreamer. True, but his dream -for his race is the
best dream any Negro has had so far, and his efforts to realize it the
most creditable, because he has met and overcome so much opposi-
tion. Some refer to him ag a fanatic, yet those who listen to him
and read, his reasonable, logical conteitions for his oppressed and
much abused race, are convinced that such a charge emanated from
ianatics, and not from the brains of sound thinkers.

Others say he is ambitious. If it were so, he is ambitious, not
for himself alone, but for an entire race. Else he would not have
suffered the many privations he has, in order to carry on the work
of the association, when with his ability he could have continued
his studies and become a prominent-lawyer, living in ease with only
his family to think for. -

Some who do not know him, write of him as an opportunist. If
this is true of him as an.individual, he would have feathered his own
nest, sold out his race when the opportunity presented itself, because
he has “the goods” that the powers that control Africa want. He
would have compromised when untold wealth was offered him, “to
case up on certain folks,” or to retire, but Marcus Garvey elected
t¢ remain penniless, and even go to prison, dependent upon the
charity of his followers, than to accept the opportunity offered him
of wealth and affluence. He is an opportunist for his race, because
he has sworn by the memory of his slave- grandparents, that he will
scize ‘every opportunity that presents itself in order to better the
conditions of his people in communities wherethey live, and to
establish for them a national home, powerful enough to protect them
-wherever they are domiciled.

Few men would have had the courage to live under the hailstorm
of abuse showered on him by his jealous rivals, and fewer still, of
like aggressive temperament could endure the humiliations and
vruelties of. a Southern prison, without hastening their end, Yet in
spite ‘of it all Marcus Garvey smiles, and says to his. followers:
_“Don’t fret for me, but carry on, until Africa is redeemed.”

All reformers have been misunderstood and persecuted in their
diy. It is only those who come after them ‘that are -able to place a
fair estimate on the work of those who suffer, and often die for their
ideals. Marcus Garvey smiles, because he realizes this, and knowing
“is cause is a just one, his objects are pure and rlghteous, his soul
can lift itself from an atmosphere of malice and hate, and as a real
Christian he says, “I forgive my persecutors, for they:know not what
they do.”

Hundreds of his follo“ers in this country have signified their
willingness to serve the prisdn term in his stead. Thousands con-
tributed of their moneys to pay the best lawyers to take his case
to the highest tribunal in the land. The very Negroes that he is
~uppo>ed to have defrauded have signed a petition to President
Coolldge asking him to parden their leader. Yet Garvey lingers in
prison. .

The Negro voters, who regard the mistreatment of Garvey as an
insult to the race, are silently w dtchmg the outcome of his plea for
justice. 'The millions of Negroes in other parts of the world, who
outnumber whites ten to one in some sections, are also silently wait-
ing to sce what white America will do with Garvey. His well- bemg
*concerns the members of his race everywhere, and they are seeing
‘after it. How long will he be kept in a cold damp prison? Has he
been given work in prison that will aggravate his asthmatic condi-
‘tion and cause him to dic “a natural death?’ they ask. Those who
seek to Keep him in prison would do well to consider carefully their
actions, and ascertain if they are not playing a fool’s game after all.
Because the Negroes who love Garvey are not confined to any one
country, nof even to one hemisphere, but are: ‘scattered in every nook
and corner of the globe, and long after his maligners have passed
away and are forgotten, the name of Marcus Garvey will be re-
vered, and black posterity will pay homage to him as thc father of

Afrxcan redemption.

We see the Nordic,
Alpene, Mediterrancan and other races
within the Caucasian group all doing
their utmost to perpetuate themselves,
With this end in view as well as for
economic reasons, stringent laws are
passed by various countries to Keep
“undesirable types” from entering their
respective countries.

The red man of America and the
brown man of Australla have disap-
peared before the onslaught of the
white man and in certain lands we
hear the cry “Thou shalt not pass.)”
What does it all mean? Did not the
creator of all give unto each his por-
tion? True but the Nations are drunk
with power, arc steeped in materialism,
and although professing Christianity
do not deem it profitable to embrace
the precept laid down by the teacher
of Nazareth, “As ye would that men
should do unio you, so do ye unto
them.”

We Lack Racial Educatnon

It is evident, and painfully so, that

the. Negro is lacking in raclal educa-

tion and cullure, as a group, and
Neglro women in particular. “What
will we gain from it?” one asks. “We

are not intevested,” says another and
while we flitter our time away the
women of other races are busy or-
ganizing their conferences, alliances
and suffrage movements, for conditions
have changed since the Greal War and
a new era has dawned for woman.
Many of them have suffered yes, and
died too, in order io bring this about;
today they are gaining for themselves
their rightful place in world affairs,
and this vital quesilon of race purity
recelves their careful attention.

A few years ago a lady member of
parliament speaking on the subject of
“Black Troops on the Rhine,” said in
palr't, “We women of England have no
love for the women of Germany, but
we shall boycott French goods unless
France puls an end to the despoliation
ot German wonien and girls by thelr
black troops"—“Further, this insult
will not bhe forgotten, but will.be
handed down from generation to gen-
eration.”

We are all familiar with the old
adage, “If we sow the wind, we reap
the whirlwind.” It is the law of nature,
and we know that nature is very exact-
ing in her laws. Hcrein lies the secret
of evolution, lhe rise and (fall of
nations. We cannot afford, therefove,
to hand down to posterity the memory
of an insult, although God alone knows
the despoliation from which the Negro
has suffered—yes and still suffers. Is
it not true also that many-of our
women and girls deem it an honor to
be the mistiess of some while man
rather
her own race? It is the duty of every
Negro womijn to put an end to this
abomination. We can. We must. If
we allow these conditieqns to exlst, a
weak-kneed progeny shall arise, who
shall’ care nothing for thelr ancestors.
Indeéd, had it not heerw for thai greal
man of vision, who today pays the
price behind the bars of Allanla Peni-
tentlary for rousing the sleeping Negro
into race-consciousness, the canker
would now have ealen its way into the
very life of the race.

If we correct the abuses of the race
we shall see within a short while what
a pure, healthy, unified race can ac-
complish, for with race purity comes
pride of race and love of couniry.

Miscegenation A Disgrace

The benefits to_be derived are mani-
fold for the.Negro also has‘his raclal
characteristics like all others, which
our women would do well to foster; in-
stead of trying to look like others.

The hand that rocks the cradle still
rules the world, Let it but reallze this:
let us be proud of those characterlstics
which make us a separate and distinct
type, and above all let us realize in its
deepest and truest sense our high call-
ing, that we.are co-creators with God,
then we shall cease to suffer from the
*inferiority complex” which seems to
cling to so many of us.

We must wake up! We. shall not
hand down 'to posterity the memory
of an inault glaring though that may
be, but all -of us can see to it that we
bequeath to them that pridefof race
that alone i the safeguard tograce
purity,

Mothers and fathers of the .\'eg1:0
race of this century have a heavy re-
sponsibility rvesting on them. They
need to give serious thoughi towargd
the home training of their youth.
Careful and thoughtful training by
parenis as well as teachers is what
makes the noble and broad-minded
men and women of tomorrow. The
teaching and instruction of the Uni-
versal Negro Improvement Association
is not only for the adult byt for the
children as well. That is why that
organization has a juvenile depart-
ment. But that department can only
help so far, "'he molding of the child's
impressionable mind must be done by
the parenis, The shaping can be done
by teachers and instructors.

First the mother should instill in
her children's hearts race pride while
they are small, so that when they go
outside to receive their education,
along with the opposite race, they will
have a firm foundation to resist em-
barrassment and humillation. The
children as well as adults have ob-
stacles and humillations to wmeet,

They should.be taught at home how
to mcet these obstacles of falsehood
and discouraging propaganda thrown
in their paths,

1 have observed that many children
are very timid along those lines, and

erly at home™by their parenis they
ave greatly humiliated. If taught that
they are as much a human and as
good as any one although their skins
are a darlker hue, they will not be
daunted by the humiliations cast in
their way, and instead of taking Lhe
attitude of a coward, they will take
the stand of a brave warrior

Parents can heip their children to
overcome this timidity by thoughtful
conversations at home, at the dinner
table and other times when all the
family cirele ts present. Tell them of
the Hon. Marcus Garvey and what he
is irying to do for them and the race
and inspire the boys, who will be the

men of tomorrow, to fellow In his
footsteps. Make him your hoys ideal
in life. TFathers instill in your son's

heart the respect that is due to his
mother, sisters and the womanhood
of the race. Teach them ihat they are
the best and noblest of any woman-
hood, Mothers instill in your duughter's
heart the respect and honor duc their
father, brothers and the men of their
race; that they must be their Inspira-
tion and that they are the noblest and
bravest of all men. ‘These things
should be taught in early youth and
when they are matured they wnll not
betray your trust.

How to Feed the Baby

(From New York Black Cross Nurses
Department)
The best food for a haby is mother's
mill, But if the mother {s in poor
health and cannot nurse her baby, then
the most salisfactory substitute for
mother's milk is cow's milk.
The principle Is Lo make the cow's
mills much like mother's milk, there-
fore ihe cow's milk must be modified.
You modify it by adding water, sugar,
or fats,
A baby that is fed on food lacking
fal generally stays leng to teeth, its
muscles will be flabby and bones solt.
Also very little sugar should be used
in its food.
‘During the first two months the baby
should be fed every two hours during
the day and two or three times during
the night, and no muare. 'Ten or eleven
feedings iu  tlwenty-four hours are
quite enough for a baby. At three
months it may be fed every three’
hoyrs instead of two

A baby can be taught regular habils
by Bbeing fed and put to sleep at the
same time every day and evening.
Nervous diseases are caused by ir-
rvegular hours of sleep and diet.

A baby five or six months old should
not be fed during the night as over-
feeding causes most of the waketul-
ness and nervousness of children dur-
ing the night.

i a baby vomlils seon after taking
its feed and there is an appearance
of undigested food, it is a sign of
overfeeding, If a large part of the feed
has been vomited, do not give ihe next
feed at thie regular time, hy this is
meant to pass over ¢ne feed.

is very evident that the baby is not
fed enough, thevefore its feed should
be gradually increased. Give the haby

A B.by ' Youf “ome ’ citation, “Hurrah For Africa” by Miss
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Interracial Commission in Annual
Meet Makes This One of Chief
Objectives—Many Other Plans
—Encouraging Progress Re-
ported from All Parts of South

ATLANTA, Ga, May l.—An inten-
sive anti-lynehiag cumpaign, the pro-
motion of the study of-race relations in
colleges and schools, and efforts for
more adequate school facilities better
housing and general welfare of the
colored people of the South, were
amon‘g‘the major objectives set for the
coming year by the Southern Com-
mission on Interracial Cooperation, in
three-day sesslon here last week.
Sixty representative men and women
of both races—bighops, secretaries of
great. church hoards, educators, Y. M.
C. A. executlves, business and profes-
sional men, and women prominent in
church and club circles-——were present
from all over the South, all the States
except Arkansas being represented.

The colored mémbership of ‘the
commission were represented by
Bishop Robert E, Jones, Bishop George
C. Clement, Mrs, Booker T, Washing-
ton, president of the National Council
of Women of the Darker Races; Mrs.
Mary McLeod Bethune, president of
the National Federation of Colored
Women's Ciubs; Mrs. R. R. Mo;tbn,
Dr. and Mrs. John Hope, Dr. Isaac
IMisher, Mrs. H. L. McCrory and Mrs,
R. 8. Wilkinson, all of whom contrih-
uted to the program. Miss Eva Bowles
of New York and Mrs, M. L. Crosth-
waite of Nashville were elected to
memdbership oa the commission. There
were present also as visitors a num-
ber of distinguished colored leaders,
among them being Bishop R. C. Ran-
som of the A. M. 13, Church, Dr. George
E. Haynes of the Federal Council of
Churchey, Dr. A. M. Townsend of the
National Baptist Convention, and Dr.
Monroe Work of Tuskegee Institute,

The commission’s keenest interest
was centered on the necessity of mak-
ing an early end of the lynching habit,
which has been: decreasing. at a rapid
rate during the last three years. .The
marked decrease in lynching was
ascribed largely to the mobilization of
Southera women against it, to the con-
demnation voiced almost unanimously
by the press, and to special anti-
lynching legislation in certain States,
The commission determined to pysh
the crusade more vigorously than ever,
by appeals to governors, gheriffs and
other law enforcement officers, by ef-
forts to secure additional legislation-in
certain States, by personal interven-
tion in case of threatened-lynchings,
and by the cultivdtion through' the
press and In every othér way possible
of such a public sentiment ‘as will no
longer- tolerate mob murder.

Dr. T. J. Woofter, of the commis-
slon’s headquarters’ staff, reported that
courses in racé relations are beipg
given in sixty white colleges in the
South, and that there are also .num-
bers of voluntary satudent discussion
and Interracial ' forum groups which
are doing fine work. The commission
expressed keen interest in this ‘devel
opment and recommended, that it be
eacouraged and promoted.

Clark Foreman, - secretary of the
Georgla interpacial committee, ‘told of
recent investigations ‘of mode]. hoysing

| projects in' Ciricinngt! and New York

angd outlined’ plans now-under way. for

sirmilar projects:in the South. ‘The
« . - . oy AFI
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Cemmission gave hearly approval, feel-
Ing thdt such a movement would meet
an acute and long-felt .nced in many
communities. .

The suggestion was made Lhat a na-
tional foundation be created for the
annual award of a worthy prize to that
person making the most imporlant
contribution in the rea'm of race rela-
tions. The plan was enthusiastically
received and will be worked out, it
possible. It was felt that such awards
would greatly stimulate the movement
for right racial adjustments,

Encouraging results were reported
from, nearly every quarter. J. D, Bur-
ton told of fine educational progress
in Tennessee, a successful campalgn
against crime in Memphis, and rcor-
ganization of the interracial work in
Alabama, with especially notable rve-
sults in Mobile and Selma, ¥From
Texas Mrs, Jessie Daniel Ames re-
ported the effective efforts of inter-
racial committees in preventing a
threatened race riots.in one critical
situation and in alloying serious fric-
tion in another in addition to the usual
work along the lines of Negro educa-
tion, community betterment, ete. Mrs.
C.,P. McGowan, of Charleston, reported
a most favorable attitude toward the
work in South Carolina, where she has
recently organized a number o§ com-
mittees .and delivered addresses on
race relations before many impertant
groups.

R.'W. Miles spoke for Virginia and
North Carolina, where, in addition to
the usual program, the interracial
committees are making a special study
of housing conditions, with a view to
improvement through legislation and
otherwise, Mr, Miles noted also a
most encouraging change of sentiment
in Mississippi, as indicated by the
recent building of splendid colored
high schools in Natchez, Jackson and
Meridian, and by the quarter-million
dollar school building program recently
set up In Coahoma County. Bishop
George C. Clement. of Louisville, told
of effective efforts for better Negro
schools in Kentucky and reported a re-
cent case in which the prompt actlon
of interracial groups prevented a
threatened lynching. -Prof. Leo M.
Favrot, of Louisiana, told of good focgl
work in New Otleans, Shreveport and
Lake Charles, as well as by the state
commlttee, and announced plans for
organization at five new points,

R. B. Bleazor, director of publicity,
reported widespread and cordial co-
operation on the part of the press, and
exhibited clippings showing’ thaf the
Commission's news service is being
used in 450 papers throughout the na-
tion, with an aggregate circulation ot
more than 10,000,000, It is believed
that the number actually using this
service is tiwo or three times a8 great
as these figures indicate.
