The future is not lkely to be smooth
for us of' the Negro race, or. for that

A
perlod such as this cannot be a period
of quiet for any one race; least of all,
for the race most maligned, belittled
and desplsed, the Negro racé, the ex-
ploitation of which by the races of
modern Europe (lncludlng, of course,
America.) has’ created all the troubles
of this highly artificial age, ‘Whatever
this period has in Stoge for us, it be-
‘hoves us to regaxd the near fture as
the time in which our humanity, in-
cluding our capacity for human and
humane development, will assert itself,
We are to look upon the days that are
to .be as the days of our raclal emanei-

For-
merly the philogopher was rozarded as
the most moonstruck of students,
whose thoughts were abhstrast to the
point of absurdity. TYet it is the so-
called practical man who deals with
absurd abstractions, excluding from his
consideration several points of which |,
he 18 unable to realize the relevance |
or connection. 'What man of culture
would prefer the empirical builder to
the trained architect who comprehends
the most elaborate plan in his mind
and whose function it is to direct the
merely experienced bulldéer, who may
not ot_tgn see the purpose of some sec-
tion of the work allotted to him? Yet
men think that .in dealing with their
fellow men, not in groups of ten or
twenty, but in tribes and nations, they
can afford to ignore the question of
the 'posslble ‘reaction on themselvés of
their own' ¢conduct towards those thus

Theretore. although we are as yet
too low in the scale of world considera-
tion to be regarded ad likély to be soon
formidable to those now in powér, yet
in the sphére of thought, of learnlng,
of sclentific ln.bor, of gocfal or pélitical
organization, our very low position'may:

bring to the notice of those above us,
thoue -aspects ot our relations with them,
which, from the very nature’sf’things,’
fust escape their attention. We may
yet be the leaven that will make the
white world 1astingly tseful to 'them-
sélves as woll as to the rest of the
world.

Bibane Stronghold — Abd-el-
Krim’s Forces Play Havoc in
Western Sector—Morale Un-
impaired in Spite of French
Claims .

PARIS, Sept. 13.—The first real test
of strength .between Marshal Petain
and Abd:&l-Krim is to be at Bibane,
the mountain north of the Ouergha
River. It is defended by picked Rif-
filan tropps.combined with the Beni
Zeroual and lesser tribes bordering the
Ouergha to the north,
Petain has accepted Abd-el-Krim's
challenge to battle here, refusing to
moveé forward over the easily con-
quered mountains along the remain-
der of the forty-mile Ouergha front
until he has had a trial of strength
with the regular troops of the RIff.
Battle is likely tomorrow.

French Pursue Tribesmen
Up the valleys toward the RIiff
mountains from the Ouergha French
columns have been chasing bands of
tribesmen who stopped only 'long
enough en route to burn villages and
drive off cattle, leaving behind to
make peace ‘with the French those
jocal tribesmen who were unwilling
to go' with them.
This peacemaking, the most im-
portant detail of the French advance

into RIiff territory, is an impressive
ceremony requiring luxurious silk
tents sumptuously fitted, where

'RIFFS’ GREAT DRIVE IN WEST

In the San Francisco Chronicle
PARIS, Sept. 6.—The newe tele-
gram filtering through the Spanish
censorship in Morocco today are high-
1y alarming.
In the western sector the Riffians
have arrived within two miles of Tet-
uan, the capital of the Spanish “pro-
tectorate” and are fighting despreately
along the Tetuan-Ceuta road to cut
off the reinforcements arriying hourly
from Spain.
The Spanish have blockhouses every
1,000 yards along this vital road, but
several Rifflan 73’s batteries are play-
ing havoc with ihe traffic along the
road,
At Madrid.the directorate sat all day
under the chalrm:mqhip of King Al-
fonso, and decided on' many extraor-
dinary measures to nieet the situation.
- In the Alhucemas sector the Spanish
received a serious sethack during the
past week, according to news slowly
coming through Tangier and other free
nolntq The Spanish made several at-
tempts to land troops at Alhucemas
during the French-Spanish aerial and
naval bombardment, lasting almost
continyously from Monday to Thurs-

troops, but suffered severe losses on
the other transports. The official
French Havas agency, which announec-
ed the sinking of the loaded transport
Espana Quinta, has refused to make a
denial, and_ Rifflan and English re-
ports from Tangier confirm the' disas-
ter.
' The troops who tried to land at
Alhucemas from Penon Island found
the rocky hillsides impregnable with
trenches,
‘gun nests. The mass of-barbed wire
around the hillsides absolutely amazed
the French naval officers.

MEASLES

‘Measles is an acute infectious' dis-
ease occurring mostly In children. It
is _only within a comparatively recent
period that measles has come to be
universally regarded as a distinet and
independent malady. The disease
known as German measles is still
slighter than measles, though the for-
mer is probably often mistaken for
true measles.

There are few dlseases sc&lntectlous
as measles and Its rapid spread iIn
epidemlices is no,doubt due to the fact
that infection is most potent in the
earlier stages, in the first three days
even hefore its real nature has been
shown by the appearance of the rash,
Hence the difficulty of timely isolation
and the readiness witl which the dis-
ease is spread, Another fact which
sometimes assisls the spread of
measles is that the temperature often
falls to normal on the secox;d day and
the child appears to be much better
80 that it is again allowed to mix Avith
its playmates, owing to” the mistaken
idea that it is suffering merely from
a -cold, till the rash. appears on the
fourth day and shows the real nature
of the malady. It is possible also that
infection may be carried frém one
place to another by clothing, toys, ete,
although the tenaclty and activity of
the Infective agent iz in this respect
much less marked than in the cases of
searletina and smallpax. Of the nature

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“The Autocrat of the islands” Succeeded by a Naval Officer Fresh
from Charleston and Its Race Prejudices, Who Promises to
‘Carry on the Policies of His Predecessor—Why Do We Send
Southern White Men to Rule Black Men in the Caribbean

Seas and Pacific Ocean?

By CASPER HOLSTEIN
President of Virgin Islands Congres-
' sional Council
The - un-American antics of Philip
Williams, the naval captain who served

for a while as “autocrat of the Virgin'

Islands,” have resulted in his transfer
from a soft berth in the islands to the
regular routine of mnaval drudgery.
That he has at last been “canned” is
in ftself a cause for jubilation to all
decent Americans, black and white, in
the islands, but the Navy Department
js .still unregenerate in its attitude
towards the civil rights and liberties
of the Virgin Island people. In order
that its Southern attitude may be
clearly understood It has elected . as
Williams' successor Martin E. Trench,
Commandant of the Charleston (8. C.)
Navy Yard, an individual who presages
};is advent by broadcasting his inten-
tion to “earry on the policies of my
predecessor.”

Those policies included not only the
suppression of nineteen-twentieths of
the votes of the people, but the auto-
cratic refusal to allow the legzisiature,
elected by the remaining twentieth, to
perform ‘the duty for which it was
elected. They also included the rad-
dition to this legislature, by the offi-
cial act of the governor, of white per-
sons who were not even American
citizens, but owed polltical allegiance
to two different’ European powers.
These aliens were treasonably put in
control of a portion of the governing
powers of the United States—--and this
by an officer In the United States
Navy., The plan failed of fruition only

It looks as if more mischief is in
to Surely thére"must be some
Northern white men available in the
Navy Department. Why this insist-
ance on Southern whites for the gov-
ernorship of the islands? - While the
war was on and Woodrow Wilson, a

Y

Southerner, was at the helm of the na-
tion’s affalrs, it was at least undev-
standable that the South should get
the lion's share of traininz cumps and
government business, It was natural
that that section should have a dispro-
portionate number- of officers in, the
Army and Navy, But we are not at war
now, and this uninterrupted. succes-
sion of Southern Caesars for these lit-
tle islands can haye but one meaning.
These Southern men are intended and
expecled to carry on “The Southern
point of view” into the islands and
maintain it there by the traditional
Southern methods, ‘

When it is remembered that it is the
maintenance of this “Southern point of
view"” and the practice of these Bour-
bhon methods which have been the main
causes of the discontent now prevail-
ing In the islands, it seems mischievous,
to say the least, to persist in promoting
more discontent by the continuance of
the same methods.

It is obvious that the officlals of the
Navy Department do mot wish the
islanders any good. And all this only
serves to give point to _Eheh‘ case
against the continuation of Naval Rule
and to their demands for the installa-
tion of a Civil form” of government in
which the democratic laws of the
United States may have a chance to
function and bear fruit. The present
chaos in the islands is a standing dis-
grace to our country and a blot on the
escutcheon of Congress which was re-
sponsible, in the first instance, for its
establishment.

In the.meanwhlle Virgin Islanders
will alr their grievances and agitate
public opinion in the United States
until Congress is spurred into {aking
such action as will re-establish the
good repute of the United States in'the
Caribbean Sea. Upon this, at any rate,
they are all agreed. Virgin Islanders
on the mainland, who are as many in
number as those in the - islands, are
putting their shoulders to the wheel as
never before. Thelr constructive work
of. varlous sorts for the alleviation of
distress in the islands has been chron-
icled many times in these columns
and hardly needs any further elabora-
tion. And now they have decided to
expand and deepen thelr propaganda of
protest in .conjunction with that of
their countrymen at home. Prepara-
tions were made under the ausrilces of
the Virgin Islands Congressional Coun-
cil to have two members of the Colonial
Councils, Mr. Jean B. Hestres of St.

Thomas, and Mr. Halvor V. Berg of 8t.
Croix, present the facts of the situa-
tton in the Virgin Islaids to an Amer-'
ican and Virgin Islands audience at a
great mass meeting hgld at ';he Renais-
sance Casino, on the afternoon of Au-
sust 30, 1925, For the first time, the
case of the Virgin- Islanders at home
was adequately presented here by
themselves, - It was the topening gun
in- the;‘_ne,w‘ campaign to arouse the
conscience of the American people to
the agtqcraby and tyranny which exist
under our flig and constitytion and in
the name of our common country. With
them we. pledge our undying loyalty
to the principle that no American com-
munity, whether white or black,” shail
be governed except by their own co-
operatlver,consgnt. This Americanism
as we understapd it and nothing less
than that will satisfy us,

Dear Bif.—Almost 1 grow to believe
that my four thousand miles “remove"”
from the motherland lends me an ad-
vantage, when discussions in the press
become heated. It is delightful to
feikle the brain-cells of your readers,
and then to see them start away in
all manner of directions. And it is
curious that the guery, “Are the Jews
a Gloomy Race?’ should now have
swung round to an argument about
the sanity of King David.

One correspondent roundly declares
that David, were he living today,
would risk incarceration as a danger-
ous lunatic. FHe deseribes him as an
egotistical degenerate. 1 pick wup
McCabe’s ltitle hanidbook on The Evo-
lution of Civilization, and I find the il1-
lustrious Hebrew monarch described in
these cpntemptuous terms:—

“Ags the Philistines weakened, a not
very scrupulous adventurer named
David led a successful revolt, and
founded tie kingdom of Israel, about
the year B. C. 1,000.”

I can hear the gasps of orthodox
Christians. I can see their uplifted
hands., “A not very scrupulous ad-
venturer!"—that great prophet who
chanted the glorious paean of praise
to the skies: “The heavens declare the
glory of God: and the firmament show-
eth His handiwork?’—that golden-
tongued poet who sang of the green
pastures and still waters of Spiritual
Peace?

Yet we do have the most revoiting
glimpses ot David’s errant soul. "I
may tell all my bones,” he confesses
over agd over again, with detalils of
“his physical maladles that point to
ain of the most reprehensible’ kind.

They teach us (in
David's own divine phrase) to number
our days that we may apply our hearts
unto wisdom. “See what a variahle
being is this David!” the great Jew
cries across the three millenniums that
divide us: “I have grown so wont to
meditate upon my soul, so to eviscer-
ate ‘'my body, that I fear nobody but
my God. Behold me, with all my sins,
with all my faults, with all my sin-
ister subtleties of design. Rut behold
me also with all my gifts! Am 1 not
great? Dehold my delight and joy and
wonder, my rapture of praise, my grat-
itude of acceptance. Rejoice with me
that God can forgive aven so debased
a wreteh as 1 am. Lament with me
that God may punish and reject even
so divine a singer as T am. Then, at
the end, when all is over, when the
tumult dies and the captains and the
kings depart. realize as 1 do how rieh
and glorious is this life, and how very
beautiful {s death. For He giveth His
beloved sleep. And In His eyes n
thousand years are but as yesterday
when it is passed!”

A great man, David! Tith all his
crimes we could ill spare him from
the gallery of Humanity., "That “not
very scrupulous advent\'u'er," of M.
McCabe's cynical history of Judaism
was, to my mind at least, as typical
and as modern a Hebrew as we could
ever care to find. He epitomizes his
race—that race which exists even now
that Babylonians and Adsyrians, Cre-
tans and Lydlans and Phrygians, Hit-
tites and Medes are no more. Egypt
and Greece, Persia and Arabia have
alone aurvived of lhe nations that o
tended so fiercely areund the tent o1
Hebrew David, and they have survived
only as relatively feeble peoples. But
the Jews are greater than ever. They
will be of tremendous help to humanity
in the near future, when the nations
agree at last upon a policy of ‘peace
and goodwill to all men.”

“The Autocrat of the Islands” Succeeded by-a Naval Officer Fresh
from Charleston and Its Race Prejudices, Who Promises to
‘Carry on the Policies of His Predecessor—Why Do We Send

Southerner, was at the helm of the na-
tion’s affairs, it was at least unde:-
standable that the South should get
the lion's share of traininz cumps and
government business. It was natural
that that section should have a dispro-
portionate number- of officers ln.the
Army and Navy. But we are not at war
now, and this uninterrupted. succes-
sion of Southern Caesars for these lit-
tle islands can haye but one meaning.
These Southern men are intended and
expected to carry on "The Southern
point of view” into the islands and
maintain it there by the traditional
Southern methods. ’

When it is remembered that it is the
maintenance of this “Southern point of
view” and the practice of these Bour-
bon methods which have been the main
causes of the discontent now prevail-
ing in the islands, it seems mischievous,
to say the least, to persist in promoting
more discontent by the continuance of
the same methods.

1t is obvious that the officials of the
Navy Department do not wish. the
islanders any good. And all this only
serves to give point to their case
against the continuation of Naval Rule
and to their demands for the installa-
tion of a Civil form” of government in
which the democratic laws of the
United States may have a chance to
function and bear fruit. The present
chaos in the islands Is a standing dis-
grace to our country and a blot on the
escutcheon of Congress which was re-
sponsible, in the first instance, for its
establishment. '

In the meanwhlle Virgin Islanders
will air their grievances and agitate
public opinion in the United States
until Congress is spurred into iaklng
such action as will re-establish the
good repute of the United States in'tlie
Caribbean Sea. Upon this, at any rate,
they are all agreed. Virgin Islanders
on the mainland, who are as many in
number as those in the Islands.’ are
putting their shoulders to the wheel as
never before.

Prepara-
tions were made under the auspices of
the Virgin Islands Congressional Coun-~
cil to have two members of the Colonial
Councils, Mr. Jean B. Hestres of St.

Thomas,.and Mr. Halvor V. Berg of St.

towards that state.

We have history to encourage us'in
adopting this high ideal, for history
does not show that any one race, qr
one group of races, has ever succeeded
in keeping another race under sub-
jection for. ever. 1f Marcus Gn.rveyv
therefore, talks of founding a native
emfpire in Africa, it Is not an empty
dream although it may be character-
ized as trying to .build Rome in a day.
Africans have got to build their Rome
but not in a day, and our werk now
should consist in making our esti-~
mates, preparing out plans and gather~
ing up. materials for posterity. ‘When
the Babylcnian and Egyptian Empires,
among others, flourished and - their|
monarchs were building hanging
gardens, pyramids and sphinxes, it
ocotild mot have occurred to the people
living in those remote ages, nor would
they have believed had they Leen told,
that in these latter days there would
arise in BEurope the existing great em-
pires, kingdoms and republics. It is
a dead certainty that Europe was un-
known in ‘the~day of the ancient
Egyptians and other great nations of
the east, and it is doubtful whether
that Continent was then inhabited.
wWe know from the writings of Julius
‘Caesar and others that as late as the
*first century hefore Christ, Burope was
inhabited by races more sunkin bar-
"paplgm than any that'can be-found .in
Africa today. And if XEurope . has
emerged from the depths of barbarism
to its present standard of civilization.
no thinking African would follow the
white man to.scoff at Garvey's dream
as to the future of Africa. :

Dear Sir—Almost I grow to believe
that my four thousand miles “remove”
from the motherland lends me an ad-
vantage, when discussions in the press
become heated. It is delightful to
t‘éikle the brain-cells of your readeérs,
and then to see them start away in
all manner of directions. And it is
curious that the guery, “Are the Jews
a Gloomy Race?' should now have
swung round to an argument about
the sanity of King David.

One correspondent roundly declares
that David, wer2 he living today,
would rigk incarceration as a danger-
ous lunatic. He describes him as an
egotistical degenerate. I pick up
McCabe's Ititle handbook on The Evo-
tution of Civilization, and T find the il-
Justrious Hebrew monarch described in
these cpntemmuous terms:

“As the Philistines weakened, a not
very scrupulous adventurer named
David led a successful revolt, and
founded the kingdom of Israel, about
the year B, C. 1,000.”

1 ecan hear the gasps of orthodox
Christians. I can see their uplifted
hands. “A not very scrupulous ad-
venturer!"—that great prophet who
chanted the glorious paean ot praise
to the skies: “The heavens declare the
glory of God: and the firmament show-
eth His handiwork?’—that golden-
tongued poet who sang of the green
pastures and still waters of Spiritual
Peace?

An “adventurer?”
ulous?”"

Yet we do have the most revolting
glimpses of David's errant soul “I
may tell all my hones,” he confesses
over agd over again, with detalls of
his physical maladies that point to
sin of the most reprehensible’ kind.

With néarly 200,000 French and
Spanish troops converging in a grand
offensive upon 60,000 Riff tribesmen,
the Moroccan fighting-has entered upon
a desperate phase. Abd-el-Krim has
said that his followers will burn their
villages and fight,to the last boy if
necessary. French dispatches report
an overwhelming concentration of ar-
tillery and airplanes.
munique says that the air service “is
heing allowed no rest”; two towns have
just been‘ heavily bombed and 3-ton
of explosives dropped .on a third, A
Paris 'dispatch adds that in the last
few days 8,000 bombs have been
dropped on Riff stronéholds.

What this warfare means is made
plain by despatches to the London
Daily Express whichshave aroused con-
siderable. British comment. The
friendly c'orresbondent-wlth the French
army speaks of entering bombed Riff
villages where “smoking ruins are all
that is left.”” Women and children had
dwelt in these villages. He speaks
of the natives elsewhere coming out
with . white flags. The .invariable
French orders were that if all arms,
ammunition, flocks and herds were not
surrendered in a half-hour “I will burn
the village to the ground and kill ten
leading men.” . The ‘correspondent. de-
scribes the colored French troops as
loaded down with booty, to the disgust
of the native ‘officers but the 'great
amusement of the French commander.
