NEPAL SLAVERY NEARS END'

Maharajah Has Spent $2,000,000 to
- FPrée B3,000 Slaves

LONDON, Oct. 24.—8livery will be
a thing of the past in the State of
Nepal in Northern India, according to
the Maharajah who rules that land.
He has infotméd the Anti-Slavery So-
clety here that as the result of his
appeal to the Nepales slave owners last

November they have taken active steps

“Speeding Negro Revolution” Is
Term Applied to Red Activity in
Regard to American Negro La-
bor Congress—Talk of Negro
Being Led Into Trap

WASHINGTOXN, Oct. 24—~Commun-
ist agitatora are seeking’'to bring the
American Negro into the revolutionary
fold.

The: American Negro Labor Con-
gress, which is, neeting in Chlcago
tomorrow, is shown in the descriptive
literature, of which official note has
been taken in Washington, to have
Leen organized chiefly by Commu-
nists; with backing from Russia, for
the purpose of “awakening to revo-
lutionary significance” the Negroes of
Amerlca.

The quotation is taken from a de-
scriptive manifesto for the congress
which has been clrculated through
Communist organizatigns on both
sides of the Atlantic by the press bu-
reau of the Third International. It is
put out under the signature of Lovett
Ford-Whitman, who is identifled as &
Negro delegate to the Third Interna-
tlonal.

A. F. of L. Warns Them.

Negro trades unionists whose par-
ticipation In the congress has been
soliclted. have been warned by the
“Felivration ‘6t Labob,
through' its President, Wllllam Green,
to refrain from any connection with it.

In a stafement denouncing the
whole purpose of the congress, which
in 'thé manifesto proclaims the pur-
pose also of redréssing what it re-
gards as the social grievances of
American Negroes, Mr. Green declares
“ft will not be held to benéfit the
Negro but to instill into the lives of
that race the most pernicious doc-
trine—race hatred.”

A numter ‘of trades organizations
have' been , “deceived into sending
delegates. Mr. Green states, in warn-
ing “all Negro- members of trade
unions that they are being-led into &
trap that will eventually be their un-
doing.”

For World 8truggle

‘With an eye beyond the Negro
citizenry of America, the ambitious
program, as set forth, would have the
Congress also take the leadership in
an attempt to “rally the Negro races
of the world for .a.struggle against
world {mperialism.”

As uppermost among the social de-
mands of the Negro ‘‘workers and
peasants of the Southern ‘Provinces
of North America,” to. which the Con-
‘gress would address itself, ‘the mani-
festo includes: the “abolition of ‘Jim
Crowlism,’ or racial separation.”

It sets forth that the “National
Committee" calling the Congress has
“succeeded In organizing a large num-
ber of local committees of action in
many towns and cities for the pur-
pose of popularizing and drawing an
increasing' number of militant ele-

Washington, Oct, 19.—In a stste-
ment issued today in reply to a yel-
low perll” utterance by ex-Kaiser Wil-
helm, Senator Borah, chalrman of the
Forelgn Relations Committee, declared
that §f the white race continued its
policy of “exploitation and gppressive
measures” the peril is real and im-
minent.

The former Kaiser in an interview
published Sunday dréw a plcture of
the “yellow peril” Hp sees Europe
menacéd, by a combination of the Bol-
shevists, China gnd Japan and. he
criticized  the idea of Senator..Borah
that China should be: treated as an
equal, ‘

“ In his reply Séhator Borah says that

China will demand to be treated as an
equal and that she should be treated
as an equal, He urges that the United
States, if she cannot have the support
of the other powers In equality of
treatment for China, should shape her
own policy and pursue hef own course.

Assails Imperialistic Attitude

His statement follows: -

“I presume the ex-Kalser has refer-
ence to my statement made some time
ago that in dealing with China we
shouly, treat the Chinese nation on a
basis of equality, and that the assump-
tion which seemed to obtain upon the
part of forelgn governments in China
that China was an inferior member of
the family of natlonis was an assump-
|tion which should, "and ' could, no
longer obtain, and that it would, be
dlsastrous to undertake to déal with
China. upon any othér thééry.. Thé
peril to the white race of which the
ex-Kalser speaks is not the yeéllow
or brown race, but the oppressive and
imperialistic attitude of the white
race toward these races, If the white
races continue these policies of ex-
ploitation : and - op] ssive measures,
be Assured’ thg' peril:F¥ redl and’ 'immL
nent,

There' I8 ‘one think which the ex-
Kaiser sesms to overlook, or at least
not to ‘give sufficient conslderation to
it. During the war the white rice was
delighted to treat the colored races on
terms of equality, There was no dif-
ference in the color of the blood on the
battlefield. The United States particu-
larly asked Ching. to come In and help
the white race _‘save civilization.'
Moreover, the white race announced
some doctrines which tHe colored races
took to heart—the doctrine of selt-
determination and the right of all peo-
ples to cloose their own form of sOV-
ernment and live their own’ lives.

Must Keep Pledges Made

“The white races went on record,
the colored races beliaved the doctrine;
the nationalistic spirit was aroused;
hopes and aapirations stirred these
peoplés from center to circumference.
The pledgés having béen made, should
be kept—they will have to be kept.
China will demand to be treated as an
equal. She will assert her independ+
ence and right to administer her own
laws within her dominion, to fix and
collect her tariffs, and nothing less will
satisty, and nothing less should satisfy.

“If the other powers in China do not
wish to proceed along these lines, nev-
ertheless, the United States should. If
the Unitéd States cinnot have theé
company and the co-ofiération of othér
powers, which she certulnly would de-
sire,.she should shape her own policy
and pursue her own. course,

“The ex-Kaiser's proposition means
war, a war between thé white and col-
ored races, a war into which would
enter the two desolating passions of
the human family, race and religion.

Amerlca Joins Europe in Carrymg -
The “Gospel” of Greed to Aﬁ'lca

(From the Daily Worker.)

In the relentless campalgn to domi-
naté the world ‘Wall Stréet is to make
a hundied milllon dollar plunge into
Liberia, on the west coast of Africa.
This vast siim is to be expandéd under
the direction of Harry S. Firestone,
head of the‘tire and rubber concern
that bears his name and s oné moré
step in the development of a.crude
rubber monoply that will challenge the
supremacy of the British who now
contrdl about three-mtha of the pres-
ent avalilable supyly in the world, while
the United States, though producing
very little crude rubber, consumes
four-tifths of the: world’s- supply.

Though the United States leads the
world'in the production of automdbiles
American “capltalism was not . suf-
ficlently' vigilant in ‘securing control
of the raw material for this important
auxillary, with the result. that Great
Britain has sufficient monopolistic
control of rubber to establish a me-
chanical system of restriction of out«
put in order to keep up the price and
help pay herenormous war debts, The
rapid rise of the price of rubber prod-
ucts during the past year as a result
of British restriction’ has caused a
near-crisis.

Hence the mad ‘scramble on the pa.rt
of American capital to develop the
production of crude rubber. A survey
recently conducted in the Philippine
"Islands shows vast potentialities there.
American finance capital is to take
care of that development. ~ This is

closely followed by the sudiien, philan~
thropic desire on the part of this coun-
try's financiers to bring the bléssings
of civilization to the Inhabitants of
the dark continent (providing they
tive in the potential rubber growing
belt not slready controlied by British.
or Dutch). They are to ba regenerated
to the tune 6f one hundred million as

a starter, which amount is to be used
to conquer the Junglé.

Plaitations are to be established,
American homes, -hospitals and stores
are to spring up and the inhabitants
are to be taught to appreclite the
blesaings of capitalism. Then, instead
of dwelling in darkness and worship-
ing their dead ancestors they will be
taught the religlon of - humility, sub-
serviency, and be permitied to slave
on the “model.plantations” and live
in company houses while. producing |,
rubber for the glory of. the American
benefactors. When they die they will
receive their reward as Paul LaFargue
said “with pay checks on the bank
of heaven.”

This. first “hundred million signifies
a momentous step in Amerlcan: policy.
It ‘means that Wall Streﬁt 18’ tirmly

Tuberculésis Death Rate
Shows Marked Decline

WASHINGTON.~The present Ne-
gro death rate, because of tuberculosls,
is about 244 per 100,000 deaths in the
Moetropolitan Life Insurance Industrial
districts, and about 300 per 100,000 in
the Unlted States Registration citlés.
‘Compared with the death rate among
whites, ‘because of the sime disease,
the raspective figures are about 100
and 100. During the past ten years
the decline ‘has been 36.7 per cent. for
Negroes and 50.3 per cenht, for whites
in the Metropolitan Life districts; and
33.1 per cent., for Negroes and 45.4 for
whites in the United staies Registra.-
tion.cities.

he feels to be the best for his race—
for a_ program he really believes will
emancipatc his race is framed and
imprisoned, simply sets the precedent
for any Negro to be framed and put
in prison and kept in prison.-who ‘be-
comes too-active for his race or agi-
tates too vigorously for a program
in which he believes. The fight for
the release of Mr. Garvey is a Negro's
fight.
Garvey's Case Before the Bar of Pub-

lic Opinion

We feel confident that when-the case
of - Mr.- G&rvey i brought "directly to
the bar- of public ‘opinion, ‘when it is
brought directly to the attention of
the voters, those who put in office our
district attorneys, governors and presi-
dents—we feel that when the case of
Marcus Garvey is laid openly upon
their hearts that he will get justice at
the bar of public opinion. Hence there
has Dbeen ‘organized a commitiee—I
would 'like to term it *“The Flying
Squadron,” which is going to put the
whole case of Marcus Garvey hefore

consclousness of the Negro people of
the world to go forward and do for
themselves what others have done for
themselves; he has advocated Negro
liberty; he has advocated Negro free-
dom; he has advocated Negro 'inde-
pendenge and he has advocated a gov-
ernment for Negroes, by Negroes and in
conservation’ of the iInterests of the
Negro peoples of the world, The
powers that be have therefore said to
themselves ‘“can we afford to let this
man advocate independence and liberty
and freedom for Negroes? Why, cer-
tainly not; therefore, let us get him
out of the way where he can no longer
advocate; let us get him out of the
way and place him somewhere that if
he remains long enough the organiza-
tion that he has used for the advocacy
of hig principles will be broken up and
the minds of the white peaples of the
world would be contented.”

Brought Closer Together
They have taken away our leader
with the hope in their minds that when
they struck the shepherd the shecp
would be scattered; but no, in striking
the shepherd they have brought the
sheep closer together. When I say the
sheep I refer to the real followers of
Garvey; I mean not those who say they
are Garveyites from their lips, but
those who mean they are Garveyites
from their hearts.

8acrificing a Principle
Garvey could be here with us this
afternoon if Garvey desired to sacri-
fice a principle.

Jafl this afternoon is because
within the heart of Garvey there Is a
principle which he does not desire to
sacrifice.

In the di 1 that p ded the
adoption of the new program labor
leaders had muych to say with regard
to the theory of wages. What really
prompted the action, however, was not
the discovery of any new ethical prin-
ciple that should govern the relations
of employers and employees, but simply
the recognition by labor of its im-
proved strategic position, Any -ad-
var;tuges that may accrue from the
change of tactics .will not prove the
inherent righteousness of the new atti-
tude,  but will merely reflect the
strength of labor's bargaining power:

Labor In the past has sometimes [

sought to Increase its share of the so-
cial income by means of Testricted
outputIts leaders now believe that in
the new era of super-power the im-
portance of the individual workman
will diminish, although his total output
under.improved methods may Increase,
and they have formulated a program
which they beliéve will ‘meet the new
situation, ,

1t should be noted in this connection
that the high levels that have-already
resulted from Ilabor's improved “bar-
gaining power are themselves largely
respongible for the recent gains in in-
dustrial )roductlvity. Employers have
been forced to adopt labor-saving de-
vices in arder to pay prevalling wage-
rates, There is a limit, howdver, to
the economies that may be effected in
thie way. Whether industry as a whole
is near that limit or not it is impoasi-
ble to say, but when it is reached In
any line of production further wage in-
creases' or shorter working-hours will
also mean higher prices, with dimin.
ished consumption and possibly less
employment. What labor can accoms
plish under its new wage policy, there-
fore, will be limited by the possibilities.

ment may cause it to disappear for
years. There is always a possibility
of recurrence but in five or ten per
cent. of these cases no trouble appeéars
and the patients seem well and are
spoken of as “cured.”

_Strangely enough the possibilities n
those who havé “petit mal” are worse
than those who have “grand mal”; a
combination of both forms is of course

The cases which develop after the age
of about fourteen are not, easly “cur-
able,” but'they are by no means hope-
less, The patlents who are forcibly
kept under restrictions and close su-
pervision are usually the ones who
have epileptic ! Insanity or dementla
and these cases are “incurable.”

Every case of epilepsy even that
kind which shows the very slight man-
ifestation such as was pictured as an
attack at a dinner party in a previous
article, should be recognized and Im-
mediate treatment begun. The earlier
and more vigorous the treatment the
safer it Is for the patient and the more
favorable 1s the outlook. Treayment
requires time and patience.

That in children the treatment for
epilepsy should be continued for at
least three yeatrs after the attacks have
ceased Is the firm bellef of more than
one. expert in this disease.

The- first rule then for treatment of
epilepsy ls to put the patient at once
into the care of a physician. The sec-
ond rule is to fight impatience, for it is
a long tedious treatment whieh must
be followed faithfully, The third thing
to remember is that all physical ab-
normalities- must be corrected.and from
then on avoided.

The careful diet. and othar treat-
ment which the competent physician
will prescribe must “be adhered to
even after all signs of the disease have
dlsappeared -

I would make two suggestions: Keep
the patlent interested and busy. “Noth-
ing is more unfortunate than the ddle-
ness sometimes enforced upon epi-
leftics. I have seen the disease abso-
lutely checked by having a boy learn
a trade that he liked.”

The second hint is: the physician
who 1s to be entrusted with a case of
this sort must be one who realizes the
serious responsibility of it, the minute
attention to detalls of the treatment
necessary for a perlod of-at least two
or three years and maybe longer.
Children do NOT tend to outgrow epi-
lepsy unless treatment is early. thor-
ough and prolonged! Even™ “after the
patient seems. better or “weli”
treatment must be continued with pa-
tient exactitude tor & year ‘or more
longer. - P

Man Was Black

LONDON.—Oct. 21.—The life drama

of the earliest Londoner—a left-handed
7woman—whose skull was discovered
the other day twenty-six feet below
Leadenhall streql, was recolstructed
today by Professor Elliott-Smith, noted
anthropologlist. He declared she lived
from 15,000 to 20,000 years ago,
“*She lived about the end of the ice
Age, in the upper Paleolithic period,
before agriculture and civilization be-
gan,” he continued, “and before stone
weidpons were polished, Her skull was
but &lightly smaller than that of the |
lowest aborigine we have been able to
find in Australia, and if she were set
down among the Australian natives she
wouﬁi probably gec on with them all
right.

“Americans should quit reading only
basehall sgores and study what's going
on at Europe's back door,” she said.
“Two movements are under way
that will profoundly affect the course
of our western civilization. One is a
new religious revival that is sweeping
the Mohdammedan world like a pralrie
fire and setting aflame a fanaticism of
conquest that resembles the march of
Cromwell's. Puritans in Bngland.
Russia Absorbs Countries
“The other is the gradual absorption
by Soviet Russia of the many little
transcaucasian republics.  When the
Communist republics jein with the
Moslem crusaders to drive out error
from ISurope what will happen? Hav-
ing destroyed the only barrier to the
east by crushing the central powers in
the World War, the western nations
will go the way of the ancient ciyiliza-
tions of Athens and Rome. 2
“The Moslem revival is & stern and
ascetic return to the ancient Moham-
medan precepts, It frowns on hatted
men and unveiled women. It prohibits
tobacco and liquor, and preaches the
simple virtues of the old Bedouln
trihes. .
Kept From Turkey
It has no nalionalistic barriers. Tt
lira not taken root in Turkey, where
Mustapha Kemel, Turkey's Lenin, is
purging his country of Eurapean in-
fluences as a natlonalist.

Russia
is growing like the Uniled States grew,
not by military conquest, but by adding
States through peaceful annexation,

“The United States of Russia is be-
coming the world's greatest nation,
and it probably will extend down into
the far east and embrace Mongolia and
China,”

The Great Battle of Esmacow had
been: fought, Tutu Kwamina had met
the picked British army under the
leadership of SIr’ Charles McCatthy
and defeated them with terrible
slaughter—in fact, as we have seen—
the almost total annihilation of the
white fighters. And yet, the highly
enlightened and forebearing Ashantt
monarch was indisposed to follow up
at once this crushing victory over the
English by an {nvaslon of the Coast,
as he was urged to do by his redoubt-
able allles, the Kings of  Mampon;
Juabin, Denkira, Kokofu and Foman-
nah.” Instead, he first sent messengers
to the Coast to learn the cause for the
delay of the Embassy he had dls-
patched to London.

In this manner Kwamina was made
acquainted tvith another bit of das-
tardly treachery on the part of the
British Officials of the Gold Coast
Gogernment., He learned that his Am-
bassadors had not only been treated
with the utmost Indignity and Inso-
lence, but that frantlic attempts were
made to prevent their sailing to Eng-
land.

Failing in thls, certaln Englishmen
were. dispatched to London, taking
passage on the same ship on which the
Ambasgsadors of the Ashanti King had
sailed. On reaching England, these
men through malicious statements and
false representations succeeded in dis-
quallfying the credentials the Ashanti
Ambassadors bore from their sover-
elgn.

The British Givernment Officials at
London refused to receive them, and
they were compelled to return to Ash-
anti without having accomplished the
important mission entrusted to them,
This last bit of treachery on the part
of the English Officials at the Coast
go incensed Tutn Kwamina, that he at
once called his Counsellors together
and lay the matter hefore them. It was
decided that the time had come for
Ashant] to {nvade the Coast and to
drive the treacherous Englishmen from
their country.

Kwamina now commenced exten-
sive preparations for a serious cam-
paign. Large quantities of arms and
,ammunition were brought in from the
Coast, and from points North and East
over the caravan route.

Levies were first drawn from the
tributary districts. These men were
sent to the military cantonment at
Asafu, where they were equipped and
then placed under command of the
brilliant young general, Addo Buffo.
Addo Buffo was given the important
task of Kkeeping the road open and
free from marauding bands, and to in-
. sure gecrocy with regards 'to the move-
ments of the main body of the army,
directed by that splendid strategist, the
Prince of Denkira.

Meanwhile the English were not idle.
They fortified Cape Coast Castle, sur-
rounded the fort and adjoining terrl-
tory with stockades, and erected Mar-
tello towers, furnishing them with
guns hastily brought from the gun-
boats then lying In the harbor. They
organized a native army drawn from
the Fanti, Elminas, Accras and other
tribes of ‘the Ccast Tystrict. The na-
ilve army, numbering about 30.000
men, were officered by Englishmen,
and lavishly supplied with arms. and
ammunition.

TWhile these preparations were be-
ing made on bhoth sides for a tremen-
dous campaign, the Ashantl monarch,
Tute Kwamina, succumbed to wounds
he had received during the fighting at
Esmacow. News of his death was at
once heralded all over the country,
which news lent heart to the English
people and their native allies.

Now the British began to count on
this event as a check to’the mohiliza-
tion of the Ashanti forces. They be-
Heved that this would give them time
L to cut a road through the bush, eross
the Prah River and so to meet the
Ashant! army on their own ground.

Watches were
set, and the Ashantl! commander as-
sembled his generals and commenoced
laying plans for the resumption of
their atinck on the British stronghold
on the following day.

NEW BISHOP OF

LIBERIA DOES NOT
WANT THE J08

Liberian Government Alleged to
Be Venal and Moslem Incur-
sion Are Points of Objection
Raised

From the: New York Sun

NEW ORLEANS, Oct. 20—In sepite
of assurances from Dr. Ernest M. Stires
that he had telegraphed Father Hunt-
ington, the Superior of. the Order of
the Holy Cross, of which Bishop-elect
Robert Erskine Campbell’is 2 member,
and had been answered by him that
no strings of any kind would be tied
by the order on Father Campbell, sec~
tarian and partisan strife broke out
in ‘the secret meeting of the House: of
Deputies at the géneral convention of
the Eplscopal Church now meeting
here.

The telegram to Father Huntington
read: “If Father Campbell, who has
been elected Bishop of Liberia, should
pe tratified by the deputies, would the
Order Holy Cross release him from his
obligations?”

The reply from the Father Superior
“The order will leave’ *this mat-
ter wilh Father Campbell” Dr. Stires
made this clear to the House when

Father Campbell was reached in the
secret ratification ‘but immediately a
deputy from Virginia made a most
scathing objuration .against any one
who was connected with a religious
order, and added he did not care how
good a record he had as a missionary,
the fact that he was a monk made him
objectionable. It is said by members
of the comenhon, talking afterwards,
that the very savageness of the attack
had a boomerang effect and that in-
different votes became firm for the
accused priest.

1t is known that he was not keen
for the position. Those in his con-
fidence say that he realizes .the diffi-
culties in that the Liberian Govern-
ment is venal and there would be
constant frritation from Moslem*.in-
cursions if the Jlatter can make It
worth while as against. the interest
of keeping friendly with the American
Government.

Stil another difficulty faces the
bishops. It becomes more and more
evident that Bishop-elect Creighton is
averse to accepting Mexico, and if he
declines the election there is some
