Senator King Sponsors Resolu-
tion for U. S. Meddling with
Haiti to Cease—Hits at Wall
Street Rule—General Russell’s
Actions to Be Investigated

WASHINGTON, D. C.—Senator Wil-
fiam N. King, Demoacrat, of Utah, in-
troduced two resolurlons pertalning to
Halti in the Senate last week

. One declares th8 intervention by the
United States in Haltian political af-
fairs has been accrmplished and con-
tinues:

“Resolved, That It is the sense of the
Senats of the United States thai the
President should withdraw the naval
forces of the United Stat2s now in
Haiti and should arrange an ahroga-
tion of any treaty. protocol,or other
instrument providing for the control
of the revenues of Haiti by the United
‘Slates, or providing for the interven-
tion of the United States in the polit-
feal affalrs of said country, and that
it is the sense of the Senate that Hait!
should be free from any internal in-
terference with its domestic policles
or internal administration.”

The resolution requests the Seocre-
tary of State to inform the Senate con-
cerning the activities of Brigadler
General John H. Russell in Haiti, and
it is as follows: *
“Resolved, That the Secretary is re-
quested to advise the Senate as to
what powers and functions Brigadier
General John H. Russell is exerclsing
in Haliti or in relation to the Halitian
Government, under or by authority of
the Secretary of State, including the
number of troops under the command
of General Russell in Haltl and the
military powers exercised by him for
or on behalf or under the direction of
the Secretary;

. #That the Secretary transmit to the
Senate the text of all instructions is-
gued by him to General Russell and the
text of all correspondenca between the
Haitian Government and General Rus-
gell and between the Haitlan Govern-
ment and any other officer ior agent of
the State Department respecting loans
to the Haltlan Government by Ameri-
can banks; - .
“And that the BSecretary further
transmit, to the Senate any and all cor-
fespondence between the Secretary
and General Russell and between Gen-
eral Russell and any officials of the
Haitian Goverhment respecting the
holding ‘of the election of the Legisla~
ture and government of Hait! which
is fixed by the Constitution of Halti to
be held in January next, and to advise
the Senate whether or not General
Russe]l has been intrusted to take
steps or to use his influence to prevent
the holding of such election or to post-
pone the same or to retain the present
president of Haitl in power in default
of the election of a successor upon the
date fixed.” o

KING ALI VACATES
THRONE OF HEDJAZ

Abdication * Follows = Last
" Stand . at Jedda, Whei‘e
Collapsed

PORT SUDAN, Egypt, Dee, 20—
King Ali of the Hedjaz, eldest son of
King Hussein, who was forced to ab-

_dicate in October, 1924, has himself

abdicated, owing to-the collapse of the
defenses  of Jedda, invested by Ihn
Saoud, Sultan of Nejd.

After evacuating Mecea, to avoid
complete destruction of the Holy City
and further bloodshed, Al proceeded
to make hiz armies ready for further
attacks by the Wahabis. These came
at Medina, and, when that place fell,
‘preparations were made at Jedda for
its defense against the forces of Ibn
Saoud. On Friday the defenses were
declared to have virtually collapsed.

For many months, iln fact since he
succeeded his father on thé. throne of
Hedjaz, King Al has been engaged
in a desperate struggle to put down
the opposition of Ibn Saoud, head of
the Sultanate of Nejd.

The conflict betfeen the Arahian
states of Nejd and Hedjaz actually
began in 1919 and the warfare became
more embittered when, early in 1924,
Hussein assumed the Califate, made
vacant by the deposition of Sultan
. Abdul Hamid by the Turks. A violent
attack against Mecea, the capital of
Hedjag, was begun .by the. Wahabis,
and when the city fell into the hands
of Ibn Saoud, King Hussein, pressed
to abdicate by the people of Jedda,
relinquished thé throne, having held it
eight years. . -

According to evidence at the trial
Ellen Davis was a slave in the Hughes'
tamily and Hughes was the father of
Robert HMenry Hughes, her son, born
when she was eighteen years old.

Howard University ,
Difficulties Settled

WASHINGTON, — After & careful
consideration of more than nine hours
of charges brought by the General
Alumnl Assoclation, the Board of
Trustees of Howard University re-
cently voted complete exoneration for
Dr. J. Stanley Durkee, president of the
institution,

The board, in°‘lts decision, ratified
the dismissal of certain teachers by
Dr, Durkee, in June, 1826, which wase
one of the chief causes for the strife.
It wa:s indicated that the dismissals
were in conformity with the directions
of the board, and a resolution adopted
by the board declares: ‘“No proof has,
been brought forward which in the
minds of the trusteea proves President
Durkee to have heen guilty of arbi-
trary or irregular action in his func-
tlons as president of the University.

Million Dollars for Negro
Schools — University to

Have “Colored Depart-
ment”

S
Louisville, Ky. Dec. 21.-~The col-

ored school system of Louisville will
profit by more than a million dollars,
providing for many improvements and
extensions, as a result .of two school
bond issues recently voted by a ma-
jority of almost five to one, The first,
an issue of one million dollars for
the_ University of Louisville, will pro-
vide $200,000 to establish a colored
department of the university, which
will be maintained by taxation as a
part of the city's university system.
A suitable site will be selected and
a handsome building erected at once,
where courses will be given In pre-
medical training, English, modern lan-
guages, mathematics, pedagogy, and
the sciences. Credits and degrees in
this department will be congerred by
the university.
From the larger bond issue of five
million dollars for the improvement
of the common schools, the colored
people of the city will get two- new
junior high schools, an elementary
school, the transfer of three schools
from the white to the colored depart-
ment, and the enlargement of two
others. The building program involved
will run to $800,000 or more, and the
three schools to be ‘transferred will
carry ' the total beyond a million
dollars. ' :
In the case of the University bond
fgsue, the movemént for a colored de-
partment twas initiated -and successa-
tully followed through by the inter-
raclal committee, under . the leadership
of Dr. James Bond. The néeds of the
common schools were represented by
representatives of the. printipal Negro
organizations and wére cheertully
recognized by the school authorities.
Evérybody is happy over the resu}t.

The Gold Coast Léader, in its issue of November 14, makes the
following trite comments on the pernicious bartering to white capitalists
of the fertile lands of Liberia, while Negroes under the auspices of the
Universal Negro mprovement Association, which had excellent plans
for helping the Black Republic industrially and economically, were
turned away by President King and his coterie of shortsighted advisers:

We referred some time ago in these
columns to the promotion of an Ameri-
can syndicate, known as the Firestone
Tire Rubber Company, for the purpose
of acquiring large areas in Liberia for
the purposes of rubber plantations.
According to Reuter's News an agree-
ment has now been signed withgthe
Republic of Liberia whereby the ¢®m-
pany has obtained a hinety-nine years’
lease on 1,000,000 acres of land for rub-
ber growing and a 2,000-acre rubber
plantation said to be fully matured and
bearing rubber. It is stated that it is
intended to spend $100,000,000 In devel-
oping the property. The proposition is
sufficiently indicative of the dangers to
African proprietory rights when such
long-term leases are granted to Euro-
pean capitalists over huge areas upon
which fabulous sums are to be spent
for development purposes. Such a
proposition naturally makes the gov-
ernment whose subjects af@® the pro-
moters of the scheme involved in the
protection of their rights. And for all
practical purposes it may be taken for
granted that for the next ninety-nine
years Liberian soil will be fairly in the
grasp of the tentacles of the “Stars and
Strpes.”

*BEATEN OFF BY
LTILE NEGR

One Kilted, One Maimed, and the
Other Bruised in Attempt to
Get $6,000 Payroll

WASHINGTON, Dec. 19~—Andrew
Beckett, Negro messenger, fifty-one
years old and weighing 135 pounds,
beat off three highwaymen in an alley
here today and saved the $6,000 pay-
roll of his employer.

For twenty-seven years Beckett has
been a trusted employe of the Frank
R. Jelleft Company, which runs a dry
goods store on F street. This morn-
ing, as he returned from the bank
with his satchel of money, a dis-
guised Negro met him at the door of
his automobile with drawn revolver
and told him to stick up his hands.

Quick as a flash the little messenger
seized the gun, wrenched it from the
hands of the hold-up man, hit him in
the face and sent him running up the
alley.

Turning to get his bag, he saw an-
other bandit who had lifted it out of
the machine and, leveling the captured
gun on him, fired, and wounded his
man. .

A third bandit appeared, grabbed the
money and ran, but enother shot
brought him down with a fatal wound
in the stomach.

As a result of the mixup with the
robbers Beckett gets a reward from
his employer, one of the outlaws will
die, another be a cripple for life and
the third, the first to appear, escaped
with bruised face, but was arrested
later, and found to he Paul “White-
house” Blackiston, a former White
House butler.

Blackiston was taken to the hos-
pital, where the wounded Negroes
were, and one of them identified him
as the leader. He had been at the
White House during the Wilson and
Harding administraions,

Police said Beckett weighs less than
one-fifth as much as the three who
attacked him.

DISCUSS MEANS OF

AFRICAN NATIONAL CONGRESS HEAD ISSUES CALL
TO CHIEFS AND LEADERS FOR CONVENTION TO

PROTECTING MOTHERLAND

Political Situation in South Africa Causes Alarm—
Natives See in Recent Legislation an Effort to Close
the Door of Opportunity in Their Faces Forever

From The Workers Herald, Nov. 15
Honoured Gentlemen:

I respectfully beg leave, in my
capacity as the President General of
the African National Congress, form-
erly the 8. A..Natlve National Con-
gress founded in Bloemfontein in the
vear, 1912 at the instance and inspir-
ing leadership of Mr. Attorney P. ka
Isaka Seme, LL.D., to call your
serious attention to the politico-social
situation of this the land of your
fathers in its relation to the Bantu
population of the Union of South
Africa.

Every observer of the trend of
events occurring in the political and
induatrial field of this country will be
deeply impressed by the gravity of
the situation, and the true patriot
cannot but be moved by a sense of
duty and grave responsibllity to action
of one kind or other.

" Natives Land Act

Since the year 1912 there has been
talk in European circles of introducing
a scheme for the segregation of the
Black «from the White races of this
country, which is claimed to be the
best solution of the problem of the
relations subsisting between the two
races. The first instalment in this
colossal proposition was the passing
of the Natives Land Act, No. 27 of
1923, second being the introduction of
the Natives (Urban Areas) Bill of
1923, which came into operation on the
first day of January, 1924, to say
nothing of the Native Affairs Act of
1920, This measure, to my mind was
the tirst and formal declaration by
the Union Parliament that “there is
no room for the Blackman in the
political organism of this country” or
in plainer language, “that the Black-
man can have no direct representation
by members of his own race In the
legislative councils of the land.” Then
the advent of the Hertzog Government
in. July, 1924, brought in its traln the
introduction and enforcement of what
has been defined as the “Civilized
Labor policy,” whereby Bantu laborers
engaged in the various and muilti-
farious industries of the country have
been replaced by poor whites. This
is being done after the African work-
ers, have done ploneer work In the
field of labor and helped to lay the
foundation of the Industrial system of
South Africa upon a firm1 and lasting
basls. o

Hertzog's Sggregntion 8cheme
The climax of all this policy of stead-
tast differentiation, discrimination and

reached when, early next year, Gene
eral the Hon.'J. B. M. Hertzog, {n his
capacity ag M}nlster of State for Na-
tive Affajrs, will introduce in the
House of Assembly an important meas-
ure, having for its object the bringing
within the realm of practical politics
his idealistic principles of segregation.
Hitherto we have had just an inkling
of the lines upon which this big

were in a-whirlwind; they ure as a
lamb bhefore the slaughter, and as
sheep, they are “dumb hefore the
shearers,” “so they openeth their
mouth.,” Where this whirlwind will
ultimately land them no scer can fore-
see. It therefore beliooves every leader
of the people, be he chief of royal blood
or headman or preacher of the Gospel,
or any other commoner, a leader in
the political or industrial sphere, to
look- the facts of the positifon {n the
face and ask himself what part he is
going to play in the big task of shap-
ing the ultimate destiny of the race in
the direction of safety and of the'pres~
ervation of our national entity. The
masses of the people are looking to
the leaders to save the situation.

Security of Race at Stake

Gentlemen, even as the gravest re-
sponsibility rests upon the shoulders
of a mother for the safety of the life
of a newly-born child during the period
of ‘Infancy and of utter blindness and
helplessness, even so upon the shoul-
ders of the leaders rests the gravest
responsibility and answerability for the
security of the life of the masses of
the African race.

To reach our great objective, even
the political and industrial salvation of
the race, as well as the redemption of
Africa for the free habitation of the
black races, every leader of the race
must be prepared for the supreme sac-
rifice, that sacrifice of position and of'
sel: and of possession. It Is Impera-
tive that the material resources of the
race be effectively and fruitfully uti-
lized in the direction of -sending a
deputation to Cape Town during the
sessions of the forthcoming Union Par-
llament, whose duty it shall be .to
watch the proceedings of Parllament
when the great government scheme of
segregation is being evolved into some
tangible shape. ' '

Chiefs and gentlemen, is it not high
time when Black South Africa should
take definite steps in the direction of
the realization of the great slogan of
our Chiefs and leaders, past, present
and future: “Maylbuye 1 Afrika,”
“Afrika a e boee.” .

With -these observations I humbly
and yet strongly and confidently beg
to appeal to our paramount and other
Chlefs .ruling the great Territorles of
the Transkel,r Zululand, Swaziland,
Sekukuniland, Bechuanaland, etc, to
take into their serious consideration
the question of the advisability and
egpedlency of meeting with. other rep-
sentatives of the. race in a National
Convention at some centrally situated
centre, say Bloemfonteln, during the
next New Year Holidays when a review
of the ‘whole position would be made
and ways and means devised for the
safe-guarding and protection of the

Arizona Relics May Show
Columbus 700 Years Late

Tuscon, Ariz, Dec 14~A discon-
nected story in Latin and Hebrew in-
scriptions on leaden crosses and im-
plements of war, believed by some to
date back to the eighth or ninth cen-
tury, may tell of a discovery of Amer-
ica some 700 years before Columbus'
renowned voyage. But many scien-
tists are skeptical of the find.

Dr. C, J. Sarle, former professor of
geology at the University of Arizona
and director of the excavation work,
agserts that the relics, uncovered re-
cently under the lime kiln near here,
may shed new night on the early his-
tory of America,

Dr. Sarle has-a theory that a group
of Roman Jews landed in America
about 776 A. D, joined with natives of
the Southwest either by alliance or by
conquest, and established a Kkingdom
that lasted approximately 100 years.
until the natives revolted and over-
threw the “nation.” .

With the announcement of the dis-
covery, howeyer, from varlous parts of
the natlon came dublous opinlons from
archmologlats and scientists as to the
validity of the find.

RACIAL ANTAGONISM
"FANNED BY WHITE
SUPERIORITY FETISH

White Race Must Observe

 God’s Purpose of Men

" Serving, Not Ruling, Each
Other—Only Solution of
Problem -

———

Those who are capable of Jeading
the signs of the times aright cannot
tall to perceive the growing conscious-
ness among, leading members of the
white races, as to the resentment
which ‘the attitude of thelr group has
aroused in the breasts of colored
peoples. In the last two weeks we
have been considering the instructive
article by Lord Olivier on color
prejudice in which the writer con-
cluded that if things were to go on
smoothly in the future, white people
must see clearly by purging their
hearts of rvacial or color prejudices
now distorting thelr vision and judg-
ment.‘ And it is encouraging to ob-
serve that a similar note of warning
was struck at the recent Church Con-
gress In England, The Bishop of
Chichester opened the proceedings of
the session deallng with race prob-
lems by stating that it was apt to be
forgotten that our Lord Jesus Christ
was an Asiatic and not a European,
and also that three of the very greatest
saints and teachers of the Church
were Africans, namely, Cyprian,
Athanasius and Augustine, Lord Wil-
lingdon, a former Governor of India,
followed with a specch in which he
indicated to his hearers the growing
danger of a clash between the white
and colored races as the resuli of the
insistence of race superiority - hy tho
whife races, Xe urged that some
means must he found by which the
problem - could ‘he.solved hy peaceful
methods rather . than by the clash of
the ragces “which would he (he most
ghastly tragedy the world has cver
known"; and he was convinced that
the solution lies In the white races
realizing the necessity of treating “all
colored men in a spirit of abhsolule
oquality,” He urged them ito realizo
the fact that it was not the color of
a man that makes him a man but the
character ju him, and reiterated that
if the white races wished to continue
their association with colored peoples
and to {nfluence thém in the direction
of their ‘destinies, “it must be in a
apirit of absolute equality, and not
by arrogating to themselves any race
superiority.,” Mr.

J. M, Oldham re-
ferred to the “deep and growing
antagonisms” existing between dif-

ferent races and sald that ‘the long
start in scientific knowledge and in-
vention’ hag given to Western peoples
a superiority in wealth and power
which tended to breed in them, par-
tlcularly the Anglo-Saxon section in
which color prejudice and the sense
of race superiorily are most accen-
tuated, a sense of superiority, mani-
festing itsell in exclusiveness and
soclal discrimination, which is bitterly
resented. ‘“Our trouble,” he added, “is
due to the fact that in our attitude
we lack that-sense of equality-—of the
equality of men as human beings; and
we lack it because we are not Christian
enough, which is, perhaps, just an-
other way of saying that we are not
human enpugh.”

He stated the Christian view, which
is that every man, to whitever race
he belongs, is first and foremost a hu-
man being, and warned his hearers
that a solid white tront certainly and
inavitably meant a solid yellow front,
as well as a sclid brown front and a
solid black front; and he observed that
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the way to avold future contflict Nes
in the conslderation of problems from
a non-racinl viewpoint and in the re-
fusai to be enlangled in the “snares of

racialism.”

Mr. Shoran Singha, an )

Indian, as his name indicates, alluded
to the white man's prestige as one of
the hindrances to the solution of race
problemis, and urged Christians to rid
their minds of the Idea that God had
ordained that the white man was to
exercise dominlon over the black man,
God's purpose, he said, was not that
men should rule one another, but that

they should serve one another.

“Born a Mohammedan, reared a -slave, sold ‘at, ten into a
Christian household, thrown upon his own resources in France
at the age of fifteen with a vocabulary of less than 100 French
words, elevated finally by his fight with Georges Carpentier to
the light heavyweight championship of the world, after win-
ning both the Croix de Guerre and the Medaille Militaire for
conspicuously gallant service with the Territorial troops of
France in the World War, Siki was buried in Flushing Cemetery
with Christian rites because his wife wished it.”

To be born in Senegal, Africa, and become a slave, and then a
French soldier, and to distinguish himself in the white man’s game

AS A FRIENDLY WHITE MAN SEES THE NEGRO
R. CLARENCE DARROW is one of the famous lawyers

of the United States. He is a broad thinker, and he has

very human sympathies, with the courage of his convic-

tions, which all men of his position in the life of the nation do not
show ‘when the time to do so arrives. Mr. Darrow. showed: this te
be so when he went to Dayton, Tennessee, to defend Professor Scope
from the charge of violating the State law against teaching evolu-
tion in the public schools and, again, in defending Dr. Sweet and
ten others, at Detroit, charged with shooting into a white mob and

killing one of the mob which was besieging the home of Dr. Sweet,
in the effort to frighten him into leaving his home which he had
purchased and occupied in a white neighborhood.

Mr, Darrow came.to Harlem, in New York City, recently, and
addressed two large meetings, inside and outside of Salem Church.
Mr, Darrow spoke straight from the shoulder, and he spoke as a
friend not afraid to tell his hearers of their shortcomings. Mr.
Darrow is of the opinion that “the sooner the Negroes find out that
they .can’t depend on David and the-Lord and get busy for them-
selves the better off they will be,” and, further, “if the Lord was
going to do something for you He would have done it long ago.”
This is radical enough, and is sure to rattle the religious dry bones
of the race, and this, too, without regard to the fact that the Lord
only helps those who help themselves, and that He has done niore
for us than we have done for Him. It depends upon the way you
look at it, and the Négro World prefers that each reader shall judge
for himself as to the facts,

On the question of voting efficiently Mr. Darrow said: .

“The only badge of equality you have in the North is “the
ballot, and it has been foolishly thrown away. A ballot should
never be counted until after it has been cast. Your vote is
always counted before the election.  Negroes have overlooked
their best bet by voting the Republican ticket,

“I want you to be independent. Keep white politicians guess-
ing. I don’t know of any better weapon than the ballot,

“Let us assume that the white Republicans did go down South
and free you; well, you have pa,fd them back in full. In case you
don’t think you have, vote once more and ask for a receipt.

“I blame the intelligent Negroes for being Republican decoys
for pay. Negroes have the balance of power in a number of
Northern States and cities. The. duty of a colored man is, first,
to himself and then to his race. ‘I cannot emphasize too much
the importance of being independent, Become independent and
then they will look for you.”

THese views of Mr. Darrow differ in no essential from the pur-
poses and plans of the Universal Political Union of the- Universal
Negro Improvement Association, so that we do not need to discuss
the matter here. We need only. quote him to reinforce the position
the association has already made a policy, that the political values
of the race, the samie as its ‘social and economic values, should be
used for the benefit of the race.

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Decrease in Marriages; -

Increase in Divorces
The Ugly Record

(From’ the Philadelphia Enquirer)

Statistics published by the United
States Department of Commerce, which
indicate that the number of marriages
decreased and the number of divorces
increased during the past year, draw a
pleture of our national family life that
{s mnelther inspiring nor encouraging.
The falling off in marriages undoubt-~
edly 1s due very largely to the new
economic systém, which has opened
50 many spheres of industrial and
commercial occupation to women, The
time they spend in these occupations
before marriage, if in fact they marry
at all, becpme longer with the years.
And most of these women assert quite
sturdily that they have no regrets,
whether they hide them secretly or not.
Young people meet the costs attendant
upon marriage and the setting up of
a home with increasing trepidation. It
is only a symptom of our times, per-
haps, but it is a dangerous and dis-
couraging symptom,

The prevalence of divorce may be a
phase of the same condition; but it
rests more certainly upon the personal
equation, the recklessness with which
many marrlages are contracted and the
absence of either ability or disposition
by the parties to'the marriage bond to
get along together, The figures com-
piled by the Government indicate there
s more than one divorce now for every
ten marriages, There were 1,178,208
marriages, or a decrease of 3.7 per
cent from the preceding year and 170,-
867 divorces, an increase of 3.5 per
cent. Texas, Illinois, Ohio, California
and Michigan have the unenviable dis-
tinetion of leading the States in the

l number of dlvonces granted,

Fewer Child Criminals

WASHINGTON, Dec. 20,— Children,
apparently are becoming slightly less
inclined to crlmlnallty in the Unted
States.

Research undertaken by the Chldren's

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What Your Blsod }’ressuye_

' QOught to Be

If your heart muscle is perfectly
healthy and if your blood vessels are
also normal and if those mysterious
organs called the glands of iniernat
secretion (thyroid, adrenals, etc.) are
neither overworking nor underwork-
fng, and if the other influences are fa-
verable, then your blood pressure wilt
be correct.

Your blood pressure varies with your
age. This is normal.

Younger folks have a lower blood
pressure, and as one grows older it
should be expected that the blood
pressure shall rise owing to the change
in the muscular system and the grad-
ual wearing down of all the parts of
the . machinery of the btody. This
change is due all of us and a change af
blood pressure, within limits, is not to
be the ‘source of anxiety.

Txercise raises the pressure within &
normal range and eating will do the

same thing. Excitement and emotional .

response of any intense sort will have
its decided influence. Some people had
that experience when they were being
examined for the army. 'They went for
the physical examination in various
stages of emotional strain and some
of them had their blood pressure taken
before the strain woge off .and, .g~few..
were erroneously rejected for Fervice
because of “high blood pressure”” On
follow-up examinations by their own
physicians they.may have been told
that their blood pressure was not
higher than normal, and the surprise
and anger which followed, while nat=
ural, were not fair to any of the ex-
aminers. '

‘Without going into details regarding
thé machine used for registering the
blood pressure, let me say that chil-
dren have an average pressure of 90
to 105, adults from -26 to 60 years of
age register from 120 to 140, and aﬂ.er
60 the préssure goes up to about 150.

Blood pressure should be taken when
the individual has been resting for &
reasonable time, not just after a meal
and not when there has been excessive’
emotional disturbance. The individual
should compose himself for the exam=
inatlon so that there may be no falsify«~
ing of the reading of the. blood pres-
sure through needless -excltement.

Harmon Foundation to Give
$4,000 Annually for Work in
Many Fields—Prize of $500
to Any Person Best Improving
Race Relations

——rs

WASHINGTON, Dec. 20—To give
Pecognition and ‘stimulus to creative
work, the Harmon Foundation, on be-
half of William E. Harmon, has pro-
vided $4,000 annually in the form of
soven awards of $400 to Negroes who
have made distinguished achievement
in various flelds of endeavor, and one
award to any person, white or colored,
for outstanding achlevement in Im-
proving race relations in America; a
_gold medal also for the first award in
each of the seven divisions, and a sec-
ond award of $100 and @ bronze medal.
The eighth award will carry with it
$500 in money and a gold medal.

‘This announcement was made today
by Dr. George E. Hayues, secretary of
the Commission on Race Relations of
the TFederal Councll of Churches,
which has executive direction of the
awards.

The classes of awards are to be as
follows: Literature, music, fine arts,
industry including business, sclence in-
cluding invention, education, réliglon
and the award for improvement of race
relatlons between the white and Negro
peoples in America. Awards are to be
made January 1, which Is the date Lin-
coln signed the Emancipation Procla-
mation, and will apply to work done or
completed during the twelve months
ending.June 1 preceding.

There will be five judges for each
award, three to be persons recognized
as outstanding {n thelr particular fields.
At least one will ke 2 Negro. The two
other judges will represent the Har-
mon Foundation and the Federal Coun-
¢il of Churches.

The award in literature includes
poetry, short story, essay, book, news-
paper editorials or a. play of two or

_ more acte.

Candidates for awards in music may
offer song scores, instrumental scores
for single instruments or ensemble,
-oratorios or operas, or performances in
Instrumental or vocal music or in the
drama.

Painting, sculpture and allied sub-

" Jects are included under fine arts.

The award in industry includes cre-

- ative achievements in agricultural,

manufacturing or mechanical pursuits
or trade and commercial enterprises.

In- éclence any -of the physical, bio-
Togical or soclal sciences, or inventions
of proven utility or promlse, may be
presented.

Education includes achievements In
the fleld of educational organization,
content,-method or practice or educa.-
tional publicity.

The award in religion is for achleve-
ments in religlous organizations, rell-
glous education, social service in con-
nectlon with recognized religious agen-
cies, or any outstanding contribution
to personal religion or theology.

As these awards are to be given for
achievements of national signlificance
and Interest, in case there are no en-
tries in any class having this out-
standing cha.racter no award will be
given.

School teaching in its true meaning
ranks among the noblest of human
callings, whether it be teaching the
youth of the urban or rural districts.
But certalnly there are peculiarly dif-
ficult problems confronting the rural
teacher, and with which the city teach-
er does not have to cope, that lend to
the former an air of martyrdom. Un-
doubtedly, it was a realization of this
fact that moved Major Allen Washing-
ton of Hampton Institute to remark in
the course of an address before the
Negro State Teachers’ Association Fri-
day night: “I sympathize with the
country teachers, It is they who do the
hardgst work of the profession.”

Major Washington’s remarks were
timely. Our country teachers are veorit-
able outposts of civilization. They
brave long walks or rides over
stretches of open country in the bleak
of winter, often to spend the day teach-
ing in dilapidated buildings. These
teachers generally have to serve as
class room instructor, fireside teacher
and nurse. When they are cheery, pa-
tient and imbued with a real philoso-
phy of life they carry with them in the
country & revolutionizing Influence,
Certainly they need every encourage-
ment, '

The Negro State teachers meeting
here was a very insplring event, and
one from which the teachers will un-
doubtedly receive much benefit. The
discussions.carried on in the several
departmental meetings indlcated that
Virginia has, in the main, & high type
and consecrated Negro teacher, But
among the gathering there were no
more heroic figures than those country
teachers, .

Every Thursday afternocon at 3:80
the office of the Harlem Tuberculosis
Committee of the New York Tubercu-
losls and Health Assoclation is trans-
formed into a class room where health
is taught, where the little members of
the Nutrition Class arve instructed in
the ways of better living, so that they
may attain not only normal welght, but
better health.

The children are given a card of
health rules to study. The lesson
given thereon is diligently memorized
and put into practice, and soon that
which had at first appeared difficult,
has becdme an easy matter of good
habits, Teeth are brushed every motrn-
ing and night, baths are taken at least
twice a week, a generous amount of
fresh vegetables is being caten, milk
has assumed a role of great importance
in the daily routine, and plenty of sleep
in a room that has epen windows is
being obtained.

Wednesday ‘afternoons are devoted
to the periodic physical examination
which is given at intervals to each boy
and girl in order to ascertain what
progress is being made, and also to
make sure that any physcial defects
that may have been present such as
tonsils and adenoids, diseased teeth,
ete., have been corrected.

“Before the children will really be

aware of it,” sald Mrs. Mabel Doyle
Keaton, exe,cutlve secretary, today,
“graduation will be here, and with it,
advancement into the Carrot Club—
the post-graduate course, so to speak,
for those who have attained their nox-
mal weight and have had physical de-
fects corrected, Everyone of the 2§
little membeys is certain that the much
coveted membership in the Carrot Club
is not far off.”

The Harlem Tuberculosls Committee
was so successful with its nutrition
class last year that it is hoping Plg
things for the new class which was or-
ganized this fall. The children are en-
thusiastic and eager to do the things
that are asked of them; and the par-

PHILADELPHIA SESQUICENTENNIAL FACES CRISIS
AS LEADING GOVERNMENTS FAIL TO RESPOND

WASHINGTON, Dec. 20.—The Phil-
adelphia Sesquicentennial, designed to
bring .the nations of the world to the
United States for the celebration of
the 150th anniversary of the signing of
ihe Declaration of Independence, is face
to face with a crisis.

A decislon must be reached either
to postpone the exposition until 1937
or put on an exposition which will
lack the characler of international par-
tielpation on a large scale. Only five
months will now be given to it if the
exposition is held as originally planned,
or from June 1 to Dec. 1, 1926,

To date only two exhibition buildings
have been sturted, no foreign govern-
ment has started the erection of a pa-
vilion, and no leading government of
the world, with the exception of Japan,
has accepted an invitation to partiel-
pate. The governments that have ac-
cepted, besides Japan, are Brazil, Mex-
fco, Cuba, Poland, Hungary, Czecho-
Slovakia, Nicaragua, Liberia and Haytl,
There have been intimations that Bra-
zil might withdraw, although she will
probably be represented in some form,

Coungries like Great Britain and
France have made it plain they can-
not be represented on a large scale
jf the exposition is held at the date
agreed upon. Great Britain is not en-
thusiastlc about exhibitions of this
character, except those which she
brings together for the benefit of her
dominions. The French government's
financial straits make participation
impossible at this time.

There Is a strong fecling it would
be possible to postpone the exposition
a year rather.than hold it under con-
ditions that would make of it a glori-

fled street fair rather than an interna-

tional exposition, Attention is being
called to the fact that the only Amerl-
can exposition held on time was that
at San Francisco in 1915,

Another phase of the situation which
will interfere with the exposition 1f
held on schedule time is the matter
of Federal appropriation. $5,000,000
will be asked and men in government
circles say the exposition will be fov-
tunate If it gets one-fifth of that
amount, In any event, it will not be
possible to get this appropriation
through until some time in March,

In the circumstances the Government
of the United States will not erect a
pavilion for its own exhibit {f the ex-
position is held on schedule time, It
will merely permit departments, like
that of agriculture, which have funds
for exhibitfon purposes, to make such
a showing as they can.

First Colored Woman

Passes Virginia Bar

RICHMOND, — Coming victoriously
through four groups of  examination
papers in common, statute, adjective
and substantive law, Miss L. Marlon
Poe, of Washington, has successfully
passed the rigld Virginia Bar, and will
be the first colored woman to be ad-
mitted to the practice of law in that
State. The Virginla law examinations
are among the stiffest given by any
State in the Union, and in the last
examinations held early in December
only 59 candidates out of nearly 160
applicants were glven their final qual-
{ficatlon certificates by the Board of
Examiners, iMas Poe will enter upon
practice In Virginia.

people is grant no agricultural leases
it possible. It is a dangerody experi-
ment which may reduce us in the long
run to ‘the position of serfs upon our
own soil, For-any sensible man must
realize that, given the principle of
these long term leases all our indus-
iries must gradually pass out of our
hands, since you counot reasonably
discriminate between one sort of cul-
tivation and another.

Of course we know that what the
European and American capitalists
want is the land of the people, and we
know also from bitter experience what
ithe white man sets his heart upon,
unless there ls constant vigilance, he
is sure to secure in the end.

We {n British West Afpica have
striven for the security of our proprie-
tary rights all these yeays, and we
must be understood if we jusist upon
their protection and preservation in
the future and for all time. TFor it
means eitlier our continuing to strive
for a place in the world affairg, or giv-
ing up the struggle and remaining
slaves both in soul and body.. We have
endeavored all these years to sound
the alarm from the lhousetops and to
make the position clear that the Afri-
can's salvation is with himself. The
African has up til! now ghown plenty
of brain power and has caused himself
to be recognized as a factor in the in-
tellectual world. But that is mnot
enough, In the world as at present
constituted and under modern condi-
tions the power that counts is money.
That is the white man's god. 'That is
the only thing that he respects, Theye-
fore the African must get money, not
only to be respected, but to be inde-
pendent. That is the clear issue, It
is to the interest of Kuropean and
American capitalism to defeat the
Africans. It is to the interest of the
African to show such a fight meta-
phorically in the economic sphere that
Europeans will take count of him. For
the foregoing reasons and in the last
analysls do not listen to those advocates
within or without the race who preach
subserviency and inaction where com-
mon-sense and reason dictate constant
struggle, the only condition which in-
sures the survival of the fittest, For
the day is coming and is now at hand
when those of our race who blow neith-
er hot nor cold in the solution of racial
problems must give place to men of
sterner stuff.

able speeches delivered at the Church
Congress on the discussion of race
problems and they should give us €ood
for thought., The equality of the races
as human beings will have to be rec-
ognized 1f a conflict between the two
main divisions of the human family is
to be avoided in the future; and this
equality being conceded, character and
intellectual equipment should be the
determining factora in the advance of
every man and not the color of his
skin. We admit the superiority of the
white races in their scientific knowl-
edge and inventions, but thelr acqui-
sition in this direction is not the cause
of our resentment. What we do resent
s their insistence upon occupying the
loftiest position in world affairs and
not only looking down upon colored
peoples as inferior beings, but closing
the door of opportunity to the latter
to rise up to their level, What we
do resent is ther maintenance of the
white man’s prestige as it involves the
denial of justice to the colored man.
‘White men clearly realize the rising

-tide of color-—the etrenuons efforts of

colored people to rise to thelr level—
and they dellberately put obstucles in
the way: they bulld embankments to
keep the tide of color from rising to
the lovel of thelr own. That is our
grievance, and If the white races can
see the injustice of their attitude to-
wards us and will treat us with ahso-
lute equality as human belngs, giving
us full opportunity to work out our own
salvation, there i3 no reason why the
black and white races should not lve
together amlicably and pursue the lofty
purpose of life, each race serving the
ciher and being served in turn,

A MISSIONARY TELLS
OF AFRICAN GAINS

“Twenty years ggo it was with dif-
ficulty that any native girl could be
persuaded to come to day school, and
when she did she soon stopped com-
ing if any mlisfortune or sickness en-
tered her family,” writes the Rev.
Robert Shields, missionary of the
Methodist Episcopal Church in Loanda,
Africa, to the Board of Forelgn Mis~
slons, “For the natives were so super-
stitlous that they connected their
misfortunes with sending their daugh-
ters to the mission, This hag all passed
ns regards Lpanda and vicinity, Last
year our 250 day puplls were about
eqtally divided between boys and girls,

“For the first ten years the girls
came to school In pannos, sheetlike
coverings, that they wound about
themselves; row they come in dresses.
It is their fathers’ own choosing for
them, and a very happy one, we are
glad to say. Now we see many little
naetive children with hats and shoes.
This is a great advance, for when na-
tive fathers buy these things for their
children they do not buy a plurality of
wives so easily, -

read, Now when the misstonary teach-

The higher
court freed her, declaring she had act-
ed according to her hest judgment of
the most heneficial thing for her baby.
The .court declared she had done the
best thing for societly.

Sordid Motives Behind
German Parents’ ldea

BERLIN, Decc. 12—A majority of
German parents of children suffering
from incurable mental or physical dlis-
ease are willing to have their chil-
dren's lives snuffed out, according to
a study made by Dr. Ewald Meltzer.

He is director of an asylum for ime
becile children in Saxony, .

Dr. Beltzer reveals in a book just
published that he asked two hundred
parents—ofs his patlents whether they
would agree to the premeditated death
of their children. One hundred and
nincteen answered in the affirmative,
and only forty-three were definitely In
the negative.

- Shocked by the result of his ques-
tionnaire, Dr. Meltzer states that he
made an effort to analyze the motives
of the answers and finds that most of
the parénts who were in favor of hav-
ing their children put to death were
prompted by the desire to rid them-
selves of the financial and mental bur-
den of defective children, Some of the
parents answered:

“Ki11 them, but it must not cost us
anything.” )

Others gave long explanations which
indicated that they merely desired to
be freed of responsibility.

Dr. Melizer states that the answers
in the ncgative were emphatic pro-
tests from p:ﬂenté, who declared they
would not cease to love the}r unhappy
little ones and could never consent to
their being put to death.

Dr. Meltzer arrives at the conclusion
that, for ethi¢al reasons the killing of
demented or physically unflt persons
should not be sanctioned by law. Such
a law, he states, would not be of ad-
vantage to mankind. ’

Plants again can extract nitrogen from .
the soil, and assisted by the carbon
in the air build up complex vegetable
proteins which heing consumed by
animals and broken down hito simpler
chemical elements is the key to the
claim made by vegetarians that plant
foods alone are endowed with “vital-
ity,” while flesh foods are simply de-
ocaying devitalized tissue utterly use-
less for body-building purposes. Bx-
perience not only teaches that this ar-
gument Is quite erroneous, but evi-
dence i{s accumulating in favor of the
existence in animals of a similar syn-~
thetic power. -
The inorganic section consists of
water and mineral salts but prac-
tically the only one of the latter con-
sumed as such Is common salt (chlo-
ride of sodium) all the others being .

The organic nutrients are again di-
vided into nitrogenous and non-nitro-
gonous, the proteins belonging to the
former and fats and carbohydrates to
the latter section.

As the girl grows up she is trained,
taught silence, discretion—and co-
quetry. Poetic phrases about beauty
are sung to her. Later on, in spite of
the Koran, which describes tattooing
as “the devil's writing,” she s tat-
tooed. 'When a girl is of marriageable
age she Is also ready for her prison.
Her father begins to thlnk. about the
dot which he will get hack—and the
gift he will receive from the husband
—which practically amounts to a price
for selling his daughter. At 10 or 12,
then, the girl is handed over ;0 her
husband, whether she likes it or not.

WASHIXGTON FREED HIS
"SLAVES BY HIS WILL

Clause Granting Them Their
Freedom on Death of His Wife
Most - Carefully Guarded—
Srovision for Aged and Chil-
ren '

————

George Washington, the Father of
His Country, died December 14, 1799,
at the age of sixty-seven years, That
he, #s was the custom among the.
Janded proprietors of  Virginia and
other Southern States, was a slave
holder is well known, His views on
slavery are not so generally under-
stood, and while it may not be a sur-
prise to many that on his death he
freed his own slaves, the provisions of
his will in this respect are of much
Interest.

That the clause in our Constitution
permitting slavery was a compromise
is not open to dispute, and that por-
tion which allows of the importation of
slaves up to 1808 was without doubt
the final adjustment upon which the
compromise was effected,

The Constlitution Convention of 1787,
it .must be remembered, was, by mu-
tual consent, sworn to secrecy regard-
ing their deliberations in order that no
pressure of public opinion might influ-
ence the decisiong of the members of
that body. "How nearly perfectly that
secret was kept is only too well known
and the only fairly adequate report of
the discussions which we have today
is contained in the Madison papers,
being the personal diary of James
‘Madison kept by him during those try-
ing days in Philadelphia, from May to
September, 1787, while that convention
was In session., Xven these papers
were not made publlc until after the
death of Madison in 1836 when Con-
gress hought them from his widow and
authorized their publication, more than
fifty years after the event had taken
place.

Even these papers do not completely
report the bitterness and acrimony of
the disputes which took place, nor do
they glve any indication of Washing-
ton's personal views on the slavery
debate. Washington, in his capacity
ag presiding officer, carefully adhered
to parliamentury usage in taking no
active part in the discussions. It is
more than likely, however, that his
judgment and counsel were sought at
informal consultations during the re-
cesses of the conventlon:

‘Whether or not the compromise re-
sulting was at his suggestion or with
his approval we can only surmise. A
reading of hig will throws decided light
on his personal attitude. .

After providing that his’wlfe, Martha
‘Washington, shall have the “use and
profit and benefit of his-whole estate,
rel and personal,” during her lite,
there follows this clause:
“]ITEM—Upon the decease of wife it
is my will and desire that all the slavés
which T hold In my own right shall re-
celve their freedom. To emancipate.
them during her life. would, though
earnestly wished for by me, be attend-
ed with such Insuperable difficulties,

Osage Indians’ Income
$13,200 Apiece in Year

Washington, Dee. 14, —Rich profits
were made last year by the Osage In-
Qians, the wealthiest tribe in the world,
in roynlties and honuses on ofl and
gas produced on their reservation In
Oklahoma. “The Interior Department
announced today that the total paye
ment aggregates $29,422,800, or a share
of $13,200 for each Indlan,

An Interior Department report on oil
operations of the Osage Reservation
showed production of 33,662,179 bar-
rels In the flscal year. ‘Royaltles on
both gas and oll amounted to $21,144,~
492,68 and the Indians realized ap-
proximately $828,308 from bonuses paid
by oll operitors at publle auction sales
of the leases.

Total oil production on the Osage
Rescrvation since February, 1915, has
amotinted to 239,740,799 barrels, The
Indians have veceived from leases and
bonuscs a total of $35,622,426.26 since
that time,

The Osage Reservation comprises
approximately 1,500,000 acres. The
approved tribal oll containg the
nemes of 2,229 persons who share
equally in the procceds arlsing from
oll and gas.
