moment we set back the hands of the clock of racial progress. For it is apparent that truth, justice, love and mercy -

have taken their departure, and all that we have is the reign of selfishness and greed which will ultimately be the
wreck and ruin of 'our civilization. In all this terrible muddle four hundred million Negroes are called upon to
play their part. It is natural and necessary, then, that we take on the spirit of the age and meet the other fellow on
his own ground with his own weapons. 1t is for this reason that the Universal Negro Improvement Association
steps out speaking in unmistakable terms on behalf of our own group, and in language forcible and uncompro-
mising calls upon each and every member of our race to gird his armor on and be ready for the fray.

- It is no use talking about settling this human question with prayers and words. It cannot be done. We must
employ the only argument that the races and nations of the world understand in the twentieth century. That is the
argument of force—physical force, economic force, political, industrial force. England is speaking with force,
France is speaking with force, all the other European powers are speaking with force as-their only language, and
the races or the people who cannot present to the world organized force will be naturally dragged under in the
tidal wave of race oppression. . England and France are more determined than ever to exploit and subjugate their

darker citizens and subjects, il professions notwithstaitding. *“it is' no~use looking to theny jip the pende of e s pliy

larger humanity, because they have lost their Christian souls. - . Englishmen and Frenchmen no longer think of
humanity in the terms of Christian brotherhood, but in the terms of pounds and francs.

England wants money, France wants money, Italy wants money, Belgium wants money, Portugal and Spain
want money, and the only place that they can grind it from today is Africa; hence, they are making one mad
determination to exploit and ravish that country, the land of our fathers, without any consideration for humanity
or Christian fellowship. If they profess other than their lust for gold, then we know it is a lie; it is all a farce,
pretense, hypocrisy. . . ' o

Let-Austen Chamberlain talk, let ex-Kaiser Wilhelm rave, let Briand and Mussolini bluff; their voices will be
lost in the wilderness of African hope, because surely we will not hear them. We heard Chatham before, we heard
Gladstone, we heard Chamberlain, Sr., and out of their profession of human love and brotherly consideration we
find that Africa has paid the price in blood and in wealth for the expansion of the British Empire to the loss of
millions of native Africans and Negroes everywhere. We are tired of this kind of political hypocrisy; therefore,
we are calling upon the four hundred million«Negroes of the wotld to listen to no other voice than that which
beckons us on to action—the voice that commands us to go forward in the name of an emancipated race and
African redemption, the voice that says “March on with the hope of a brighter future, with the throwing off of
the influences of the past.”

Indeed, we have come t6 the turning and the parting of the ways. The black race needs look no longer to
any other race for succor, for advice or for political help. We must naturally look to ourselves. More and more
we become disappointed in all our hopes; disappointed in all our ambitions, depending as we have been upon
others. In America we are gradually being thrown off politically and disappointed socially and economically.
Within the British Empire we are only the scapegoats of a sober and seasoned diplomacy. In France we are only

* made the dupes of a crafty, statesmanship that hopes to profit by the ignorance of those whom they deceive. How,

therefore, can we depend upon others? Doing so will mean nothing else but our-present and future ruin, such as
has been in the past.

" The days of slavery are not gone forever. Slavery is threatened for every race and nation that remains weak
and refuses to organize its strength for its own protection. Slavery has no day and no time. It is present when the
strong race desires to oppress the weaker race. Negroes, be careful of what you do today! No one can tell what
our condition will be tomorrow, whether it be slavery or not, if we do not strive toward the goal of racial strength,
of racial power, political and national independence. Let us rally around the banner of the Red, the Black and the
Green, the universal emblem of African redemption.

IN EUROPE AND

Despite Locarno Flourish Con-
tinued Oppression of the Weak
Is Likely to Provoke More
Wars in the Year Just Started

The year 1826 promises to be one of
continued complications in Burope and
Asla, Students of world affairs are
finding much that is foreboding in the
slow march pt events, despite the
promise of Locarno and the movement
for disarmament.

During the coming months the Mosul
question looms as perhaps the most
important, though trouble is brewing
in half a dozen other corners of the
old world. A war between Turkey and
Civeat Britain, with Russia lning up
with the Turks, is regarded as a not
unlikely possibility. o

’J.‘prkey claims soverelgnty in the
kingdom of Irak, where Great Britain
holds the mandate, but England {s ap-
parently determined to hold control In
the face of considerable opposition in
Britain. Not only is Mosul rich in oil,
but it is the military key to the land
abowe India.

Tha league of nations, with the rep-
resentative of Turkey consplcut)usly
absgent, recently granted Great Britain
the mandate of I[rak for twenty-five
inore years. This Ig yet to ba approved
by Turkey and, according to many, it
is a question whether it will ever be
appreved,

In"this connection it ts Interesting
to note that within the past few months
Turkey has. x'na.de an agreymant: of neu-
trality - with' ‘Ruisia, whiereby the, tws
natlons have.’ promised  not to's wa
against each other for a period of three
years. It is belleved that the agrece-

A. movement to conciliate Russia,
with its huge resources and vast ar-
mies, i seqn. .in the invitation to come
into the leagiie of nations, Russin. has ¢
been asked to Send-a representative to
the coming disarmament conferences
of the league.

In China matters are also bolling.
Chang Tyo Lin, the Manchurian way
lord, who only a few weeks ago was re-
ported in flight, ig again on top, having
been put back on his feet agaln with
the aid of Japanese .money and Japa-
nese troops,

This is all said to be part of Japan's
determined ‘efforts to gain complete
control in Manchuria. 5 »
The war in Morocco, in which Abd-
el-Krim has played a leading role as
chieftain of the hard-fighting Riffian
tribes of northern Africa, has died
down, but probubly only temporarily.
Peace negotiations are now in prog-
ress. Thus far the French and Spanish
forces have had decidedly the worst of
the war.

Similarly there is talk of pence ugree-
ments with regard to the Druse out-
break in the neighborhood of Damascus,
but the talk comes mostly fromn France,
The French hold the mandate to this
sectlon of Syvia and the Druse tribes-
men, like the Riffs, would have them
stay out and mind their own affairs.
‘With the Damascus massacre last
fall still rankling, it is doubtful, in the
opinion of American observers, wheth-
er the Druses will agree to any peace
which permita the Freneh to remain.
The year 1926 may see some extreme-
1y interesting developments in Italy,
where Benito Mumsolini is talking of
another Roman empire.

WHY BRAVE SIKI'S
MURDERER WiLL
NOT BE FOUND

Siki Failed to Be Impressed with
the Shams of Present-Day
Civilization, While Displaying
Some Rare Quaiities

revl——

Not 8¢ long ago Mons. Louls Phal,
more commonl‘y known as Battling
Siki, was done to death by some cowe-
ardly white, oo fearful of his physical
might to face him even with a gun.
Siki was shot in the back as he wended
his way home, and the white dallies
were at little painsg to hide their glee at
his gruesome end. ¥or this Siki had
sinned grievously agailnst the social
standards of white America. He had
done everything that is contrary to the
highest Ideals of this free country of
ours. In the first place he had the bad
grace to be born a Negro. And, having
such poor judgment about his cholce of
race and color, he actually falled to
see that it made him inferior to the
poorest specimen of white humankind,
For what does he do? Why, he wins
the Croix de Guerre and the Medaille
Militaire, with scveral citations. But
ia that all? Mais non, mes amis. That
is but a very little of it. Te marries
into the superior race, mbt once, but
twice; and he changed white paramours
as indifferently as you would change
your shirt. And, to crown it all, he
wrests from the invincible whites the
coveled honor of a prince of fisticuffs,
Die? o
“Civilization Killed Him"”

‘Well, assuredly he could do only one
thing: wmore-to-be-desired than dying,
and that would have been to avoid being
born. “Civilization,” sald one writer in
the New York World, “killed Siki. e
was 1mm¢nsely strong, but a child men-
tally. He Svould never be serious. Al-
ways he laughed at everything,” In the
bogk “Scaramouche’” Rafael Sabatini
says “Scaramouche laughed at every-
thing because, gifted as he was with
keen perceptions, he saw through the
shams that impressed men of simpler
minds” Aund in the American screen
version of the story that remark, or its
substance, is used in the titles, Scara-
mouche was white, so he Jaughed from
excess intelligence. Siki was black, so
h_e laughed because of his child<en-
‘tality. Of course. “He spoke,” says
the same World writer, “a smattering of
eleven different languages, but none of
them fluently, except, perhaps, his na-
tive Senegalese.”

Now, I don’t know what it is that a
man requires to enable him ta speak,
%ow‘avé‘r, thdifferently, so- imany * lap-

uages, none of them with the slightest
regemblance to his own barbaric tongue.
But I do know that it cannot be brains
or intelligence, for Siki was a Negro;
and most of my readers, being them-
selves Negroes, must know that a Ne-
gro is never brainy and intel]xgcmt'

But there is one thing about Siki that
must have ondeared him 1o the lords
-of the earth. 1t is that he had their
gense of honor and of good morals to a
degree positively astonishing., Almost
he would seem to have heen whijte, if
you didn't look at his face, For, look,
you, with an idealism worthy of & Car-
ventier, a Dempsey or a Red Grange
he agreed (for a consideration; one
must live, you know) to be hattered
about for the further glorification of
the good Georges. :

That he tuyned the tables. and bhe-
cqgme tormentor instead of tormented
earned him yet ene wore decoration,
that so well known order of the double
cross. And how, well he emulates his
white brethren In the matter of hus-
bandhood and fatherhood. For, as the
Englishman In-India and in Siki's na-
tive Africn and as the white American
in the Philippines, out of a gense of
the importance of improving the in-
ferior races Injects his blood freely
and constantly into the native stream
thereafter, leaving it generously to be
absbrbed into the Inferior strain; even
80 Siki having given of what he mis-
takenly thought to be his superior Af-
rican blood to Eurone, left for America
to carry out among other aims the self-
same worthy one by which Europe had
benefited, That his gift was ‘not ac-
cepted in the spirit in which it was
offered was nat his fault. He meunt
well. By this time I feel confident, the
upholders and even the en(orqéps of
“lJaw and order” have forgotten {hat
thore ever existed such a man as Siki.
And if ever his murderer should he ap-
prehended Negrodom would lose an-
otlier of its members. for 1 would drop
dead with surprise,

8iki Much Lied About '

1 hdid no grief for Sikl and certainly
I do not regard him as a shining ex-
ample to be emnulated. But deép down
in me’ somewhere is an irrepressible
urge to defend the under-dog, the man
that gets the wonst ot the deal. Andq
such a one was Siki. Poor fellow, he
was what he was through no particu-
lar fault of his own. He was’douhtless
better than -many or most of his de«
tractoru would have been: with his an-
portunities and epvirenment.

Little or No Punishment
For Whites Who Kill
Blacks in South Africa

CAPE TOWN, South Africa—*"In 13
cases of murder, homicide or man-
slaughter of (South African) natives
by whites the severest penalty was'six
months in Jail in one case; in three
cases the white culprits got £25 ($220)
fine, six weeks jail and detention till
the rls!ng of the court, respectively;
while in the remaining nine cases the
accused whites got off scot free.”

This is taken from a letter to The
Star, a newspaper of the South African
whites. “Some of these crimes,” says
the correspondent, “were mast foul and
cruel, and iInciluded death by stoning,
death by flogging, throat cutiing, death
of a young girl through strangulation,
death by‘shootlng. and so on. In most
cases the victlms were unoffending,
and in some they were helpless, and in
no case can one say that death was
Justifiable.”

These cases occurred all over the
country and are, according to the cor-
respondent, merely a sample of the
Justice meted out to whites when the
victims happen ta be natives, “The
thing is general all over South Afr (ca,"
he says; “and the conviction and exe-
cution of a white for a black murder is,
I fear, unheard of in the land.”

get an audience of thesa despotic mon-
archs by being readily attended and
given a pass. It is commeon knowl-
edge that Africans spend hours and
sometimes days before they are served.
Pass laws have engendered a.dcep dis-
respect and distrust of all Europeans
and their methods in the Uniony of
South Africa. This ig the natural and
inevitable outcame of all depraved
systems of all tyrants, autocrats and
thélr class. Sons of the Royal Africa
bloecd are_deposed, princes are abused
and jeeraed at, nobilities, men of letters
and Africans generally are subject to
the worst barbarous administration of
the Pasg laws by any officer of the
Native Affairs Department, Africans
are foreced to take off their hats when-
ever speaking to these miniature kings.

It was on the occagion of a Gradua-
tlan Day of the University of the Cape
of Good Hope when Lord -Selhorne ad-
dressed the following words to a white
congregation of the yniversjty: “I will
only ask white men to consider whether
they have ever calculated the cumu-
lative effort on the natives of what I
may call the pelicy of pin pricks. In
soma places w native, howeveyr person-
ally clean, or howéver hard he may
have striven to elvilize himgelf, is not
allowed te go into a publie park or pay
for the privllege of watghing a game
of cricket; in others he is not allowed
to ride onh the top of a tram-car even
in specified seats set apart for him;
in others he 8 not allowed to ride in a
railway cayriage except In & sort of
dog kennel; in othera he s ungracious-
Iy and unfeelingly treated by white
officiala; in others He may not stir
without a pass. And, if, for instance,
he comes, as thousands of hatives do,
from 8 farm where ha reésldes, to work
in & ‘labor district’ (established under
& law which i3 highly beneficial to
the State and commendable in the
eyes of all white men), he does not
meet with facilities “but with ela-
borate impedimetne. In the course
of his gbrence from home he may have
to taka out eisht different passes, for
several of which he has the additional
pleasire of paying, though he would
be much happler without them; and it
fs poaslble that, In an extreme case,
he may have to conform. to no fewer
than twenty different pass regulations.
Now, let a white man put himself in
the poslition of e black man, and see
how he would 1iKe it; and let him ask
whether such regulations- and laws
really make his task easier’ Since
Lord Selborné-sald these -words pass
laws have been extended to provinces
formally free from the objectionable
and obnoxious. pass laws. Munieclpali~
tles have been encouraged by Govern-
ment to fofmulate; their own subsidlary
pernicious puas* laws. Urban - Areas
Act confers, to muulclpa]lual rlg‘ht to

WASHINGTON, Jan, 8.—The United
Stated Supreme Court was aeked to«
day by Louis Marshall, of New York,
and other promipent lawyers, to pass
upon the right of white property own-
ers {o agree not to sell to Negroes.
Mr, Marshall chal{enged the econ-
stitutionality of the enforcement by
the lower courts of such private agree~
ments.

“The moment that thers is a dife
ferentiation in our courts,” declared
Mr. Marshall, “between white and
black, Catholic and Protestant, Jew
and non-Jew, hatreds and passions
will inevitably be aroused, and that
which has been most noble and exalted
and humane in American life will have
been shattered. :

“Great as are the mental and spire
itual sufferings of those against
whom the shafis_of prejudice and in-
tolerance are aimed, the lasting in-
jury is, however, inflicted upon the
clvilization of a country which con-
nives at a convenant such as that
which has been enforced by the de-
crees here sought to(be reviewed.”

injunction Fought

The case here orlginated in the Dis-
trict of Columbia, whers a group of
thirty white property owners, who had
covenanted not to sell their property
to Negroes, enjoined Mrs, Irene Hand
Corrigan from selling and Helen Curtis,
a Negress, from taking possession of
a house at No. 1727 8 Street Northwest,
‘Washington, The Injunction was is-
sued by the Supreme Court of the Dis-
trict of Columbia and sustained on ap~
peal by the Court of Appeals, whence
the case was again appealed to the
United States Supreme Court.,

Mr. Marshall said the cxtension of
such covenants would drive Negroes
out of the Distrlct of Columbia and
Mr. Marshall cited the Supreme
Court’'s decision in the case of Buch-
anan va, Warley, the so-called Louis-
ville segregation case of 1917, in which
it was decided that segregation by
municipal or State Legislation was un=
constitutional. .

“It- would appear to be obvious,”
said Mr. Marshal), “that where a Legis~
lature is -prohibited.from sanctioning
a particular policy,  Individuals may
not enter contracts in direct negation
of -the same policy. Surely that which
a Legislature cannot sanction should
not be compelled to be done by a de-
cree of a Court of Equity enforcing
specific performances of an agreement

‘between third parties, which is equiva«

lent of such legislation and is pro-
ductive of identical results.” .
Soes Worse Situation

Mr. Marshall then declared that *“if
the Constitution could be evaded, as
t is attempted to be by the device em-~
p]oyed, it would not be difficult to cre-
ate a situation bearing the elements of
a contract that would prevent a Ne-
gro from owning realty or from taklng’
uyp his habitation in any State or in
any part of a State.,”

After the usual preliminaries
and the rendering of a musical program by the choir and the Uni-
versal Band, speeches were delivered by Mr. T. Thomas Fortune,

editor of the Negro World, Miss

Mena and Hon. William Sherrill,

Mariet Trent, Miss M. L. T. De-
Acting President General of the

Universal Negro Improvement Association. All the speakers were
in accord in praising the remarkable loyalty and devotion manifested-
by the membership to the program of the orgahization and their
untiring efforts towards supplying the means whereby the work can

, be successfully carried forward.

It is marvelous, said Mr. Sherrill,

" that in spite of all the reverses and disappointments and setbacks
through which the organization has passed, the members have dem-
onstrated remarkable courage and determination to carry on and
keep the organization going. It is interesting, however, he said, to
find that world sentiment was being moulded in favor of the move-
ment, in that its aims and objects were being discussed in all civilized
countries and newspapers in different parts of the world are today

commenting on its program.

Tollowing are the speeches:
MR. THOMAS FORTUNE EPEAKS
Mr. Thomas Fortune, editor of The

. Negro World, was the first speaker.

He said the Unlversal Negro Improve~
ment Association stood out as the
most remrakable organization among
Negroes anywhere in the world. The
unanimity with which the members
stood together in support of this splen-

. i@ organization and the devotion

RS

which they had always shown to the
great leader was & source of inspira-
tion and hope to him. All his life,
_sald Mr. Fortune, he had devoted him-
self to the task of trying to get Negroes
to adopt a program and organize and
fight for their just rights, but he could
not succeed. No other Negro in the
history of the Afro-American people
has ever been able to get together as
many people as there are in the New
York Local, not to speak about the
organization in other parts of the coun-
try. It remained for Marcus Garvey
to do it and he did it. Like other
great reformers, Marcus Garvey was
called to his work; if he had not been
called his great army of followers
would not have answered his call
“We have got the organization,” sald
the speaker; “we have got the loyailty
and we want the program to accom-
plish what the Universal Negro Im-
provement Association was organized
for and is capable of doing. The great-
est effort so far rendered has been to
unity Negro thought throughout the
world, Whether we be West Indian Ne-
groes or African Negroes or Australian
Negroes we are all brothiers and we are
working for the same primary ohject;
we have to look at things from the
identical point of view and we have
to strlve for the organizing and the
working out of our peculiar problem by
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the inspiration that comes from the
great leadership that we have. The
Buropean powers have thelr grip on
Africa; we all maintain that we want
a nation of our own: we want a vree
deemed Africa free from the usurpa-
tion and exploitation of the white BEuro-
pean powers., That is a very good
thought, but how are we going to do
it? We must first of all lay a secure
foundation. If we want to help our
people in Africa we have got to make
the most of opportunities here in
America. We must organize our in-
dustrial enterprises and having organ-
jzed them we must patronize them.
‘We must learn to do for ourselves what
we are now expecting the white man
to do for us.”

Continuing, the speaker said, that
Negroes will never te able to amass
the resources necessary to help their
people in Africa by being wage earners
all their lives; we need to develop busi-
ness enterprises on the same scale as
the Jew has developed his business en-
terprises and as other races of people
have developed their enterprises. With
this development we will earn for our-
selves the economlic independence that
will enable us to perform effective
service toward fulfilling the program
of the Universal Negro Improvement
Assoclation for the redemption of
Africa,

MISS MARIE TRENT SPEAKS

The next speaker was Miss Marie
Trent, who said: L am glad to be before
you again on another Sunday night.
and as I stand here there comes to my
mind one thought—that we are stand-
ing on the brink of a New Year. This
ijs the time that great business or-
ganizations and individuals stop to
take inventory of themselves. This is
the time to pause for a second to glance
back to the beginning of this great
Journey.

What was the gulding star that has
led these members safely this far?
What made their rough traveling
easier? What made them survive their
losses and close their eyes to hard-
ship? Becaugse they saw a beckoning
1ight, the hope of a redeemed Africa;
the star of destiny, and not unlike the
shepherds of old, our most Honorable
President, Marcus Gatrvey, saw the star
while we were sleeping and awadkened
us and pointed it out to us.

membership of the Universal Negro
Improvement Assoclation in the vari-
ous endeavors of this organization in-
dustrially. Never in the history of the
Negro, especially in America, have Ne-
groes been more willing than the mem-
bers of this association have been to
see their program through regardless
ot disappointments and setbacks. In
apite of the losses and setbacks, mem-
bers of the association continue to
come and contribute funds for carry-
ing on the movement,
A Great Responsibility

The responsibility which is now mine
rests heavily upon me, because I realize
that we have reached a point in the life
of the association where those of us who
carry on must of necessity inaugurate
a program whereby we will be able to
reimburse those who have continually
roured their money into this organi-
2ation to help carry it on; and not only
reimburse, but if the Unlversal Negro
Improvement Association is to func-
tlon as it should, this organization
should be in a position financially to
help needy members who have come
to our rescue even to the extent of
some of them being ﬂnanclally embar-
rassed,

We already have under advisement
such a program. We hope during the
Year 1926 to have in full bloom our
secret organization —the Sons and
Daughters of Ethiopia, Woa expect to
have in this organization everything
which goes into a secret organization,
because we have reached the point
where it is necessary for us to do our
propaganda work in Africa in secret.

The Political Union

We also intend during the year 1926
to organize indeed and in truth our
Political Union. Our Political Union
heretofore has been ' simply pulling
itself along so to speak, but in 1926
we want to organize effectively our
Dolitical Union; to organizs it in a
way which will enablo us in head-
quarters to have control over the
political activities of the Negroes in
other parts of the couniry so that, we
will be able to effectively demand cer-
tain things that we have been beggmg
for during the last year.

‘We ask each and every member of
the Association to remember that the
Universal Negro Improvement Assocl-
ation Is organized for the purpose of
ridding Africa of the exploiters and
establish there a government or a
nation strong enough and powerful
enough to protect the Interests of Ne-
groes everywhere, 'We must remember
that all that we have contrlbuted even
though some of it may appear to be
a temporary loss, it has simply been
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today ting on the aims and ob-
Jects of the Assoclation, which simply
means that the organization i{s mould-
ing public sentiment in favor of its
program. The Irish people have spent
milllons of dollars. in creating public
sentiment in favor of their program to
the extent that England herself is
very careful what action she. takes
towards Ireland. England could march
an army into Ireland and wipe her out,
but world sentiment is against it and
she must move in accordance with that
world ‘sentiment.

Blazing the Way
.So it is with the Universal Negro
Improvement Association. Our senti-
ment I8 in favor of Negroes having a
homeland in Africa., - 'We, of the
Universal Negro Improvement Associa-
tion, have struck out along a new path
entirely; we must blaze the way; no-
body has blazed the way for us; we
aro proud to know that the member-
ship has been able to see this and
has stood by us in this blazing of the
way.
In Europe today the great powers
are getting together, and I want to shy
that I believe this is brought about di-
rectly -because of the activities of the
Universal Negro Improvement Asso-
ciation. The activities of the Univer-
sal Negro Improvement Assoclation
have impressed the white world to
such an extent that they have signed
the Locarng pact with the idea ot the
white world getting together for their
mutual protection,
The Unlversal Negro Lmprovement
Association is the greatest instrument
in the hands of the black man for the
redempiion of Africa. I want to say
to you, those of you who held upon
the name of DMarcus Garvey, and
say that you love Marcus Garvey
and you are doing this or that
for Marcus Garvey and are at the
same time contributing to the disrup-
tion of the Universal Negro Assocla-
tion, you have no love for Marcus Gar-
vey. The only way Garvey's name will
be perpetuated is that the thing that
Garvey started lives and carries on.

That effort may serve
to put them in the way to get along which had been impossible
with them before they made it. It is a good thing to help those
who are in distress, to encourage those who appear to have lost their
way and are groping blindly. It doesn’t cost much, and we may be
“entertaining angels unaware.” ' It is hard to tell.

The Negro people have displayed a great deal of heroism in the
United States, and everywhere else where they have had to face
great difficulties in order to have a little success. We believe no
people ever came out of slavery, 4,500,000 of them, poor and ignorant,
who took up the burden of life and made more of a success of it
than the American Negro, made a free man by the proclamation of
Abraham Lincoln, and the 200,000 black soldiers who fought under
the folds of the Star Spangled Banner to save the Union of the States.
They bent to the work of making homes and schools and churches
and an educated man and womanhood with the heroism that con-
quers, and they conquered. They now have millions of homes and
schools and churches and educated men and women, and they
secured them by infinite labor and sacrifice and faith.

You can’t keep a race down which eontains such characters as
Zack Hubert and his noble wife, and there are plenty such among

.the Negroes everywhere, plenty of them among the millions who

belong to the grand army of the Universal Negro Improvement As-
sociation, and they are blazing the way to Negro achievement and

victory. ’

RABBI WISE AND THE RETURN TO PALESTINE
OF THE JEWS

E have all watched with interest the commotion produced
among the Jews of the world by a recent pronouncement
of Rabbi Stephen S. Wise, of New York City, one of the

most scholarly and advanced of Jewish thinkers, concerning the
reality of Jesus and his influence as a Jew and how he should be re-
garded by the modern Jew. Rabbi Wise is chairman of the execu-
tive committee of the United Palestine Appeal Fund, which is rais-
ing $5,000,000 to continue the back to Palestine movement. Rabbi
Wise has always taken a broad and helpful attitude toward the
Negro people and the uplift work for them. A large section of

‘orthodox Jews in New York City took violent exception to his views

about Jesus and demanded that Rabbi Wise resign as chairman of
the United Palestine Fund. Jews everywhere took sides for or
againgt Rabbi Wise. . ~

When the executive committee met, after a long and-heated con-
sideration of the question, it was voted 59 to 9 not to accept the
resignation of Rabbi Wise. But this action, it is said, will not pre-
vent a decisive division of opinion and conduct of these who are sup-
porting the Zionist movement, which has already accomplished
wonders in developing Palestine.and caring for Jews returning from
ail over the world to the motherland.

The point to be observed in the controversy is that a very small
matter, on the surface at least, may destroy the confidence in 2 man
who has devoted a long life to the good work of advancing Jewish
interests, and in a measure, cripple his usefulness in every direction.
We are not entering into the merits of the controversy. Itisa ques-
tion which the Jews must decide among themselves. But we are
interested in the return to Jalestine movement and in the very
human question as to how easy it is to make a mistake which may
destroy a man’s usefulness after he has given a long life to a work
and proved himself faithful and true. The applause of the rabble is
a very fickle thing. Its loyalty is equally fickle. The idol.has always
to keep its favor by giving it what it desires, or it will crucify him.
The disposition to do this is not racial at all, but human. You must’
not hesitate, you must not stumble, you must not look back; you
must stand up straight and solid, without hesitation in your thought
or act, and you must keep on.amoving. Fail in one or all of these
things, however faithful you may have been, and the rabble will cry
cl;t_xt, ':;\,s they did in thé case of Jésus, “Away with this fellow!

Pressure

given last week was meéant to prepare
the way for a prosalc but valuable
hint or two about the importance of
that which goes into the body which
enables you to take pleasure In ro-
mance, adventure and other aspects of
lite.

We have been talking about the
heart and blood pressure, those two
necegsary appurtenances. )

Not only does the heart send the
blood stream around the body with
{ts shipments of faod, and oxygen and
fta armies of defense, but it responds
to the food which it carrles. Proper
food nourishes the heart and the blood
vessels' and improper foods act harm-
fully upon them.

You cannot expect these carriers of
the blood to be uninfluenced by pol-
sons. If you allow polson-manufac-
turfng places to exist in your body
you must expect the blood to carry
the polsons throughout your, system
to do damage everywhere. 'The soft
tubes which are continually bathed by
this poison laden blood might logically
be the first affected.

‘When that occurs the blood vessels
undergo a dlsease process called
“hardening.”

¥Hardening of the arteries may be
caused by the poison from diseased
teeth, tonsils, appendix, gall-bladder,
or by syphilis or kidney disease.

Overwork which causes a raige in
the pressure of the blobd eventually
causes a hardening of the arteries.

Overindulgence in alcoholic bever-
ages, even if those beverages are in
themselves polsonless, causes this
condition of the arteries. The bev-
erages made in these days are gen<
erally a two-fold mesace. .

Lead workers undergoing a slow
absorption of lead become poisoned
and suffer from high blood pressuré
due to hardening of the arteries.

Stress of modern life, and the strain
attendant upon the obligation of these
times have influence in causing this
disease, Excesses, emotional and
otherwise, play thelr parts.

There 18 one other cause of harden-
ing of the arterles so important as to
justify & separate article,

LONDON.—A correspondent of the
Times says traveling from Constantine
to Bone is a decided changs, though for
the same number of miles one may
make still greater changes in thls va-
ried and Intensely intereating country,
But one leaves Constantine, perched on
its rock, with every visible suggestion
of extreme antiquity, to arrive at Bone,
where antiquity has to be looked for;
tor Bone, on the Mediterranean, with
its port and broad main street, artfully
arcaded against the encrvating heat of
summer, {8 venerable only in its name,
which is a corruption of Hippo, the
home and seat of the great Augustine,
a little distance away from the pres-
ent town, It was ithe Ubbo of the Car-
thaginians,

Tobacco is one of the maln sources
of wealth, a herb which Virgil knew
not, as he knew not the health-giving
cucalyptus tree, which here, as else-
where in Roman Algerfa, vies with
the poplar and tho plane to shade the
dusty wayfarer. A straight and long
Roman road ileads into Bone, and
almost for the first time one feels that
one is on a Roman road at last, so
twisting and curving has the route
béen for many etapes before. But
Hippo, betore it wase destroyed by
vandal fury, must needs have com-
manded good conunnunications., Not
only are there plenty of Roman re-
mains between Bone and Constantine,
but thé country itself is, and has been,
obviously prosperous, both for crops
and for grazing.

“The Accursed Baths”

About halfway, nobly situated among
hills, and set in gardens and groves,
are the famous Hammam Meslkoutin,
or the “Accursed Baths,” as the Arabs
call them, a thermal establishment
which could not fail to be a joy to
the Romans, even if no Roman objects
—~pavements, baths, statues and tablets
~—were there to testify to ft. They
knew these boiling springs by the nane
of Aquae Tibilitinae, and they would
recognize them at' ence today, for the
scene can have altered hardly at all
Out of the rock, white with carbonate
of lime, seethe the sources, and a per-
petual cloud of sulphuric steam rises
into the air, Down falls the cascade
over a preciplce and parts into runnels
and basins quite as hot as the hand
cares to feel. . -

Since the Rpmans' day the main body
of these waters must hava shifted a
lttle, as old exits have been blocked
and new ones forced open; on the top
of the main cascade one walke on an
eruption of amall wvolcanic cones.
Wators more hot than these are sald
to emorge in only two other parts of
the world, and one can well believe it.
These fountains make an unforgettable.
impression.

A few miles away is Guelma, which
Augustiine knew as Calama, where the
Roman theatre is still large enough
to be dignified, though it is more dilapi-
dated than those at Jemila and Tim-
gad. From it the spectators could
obtain a gorgeous view of tlie moun-
tains across the valley of the Sey-
bouse.

Heliopolls can be so named for no
particular etmological reason, since all
these are citles, towns and villages of
the sun; but not far from it, just off
the road, is one of tho most refreshing
of Roman sights possible. It is a stone
cinctured, circular, open-ale swimming
ponl, azbout eight yards in diameter,
fed by fresh warm springs which bub-

The mosajcs are marvellous for coler
and design; the best are varnished
over and so keep thelr freshness in all
weather; on others lles a thin coating
of dust, but a sprinkle from a water-
Ing ‘can restores their brilllance in-
stantly, g
Part of Hippo is, as it were, a mu-
seum out of doors; the rest is a tan-
talizing jumble of miscellaneous ex-
cavatlon, The difficulty must bo
where to begin and what to remove ov
leave alone; and mioney is sadly short
for spade work. The site is just be-
yond the outskirts of commercial Bone,
and most of it i8 private property.

Cisterns Still Used

© In the mount, on which the cathedral
stands, are the Roman cisteras which
still supply Bone with most of its
water, The Vandals apparently left
them alone; indeed, they seem (o be
impregnably built into ihe hillside,
They consist of a double series of vast
chambers alongside of one amother,
and ‘each holds some 12,000 squire
meters “of water, One walks through
them on & gallery to tlhie noise of a
mighty murmur, and can dimly discern
what they store by the light that comes
through ancient windows and ventila-
tion shafts,

What a fair city Hippo must have
been in Augustine’s day can be imag-
ined best from the steps of the cathe-
dral, much though of {he modern town
of Bone has spread to the left of the
old. But modern Bone is still of a
pleasantly manageable size; and the
azure coast and the mountains behind
are neither savage nor yet overcivilized.
The harbor and the shipping are suf-
ficlent to make Bone a genuine place of
luman labor and not merely a beauti-
ful resort for European hibernators.

'Rare Finds by Joint Expedis

ART 5,000 YEARS OLD
IS EXCAVATED AT UR

PHILADELPHIA. Jan, 3.—Objects
nearly 5,000 years'old have been une
earthed by the joint expedition of thd
Unlversity of Pennsylvania Museum
and the British Museum to Mesopo~
tomania, encouraging the archaeologists
in the hope that further excavations
will bring forth material for a come
plote history of man's first settlement
fn the Euphrates Valley.

A report from C. Leonard Wooley;
field director of the expediiion, made
public tenight by Dr. G. B. Gordony
Director of the University Museurn;
sald the first month’s work of the
digging season at Ur had been une
usually rich in important discoveried
and “has taken us etraight back to
the earliest times.”

The expedition is working In the
south corner of the “sacred area” on
site belfeved to be that of the palacq
of Dungi, King of Ur in 2250 B,
which had been partly excavated i
1854. Numerous graves, dating to &
period between 1900 and 1700 B. C,
were unearthed and the great Temenoy
‘Wall of Nebuchadnezzar was found
well preserved,

In one of the tattered remnants of
the mud-brick wall were found boxeg
of burnt brick, each containing a stone
tablet inscribed with the name of Dungl
and the dedication wof the building, and
a copper statuette of the King reprew
sented as carrying on his head a baskeg
of mortar for the laying of the firsg
brick.

She then left the county hospital,
hourded a street car and was on her
way to the city hospital to see it she
could get a bed theve.

The jolting of the sireet car in-~
crensed her pains to such an extent
that she was forged to take her sult-
cage and walk. While walking, sne
wag selzed with excruciating painsg
and sat down on her suitease and o
passing worker put in a eall for the
city hospital. As she sat there hun-
dreds of packing house workers gath-
ered around and witched her as she
labored with the birth.

Certain drugs which depress the heart's
action, such as tohacco or chloroform,
when taken in large amount, produce
syncope,

SYMPTOMS, — There are certain
warning symptoms of fainting, such
as pallor, feebleness of the pulse, a
sinking feeling and a dullness of sight
and hearing, ‘When the faint has oc-
curred the person lies still, breathing
very faintly, with feeble pulse, pallid
complexion and often perspiration
standlng in drops on the face, The
faint ag a rule lasts only a few sec-
onds or minutes, hut it may last for
hours and hysterical persons may pass
from one faint only to fall into another
several times,

TREATMENT.—The faint may otten
be prevenled by attending to the cause.
The person in o faint should be laid
flat on the back and care should be
taken that hreathing is unimpeded. If
care he not taken to leave the person
Iying fiat, death may ensue, hut {f this
he altended to nothing more {8 usually
necessary. Stimulants may be applied
to the skin in the form of cold com-
presses to tho head, slapping of the
hands, or smolling salts applied to the
rniogo or the pungent fumes of burnt
feathers.

FIRESTONE HITS ‘MONOPOLY’

R S

Great Concesslonmre in Li.
beria Says America Will
Solve Rubber Problem

] .
CINCINNATI, Jan. 6. — “America
must and will find a way to break the
British rubber monopoly,” said Harvey
S. Firestone of Akron, president of the
Firestone Rubber & Tire Company,
who was in this clty today. “I am
already producing rubber at 11 cents a
pound in a small way, so it is plain
that the monopoly prices, running as
high as $1.25 a pound are alogether
unjustified.

‘“The transportation on our high-
ways depends on rubber, and it is
ridiculous for us to be in a position
where another cotlintry can dictate just
what we must pay for rubber and how

much we should be permitted to
have.”
Mr. Firestone recently leased 1,000,-

000 acres for rubber growing in Li-
beria.

Ile said ihat he had received a

telegram asking him to appear in
Washington tomorrow before the com-
mittee investigating the rubber situa
tion, but said that he would be unable
to appear until next week.

“Yes, it’s true that 1've leased'a mils

lion acres In Liberia’ for planting rub«
ber,” said Mr.. Firestone. “We are
bullding a harbor there now and we
already have under production a 2,000,-
acre rubber plantation set out hy the
‘Britlsh in 1910. It reverted to the Li-
berfan Government later and we have
it now. )
. "We have sent ten experienced plant
ers and are sending ten muore,. edch
with full equipment and engineering
force to plant 1,000 acres, so we will
have 20,000 sacres planted in 1926.”

-Mr, Firestone said that 30 to 31 centa
would be a good, fair price for rubber,
“When the British passed the Steven-
don act to limit the exportation of rub-
ber the maximum price they figured on
was 36 cents,” h? added.

A Voice. from the South

WASBINGTON.—Commenting upon
the political problems of the Negro,
Editor J. H. Watson, in a recent issue
of the Supreme Circle News, published
in_ Albany, Georgla, says: “Po]itically,
the Negro is not even holding his own;
he has been slipping backward for the
past decade, and it is because he does
not interest himself sufficiently to
qualify and participate in matters po-
litical. He has no political program,
and 1is never found a unit on any
proposition. Yet he swears the Re-
publicans have betrayed him and the
Democrats would ‘destroy him, and
rests his case there.” C.P.B.”
