ers were unfolded in almost continu-

ous narrative by witnesses for the.
State today during the second day of
the trial of Nevin C, Cranford, former
chaln gang superintendeit, charged
with the murday of two Negro con-
victs.

Axel grease.was used as ointment
for wounds, according to testimony
heard today.

The greater part of today's testi-
mony was offered to show how Cran-
ford treated convicts generally under
his charge while he was prison camp
superintendent. Very little of it re-
lgted directly to the deaths of James
Terry and James Howell. Negroes
charged against him m the indict.t
ments.

‘The defense served nouce of excep-
tions to all testimony except that di-
rectly relating to the death of the two
convicts,

Clay Smith, Montgomery County
farmer, who geveral years ago served
a term on the Stanly County chain
gang, testified that on one occasion,
when he was suffering from blood
poison and requested a physician,
Cranford threatened him with a whip-
ping Instead and placed him in double
shackles,

Complained of Being Il

Two witnesses, white farmers from
Montgomery County, former prisoners
under the defendant, testified that the
two Negroes complained of being sick
and that Cranford gave them large
doses of calomel and salts and then
kept them at work, It was in summer
and_the sunshine was hot. -

The Negroes asked Cranford to let
them get into the shade, one witness
testified, and Cranford jumped down
from a bank and shouted, “I'll give
you shade,” and proceeded to beat
them with a big stick or club until
they were almost unconscious.

One of them, he aaid, in his agony
grabbed a stick nearby, placed it in
his mouth and tried to bite'it, where-
upon Cranford is salleged to have
shouted “I'll give you something to
bite” and rammed a stick in his mouth.
After the. beating the Negroes never
spoke again, but died that night, the
witness testified, saying he remained
by them unti] the end.

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LET’S PUT IT OVER

THERE ARE NO INFERIOR RACES

N his eloquent address before the African Congress at the Gam-
mon Theological Seminary, in Atlanta, in 1897, Dr. John W,
, Hamilton, who afterwards became a bishop of the Methodist
prscopal Church, and who had gained distinction by his Negro
* educational work for his church, bravely. declared that “there are no
inferior races—there are races with inferior opportunities.” The
statement, made before a notable audience, created a sensation at
the time, as all statements of so startling a.nature always do. It
is a fact worth while considering at this time, when the white races
have about decided among. themselves that they are “the superior
race,” with Divine right to subjugate all othér races because, they
assume, they are inferior races. The English speaking peoples lead
in proclaiming and seeking to make effective this heresy of race
superiority and the right of the.alleged superior to subjugate and rule
the allegéd infetior without his consent.

But it is no new thing in the history of mankind for one race to
claim superiority because at the time it has the supremacy in intel-
lectual development, in war or in the pursuits of peace. It is notice-
able, however, that all such claims, including those of Rome, Greece
and Babylouy, were ‘disallowed and their alleged superiority and
- supremacy destroyed. The fall of Babylon was great, but the
Tdecline -and fall of Romé was far greater and affected the iortunqs
of mankind in a more direct way, as it really marked the passing of
the ancient and the incoming of the modern civilization, of which
we are a part. But it is a true saying that mankind learns little by
experience. FEach must venture into the flame and be burned in
order to be convinced that fire is really a consuming and destructive
force when wrongfully used. So is water. All things are good in
their proper places and bad otherwise and dangerous and difficult
to be controlled. But mankind refuses to profit by experience in this
as in many other matters, as the devastating World War showed
us anew. Another war is already in the making and because of
the very same reasons that brought on the World War.

In his front page article on “Liberty,” in the last week’s issue of
The Negro World, President-General Marcus Garvey, having in
mind the world movement to enslave and exploit the African and
Asiatic races, which is now in full swing, among other things, said:

In twentieth century civilization there are no inferior and

gsuperior races. - There are backward peoples, but that does not_
make them inferior. As far as humanity goes, all men are equal.
and especially where peoples are intelligent enough to know
what they want. At this time all peoples know what they want
—it is liberty. When a people have sense enough to know that
they ought to be free, then they naturally become the equal of
all in the higher calling of man to know and direct himself. It
is true that economically and scientifically certain.races are mor.
progressive than others; but that does not 1mply superiority.
For the Anglo-Saxon to say that he is superior because he
exploits gunpowder to destroy life, or the Teuton because he
compounded liquid gas to outde in the art of killing, and that
the Negro is inferior because he is backward in, that direction is
to leave one’s self open to the retort of “Thou shalt nat kill”
as being the divine law that sets the moral standard of the real
man.

But the Divine law, which the Christian nations have accepted in
the Semitic Scriptures, does not influence modern statesmen in the
least in seeking advantage of other races, and even in their dealings
one with the other in the ordinary relations of life.
vileness have a very controlling grip upon the statesmen and trades-
men of the Christian nations, insofar that it is difficilt for them to
be honest one with the other. It is a bad and dangerous condition,
just such a one as prevailed at the flood, when the every thought of
man was said to be corrupt. What the world needs is moral re-
generation, based upon the Christian philosophy of brotherhood, and
that is just what it is striving to prove, in the race supenorlty busi-

. -ness, that it does not want and :will not have, That is to say, it is

MOROCCO TREATY SIGNED IN PARIS

N Bastille Day, July 14, when_the French celebrated the
O destruction of monarchy, nobility and priestcraft, as out-
-comes of the French Revolution and the Napoleonic wars,
which changed the map of Europe, and attained their mdependence
as a republic, liberty to order their own affairs, which they enjoy to
this day, France and Spain signed the Moroccan treaty, which out-
lines the measures by whicH “they hope to maintain peace in the
land around the Riff.” The Sultan of Morocco, a puppet of France,
and Primo de Rivera, the dictator of Spain, were among the cel-
cbrants of the day, but they were heavily guarded, having been
openly insulted by the radicals of France, who resented the presence
of ‘the Sultan puppet and the destroyer of the liberties of Spain in
the celebration as guests of honor.

We give in another column of The Negro World today " an out-
line of the treaty, which discloses the fear of both countries of get-
ting what they claim in Morocco and in subduing the still rebellious
tribesmen. In pacxfymg the tribes each nation is allowed free access
of troops and independence of action in its particular zone, but just
what the two zones are has not been ascertained, because of the
interference . of the tribesmen, who are still rebellious and uncon-
quered. It is bad business and can lead to no good to seek to rule
other people without their consent. History proves that. Neither
Spain nor France has gained anything in seeking to dominate the
tribesmen and it is doubtful if they ever will do so. The peoole of
northern Africa, and all other parts wf Africa, should be free and
independent of European domination. ’ N

COTTON CULTURE IN THE FAR WEST

EADERS of The Negro World who live in the Southern
R States of the United States and African Sudan will be
interested in the news that California has hecome a cotton
growing State, its climate and rich valleys being found peculiarly
adapted to the growth of the plant, which requires a certain sort of
climate and soil in order to prosper. The British have been led to
experiment with cotton culture in Africa and India in order to free
itself from dependence on the American supply, and its success in
the Nile Valley is said to be very encouraging, the native fabor tak-
ing kindly to the cultivation of the plant. Cotton growing in the
Southern States has been declining-of late years. because of-the
ravages of the boll weevil and the scarcity of labor due to the
migrant movement from the South, which is still in progress.

Max Stern, writing in The Nation, tells us that California raised
last year 77,000 bales of cotton, while this year's yield is 130,000
bales, with the expectation that next year there will be 400,000 acres
under cultivation, yielding 370 pounds per acre as against 165.5
pounds as the nation-wide average. Mexican peon cheap labor has
been the chief labor reliance, there being some 250,000 Mexicans
employed. It is said that the Southern migrants shun the California
cotton fields for the big cities, while the California Cotton Journal
flings out the statement that “California does not want tossaddle
itself with a Negro problem.” Perhaps, but we sometimes have to
do what we do not want to do.

The world needs cotton and plenty of it and will cltivate it wher-
ever it will grow. ' v

York members of the Alumni Associa-
tion disclosed that Dr. Walter B. Green-
way, pastor of Bathlehem Temple Con-~
gregational Church, Philadelphia, had
declined the presidency of Lincoin
University, a Negro institution.

* Friends of Dr. Greenway state that
he had made known his intention of
refusing the Presidency before students
and alumnl protested against his se-
lection, declaring him to be a Klan
sympathizer

. In his letter’ of declination to the
Rev. John B, Laird, of Philadelphia,
chairman of the Board of Trustees of
the institution, Dr. Greenway said in
part:

“After taking into consideration my
present work and especially conditions
in my. family, I cannot bring myself
to the place where I can accept the
offer tendered me. It would mean!in
a way breaking up my home. My two
sons, 19 and 20, are just entering the
business world and I feel it would not
be fair to leave them in Phﬂadelphia
at thls time in their fife. "Mrs. Green-
way and I both feel our first duty is to
them untjl they become definitely an-
chored' and somewhat older. This is,
perhaps, the strongest reason why we'
feel we ought not to accept the work
at Lincoln University.”

The human world long 2g0 recog-
nized the fact that the savage African
tribesman had a soul to save and a
mind to develop, and to accomplish
this, we are told that missionaries
from the length and breadth of
christendom poured into the dark con-
tinent bent upon religious and educa-
tional éxploitation. The self-sacrifice
and perseverance of those few ploneers
of “truth and light” have borne fruit
and stand as everlnstlng monuments
in the records of tithe. But encugh of
the African's sou! and mind. Let us
now turn to his body, with the tempta-
tions of the flesh, and review this side
of the picture, .

The black man like the beast of the
field must toll and labor under the
yoke, in order that the ,white man’s
social scheme may be long-lived, Ac-
cordingly, by force and by divine con-
demnation, he was taken out of Africa,
the home of his fathers, and brought
to foreign soll, there to evolve as best
heé could, in an environment physically
unsuitable and mentally hostile.

Result of the Conflict

Now for a moment pause and tzke
a cursory.view of the. excursions of
the, libido in {ts hampéred cburse
through -asocfal--pathways. The Ne-
gro woman's kody, placed in the rame
category of that of the she-wolf, is
good to look upon, and the warmth of
her passionate temperament opens up
pathways of many possibilities. The
white master has long gazed upon her
with longing eyes, but his psyche, true
to its training, comes into conflict
with his sexual desire. The one tells
him that she is far down in the phylo-
genetic scale; the other assures him
that she bears the likeness of his
white wife in secondary sexual char-
acteristics, despite thg color of her
skin and the texture of her hair. The
conflict presses upon him in its de-
sire to overwhelm and one of two
things happens. 1If he Is enabled to
repress this social desire into the
unconscious, then the psyche lles
buried for a time, and struggling to
the surface every once in a while
manifests . itself in distorted and un-
recognizable forms. Hencetorth, the
Negro existe in the unconaeious mech-
anism as the superist of the two
types, because he possesses sexually
that which 15 denled the other 80~
cially.

Now let us try to unrave] this skein
of inconsistency with the deft fingers
of psychiatric method and attempt to
explain the why and the wherefore of
so perplexing a situation.

“Seventy-five percent of Cuba's
sugar, which amounts to.90 percent
of her entire exports, is produced in
mills which are American owned, or
which are contxo]led on mortgage or
operating '\greement by Amerjcan and
Canadian banks.
“The public utilities in the cities
are all conirolled by the American &
Foregin Power Co., which was until
yecently a subsidlary of the General
Electrie Co., and is still ¢losely identi-
fled with it.
“Of the two principal railways sys-
tems, one is controlled by a voting
trust sponsored by the National City
Bank, the other is a British concern,
operated from London,
“The banking of Cuba, foreign and
domestic, is 90 percent in the hands
of three American and three Canadian
banks, of which the National City
Bank and the Royal Bank of Canada
are most widely extended, The Fed-
eral Reserve Banks of Boston and At-
lanta have branch agencies in Havana
for the issue and retirement of cur-
rency, Thus Cuba is part of our Fed-
eral Reserve banking system.

The {sland of Reunion in. the
Pacific Ocsan, about 130 miles south-
west .of Port Louls, Mauritius, and
400 miles sgoutheast of Tamatave,
Madagascar, has been designated by
¥rench authorities as the place of
1t is a long
way from the Riff country and the
probability that the exiled chieftain
will be able to get hack home without
permission {s remote.
The climate of Reunion is nons too
healthful for Kuropeans, but its na-
tive population, consisting of several
mixtures of Norman, Breton, Maluy-
sian, Indian and Negro blood, thrives
pretty well. It has several small
cities, of which the capital, St. Denis,
boasts of many modern improvemants
and a fine botanical garden.
I AbA-El-Krim remoembers his
history and possesses a grain of hu-
mor he should be able to get a smila
from the name of his asylum. Once
it was known as Bourbon, but the
hot patriots of the French Revolution
rechrigtened it. As Abd-El-Krim has
been exiled hecause of his own hot
patriotism, he should be abla to draw
some amusement out of the coinci~
dence.

Yet If the exils is satill of adven-
turous spirit worse nlaces could have
been found for him than this, The
islangd is of volcanic origin and, al-
though only forty-five miles in its
greatest length and thirty-two miles
its greatest breadth, it has a rugged
varfety of scenery to lure a political
prisoner to explorations. It has one
peak which reaches a height of 10,600
fest, another which reaches 0,490 feet,
and there ave lesser eminences that
would be considered respectable moun-~
taing  in  Abd-El-Krim's own Riff
country.

Now and then, it is true, a volcano
becomes active and sends a shower
of lava. down'upon gome village, Oc-
casionally an Indian Ocean cyclons
comes aleng and rips things up a
hit. But lite on Reunion is normally
placid, The rum made there is of ex-
cellent quality, although for Abd-El-
Krim that will be a matter of only
academic interest, since he is a Mo-
hammedan and ths drinking of rum
is forbidden hy his religion.

The deposed Riff chieftain would
have preferred exile in some Kuropean
city, but his conquerors respect him
too much to have him close to his own
people. Proviahly he will be well re-
celved by the population of Reunion.
Yet there is pathos in the idea of this
bold eagle of north Africa mewed up
in & volcanic island far oui in the
Indian Ocean,

As Automobiles Gain
Bicycles Lose Favor

The bicycle, like the buggy rider, is
trailing over the hills of tims behind
the Indian and the buffalo.

The Census Bureau has just com-
pleted a. formidable compilation of sta-
tistics on the bicycle industry in the
United States in the census year 192§,
us compared with the last biennlal
census of manufictures in 1923. They
show that the bicycle industry shrank
nearly a full third in the two-year in-
terval.

The estahtizshuients engaged primar-
fly in ilie manufacture of the bicycles
produced 287,485 bicycles, valued at
$6,723,649; parts valued at $3,062,845,
and oiher classes of producls valued
at $1,494,820, making a total of $11,-
281,314 in 1925, In addition a number
of hicycles were manufactured as sec-
ondary prodicts by establishiments en-
gaged primarily in other induslries,

In the same year the establishmients
engaged primarily in the manufacture
of motorcycles produced 30,340 motor.
cycles valued at $8,873,917; piwts, in-
cluding side cars, valued at $3,456,264,
and other classes of products valued
at $471,476, making a total of $12,801,-
637. In addition, motorcycles and
parts valued at $192,443 were made as
subsidinry products by bicyele manu-
tucturers in 1925,

WASHINGTON.—Detailed flgures on
the loss of farm population in the
United States {n 1926 ag a result of the
arift te the cities and industrial cen-
ters have been compiled by the Depart-
ment. of Agriculture. They show that
each group of farming States lost pop-
ulation and that the migration from the
sol! was as great in prairie States as
in New England.

Census Buréau estimates indicate
that the population of the country as
a, whole increased at the normal or
average rate of nearly 10 percent. The
increase, however, was in the citles,
towns and villages. The Census Bu-
reau and the Department of Agricule
ture keep slightly different figures on
farm and city population. For census
purposes all those in hamlets of scant
population are rural dwellers. The
Department. of Agriculture seeks to
confine its figures to actual dwellers
on farms,

Guarded Graves of Rhodeslan
Tribes May Yield Important
Data on Philology of Afriea

JOHANNESBURG.—A  search for
the seoret tombs of savage Africen
chiets is to be made shertly by Dr,
Clemont M. Doke, the chief lecturer-
in Bantu studies at the University of
the Witwatersrand, Johannesburg.
These tombs are hidden in the Lamba,
torritories in Northern Rhodesia, and
thelr sites are known to no white men
and to only a few privilezed members
of the Lamba people themselves. The
tombs are sald to house a remarkable
collection of war weapons of the past.
It was while Dr. Doke was & mise,
sionary there some years ago that he
heard of the existence of the secret
graves. An old native told him that
they wera the zacred property of the
tribe and that trustees from among the
most respected members of the tribe
were appointed from time to time to
devote their lives to the task of watche
ing over tha tombhs. .
Dr. Doke intends to make a study of
the Lamba phiolology and phonetics in
conjunction with his search for thes
graves, and he is taking with him &
dictaphone, With which he will tecorq
speech, songs and folk lore. Threa
weeks will be spent, lnn the course of
his investigations, in a jeurnay with
native carriers through little known
country, :

Greater, Umty, the "Aim, but
Dommlons Demand More In-
dependence "— Outcome of
West Indvan Conference

—_——

LONDON, July 6~~For Great Britain
herselt, ‘tor'the nations that comprise
the British Empire, the Imperial Con-
ference to - -be convened here in Oc-
teber will be ot far greater importance
than any which has been held since
1007, when the Conference -of Colo-
ninl Prime Ministers adopted a resolu-
l!on’ declaring it was' advisable -that
an imperial parley should be held
every four years. The next meeting
was convened in 1911, but owing {¢ the
war there was .no reassembly until
1921, although the Dominion Prime
Ministers attended various war con-
ferences, and met at the Peace Con-
farence in Paris in 1919.

Owing to special clrcumstances, the
Imperial Conference was summoned
again In 1028, sc if the four year in-
terval were ahserved in would not meet
again until 1927. But the Imperial
Government desires a meeting this
year, largely because some general
agreement is sought on the question
of the Liocarno treaty, which commits
Great Britain, if not the Dominfons,
to war in certain contingencies.

Of the Dominion statesmen who at-
tended the 1923 ‘round table” only S.
M. Bruce, Australian Prime Minister,
still remains in the saddle. General
Hertzog has supplanted General Smuts
in South Africa, Mackenzie Xing has
talken the place of Meighen in Canada.
J. G, Coates will be the New Zealand
representative, instead of Mr. Massey,
who died last year. '

The agenda will be essentia]ly politi-
cal, though certaln economic issues
will be of only slightly less signifi-
cance.

World at Large lLooke On-

.The world at large will be onlookers
at this London conference, but mueh
that will be done will be of very live
interest to the natlong unrepresented.
For as Leopold Amery, Colonial Secre-
tary, said when addressing the dele-
gates at the conclusion of the British
‘West Indies parley just held there, the
great problem, ahead of .the empire is
to bring about “effective unity of ac-
tion toward the outside worid, and
practical and effective . co-operation
among ourselves.”

This aim at greater uplty will not
develop anything, however, in the na-
ture of “direct legal legislative fed-
eration” at the forthcoming confer-
ence over which the Locarno treaty
.casts a heavy shadow. ‘Under that
‘treaty Britain has a frontler on the
Continent. But it is not yet an empire
frontier. Canada, the oldest Domin-
ion, who will play, as all statesmen
recognize, a wvery important role in
the impertal conference, reposes in her
Parliament the right to. take.a decision
for or agalnst war. Australla, on the
other hand, reposes in her government
the taking of such a decision. The
problem of unity calls for agreement
among the dominions themselves as
much as belween the dominjons and
the imperial government in London.

Some imperialists here undoubtedly
prefer to see a more closely welded
emp!re. one respondmg to ““direct legal
Iegisla.tl\'e tederation,” but no respon-
sible statesman in Britain believes for
a moment that unity of action and
purpose is to be achleved by any such
methods, ! The less that Whitehall dic-
tates the more certain it is that the
big problems facing the empire will
be constructively and amlicably re-
solved.

The view is very genemlly accepted

‘that Canada's lo:a]ty to the empire

will not be in question so long as she
teels she has the right to interpret her
relationship towards it. But General
Hertzog, the 'South African Prime
Minister, goes as f{ar as to insist that
the dominjons are seclf-governing
States bound to Great Britain only by
the link of a commeon king.

Yankee Trade Drive Frets

Before the West Indian delegation
had left ‘London the British Colonial
Secretary could not deny himself the
opportunity to de somsé spread-eagling,
With American penetration _ot _the
West Indies so much in the minds of
the delegates, with all the recent trade
reports dwelling on the potential ef-
facts of the intensive Yankee trade
drive in these British possessions,
Amery took the occasion to g}ve a, re-
assuring and  prophetic bird’s-eye of
the empire’s future prospects. He
sald:

“Vast as the resources of America
are, they shrink into Insignificance
compared with the inherited resources
of the British Empire. I have no hes-
itation in saying that the time will
come when America will look. on the
amazing development and prosperity
of the empire in much the same way
as we look upon American prosperity
today.”

How far the impending imperial
conference will contribute to the con-
summation of the Colonial Secretary’s
prophetic vision remains a matter of
conjecture.
