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No Inferior and Superior

(No message from the Hon. Marcus Garvey. President-General of the Universal Negro Im-
provement Association, reached The Negro W orld this weck. D the circumstances, the fol-
lowing excerpt from a specch which he delivered at Madison Square Garden, New York City,
Sunday, March 16, 1924, is presented for the thoughtful consideration of readers.)

From our distinct racial group idealism we
feel that no black man is good enough to govern
the white man, and no white man good enough
to rule the black man; and so of all races and
peoples. No one feels that the other, alien in
race, is good enough to govern or rule to the
exclusion of native racial rights. We may as
well, therefore, face the question of superior and
inferior races. In twentieth century civilization
thereareho inferior-and-stiperiorraces. There
are backward peoples, but that does not make
them inferior. As far as humanity goes, all men
are equal, and especially where peoples are in-
telligent enough to know what they want.

At this time all peoples know what they
want—it is liberty. When a people have sense
enough to know that they ought to be free, then
they naturally become the equél of all, in the
higher calling of man to know and direct him-
self. It is true that economically and scienti-
fically certain races are more progressive than
others; but that does not imply superiority. For
the Anglo-Saxon to say that he is superior
because he introduced submarines to destroy
life, or the Teuton because he compounded
liquid gas to outdo in the art of killing, and that
the Negro is inferior because he is backward in
that direction is to leave one’s self open to the
retort, “Thou shalt not kill,” as being the divine
law that sets the moral standard of the real man.
There is no superiority in the one race economi-
cally monopolizing and holding all that would
tend to the sustenance of life, and thus cause
unhappinéss and distress to others; for our high-
est purpose should be to love and care for each
other, and share with each other the things that
our Heavenly Father has placed at our common
disposal; and even in this, the African is unsur-

passed, in that he feeds his brother and shares
with him the product of the land.

The idea of race superiority is questionable;
nevertheless, we must admit that, from the white
man's standard, he is far superior to the rest of
us. but that kind of superiority is too inhuman
and dangerous to be permanently helpful. Such
a superiority was shared and indulged in by
other races before, and even by our own, when

we boasted of a wonderfidl civilization on the

banks of the Nile, when others were still groping
in darkness; but because of our unrighteousness
it failed, as all such will. Civilization can only
last when we have reached the point where we
will be our brother’s keeper. That is to say,
when we feel it righteous to live and let live.
Let no black man feel that he has the exclu-
sive right to the world, and other men none, and

world is the property of all mankind, and each

let no white man feel that way, cither.

and every group is entitied to a portion. The
black man now wants his, and in terms uncom-
promising he is asking for it.

The Universal Negro Improvement Associa-
tion represents the hopes and aspirations of the
awakened Negro. Our desirc is for a place in
the world; not to disturb the tranquillity of other
men, but to lay down our burden and rest our
weary backs and feet by the banks of the Niger,
and sing our songs and chant our hymns to the
God of Ethiopia.

Dr. Juan B, Sacasa, the Nicaraguan
Liberal leader who as President of
the Puerto Cabezas Government warred
upon the Chamorro-Diaz regime, who
arrived in New York a few days ago as
the new Minister to the United States,
said his country had settled down to
a new regime of harmony /s a result
of the fair elections conducted by the
United States.

Although the force of United States
Marines was thrown against his sup-
port ot the Adolpho Diaz Government,
Dr. Bacnsa says he and his countiry
now have the friendliest fesling.
“The United States followed the only
course possible to restore Nicaragua to
a constitutional life,” he sald. “A falr-
1y conducted election was bound to
bring the Liberal Party, defender of
the constitution, to power, because the
Liberal Party represents the will of
the vast majority of the Nicaraguan
people. De jure and de facto law and
order have therefore been renewed In
my country through the wise policy
of the Unlted States in guatanteeing
an unbinged expressjon of my people’s

Majority Leaders Fear President
Hoover May Remove Him—
Want Porto Rican Named
When Incumbent Retires

8AN JUAN, . R, March 6.—De=
spite the fact that James W. Good,
furmier lowas Congressman and old
Jfriend and stunch supporter of Gove
lernor H. M. Towner, i in the Hoover
“Cablnet as Secretiy of War, with sue
pcr\'lalun of island affatrs in Washing«
ton, conslderablo apprehension is felt
- by majority leaders of the Legislature
"that the governuor may be promptly
'relieved.

Juat whit grounds they have for
ithis feeling had not been revealed, und
they find themselves in a situation
"more difficult for aiding the governor
than at any previous time during hls
six yeurs of office. Officinlly, it is une
derstond, no attempt will or cun be
made to huve him retained, regardless
. of what President Hoover's plans may
be fur the governorship,

Legislative lenders know that it is
customary for Federal appolntees to
present  their resignations to the in-
coming President, Whether they have
been advised of the governor's actlon
i not known. Several times during
his incumbency the Legislature by res-
alution has cone on record as wanting
the governor retained. At times comse
missions have proceeded to Washinge

ton to urge the president that no
change he made,

Lug, for the first thue since Gove
ornor Towner assumed offlce in Apri),

1923, the Legisinture has a strong mi-
nority, and, although this minority as
such is not known to have gone on
record, since the election, regarding the
governorship, the majority leadera so
far have taken no steps officially to
ke known thelr desire to have the
president continue the governor in ofs
fice, The governor serves for no fixed
term, but at the will of the president.
Appointed by President Harding, Gove
ernor Powner is now serving under the
third president since coming to Porto
Rico.
Legislative Control Weaker

The position of the legislative ma-

jority  at present, however, differs
greatly from any previous situation
during the Towner administration,

Senator Barcelo, chief supporter of the
governor, in the past has had back of
him suffcient following to insure the
carrying out of his wishes, In the pres-
ent Senate he has-a .slight. magopty,
but it is a majority of which he can-
not be always certain, Some of the
majority members would prefer not to
be forced to go on record on a resolu-
tion supporting the governor. The mi-
nority, it is asserted, would in all
probability solidly oppose such a
move. Silence regarding the governor
i8 considered preferable to fallure to
support him. An almost {dentical situ-
ation exists in the House.

So far, the Legislature has gone no
further in the matter of the Gover-
norship than to pnss and forward &
concurrent resolution asking for more
self-government and, until an elective
Governor “is provided for, that a
“Porto Rican worthy of the confidence
of our people be appointed” when “the
present insular Chief Executive ceases
in his functions.”” The resolution was
addressed to President-elect Hoover.
It should reach him this week.

But even this resolution did not have
the complete support of the Legisla-
ture. It was passed by a strictly party
vote. The minority in beth houses
voted solidly aguinst it. 1t 18 under-
stoad that minority leaders also for-
witrded to Prestdent Jloover a state-
ment oppoxing  the resolution, based
solely on the ground that the present
problems of the island are economic
and not polltiesl, and urging that
nothing would be gained, and much

It is  understood that Governor
Towner, who has been the leuding ad«
vocate of the elective Governor idea,
did not approve wholly the rosclution
torwarded by the majority.

British Slave Driveu'
Whip Native Lads

JOHANNESBURG, Bouth Africa.—
The Native Juvenile Employment Act
in Southern Rhodesia permits the in-
dentured labor of children of both
sexes under fourteen years of age. It
also provides for such penalties as
the flogging of young boys,

The whips used are of rhinoceros
hide, and there are intervals between
the strokes, “to let the patn sink in,”
as the white overseers sxay. Iifteen
strokes and more are usually inflicted
on the young boys. No medlcal exam-
inations are given before or after the
floggingn; hundreds of the child slaves
die under the ordeal. Starvation wages
are pald, but even these are never
recelved by the indentured slaves, for
they are forced into permanent debt
by the purchase of necessities from
the stores of the companies, which
charge whatever prices they please.
In this way the natives are often kept
enslaved for a lifetime.

The agents of the British govern-
ment protect the Infliction of

The differenco between Sar-
hah and Hayford, therefore, lieg in the
abllity of the former to resiat ex-
traneouy ldeas, which had nothing to
do with the development of the In-
tellect, and the fallure of the latter to
Mo so.

Natives in Revolt in French Africa

PARIS, March 18 (CNB).—An in-

surrection has been gouing on in French
Equatorial Africa since the beginning

of November, 1928, The French Gov-
ernment i8 now compelled to admit
the existence of the rising. From
3,000,000 to 4,000,000 in the Ubangi-
Shari district are up in arms. They
have taken hostages, killed a number
of their oppressors and destroyed the
bridges. The French Government is

striving to minimize the importance of

the rising, declaring that it has heen
instigated by medicine men. The fact
is, however, that the movement is on
1 muss scale and alms at flinging off
French “protectorate”; in other words,
French oppression and exploitation.
The pregsent revolt is by no means
the first of its kind. During the build-
ing of the railway from Brazzaville to
the coast, which was carried out with
forced Iahor, no less than 17,000
Negroen were killed by the military.

The natives fled in muisses from the
slavery of bailding the ruilwny and
were chot down ruthlessly by the miki-
tary sct to guard them. A more seri-
ous revolt took place In 1324 In the
Sanga-Ubangl against the Compagnic
Forestiere and its manager, Bouquet.
During this revolt many soldiers were
killed. In 1925 the authorities com-
ducted n terrible campaign of revenge
against the native population and over
a thousand were killed. Numerous
villages were plundered and razed to
the ground. Not only are the nativea
murdered, but their wives and children
are free game for the oppressors to
sate thelr lust, and the raping of black
women is common. Murder, rape and
crushing exploitation are the charac-
teristics of French rule in Africa, and
even bourgrois authors who Investi-
gated the charges, like Albert Londres
and Andre Gide, were compelled to
admit that the charges were jusatified.

Opened for Negroes in
Harlem, New York

The Vincent SBanatorium at No. 2348
Seventh avenue, founded by Dr. U.
Conrad Vincent, a Negro physician,
waa formally opened recently and was
crowded with visitors from 9 a. m.
until 10 p. m.

Costing nearly $180,000, the sana-
torium I8 said to be the most complete
conducted by Negroes in the United
States. There are five wardm, private
rooma with bath, and semi-private
rooms. The bheds and farniture are
steel, And all equipment ts modern.

The Vinernt Sanatorium is a five-
etory and basement hutlding, It opened
with five nurses on duty. V. IH. Tulanes
in Ruperintendent.

Difficulties encountered by Harlem
Negroes In securing privats rooms In
hospitals prompted Dr. Vincent to
tulld the sanatorium with the co-op-
eration of Influential white friends.

Dr, Walter Gray Crump, surgeon-in-
chief of Broad Street Hospltal; Clar-
enca Kelsey, chairman of the Board
of Directors of the Title Guaranty and
Trust Company, and Dr. R. R. Mnton,
principal of Tuskegee Tnstitute, are
intluded In the Advisory Board.
