Native Congress Attack on
Administration

(The Argus Correspondent)

BLOEMFONTEIN—The president-
general, J. T. Gumede, addressing the
Upper House of the African National
Congress last week, said they rcpre-
sented the chief council of the Na-
tive Congress. They were absolutely
under the power of the Minister of
Native Affairs and his officials. The
people who made the laws and regula-
tions for the natives were the offi-
cials of the Native Departmet. The
natives were always singled out for
class regulations, and their very col-
or was their undoing.

Chiefs were deposed without their
cases heing brought to the courts of
justice and were placed under the
authority of under chiefs. When ni
tives wanted to go away from theil
homes they had to ask permission
from the Commissioners, and they
could stay away only seven days.

Denfed Free Npeech

The Act of 1927 was a disgrace t
civilization. They were denied frec
speech. If the while men were places
for only onec weck under this Act
there would be & revolution. The ni-
tives found themselves under for
eign yoke. Their rulers were now
making lnws oppressive to the Bantu
people. The black man was pushed
away from the farms to the towns
and many towns were already over-
crowded with natives who could not
find work.

The Bishop of Bloemfontein had re-
ferred to their ignorance, but
we would ask him whether the Great
War which carried away millions of
lives was the work of wisdom and
humanity.

Tt is necessary at this time that we begin to build factories, operate stores,
build schools, homes, build ships, start conmercial and industrial en-
terprises; in short hegin at once to lay a safe, sure, and indestructible
cconomic foundation, that will provide the money artery for the financ-
ing of all the undertakings of the race in the future, which will guarantee
to us a greater degree of prosperity and sccurity than we have cver
visioned before.

“WE OWE IT TO THE GODS”

In September, 1862, during the blackest period of the American Civil
\War, when Lincoln was being cruelly caricatured by the press of the
United States and Europe, and denounced by his countrymen, as an
enemy of the Republic he was trying to save, he issued his preliminary
Fmancipation.  On that same day he made this signiticant entry in his
diary :—"1 promised my God T would do it.” meaning the abolition of
Negro slavery in these United States.

Lincoln is gone. 1le has been gathered to his fathers; but this declara-
tion lives on.  And there is onc lesson the New and awakenced Negro
of the Twentieth Century can learn from that significant entry in the
diary of the Civil War president.  Lincoln in penuning thuse words.
acknowledged that hie had paid a debt.  And when his pen wrote “finis”
to Negro slavery in his country, he expressed his soul thus:—"I pro-
mised my God I would do it.”

Ordinarily speaking, Lincoln was under no obligation to the Negro
stave.  There was no legal obligation which compelled him to take the
action he did.  With that we are vt concerned at the present writing.
We only cited the declaration to draw the attention of the Negro peoples
of the world to the fact that like Lincoln, we are under an obligation to
the Gods, an obligation, which if wnt redeemed: if not fulfilled as was
Lincoln’s solemn promise, will leave a dark, deep stigma, not alone npon
the minds of the Negro peuples of the world, but also upon our repu-
tations as men; upon our words of honor, and upon every transaction
in which Negroes are interested ; because like Lincoln, “\We owe it to the
Gouls,”

The case that presents itself 1o our view is this :—Throughout the
length and breadth of this carth the Negro can find no place where they
can enjoy to the full the blessings of peace, and goodwill, and fellowship,
withotit in some way or another heing reminded of the fact that he is an
inferior person, notwithstanding the fact that he has in almost every
line of human endeavor demonstrated that he is the equal in scholarship,
in workmanship of any scion of any other race. And all this because
of the fact that the Negro of all peoples cannot turn to the sheltering
folds of the flag of a guvernment that is actually his own, set up by his
ancestors, or by himself, by the lalmr of his heart and hand, or the blood
of his veins.

Englishmen tell with pride of the blood their fathers shed that the
tiome of their fathers might be free from alien invasion; and today they
revel in the thought of being safe behind the ironclads, and submarines,
and torpedo hoats that form the British Navy. American breasts
heave high as they talk of. Valley Forge. and, of Lexington, of New
Orleans, or of Antictam. On those fateful fields they proved their
courage, and shed their life-blood that their country might be free.
French eves gleam as vou talk of Sadowa, of Verdun, and of the Marne;
for on those gory fields the crimson dye of blood of their veins wrote
the determination to be free. The Afghan in his mountain fastnesses
will fire his soul again as he recounts the tales of how he met the western

conerete and tangible form; whether it be in marble, stone, mortar, in
wood, iron, or any other of the commodities of life in which line he !

Aund now they face extinction on this same planet unless
they redeem their fatherland. Negroes, remember Lincoin's entry in
that diary. “You owe it to the Gods” to free your fatherland. Only
thus can yvou secure and continue to maintain the sespect of the other
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If the white man in South Africa
is as superior as he makes himself
out to be, why in the name of good-
ness must he resort to mean, artificial
measures of blockading the bottom
dog, in protecting himself? Why ig-
nore, and even denounce the sublime
advice of “Rhodes’ of equal rights
to every man South of Zambesi ?

We learn very day that there can
be no equality between white and
black in Africa. Does the white
South African really think we have
lost our manhood to the extent of ac-
cepting these statements lying down ?
Then they are miserably mistaken.
If Hertzog says white South Africa,
we say, Black Africa, from Cape to
Cairo.--Abantu Batho, Johannesburg

were treated with full human consid-
eration by white colonials it was ob-
vious that their desire to come to
Africa was based on real sympathy,

But casting our eyes over West
African affairs as they stand to-day
and the subtle forces with which we
have to contend. it is obvious enough
that we can no longer sofely hold this
view, We ure yet to be convinced
whether it is really love of progress
and the desire of broadening the out-
look of the African which impel our
white colonials to think of remodel-
ling the system of education of Brit-
ish West Africa.

Alonzo S. Parham, 18, named by
Congressman Oscar DePriest for the
Army School at West Point, has
passed the mental test successfully.
Provided he passes the physical tests
which take place within the next few
days at Fort Sheridan, near Chicago,
he will enter West Point on June 10.
Parham is a graduate student of
Wendell Philips High School Chicago.
Lawrence Alexander Whitefield was
disqualified, because he was beyond
the age limit. He did not appear for
the examination at Annapolis.
Charles E. Weir, alternate nominee
to Whitefield took the examination,
and passed. Like in the case of Par-
ham, he will enter the Annapolis
Academy in June if he passes the
physical tests; he is a Phi Beta Kappa
man from Chicago University and a
nephew of Felix Weir, celebrated
musician. He is a graduate of the
Dunbar High School, Washington,
class of 1928,

Charles Hansen Burns the other
nomince who was slated for Annap-
olis, failed to pass the examination.
Congressman DePriest was asked
to name a white youth for Annapolis.
His reply was characteristic. He
said: “There are over four hundred
Congressmen to name white cadets.

We must not be afraid
of responsibilities, our accepted anci-
ent and constitutional charter reads
for Barbadoes and her dependencties,
we therefore must lead the way in
the development of these souls spirit-
ually, intellectually, economically and
politically, so that we can avail our-
selves of the privileges which are
ours within the British Common-
wealth of nations and occupy our
rightful place on the council of the
British Empire.

“We can endure no greater racial
discrimination than already exists,
and une of the chief reasons apart
from our firm loyalty to the British
crown, for our aversion to the cession
of these colunies lo Lhe United States
is the fear that though our pros
perity might increase, liberty for the
majority weuld be greatly curtailed.
And Liberty to these West Indies is
a pearl of incomparable worth. More-
over we are confident in our own
ability to manage our own affairs
and to develop our own resources.

While we shall welcome help and

Future,” points out that the white
man cannot exist under strong and
sustained sunlight without getting
darlker.

BRONZE COLORED AMERICANS.

So long as the white man stayed
in northern Europe he was all right,
for reasons which will be stated later.
Instead, he has spread all over the
world and invaded countries previ-
ously inhabited by people with brown
or dark yellow sking. North Amer-
jcans before the coming of the white
people were of a hronze color, and
the same was true of the South Amer-

icans. The Asiatics were and are a
dark yellow verging into bronze and

black, while it is well known that all
of the ancient peoples around the
Mediterranean Sea were dark and
many of them arc today.

Tt i8 thercfore clear that to an in-
creasing extent white people have in
the last few centuries invaded coun-
tries and regions where, because of
their pale skins, they have seemed
very odd.

For in-
stace, southern Norway is the cloud-
jest. and blondest part of Europe.
White people flourish hest where
there are less than 1250 hours of sun-
shine a year and they begin to die
out where there are more than 1700
hours of sunshine & year: that 13 to
say in south central Europe and the
northern half of the United States.
Where there is more than 2500 hours
of light as in the southern half of the
United States and in the Mediterra-
nean Coast countries, blondes die out.
It has been proved that white people
cannot stand over 3000 hours of sun-
light & year without very serious in-
jury. Of course elevation {(moun-
tains) veduces sunlight to less than
1000 hours, hence, blonde mountuin-
ecrs in some hot regions.

THE NEGRO'S FERTILITY.

The Negro's excessive fertility iy
duc to nature's effort to counteract

‘or discount the heavy mortality from

noxious germs and organisms that
infest tropical regions. The exireme
blackness of the natives on the Mos-
quite Coast of Africa is caused by
the influence of the reproduction
which determine skin-color, The
fundamental differences of skin volor
between bluck and white people are
due to climate and are caused hy the
different relative activities of the
lungs and intestines in  different
strengths of sunlight; and this devel-
apment. of color, owing to increased
action of intestines, is a prolective
audaptation to increased sunlight,

Hyde muakes the astounding state.
ment  (The Contemporary Review,
February, 1911) that:

“The permanent presence of pig-
ment granules in the epldermal celiy
uf all races, even the blondest, proves
the original university of the pigment

While pigment is not necessary in
the colder regions, scientists point out
that it does no harm. Hence Negroes,
Indians and Mongolians can and have
lived in some of the coldest regions
without harm. Lots of Negroes dic
in the north of the United States but
their high death rate is due to con-
gested housing and lack of proper
sanitation and hygiene. It will be re-
membered that Matt Henson, a Ne-
gro, reached the North Pole before
Admiral Peary and suffered from the
cold less than any white man on the
trip. Negroes have lived as far north
as the Grent Slave Lake in arctic
Canada, which was named after them,
In some of the coldest regions ot (he
Caticasuy  Mountaing  and  Riheria,
there are colonies of Negroes living,

It has frequently been stated by
scientists whose names comman! re-
gpect in the world of thought that the
white man cannot remain long be-
fween the 20th and 46th degrees of
north- and south latitude uniess he
acquires a tanned skin, because there
is too much sunlight for hix systeni,
Or course the change takes a very
long time hut it Lakes place jusl the
sume.  The yeilow und black man can
live anywhere for thousands or tens
of thoudands of years withou! chang-
ing pigment but if the white man is
to survive inside the 45th degrees,
north and souin, he must get brown,

Says an authovily on the subject:

“Pigment is no danger, though
unnecessary,  in high  latitudes,
while shsence of it is faial in low

Iatitudes withont precautions which

no ordinary whiite man will syste-

matically adopt; and therefore the

Dark can intrade permanently into

the domain of the Fair with more

suecess than the Fair can intrude
into the domain of the Dark.”

It i not strange, therefore, that
nature is busily at work tying to
adapl. the white man for tife in the
tervitory he hus invaded in the last
1000 years. In our own country s
tanncd skin is considered healthier
hy white folk than u pale akin; all
movie amd stage hernes are dark;
black is the color of diptomacy and
all solemn oceasions; color is the
vogue in furnishings, while sickness
and death ure assoviated with a cole
orless skin.

There is a vast liternture on this
subject but it is only possible to
scritch the surface in a popular scl-
entific discussion of this kind. Suffice
to say that most of the great cities
in the United States are outside of
the belt to which the white man's lack
of skin-color adarts him. The longer
he stays in this region the more will
his skin pigment change. Already
people with blonde hair are scarcer
In the United States than in north-
ern Europe whence most of the white

General Smuts on the other hand
might not have urged the immediate
abandopment of the Native franchise
in the Cape, but we cannot forget
that he is the father of the Urban
Arens act of 1923, which together
with the Native Land Act, another
production of the 8.

It must not be
thought that General Smuts i8 in
favor of the franchise being retained
by the Cape Natives for all time.

FOOD

Sometime ago an old woman pur-
chased an archaic medical literature
with the understanding that it would
show her what tu eat. She is to be
commended for making that the basis
of her purchase, as food, next to air,
is the essential requirement of life.

The principal ingredients in food
are proteins, carbohydrates, fats, wa-
ter, salts and vitamins. Proteins are
found in various kinds of meat, eggs,
peas, nuts.  Carbohydrates are ob-
tained from wheat, potatoes, carrots,
yams. Fats are manufactured by
ani- aly as well as plants as in lard
and olive oil. Salts are secured from
the mineral stored in various kinds
of food. Vitamins have their sources

toes, oranges, lemons and cod liver
oil.
The energy or heat producing val-
ue of food principles is estimated in
calories. The proteins build up and
repair the tissues; the carbohydrates
act as body fuel; the fats are used
to a certain extent in the formation
of heat; the excess being stored in
the adipose tissue; the saits are ne-
cessary to keep proteins in solution
and to form bone; the vitamins, terse-
ly speaking, supply ‘'pep"” to the in-
dividual.

With the onset of civilization man
has found it necessary to resort to
the cooking of food. This accounts
for the various methods in its prep-
aration as practiced throughout the
world. Cooking has its advantages
as well as its disadvantages. Food
should not bhe cooked for a great
length of time. Usc a minimum
amount of water which must not be
thrown away. Food which is thrice
cooked has no nutritive value. 1t
is beneficial to include with cach meal
some uncooked food as raw fruits or
vegetables as lcttuce and celery.

Milk is considered to be a perfect
food. It forms the only food for in-
fants in many cases. It is lacking
in iron so that infants who are not
weaned early are anemic. Drink ona
pint of milk each day. Tea and coffec
only act as stimulants. They have
no food value. A well balanced meal
contains about three times as much
carbohydrates as proteins. A vege-
tarian diet is very good bhut special
care Js necessary for its assortment.

Have a specified time for your
meals and allow five hours hetween
each meal. Never be in a hurry
whilst eating and do not overfill the
stomach. The dessert ought to be
as simple as possible and there should
be some rough elements in the food

to aid bowel movements. Make i
a practice to be always ready to ca’

at meal time. If your mind is a'-

case the digestion of the food will at
ways be perfect. An ill-tempered in
dividual is generally a subject of dys
pepsia. Do not forget the drinking

of water between meals. Remembe:
