Now is the time for
every true-hearted Negro to come to
the aid of the most glorious cause
that mankind ever championed--ever
dared to dream about.

Equal

Rights For All Civilized
Men South Of Zambesi Irrespect-
ive Of Race Class Or Creed Is
Demand Of African At Home—
Vill not Allow Rights to be Denied

Own Rulers

By REV. Z. R. MAHABANE

The African National Congress in
adjourned Annual Convention assem-
bled in Community Hall, Bloemfon-
tein, this the 20th day of March,
1829, and after mature consultation
and careful consideration of the polit-
ical situation arising from the intro-
duction into and rejection by the joint
sitting of both Houses of the Union
Parliament, desires to make the fol-
lowing declaration as expressive of
the mind of the average African:

1. That the aboriginal African is a
member in full, of, and with the
human race as well as an inte-
gral and inseparable member of
the whole family of mankind.
That as such he is entitled to all
those rights, duties, privileges
and responsibilities that have
been conferred by & graclous
Providence upon members of the
human race.

That such rights include the right

of self-determination, the right to

decide bis own fate and deter-
mine his destiny, the right to
choose his rulers.

4. Further. that such rights involve
the right of direct representation
in the legislative bodies of the
land of his habitation, the right
to the full and unrestricted fran-
chige on the same basis as apply
to other races.

5 That as taxpayers as well as
loyal and devoted subjects of His
Majesty the King and citizens of
the land the African has the right
of a voice in the making of laws
for the good and orderly govern-
ment of the country and in the
direction of its affairs, the right
and responsibility to defend the
integrity of the land and main-
tain law and order thercin.

That the black men possesses the
right to own, lease or occupy
land in any part of South Africa,
and under conditions that apply
to the white man.

That his children are entitled to
the same educational facilities as
those enjoyed by the children of
other races of the land.

In view of those basic and funda-
mental principles of human rights
and privileges the Native and Colour
Franchise Bills recently introduced
into the Union Parliament by the
present Prime Minister, are absolute-
ly incapable of acceptance by Black
South Africa, failing as they do, to
satisfy the above claims, and they
must automatically be rejected. .

In this case,
the Native and Colored races were
excluded both from the Select Com-
mittee of the House of Assembly and
the subsequent Commission appointed
by the Governor General, to enquire
into and report upon the proposed leg-
islation.

The African National Congress is
more than ever convinced that the
Union Parliament as at present con-
stituted is incapadle of making a

4.000 people agsembled Fridey After-
noon, June 7, in attendance ypon the
Sixtieth Annus! Commencement Ex-
crcise. The address was. Qglivered by
2r. Ray Lyman Wilbyr, Secretary of
the Department of Interior. Rev
Angson Phelps Stokes, Canon of the
Washington Cathedval, pronounced
the invocation, wkile Rev. H. B. Tay-
lor, Pastor of the Fifteenth Street
Presby terian Church gave the bene
diction. Fresident Moritecai W. John-
son conferred degrees upon 205 grad-
vates. Lt. Col. Ralph H. Leavitt, U
. A., preacnted commissions to twen-
iy-three second lieutenants and cer-
tificates of eligibility to five others in
the Otticers Reserve Corps. Music
for the occasion was repdered hy the
University Choir and the Male Glee
Club.

In s address, Secretary Wilbur
stressod the need for pioneers in the
frontic’ of scientific aud socia! re-
search. urging the graduates of How-
ard University to meet the challenge
of leadership in these important fields.
In concluding his address he paid trib-
ute to the leadership of Dr. Mordecai
W. Jonnson, President of the Umver-
sity.

In introducing Dr. Wilbur, Presi-
dent Johnson stated that Howard
University shares the satisfaction .pf

On the 25th day of April, 1804, the
Japs were ready and on that and the
following two days they drove the
!whole Russian army from the Koe
‘renn islands. It is the repost of the
| United States War Department that

i the Russians lgugm desperately, out,
| every advantage of position, of equips’
ment. of numbers, and above all of.
gencralship was in favor of the Jap.

They drove the enemy from all his
entrenchments and entered Mane
churis to pursue there an equally
successful campaign for the same
reusons of superior ability and more
thorough preparations.

1t is now the 4th day of May. and
the 2nd Japanese Army under the
command of General Okue js bril
limntly advancing upon Liso-tung,
while the Russians are stubbornly
falling back upon the strong fortress
of Nanshang.

Now. here comes a courier from
Tokio ordering General Okue to pre-
pare to take at all cost the fortress
of Nanshang by the 25th day of May,
and on that date to the letter, & de-
cisive battle was fought ending in a
tetling victory for the giorious army
of the Rising Sun. The Japs on that
occasion lost 55 hundred men, killed
and wounded. But not a single pris-
oper. It is this spirit L walil to ime
press upon the entire Black world.

On the 2nd day of June, 1904, the
Japanese War office divided the 2nd
Jopanese Army into two and placed
General Nogie in command, this army
was known as the 3rd Japenese
Army, and was ordered immediately
to prepare for immediate operations
against Port Arthur, the white man's
Gibraltar of the far East.

Meanwhile, General Okue was left
in command of the 2nd Army of
50,000 men, and was ordered to take
at all cost the Fortress of Tellisoe,
so as to protect the flank and rear
of the 3rd Army under General Nogle
who was then preparing the siege
upon Arthur.

On the 15th day of June the Battle
of Telliso was fought and Russla suf-
fered a loss of 108 officers, 26 hun-
dred men killed and wounded and 764
prisoners. On the other hand Japan
paid for this great.victory a slight
loss of 1163 men all told and, believe
me, if you will, not a single prigoner.

Hard fighting again ongurred in the
same theatre of war on the fth and
Oth of July. This was the famous
battle of Kaiping, and Black folks
thould know that Kaiping wos the
battle that gave Japan control of all
the supplics aund communications,
thue shortening her line of battle for
all time and making her absolute mis-
tress from the coast of Kaiping to
the 8ea of Tokio.

It is now midsummer in the year
1904 and the whole Japanese nation
is up in arms. The Empcror declars
ing that all must be risked or all the
colored races of the world are lost—
and in behalf of Africa right now ¥
say a million trillion thanks to Japan
and we by the gods of gratitude, shall
pay our indebtedness to her.

Another Japanese army comprising
the 4th is now dispatched to the
front. It is placed under the com-
mand of the brilliant militarist Gen-
eral Nodzu, who is ordered by the
Imperial Minister of War, General
Baron Oyama, to “cut through, and
unite by the 14th of August, 1904,
with the 1st, 2nd and 3rd Japanese:
rrmies and form a united line east of
Kaiping to the horder of Arthur."”

At the same time General Nagl,
who was in command of the Srd
Army was fighting his way slowly in
the face of dogged and desperate re-
sistance, while the FMield Marshal
General Baron Oyama ordered a con-
certed action on the entire fromt.
And on the morning of the 14th day:
of August, 1804, the white world is:
stung to the core and struck with.
consternation, for Japanese brawnm,
and Japanese brain had out-fought,:
out-generaled and out-distanced the
greatest white army in the world.

For they were now on the qutskirts
of Arthur. Threatening the greatest
fortress in the Eastern world, which,
if taken, would menace the control of
the white powers in the East.

Now, it is the 15th day of Aygust,
and all the journals of the Christisn
world. Lead on by America, Ausgtra-
lia and England, are howling ang
barking like so many common dog®
againgt the entire colored world, say-
ing it is a war hetween the whits
and colored races. Turkey immes
(diately senced the dsngar

fized their business—it was too lata
and they couldn’'t move. .

The ynderstanding act of Turkey,
quickened the war spirit of the ens
tire East and Japan proceeded to lay
plans for the seige of Port Arthyr.

start in his accomplishments. His
face is not marred by a single wrin-
kle, his teeth are in a perfect shate of
preservation, his steps are as spright-
ly as those of men many years young-
er. His philosophy is as strange as
are his habits of living.

I arrived at hie suite of rooms in
the Somerville Ho'el.

“I am preparing my diunes” he
informed me. *I never eat in a res-
taurant or cafe.”

1 watched, fascinated as he scraped
and sleved carrots, peeled and diced
tomatoes, shredded lettuce and cah-
hage. All the while telling me a story
that I shall never forget.

#orn a Siave

“I was born in hondage on the
Button Plantation in Birthree Clounty
tn North Carolina. I was very de-
voted to my master and mirtress, for
they were very good to me. During
the Civil War the Union Army came
perilously near and I led my owners
to Black Walnut Swamp in that re-
glon. Here 1 knew they would he
safe. No one ventured into the swamp
but a8 few of us who knew the trails:
for many and varied were the stor-
fen that were told of the hogs of
quicksand and marshes of stagnant
poison water. After freedom, 1 be-
came overseer on that place and re-
mained there for thirty years. Then
I went north.”

How He Became Intetlectuul

T had wondered ahout his English,
for he spoke as a scholar, with the
wisdom of the old masters. He ex-
ylained this to me by saying. ““In the
days of my {gnorance and mupersti-
tion when I firat went to New York,
1 met an intellectual hum: each morn-
ing 1 would buy ten centa worth of
liquor and he in turn would give me
lessons in the fundamentals. From
him I learned. much of science, art.
history, anthropology and kindred
sciences. At first 1 decided to enter
night school. I went one night and
never went again, because it embar-

rssed me to o among peopis who
possessed more education than my-
self. 1 have been very ohservant all
my life. When 1 se-ured .employment
1 always watched the man ahove me,
1 learned fo express mys:If ex:ctly
the way he expressed himself. I
memorized many beautiful sayings of
people with whom I entered into cas-
ual conversation. In that way, I ac-
cumulated a large vocabulary.”

By this time the vegetables were
all mixed and he poured on a salad
dressing made of: 2 egg yolks, cot-
tonseed oil, nalt and pepper.

His Philosophy of Life

He set the table for two and mo-
tioncd me to a chair.

“Preaching Hell Out of Souls”

“When 1 was a young man I he-
came a preacher. My first mission
was to ‘preach souls out of hell'; my
second mission now is to ‘preach hell
out of souls.' For centuries fear has
riled the world. Man will never reach
the state of perfeclion intended for
him until he lets love and not fear
govern his every habit and deed in
life.

Too Much Hurry

“There is one great fault T find with
people today—they hurry too much.
They use up all of their reserve forces
in every day affairs. 1 have always
been interested in longevity. All ani-
mals live from five to ten times their
age of maturity. The average man
lives scarcely twice the age of matur-
ity. 1 pondered over it, and this is
the result of my thinking.

“Man constantly hurries: no mat-
ter how inconsequential a task he has
to perform, he bluaters about as
though the fate of nations hung uron
his every action. Animals hurry only
in case of an emergency.

“Man eats to suit g fancy, con-
stantly inventing different foods with
no thought of nutriment hut o taste.
1 only have one dict. Our dinner, as
you Ree, i8 very simple, very easily
prepared and requires nn cooking.
For supper L shail probably eat the
snme thing or maybe 1 shall eat dried
fruits and nut meats. My diet varies
but little and yet I never tire of it

His conversation had interested me'

called it and asked him about his
work in pictures.

“Pictures? I like to work in them.:
Interesting? They are an education '
in themselves. 1 enjoyed every min-
ute of the time I was before the cam-
era.
