Universal Effort to Deceive

Now more than ever, there seems to be a universal effort
to deceive, exploit and then destroy the leaderless mass of the
weak and unfortunate peoples of the world. While in the
one breath the world’s leading statesmen and leaders speak
of the larger humanity, and the desire for peace, we find them
in the other, selfishly working for the enthronement of their
own peoples to the disadvantage of others. When one listens
to the talk of present-day statesmen, we would be led to be-
lieve that in them is a deep sense of tha. human love that
would make them advocates of that larger life that the
Man Christ came to teach, yet following them a little further
and studying them well, we find that the spoken word of
these men is but a camouflage indulged in to sidetrack the
real action of the doubtful majority who otherwise would
clamour for an equitable place in the affairs of life.

The analyzed doctrine, or rather action of these men, is
nothing but racial and national selfishness; the glorification of
themselves and their respective peoples, without any real
consideration for the needs of suffering humanity. In our

Nicholas Murray Butler Says He Would Be Most
Happy to Vote for Congressional Candidate—
Campaign at Close

Harlem’s fight to have its own
representative in the halls of Con.
gress entered its closing period with
every prospect of success. Hubert
T. Delaney, the aggressive young
candidate on the Republican ticket
who expecta to succeed the late Roy-
al N. Weller, White Democrat, as
Congressman, has conducted one of
the most intensive campaigns New
York has even seen and the results
are seen in the number of outstand-
ing members of his party who have
rallied to his support.

Item in City Economy

New Budget Allows $172,000.000 for Educational
Activities and to Prevent Hness, Poverty
and Crime

Analysing the 1830 city budget asg,

drawn up for final approval the \Wel-
fure Workers for Walker, of which
Felix M. Warburg 1s chairman,
pointed out yesterday that $172.-
000,000 will be devoted to maintain-
ing city agencies for welfare work.

Of the ¥172,000,000 in the total
budget, appropriated for agencies de-
voted entirelv to welfare work, the
largest single item is for educatlon,
the committec pointed out, $114,000,-
000.

The achool system of the city itself
receives more than $109,000,000,
while 83,000,000 more is provided for
librarles and over 81,600,000 {8 de-
voted to museums, the Brooklyn and
Staten Tsland Institutes of Arts and
Sciences, which offer lectures for ad-
ults, and similar institutions. Of the
£109,000,000 devoted to schools ahout
$04,500,000 is for the regular public
schools and the rest for fmstitutions
of higher learning, pensions and sim-
ilar ftemsn.

Almost $6,500,000 in the budget is
devoted to parks, the committee
sald,

Agencics devoted tn health work
receive over $23,500,000, it was point-
ed out, chief among these agenciea
being the department of health and
the department of hospitals,

For general welfare worlt, the city
has appropriated over $19,000,000 the
committee said. The departmoent of
welfarg itself which conducts the mu-
nicipal lodging house, supervises
charity drives and conducts a varioty
of profects receives over $1,000,000.
The Board of Child Welfare recelves
over $87,000,000 and the rest of the
sum is provided for payments to chs-
ritable institutions that care for the
aged and convalescents.

Other sums in the $172,000,000 are
dovoted to tho work of the children’s
court, to pensions, life eaving work,
supervision of tenements, and similar
types of weltare aid, Mr. Warburg

said.

In addition, {t was
explained, two major reforma which
have enabled increased weifare wotlk
to be done with economy, have been
put into effect since Mayor Walker
took office.

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Barbadian Centenarian

In an unpretentious dwelling
house at Beimont, known as No. 12
Agard Lane, there resides with his
second wife, a Barbadian centenarian
named Alphonso Nurse.

Mr. Nurse who is 101 years old
s the father of the late Hubert Al-
phonso Nurse, F. E. 8, a former
teache: and afterwards Senlor Agri-
cultural Instructor in the Educattion
Depar:ment. His grandson, Mr, Mal-
colmn Meredith Nurse, a past stu-
dent of St. Mary's College, is now a
junior law student at Howard Uni-
versity.

Mr. Nurse, save for a decided bent
forward (a ‘'stoop’” to use a collo-
quialism) gives no indication of the
fact that he has been 100 years on
this planet.

In full possession of all his facul-
ties, he can read ordinary newspaper
print withdout the aid of glasses.
And even though with the passage of
time some of his molars have not
survived the duty imposed upon them
in the natural process of mastica-
tion for the last 99 odd years, he
disdains the usc of artificial methods.

That his digestion is hy no means
impaired by what ordinarily would
he declared a handicap to health, is
horne out by the fact that he suf-
ters from no particular ailment.

When necessary or desirabie (and
that necessity or desirability seems
to occur daily) he walks into the city
and back, from far-away Belmont
with an ease and rapidity that is
astonishing. As he said to a youth-
ful member of our staff when chal-
lenged on this acore: “I'm not sure
that I can beat vonu, but I'm slow
perhaps but sure.”

Mr. Nursge disclaims the use of
either alcohol or tobacco. Teetotal-
lers and prohibitionists etc., will
readily seize upon this fact and hold
it forth as the secret of his longevity.

His recollection of his early life
as related to a newspaper represen-

tative, seems as clear as the noon-
day sun. They bear the hall-mark
of accuracy when tested by certain
historical happenings the memory of
which every Barbadian treasures so
dearly.

According to his narrative, he was
born in the Parish of St. Michael,
Barbados, on the 7th of August, 1828.
He has been twice married, tho first
time in 1858, at the age of 30 yesars,
at 8t. Matthias Church, Barbados, to
Miss Elizabeth Harbin of Barbados.
By this union there were nine chil-
dren; the two purviving ones are
Mrs. Matilda Padmore an ex-nurse,
and Miss Rosalie Thomas of Guaico.

His second wife is Miss Frances
Gil, also of Barbador to whom he
was married a: 8t. Margaret' Church,
Belmont, in 1011 by Rev. Canon Mel-
ville.

A master mason by trade, Mr.
Nurse worked in his early days for
a long period with Messrs, Corrie
and Corbin. He left Barbados in
1860 for Demerara where he re-
mained for ahout ten years, arriving
in Trinidad in 1870 and was em-
ployed in the extension of the Rail-
way to Arima.

He evidently worked or learned his
trade in Barbados under the appren-
ticeship system which followed the
aholition of slavery for he says "in
1859 I was free from my trade.”

His recollection of events respond-
ed to the test applied in recalling
certain events in Barbados. For in-
stance he recalls the cholera epi-
demic cf Barbados which evidently
swept through the West Indies; the
visit of Prince Alfred to Barbados
when the collapse of one of the
stands built for accommodating a
portion of the public, created such a
sensation. At that time, he says,
“I had about three or four children.”
He remembers coming to Trinidad
during the administration of Gover-
nor Longden.

Mr. Nurse seems to regard it as
a commonplace of life that he should
live to be 100 years old and looks not
a little bit puzzled at the fuss made
over such a happening.

Washington, D. C.—The Medical
Library of Howard University re-
cently received a collection of books
and periodicals as the gift of Dr.
James B. Herrick, internationally
known heart specialist and profes-
sor emeritus of medicine at Rush
Medical College in Chicago.

The collection consisted of 389
books and 1268 volumes of foreign
periodicals. According to Dr. Numa
P, G. Adams, Howard medical dean,
who is a former student of Dr, Her-
rick’s, the collection is of immense
value, as many of the volumes could
not be duplicated, and if 8o, the cost
would be prohibitive.

The medical Library of Howard
University was established a little
more than two years ago and has
received several valuable gifts, In-
cluding $2,009 from the Carnegie
Foundation for Dental books. About
25,000 volumes are Bstill needed to
bring the library up to the standard
of a superior A class Medical School.

Washington, D.C, Oct. 26.—"The
Psychology of Race Prejudice,” was
the subject of an address delivered
at the Howard University Forum
last Wednesday night by Dr. Fred
A. Moss, Head of the Department of
Psychology, at George Washington
University, Dr. Moss is a native of
North Carolina and received his edu-
cation in Georgla. He is a Doctor of
Medicine as well as a Doctor of Phi-
losophy.

Among the causes of race preju-
dicce enumerated by Dr.Moss, was
the church and the weird storles told
by missionaries in an appeal for
funds to support their work.

He said that the most important
cause of race prejudice was igno-
rance and isolation, citing instances
in his own experiecnce in which he
had been able to overcome prejudices
of earlier years as a result of en-
larged contact and more enlighten-
ment. He emphasized the fact that
race prejudice is acquired rather than
hereditary as evidenced by the atti-
tude of children of both races to-
ward each other, even in the south,
unti! they become affected by their
environment.

Emphasis upon racial similarities,
mutual interests, as in matters of
public health and safety upon the
highway, art, scientific investigation
and increase of intclligence are fac-

There comes a time in the life of
every man, a longed-for-desire to dif-
ferentiate between inherited tralts,
and acquired qualities. This being
true, then the question of “Cleverness
versus intelligence” is none the least,
premature.

In the final definition we find, that
while cleverness is an outward attrib-
ute, or an ornament to the material
side of life, it is an assistant to those
who through fraud and deceit, would
shine to the heights of success. But
one can with all confidence say, that
it takes the comprehensive grasp, and
that noble purpose of the intelligent
man, to accomplish that which is
needed, and most beneficient to hu-
manity.

Cleverness has at its disposal, an
immense provision of words, to which
many fell victims, but it leaves no
word of consolation in their wake, A
clever man imagines while he talks,
and carry you a long way off with
him, but when you think back upon
what he has said, you feel dissatis-
fied: some how you feel that it was
merely self-love, or self-interest be-
hind his fine flow of words; and so
the impression misses your heart's
desire. Just so it is with a clever,
man as a leader, who through his tal-
ent of cleverness, will attempt to lead
his people, with the only object in
view, to victimize their ignorance, and
defrnud them of their earnings; al-
ways promising of some proposed fu-
ture interest, which he knows not of
himself.

“Cleverness” always seem to me,
like an elephant wrestling the truth.
While in opposition “intelligence”
may belong to the humblest, and most
unpretentious man on earth. It seems
to be derived from the spirit and
heart of men, rather than from -the
intellect.

The intelligent man to be sure,
may talk beyond your understanding;
he may even confuse you with his
knowledge, yet nevertheless you feel
while listening to him, that you are
on solid grounds, and what he gives
you, is true coin; while the clever

ALBANY, N. Y., Nov. 1.—Est}
mates by officials of the Departmen
of Taxation and Finance of $2,000,00(
monthly average for motor fuel ta>
collections have proven correct tc
date, as figures made public here to-
day at the offices of Thomas M.
Lynch, Commissioner of Taxation and
Finance, show that the state has tak-
en in over $10,000,000 since the law
became effective May 1st. Total col-
lections for the first four months of
the tax now amount to over $10,400,.
000. Figures for September are not
available, as the September tax was
not due until the end of October.

The May tax collected in June to-
talled $2,153,824.46, while that for
June was $2,536,111.43; for July $2.-
813,808.43; and August $2,878,308.35.

Refunds have been somewhat high,
the amount paid in June being $4.-
156.10, while in July the sum of $12,-
012.54 was refunded to contractors,
farmers, motor hoat owners and
others who used the taxable motor
fuel for non-taxable purposcs. In
August a total of $61,292.73 was paid.
in September the refunds totaled
$52,208.39 and in the first twenty-one
days of October the state had re-
turned $53,778.88, making a grand
total of $183,448.64.

Statistics on the motor fuel scold
and used in June show that tax-paid
motor fuel reported by distributors
amounted to 130,179,300 gallons, and
from this was deducted 2,015,758 gal-
lons of motor fuel used for non-tax-
able purposes, and on this, refunds
were due. This left the net quantity
taxable at 128,163,542 gallons. Of the
non-taxable fuel, there was sold to
the United States Government, 380.-
175 gallons, and state and municipa!
governments consumed 1,482,818 gal-
lons, Distributors reported 149,879
gallons used for non-taxable purposes.

During the month of July, statis-
tics show that a total of 140,924,150
gallons had been reported as tax paid
motor fuel, and that refunds had heen
allowed on 3,342,595 gallons to pur-
chasers of the fue! used for non-tax.
able purposes, thus leaving as the net
quantity taxable, 137.581,5565 gullons.
The United States Government cdur-
ing that month secured 452,428 gal-
lons, while the amount sold to state
and icipal gover ts in July
was 1,006.543, and distributors used
for non-taxable purposes, 196,827
gallons.

A. Rogers, author and correspondent
of the Afro-American, is returning te
America, He will leave on the Ma-
jestic, sailing on November 6 from
France.

Rogers has visited most of the Eu-
ropean countries and large cities stu-
dylng chiefly the life of the Negre
and doing research work on Negrc
history in many of the large libraries.

While in Anierica he will give lec-
tures in different parts of the coun-
try in response to invitations.

At present he Is spending a holi-
day at the Chateau de Parfendeval
in Normandy where he is the guest
of the Viscountess de Janze, society
leader, and her son, Count Frederic
de Lanze, wel-known African traveler
and author.
