One Bitter Lesson Learned i

Immediately after the administra-
tion failed to get Parker confirmed |
because of the opposition of Negroes
to him, the prophecy was made that,
it would seek to regain our good will
by giving us several major national
appointments. Two such places have
been given, W, C. Hueston of Indiana
receiving a place in the fost office
department a few weeks ago, and
David E. Henderson of Kansas get-
ting ome under the attorney general
last week.

We wish the administration had
made these appointments before the
Parker episode. It did not delay for
lack of urging. Men who did great
work to elect President Hoover have
pleaded for this recognition nearly
two years. It is significant that it
romes within a few ‘weeks —after
Negroes stopped making appeals, and
changed over to demanding. We wish
this place had come sooner for the
sake of Senator Henry Allen who is,
making the race for re-election in
Kansas, after having been an out.
standing supporter of Judge Parker's
confirmation. We would like to feel
that the rvepublican party gives places
to Negrues because it recognizes the
justice of their claim upon it, We
would like to feel that Senator Allen's
efforts to land Henderson had no
seltish motives in them.

This paper hasgong had the suspi-

itics all wrong. Because our eariiest
connection with it came when utter
unselfishness led the republican party
to make us its wards, we have never
tried to drive hard bargains like
other Americans do. We have gone
on our way deserving and hoping and
grieving when we were disappointed.
The Parker confirmation fight and its
consequences,—these major national
appointments—teach a different les-
son.

Negroes are as much needed for
majorities as any other similar num-
ber 8¢ people, and should put just as
high value on their support. If we do
not ask, we nced not expect to be
given our deserts.

It is very possible that the admin-
istration would long ago have turned
a more attentive ear our way, had we
exhibited the purpose which now ani-
mates us, We have learned our poli-
tical lesson, and these appointments
indicate we grade 100 per cent on it.

When a man strives to
get his living in this way, he becomes
‘a moth on civilization-—only the law
forbids the extermination of the hu-
man moth,

Once in a while one of the 20 per
cent makes good for a short period
and his success is alluring to others.
Jesse James made good for some
time and then stopped a bullet with
his heart. Ponzi succeeded «for a
while and then went to prison. Pi-
rates made good hauls until over-
hauled by revenue cutters. Political
grafters live well until exposed. And
so it goes with all those who endcavor
to find a substitute for work.

John D. Rockefeller, Henry Ford
and many other successful men start-
ed in at two dollars a day. and not
one of them would be where he is
today had he not worked. A small
hunchbacked lad, who had a difficult
task getting into this country, work-
ed his way up until he became the
highest salaried mechanical engineer
in the entire United States,

Looking for a substitute that will
pay as well as work has been the
ruination of many. It will never win
any more than slow horses win the
race. Work wins lasting victories,
makes real men, builds homes, erects
factories, and makes peaceful com-
munities. Looking for a successful
substitute is like prospecting for
Captain Kidd's treasures, 50 many
have tried it and failed that work
still looks like the best bet of all of
us.-—California News,

He is now en-
deavoring to collect  $600,000,000
mostly from the American Negroes,
but it is rumored that it is only a
matter of time before the U. S. Gov-
ernment is going to bounce down
upon everybody in the country- who
is now aiding Marcus Carvey to treat
'the government with impunity, in his
|attempt to continue defrauding Amer-
tican Negroes.” Mn Knox declared
lhat “whenever a member or officer
in the movement attempted to do
something constructive, Garvey im-
mediately labels such person as
traitor, vagabond, crook and some
other name that will confuse the
minds of the more less ignorant and
fanatical element of the membership.”

“In the past,” said Mr. Knox, “Gar-
vey has done nothing but make
speeches and lifted collections,” hut
he seems to have forgotten that the
Black Star Line was started by the
Hon. Marcus Garvey, that made
kings, princes, emperors and states-
men sit up and take notice.

But expansion of phy-
sical equipment, salaries of teachers,
repairs and all such items of expense,
are actually determined by the Amer-
jcan financial advisor who, with the
Haitian minister, must approve the
budget of the Haitian minister of edu-
cation and may, at his discretion
strike from budget items of which
he disapproves.

More fortunate in respect to phy-
sical equipment and supervision are
the parochial schools. The Catholics
have the finest and best equipped
;chool buildings. The parochial
schools are an able adjunct to the na-
tional schools system, but they are
not ample enough to supplant the na-
tianal schools, nor would it be wished
that they should do so. ‘The Haitian
point of view is that these schools
should at some time be made a part
of the national school system.

The American schobls are of the
greatest public interest at this time.
They are operated by what is called
the Service Technique de I'Agricul-
ture. This department was establish-
ed by law in 1922, It has been under
the direction of Dr. George Free-
man, now absent in the states. In
the schools which have been estab-
lished under this department the
program has been to give the stu-
dents in the rural districts training
in agriculture, trades, and rudiment-
ary academic subjects, which would
aid them in their farm and shop
work. The service hegan with twelve
schools, having taken over several
Haitian rural schools and some of the
teachers. Seventy-five schools are
now operated with more than 7.000

pupls.

The work of these schools leads up |

The Service Technique also oper-
ates a veriety of agricultural ex-»
periment stations, a farm extension
svstem  with Jdemonstration agents,
and interests itself in the develop-
ment of crops which have an export
future.  Much attention has been giv-
on ta the growing of cotton and sisal.

The Servite Technique is main-
tained on almost a strictly American
Cbasis. 1t has heen extended into all
parta of the Republic as rapidly as
conditions would warrant.

There are two parties to the criti-
cism which one hears in 3 disenssion
of ediucational conditions in the is-
jand. The more important and vo-
ciferous is constituted of the Haitians
who direct their principal shafts at
the Service ‘Technique. The other
party is made up of the men with
the Savice Techmaque, who justify
iheir program by pointing out Hai-
tian defects.

Haitian leaders voice a vartety of
nmplaints.  Fundamental with them
1= the fact that the Service Technique
13 maintained with Haitian money
In six years nearly four million del-
lars have been used tn expand this
corvice.  Thig is much more money
than has been used hy the Haitian
government for its national school
eystem. ‘The budget for the Service
Technigue for 19830 is  2.796.666
pourdes, a gourde heing cne-fifth of
a dollar. The 1030 budgzet for the
Haitian Department of public instruc-
tion is 1.047.268 gnurdes, there thus
being a difference of almost one mil-
lion gourdes. Both budgets are ap-
proved or disapproved by the Ameri-

An analysis of the Haitian charge
of incompetence against the Ameri-
can is often ill it for his job be-
cause he does not know the language,
does mot know tropical agriculture,
and is not only ignorant of the tem-
perament of the peopls he works
with, but by holding himself aloof
and above the Haitian, shows himself
to have no apparent desire to become
better acquainted with the Haitian
people. A number of special examples
of incompetence of one sort or an-
other has been cited.

Another cause for ill-feeling against
the Service Technique has been what
the Haitians regard as a sort of high-
handedneas in its administration.
Haitian teachers, they say were sel-
dom if ever consulted about the work
of the department. The Haitians feel
that the Americans ran it like they
wanted it without any regard at all
for what the Haltians thought about
it. The Haitians, of course, always
had in the back of their heads the
fact that the Americans were spend-
ing Haitian money to do the job.

MIMPHIS, Tenn.--Mobs are run-
ning rampages in the South and a
repetition of the exodus of the post
war period is threatened as the lives
of no Negroes in the section appear
in safety. There has been one lynch-
ing within the past five days and two
others may occur at any moment.

The iuctual lynching occurred in
Texas, which makes a total of four
for the year in that state. One of
the mob attacks, also, was in Texas,
while the other was in North Caro-
lina.

Shot to Death

Jack Robertson, a colored youth
was sho! to death Saturday on the
road to Austin, Texas, by a mob of
150 white men. He had been accused
of attacking a white farmer and his
wife at Round Rock during an argu-
ment over wages due him (Robert-
sont.

When located on a farm four and
nne-half miles southeast of Round
Rock. abnut an hour after the alleged
attack nceurred, the yvouth signaled
to the hand of whites to give him a
chance to explain, When they kept
coming after him crying "lynch him.”
he made a futile effort to protect
himself.

Nages for Three Days

Mob violenre raged for three days
in and around Beaumont, Texas, but
was surcesstylly quelled by courage-
ous and shrewd officers. Fury raged
while mare than 1,000 whites attempt-
ed to lynch Rainey Williams, 38 years
old, upon vhom rttacks on seven
women had been blamead.

The chase after Wiiliams started
Thursday. at Port Arthur, Texas.
when officers fought off a mob of
200 whites, wha gathered around the

station in the building He was then
placed in the rumble seat of Fire
Chief Fnright's automobile and the
1id cloged.

As the car roared out of the station
toward Beaumont, Texas, the crowd
made a rush and partly succeeded in
dragging Williams out when officers
fired two tear gas borbs in the crowd
and drove them back. The fire auto
made the 22 miles in 15 minutes.

As's Gold Star Mother who hap-
‘be colored, I wish to protest
against the gratuitous ipsult in the
sttituds of the War Department of
the States in segregating col-
ored Gold Star Mothers who are en-
titled to go to France to visit the
greves where our loved ones are
buried.

‘“When the call to arms came from
our Government in 1017, mothers,
sisters and wives, regardieas of race,
color or creed, were asked to give
thelr loved ones to the end that the
world might be saved for demccracy.
This call we answered freely and
willingly. In the years which have
passed since death took our loved
ones our anguish and sorrow have
been assuaged by the realization that
our loved ones .who rest in the soil
of France, gave their lives to the end
that the world might be a better
place in which to live for all men, of
all races and all of colors.

“Ten years afier ihe Armistice, the
high principles of 1918 seem to have
been forgotten.
