U. S. to Play in

‘Hands Off’ Role

Siate Department Anounc-
es Neutral Policy; Any
Disorder Up to Police

WASHINGTON, Oct. 2—A hands-
off policy in the elections for the
Haitlan Congress October 14 was an-
nounced today by the State Depart-
ment.

The department’s pronouncement
was in the form of a statement, al-
ready lssued in Haiti by the office
of the American High Commlssioner,
It msserted American activities in Ha-
iti are covered by the Treaty of 1915
and subsequent agreements, none of
which provides for American assis-
tance in eclections.

“Black Shirts” Now
Negro’s Friends!

This TLatest Statement Is Officlal,
Just Wonts to See “Him in
His Place”

ATLANTA, Ga.—The members of
the American Fascists, better known
in these parts of the “black shirts’
are not enemies of the Negro, as the
Negroes and a good many white
folks down this way thought, but are
the best friends that the Negro in the
South has ever had. This fact was
made known in a statement issued
from the headquarters of the organi-
zation here Saturday afternoon and,
therefore, ia officlal.

The statement, promoted by the
many denunciations of the order and
its methods, on the partof civic or-
ganizations throughout the state and
the Grand Jury appointed to investt-
gate the organization before a char-
ter is granted the body, declared that
the Iimpression that the *Black
Shirts” were unfriendly to the Ne-
gro was corroncous and instead the
body was very fricndly toward the
Negro but wanted to soe “him in his
pmn .

He believed that they could find no
hetter representative aunid spokesman
than in Councillor Giarvey so without
much to say he took great pleasure
in introducing Councillor Garvey as
the principal speaker of the cvening.
Mr. Garvey's Sprech

Rising amid tumultuous  cheers
Councillor Garvey said: 1t wis be-
fitting the people at this time as
citizens of Jamaici and subjoets of
the King to assemble in mass meel-
ing, as they were, for ihe purpose
of giving expression to their feclinzs
and opinions touching the things that
affect them as citizens of this coun-
try. The right to asscmbie was n con-
stitutional one, and it is good that
they have reached the stage of intel-
ligence when they cun asscmbie in
large numbery and so conduct themn-
selves as to reflect the highest honors
upon them and upon their state of
constitutional development and eivili
zation, Tt was entirely due to the ruet
that. they have been lww-ahiding and
have conducted themeselves in such o
splendid manner Lo inxure the publie
order, why be was able to report that
His Majesty's gond governnient,
through our request, have seen lit
to appoint a royal conunission to in-
vestigate into their poor econonmic
conditions,

Mr. Garvey went on {o stalc that
it was through the services of our
good friends in Engluind why they
were able tn get the royal connmis-
sion appointed. He stated thot al-
though there were men locally and
otherwise, anxious to suppress their
aspirations and to hinder their pro-
gress, there were other men within
the empire who were as anxious to
see that pothing was done to impede
the progress of the people who were
subjects of the King, and so the re-
guest that was made to them csking
for a royal commission did not fall
on deaf cars.

Mr. Garvey szid that he had ai-
ways held and believed that when
the proper approach was made to
those in authority that everyone who
had a cause to be heard, would be
heard not only by His Majesty’s min-
isters and government, but by His
Majesty himself. That it was not the
right of any man to suppress the
hopes and aspirations of the people,
because the pecople constitute and
make up what is called the state.
Without the people there could be no
state and when conditions in the
state are such as to create dis-
satisfaction among the people, it is
the right of the people according to
the law and constitution which they
themselves have created, to so investi-
gate such conditions as to bring about
the remedy that is desired.

Mr. Garvey further said that the
English people have sct the example
by establishing the precedence of
petitioning the King and the govern-
ment for the adjustment of any
wrongs from which they suffer. In

High Rents in Harlem
Tumble in Price War

Landlords are ‘“viewing with
alarm” the housing ° uation in Har-
Jlem which right now showa the larg-
Lest number of empty apartments
, since hefore the World War.

High rents are tumbling, houses
are beng repaired and remodeled to
make them attractive, all in the real
estete war which followed the recent
wall Street. crash.

Prior to that memorable occasion,
landlords were tyrannicsl in their
attitnde to tenants. They refused
to malke repairs, refused to cleap
apartments, refused to paint them,
forced tenants to accept second hand
gus ranges and ice hoxes, and in gen-
eral lorded it over Lheir “‘subjects.”

Now the condition is reversed.
Everywhere there is a dearth of ten-
ants, especially in that part between
130th Street and 130th Street.

Coupled with the financial crash
which forced so many out of work,
is the building of new apartments
which rent for fancy prices and the
opening of other arens for colored
tenants, the houses of which so far
surpass those the folk formerly oc-
cupied, there is little comparison be-
tween them.

Not only are colored folk moving
higher and higher in St Nicholas
Avenue, Fdgecombe Avenuc ond the
cross town streets between 145th and
153th, hut they are moving into the
Branx and further down in Harlem,
minging on the one side with the
Jews of the Bronx and the Latins of
lower Harlem.

Rents are lower in each of these
two districts and greedy landlords
who formerly extracted §7h per
month for a four-room apartment,
are now glad to find tenants who
will puy from $55 to $60 per month
for the samc apartment.

Seed Loan Office Grants
Funds for Pastures

Five hundred and fifty thousand
dollars of the unexpended balance of
the $6,000,000 appropriated hy Con-
gress last March for loans through
the farmers’ seed loan office of the
U. 8. Department of Agriculture to
reliave distress in 15 States from
atorms, floods, and drought in 1930,
has been allotted to farmers serious-
ly affected hy the summer's drought
in Alabama, Oklahoma, Virginia, and
Missouri, for the purchase of seed
and fertilizer for fall and winter
pastures.

Applications for these loans must
be backed by the farmer's promissory
note and a mortgage on his crops,
and must be approved by a county
committee before they can bhe ac-
cepted in Wasiington, according to
G. L. Hoffman, who is in charge of
the Federal Seed Loan Office. Loans
can not be mnde for crops to be
harvested in 1931, he says.

Approximately 2,000 applications
for loans have been recetved to date,
and Mr. Hoffman expects as many
more by October 15, the final day for
accepting applications.  Of these
1,732 have heen approved as fol-
lows: Alabama, $8,546.00 on 180
Joans; Oklahoma, $27.853.45 on 8§68
loans: Virginia, $24,8990.00 on 368
loans; and Missouri, $16,460.25 on
325 loans.

An unfavorable wind drove the
tear gas back into the faces of the
guardsmen and as the crowd con-
tinue to advance the troops formed
a line and advanced with drawn bay-
onets. .

Dynamite in South Africa

REMIER HERZOG of the union of South Africa is now in London,

atrending the Imperial Conference at which the British imperialism is
trying to salvage itsclf from the impending collapse, both political and
economic. Mr. Herzog has thrown a bombshell in the camps of Im-
petialists in Great Britain by declaring that he will press for a clear and
statutory right of any dominion to secede from the so-called British Com-
monwealth of Nations. We can well understand if Mr. Herzog is noe
very enthusiastic about the British cnd of this Commonwealth for he is
not British.

Even though it is truc that the Imperial Confcrence of 1926 has
given an implied right of sccession the foxy British statcsmen are all con-
sternation when it comes to acknowledge it in so many words and openly
British diplomacy does not work that way.

The British imperialists look at Herzog with great bitterness. They
are talking rather openly, throwing hints freely that in the cvent the
foolhardy Boer Icader presses for the right of secession (if it were granted
the imperialists fcar that South Africa would soon secedc) they will use
political sabotage by urging the South African Negroes and cven helping
them to revolt against the Boers, Such a course of action will not be
surptising. It might enable the imperialists both in Great Britain and
South Africa to reconquer South Africa for the “glory of the Crown."

But the threat scems to be fantastic. It is a mere bluff, just trying
to scare off Herzog from pressing too far his claim., It is a bluff be-
cause, first, South Africa is nor alone in demanding the right to secede:
she is supported by Ireland and the dark shadow of India is stretching in
the background ominously for sccession. And secondly, because the native
Africans are widc-awake, and if once given real opportunity to strike against
the Boers in South Africa they will make the life of a Britisher very
unprofitable indeed. The only resule will be that the British imperialists
will through sheer envy oust the Bocrs if they cannot have a substantial
share of the tich spoils of South Africa.

The situation is very dclicate and very interesting from the stand-
point of the African Negro. The members of the Universal Negro Im-
provement Association should watch it carcfully.

“High Standard of Living”

African Railways
Editor, The Negro World:

If we should compare the mile-
ages by rail in Great Britain and
Ireland with that of the British pos-
session in South Africa, one would
be amazed to see the vast difference
between the two countries,

South Africa is more than six and
a half times the size of Great Britaln
and Ireland, the Union railways have
played an important part in the ad-
vancement of the African continent.
Steel roads are spread over the
land opening up attractive agricul-
tural, industrial and mineral areas,
making an open book of this do-
minlon of scenic wealth, romantic
past, progressive present and future
aglow with promise.

A passenger train leaving Cape-
town for Johannesburg covers a dis-
tance of 936 miles, while the distance
between London and Southhampton
(to the same scale) measures only
79 miles; from Victoria Fall to Cape-
town gives us a distance of 1642
miles, while the distance between
York and London {s 189 miles; the
distance from Bukama to Walvis is
3233 miles compared with 156 miles
from Belfast to Liverpool; Bulawayo
to Durban has a distance of 1173
miles while the distance between
Edinburgh and Aberdeen, (to the
same scale) is only 119 miles.

ESCAPING CHRISTIANITY

An Assoclated Press dispatch com-
ing from Istamboul, Turkey, says:
“An American Moslem Negro who
wanted to lead his people into a
eolor line, is stranded and hunting
promised land of free farms and not
for a job in jobless lstamboul.”

The dispatch further says that
Mchmed AN Bey, a gray-haired Ne-
gro, who embraced Mohammedanism
several years ago, came from De-
troit with pine other Moslem Ne-
groes to try and obtain Turkish cit-
izenship and free farma for 85 other
Negro families who, he claims, are
waiting in Detroit to follow him. He
states that 20,000 Negroes in Ameri-
ca embraced Islamism to escape
“mental slavery” because that reli-
glon is devold of the color prejudice
which still obtains among many ad-
herents of Christianity.

Mehmed All Bey's solution for the
race problem in the United States
is for the Negroes to adopt Islamism
en masse and migrate to some sparse-
ly-populated Islamic land.

That the adventurous Negroes are
stranded and out of work in Istam-
boul is not uncommon. Had the same
group remained in America they
might have been in the same predic-
ament just as are the thousands who
remained here.

It is significant, however, that ra-
cial prejudice among Christians in
America is 80 deep rooted that so
large a number of Negroes would re-
nounce the faith and embrace Islam-
ism to escape Christian evils. It is
doubly so when Christian religion has
held such a strangle hold on emo-
tional members of the race.

‘Thus the color line 1o America has
grown 8o vast as to rob 20,000 Ne-
groes of thelr bellef in Jesus Christ,
and forces them to resort to the Mos-
lem faith to escape the evil influence
of the so-called Christian.
