Niagara Rock Slide
Weighed 75,000 Tons

NIAGARA FALLS, N. Y.—The
huge section of the brink of the
American {falls which broke off and
fell into the river at the base of Ni-
aEﬁa. Falls last Saturday mnight
weighed about 75,000 tons, Francis
Seyfried, superintendent of the New
York State Reservation, sald today.
Engineers of the Reservation Com-
mission supmitted a report to Mr.
Seyfried, in which they estimated that
the break in the edge of the cata-
ract, between Prospect Point and Lu-
na Island, extended for 290 feet along
the crest of the cataract and extend-
ed back from the edge in a V-shape,
with a depth of sixty-five fect at the
apex, the furthest point up-river.
They estimated that approximately
10,000 cubic feet of hard limestone
surface rock slipped over the edge
of the cataract. This, they said,
equaled about one-third of the total
amount which had fallen in the past
eighty-nine years.

NEGRO CANDIDATE
FOR STATE SENATE
LOSES BY 31 VOTES

DETROIT, Mich.—In the recent
special election set by Gov. Green of
this state, to fill a vacancy in the
state senate from the 2nd district
which comprises a number of wards
in this city, Cecil L. Rowelette, col-
ored candidate, was defeated by just
thirtyone votes ., The sad part of the
story is that Rowelette's defeat was
at the hands of his own people. With
some twenty white candidates in the
field, it was generally conceded tnat
the Negroes had the best chance of
electing one of their own group.

Five race men started out in the
short campaign, but through a gen-
tlemen’'s egreement, two of them re-
canted. The two who remained be-
sides Rowelette, the people's chcice,
in the race, both of whom it was said
were not qualified to fill the position,
one received forty-seven votes while
the other got fifty-one votes; totalung
ninety-eight votes which would have
been enough to put Rowelette out in
front. A recount, however, is going
to be demanded and there is yet a
possibility of Rowelette receiving the
nomination. With the spring election
fast advancing, therve is already some
talk of running Rowelette again for
judge.

Competitors Fall Down on “Reminis-
cent” and “Idiosyncrasy”

TRENTON, N. J.—Elizaheth G.
Wright, thirteen, of Allentown,
couldn’t spell “reminiscent” and Al-
lan A. Roslof, fiftcen, of Freehold,
couldn't spell “idiosyncrasy” and as a
result Joseph C. Staton, scventeen,
Negro boy of Vineland, is the cham-
pion speller of the New Jersey
Granges.

TRENTON, N. J.—The morality
act of 1798, which arises now and
then to plague citizens of this State,
enabled seven of them to win appeals
from police court convictions in the
Supreme Court here today.

Six men who had been fined $25
in the Orange pglice court for opera-
ating a miniature golf course on Sun-
day without a license, won the first
case. The court held that such busi-
ness, whether licensed or not, was
forhidden by the old morality law and
they could not be fined for violating
the license law when they were real-
ly violating the older law.

In the other case, the conviction of
Frank Buren of Wildwood was set
aside because he had been prosecuted
on Sunday for violation of two city
ordinances. The court held a war-
rant could not be served on the Sab-
bath.

PALE AND DARK

The Dominion Premiers witnessed
the opening of the Indian Conference
yesterday, and Mr, Jinnah, one of
the Moslem leaders, turned dramatic-
ally towards them and said: “1 am
glad you are here to witness the birth
of a seclf-governing Dominion, which
will be ready to march along with
you within the British Common-
wealth.”

We wonder what thoughts were
passing through the minds of Mr.
Bennett, the Canadian Prime Minis-
ter, and General Hertzog, the South
African? We wonder, too, what Mr.
Jinnah rewlly thinks about the fu-
ture relationship between India and
the British Dominions? .

The problem of India itself is dif-
ficult enough; but the problem of a
free self-governing Indian Dominion
within the British Commonwealtl of
Nations is more diflicult still, The
Dominions enjoy equal status the one
with the other; the citizens of cach
Dominion are citizens of the Empire
as a whole, and they are morally en-
titled to claim equality of status-and
cquality of treatment. But the
equality of the pale faces and the
dark faces is not admitted in Can-
ada, or in South Africa, or in Aus-
tralia.

Almost at the very moment of the
opening of the Indian Conference, Sir
Flazl-I-Husain, a member of the Kx-
ecutive Council of the Punjab. made
an important statement regarding
the position of Indians in Africa, He
expressed astonishment and horror at
the tenor of speeches recently made
in London and South Africa, and sald
that he was reluctant to believe that
“the great Dominions would sanction
what seems a <erious departure trom
the principles of British justice and
fair play.” The blunt truth is that
neither in South Africa nor in Canada
nor Australia will the free immigra-
tion of indians be permitted; nor do
we believe that Indians will be grant-
ed equal rights with the white popu-
lation ‘4 these Dominions. The “Col-
our Bar” exists and will be mainiain-
ed. Indeed, even the British policy
towards the natives in the African
Colonies is causing offence. General
Hertzog’s Government find them-
selves embarrassed by the pro-native
attitude -of the British Cologial Of-
fice.

We have no doubt at all that the
status and position of Indians con-
stitutes one of the most difficult prob-
lems that the British Empire has to
face. India, a self-governing Doinin-
ion of egual status with Canada.
Australia, and South Africa, and yet
Canada, Australia, and South Atrica
denying egualily of slulus wilh Lhe
citizens of India—a grave difticulty
surely ?

Probably there was never & time
since man began to think, when the
problem of life for the individual. for
society, for the state, for the future
of humanity, d more trem
dous than they appear in recent
years, as we take a long look ahend
into the mew times. There is seeth-
ing unrest; there is serious doubt
of the sanction of religion; there is
a sense of approaching change; there
is a suspicion that premises and foun-
dations once unquestioned are now
peing undermined; there is challeng-
ing of existing institutions——social,
economical, ecclesiastical. The cur-
rent state of affairs materially, mor-
ally and spiritually, are far from be-
ing satisfactory. The current forms
of religion count millions of votaries.
How firm & grip hdve they upon
men's hearts and consciences? Do
they succeed in giving weary man-
kind rest, comfort and inspiration?
How far do they content and satis-
fy human minds? How strong a lev-
erage do they offer for ethical and
social uplifting? Is conventional
Christianity proving inadequate to
new nceds, inteilectual and humani-
tarian? Or rather, is man about
to take a new grip upon tae sub-
stance of religion? Is he dissatistied
with the husks, because a uew ap-
petite for reality is now possessing
him? These are transcendentiy im-
portant questions, and should be
cavefully answered.

In my humble opinion, there can be
genuine political, social or economical
structure that does not rest on a sub-
stantial religious tfoundation upon a
score of puzzling problems—about the
suffrage, about the treatment of the
colored race, about rights and liber-
ties, about labor unions, about edu-
cation, about prison and crime, about
temperance and the home—we shall
not only be likely to build after more
enduring and permanent plans for
having a foothold upon the far-reach-
ing lines of a religious foundation,
ut whet is even more important, we
shall 1O sure to come to every one of
these firactical problems with a cer-

tain temper and attitude that we
could not bring to them without true
religion. What the world lacks la-
mentably today is certainly not more
money, but more of the vital prin-
ciples of love and altruism.

Surel” no man understands any
subject of human interest and im-
portance unless he knows all its sides
and aspects. He cannot be a good
engineer without knowing the pos-
sibilities of mischief and destruction
that lies in his engine and in the
force of steam. He cannot be a good
pilot and know nothing of the reefs
at the entrance to the harbor. As
the old proverb says: “Everything
has two handles.” How can I be sure
that I hold this thing by the right
bhandle until I have taken pains to
see what the other handle will do?
How can a man be permanently hap-
py ©o long as there remains a sup-
pose skeleton in any dark closet in
the housc of his thoughts? What is
right? What is true? What view
takes in all the facts? These are
the questions of the lover of truth.
Human action need not be any less
earnest, humane, and eflicient after
once we have shaped our courses by
asking these (uestions.

Civilization is man’s adaptation of
all sorts of material and outward
means to express and to develop large
and joyous character for the individ-
ual and for society. The problems of
the modern world, the distribution,
use and enjoyment of wealth, the
functions of government, the pos-
sibilities of a true denlocracy; all find
solutioa in the ideal conception of
the life of man, possessed with the
divine goodwill. There is a natural
harmony which ought to prevail be-
tween the outward organization and
the inner life. Each new experience
of the good life, each new venture,
trusting its principles, is new testi-
mony to the divine philosophy, with-
out which such life could have no
lasting inspivation. Never did the
world call more loudly than today
both for the life and thought that fits
and begets this life.

Race Prejudice Growing
In Central America

Latin States Ruled by United States
Capital; Central American Negro
Not United.

1 take great pleasure in contribut-
ing this article to The Negro World
which is undoubtedly the greatest
Nogro newspaper in the world and
the only paper that seeks to defend
the rights of suffering people any-
where, Generally speaking little is
known of Central America in world
affairs and still less is known about
the Central American Negro.

Origin of Centrul American Negro

The civilized world at large regards
the Central American as a Spanish-
Indian or at least an Indian. This is
becausc of the heavy Indian popula-
tion that these countries possess. Yet
there are many thousands of Negroes
or persons of color in all these lands.
Negro blood permeates the veins of
the half Spanish aristocrats as wel!
as the peons. The Negro came to these
countries by two different routes: in
the early colonial days of the Span-
iards, Negroes were brought to the
Pacific side of Central America via
Cape Horn, leaving their generations
on the western coast of South and
Central America to this day. The sec-
ond route was largely from the West
Indies, especially Jamaica. Thousands
of Negroes found refuge in Central
America from their British slave
owners. Central America played a
similar part as did¢ Canada during
the slavery question in the United
States. The Negroes of Central Amer.
ica are direct descendants of the West
Indian and African Negroes, hence
their racial affinity,

Peculiarities of Central American

Negro

Of all the Negroes of the world {
dare say none are more peculiar than
the Central American Negro. He does
not like to be told that he is a Negro
or that h» is colored. This is probabl,
due to the following reasons: as slaves
his ancestors found freedon: in these
countries. The early Spauish colo-
nials married Negroes, 30 did the In-
dians, Absclutely no prejudices wer:
shown to them, hence they forgo*
that they were of a different race.
Then even today the mestizo and Ne-
groes outnumber the pure whites tn
these eountries, so every now and then
a Negro is given a prominent posi-
tion hy whites, chiefly Americans
working in these lands, and the Ne-
gro. because of hiz mir>d blood and
kis position does not like to he known
as a man of color. This one factor
bas done more harm to the Negroes
in thig seclion of the world than the
hatred of the whites.

Central American Negro Contrasted
With North American Negro

After iiving for ecight years in the
United States, T feel that 1 arm 2ble,
in snme degree, to write mir opinion
as to the differeuces between the
Central  American Negro and  the
North American Negro.

On the olher hand the
Central American Negro iz not unit-
ed and he ig inclined to despise his
own cologr. The Negro of North Amer-
ica is more profound, the Central
American Negro ix skeptical and ot
a nervous disposition. A combination
of the two hranches of Negroes will
help the cause of the U. N. I. A, and
the race.

Race DPrejudice on Increase

Since my return to my native land,
I have noticed a great increase in
race prejudice towards Negroes in
Nicaragua and Central America in
general, Numbers of people have told
me that T am right when I say that
1 find prejudice as great here in Blue-
fields as I find in some Southern
states of the United States. The rea-
son for this spread of racc hatred iz
due to the large nurbers of Ameri-
can whites that have cmigrated o
these shores. They have succeeded in
spreading their vicious propaganda of
race hatred among the Spanish In-
dians who govern these lands. The
Spanish Tadian now begins to hute
their blood brothers, hecause, az |
said hefore, many of ihe prominent
families in these countries have No
gro blood in their veins. The strange
ohnase of this question is that the
American whites also hate the Span-
ish Tndian, but because the politics ia
under control of these Spanish In-
dians, the white Americans mingle
socially and politically with them and
scorn the Negroy element.

To Pucrto Cabezas, Nica-
vagtia, goes the award of 1030 for
having the first “Jim Crow" section
of a city in Nicaragua. One seclion o
this town is divided into what is cail-
ed the zone, set apart strictly for
white people and no Negroes are al-
towed to live there.

Murcus Garvey One of the Great

Men of the Century

On Oclober last it was cight years,
since I heard the Hon, Mavcus Gar-
vey, in a most thrilling address de-
livered at the opening of the North
Carolina State Colored ¥air, at Ra
leigh, N. C. I also had the pleasure
of hearing him in Winslon-Salem, N.
C., in September, 1924, Hon. Marcus
Garvey cun be listed as one of the
greatest figures of the century. As
an orator I place him at the peak,
and 1 have listed Borah, Wilson,
Coolidge, Roscoe Conklin Simmons
Mordecai Johnson and DuBois, and 1
consider Garvey the most sublime. In
my estimation Garveyism is the only
way for an independent Negro nation,
that can command the respect of the
world and compe! redress for cvila
¢ane to the Negro race.

After listening to Garvey twice, and
to see all the vissicitudes through
which he passed, T am convinced that
he is n sincere man, hut he has had
around him certain Individuals who
were unscrnpulous and selfish and
consequently this has retarded the
program of progress as outlined by
Garvey. In my humble opinion Gar-
vey should have taken this step ten
years ago! [eek out a way to have
allied himself with some Negro re-
ptiblic, for example Liberia, Abys-
stnia or Haiti, lay his plans before
them, and then petition the League
»f Nations to have all Negroes in th
world, who are desirous to becoms
citizens of this republic, given suel
a privilege from their respeclive gov
ernments. If this had been done, de
gpite all the difficulties, the positio
of Lthe Negro in the world would hav
heen greatly advanced. Tt is not ye
too late and if Negroes are ambitiou:
and desire te hecome independen:
they should seriously consider to d-
all in their power to make the pledzes
of the August Convention of 1929 a
suceess,

Bond's letter addressed to Senator
Caraway is as follows:

“Dear Sir: 1 am Scott Bond of!
Madison, Ark,, a Republican. 1 did
not vote for you, but when you took
your oath of office you pronised:
to take care of all the people in|
Arkansas in any way that you could.
“Now, Mr. Caraway, | trust that
you will make a brief survey of the
State of Avkansas and see the con-
dition of the needy people and starv-
ing stock. I am sure that you would
not rest until something is done to
help us in some way.

“l am sure, Mr, Caraway, that you
would not sufter the Congress of the
United States and others to send aid
to other countries and we, the tax-
payers, starve,

“When 1 was able I would aid sut-
fering humanity in cvery way possi-
ble. I would send hundreds of dol-
lars to the Red Cross and 1 bought
$12,000 Liberty bonds; however, since
that time I have been forced into
bankruptey.

“I am an old ex-slave, Mr. Cuara-
way, 78 years old. Please let me hear
from you ut as early date as possible
as to whether we are to expect aid,”

Warns Against Quacks

Speaking under the auspices of the
New York Tuberculosis and Health
Association and its Harlem branch,
over Station WNYC last Wednesday,
January 28th, Dr. A. I, Blan, prom-
inent in Harlem as a Health Officer
of the Harlem Health Center, dis-
cussed “Medical Quackery”" as part
of the campaign against quackery
which is being waged by the Coop-
eratling Conunittees on Health Edu-
cation, of the Health Center,
Pointing out that many people dis-
appointed in the pursuit of health,
turned to the mystic and the occult
in an attempt to have the superna-
tural effect what the scientific had
failed to do, Dr. Blau warned such
seekers aguinst so uncivilized a prac-
tice. That it is unavailing, for one
thing, and that, morecover, it lays
one open to the unscrupulous wiles
of dishonest persons, were two points
brought out by the Doctor in his
talk. The arguments of such peo-
ple, who ouly seek to commercialize
for their own gain the credulity of
those ready to helicve them, often
sound most convincing, admitted Dr.
Blau.  These quacks speak in such
glowing terms of the virtues of the
preparation they are trying to sell,
and assure one so heartily that it wil)
cure “anything from a spoiled stom-
ach to fallen arches” that many peo-
ple are successtully misled.

Dr. Blau also scored, among the
quacks, the so-called Spiritualists who
pretend to he able Lo make the blind
sce, the paralytic walk, and the love-
lorn successtul in love. The Herb
Doctor is also to be avoided for the
same reasons, said Dr. Blau, as wel
as the inexpert advice of the Drug-
gist who attempts to diagnose ill-
ness withott having the faintest no-
tion of what is the real cause of the
trotible.

The only way to treat an illness,
said Dr, Blau, is not through magic,
but through expert medical care and
common sense. Go to your family
physician and let him diagnose your
trouble, as soon as you arc aware of
any physical disability. He can then
prescribe treatment, not only for the
patient himself, but can also often
save members of his family from fall-
ing victims to the sume disecase, it
it is 1 contagious one. For those who
are unable to pry therc are hospitlals,
¢linics and similar instilutions, which
will be happy to serve him without
cost. In this way, concluded Dr.
Blau, does onc not only sufeguard
his own health, but that of the com-
munity as well,

The typhoid germs can be carried
around by otherwise healthy individ-
uals thus affecting other persons who
happen to come ’‘into close contact
with them. These carriers may have
had the disease as far back as twenty
years. The bacilli are eliminated by
way of the stools. Somehow muny of
them arc known to the wakeful -ag

thorvities. In the City of N, Y. the
number is over two hundred. These
unfortunates are keenly watched and
are not permitted to carry on busi-
ness with the public in general, as
anyone of them may start an epidemic
running into several hundred cases.

The fever is of long duration and
it taxes the constitution of the in-
dividual, At first there is a general
run down feeling, so that the inclina-
tion to carry on the usual work is
lessened, The effect of the discuse is
mostly felt at night. At the height of
the fever the thermometer is liable
to register 104 degrees. During the
hours of darkness careful wateh is
necessary as the patient may be so
upset as to leave the bed and wander
around. Some have tyjken their lives
by leaping out of windows, The ma-
jarity of the afflicted are able to give
an carly history of nosc bleed. From
the fact that coughing, to a large
extent, is usually present at the be-
ginning of the troubie, one is apt to

put off the calling of competent as.
sistance, thinking that the case might
be one of an ordinary common cold,

The seriousness of typhoid fever
cannot be too largely impressed on
the minds of a community in which
the illness usually prevails, The dis-
ease is likely to run for fully six
weeks and end in perfect recovery.
The maost critical period, however, is

1ing the second week and especially

towards the close of it. As we related
last weclk the intestinal tract has to
meet the fuil force ‘of the infection.
Bleeding might be so severe anywhere
along the gut thit death might occur
at this time. Aeccompanying the hem-
orrage there mizht be a perforation of
the tissue, and if surgical skill is not
available there is bardly any chance
of saving life.

It might no doubt, be a fine thing

to go bragging for not seeing a doc-
tor in 30 many ycars, The writer was
also a great braggart, yet going
arouwnd with mainria for fully twelve
months and knew it not. Typhold, as
we have seen, is not so generous to
wait such a long time before reveals
ing its venom. During an epidemie,
or auy time tor that matter, at the
onset of chills, fever and abdominal
pains, sec n doctor,
Typhoid fever, in a measure, can
he prevented hy means of vaccinae
tion. Those who have tried the experi-
ment arve said to be able to throw
off the infection readily. The germs
might be carried by oysters, greem
uncovked vegetables, besides those
we have already mentioned. Careful
preparations are necessary before
such articles are consumed. The urine
and stools of carriers and those who
have contracted the discase should
be disinfected. The dishes should be
boiled before leaving the patient's
room. The bed and hody linen should
be placed in a separate bag with ine
dications that they were used by a.
typhoid subjeet, so that they might:
he boiled separately. After recovery'
the room should be thoroughly disine’
fected,

Young Negroes are not called freely
into conference with their elders upon
matters of vital importance. They
are not listened to seriously and do
not learn the point of view and the
experience of their elders, They are
still met by harsh command, rather
than by argument and explanation.

Student Government — What docs
opportunity for such government
mean to the students of other races?
If high values is placed thercon for
them why is it not of the same in-
trinsic worth to the Negro youth
whose every opportunity has in a
sense, been circumscribed. Isn't stu-
dent government intended most of all
to teach upstanding manhood and
womanhood, dependability, reliability
and unquestioned discipline for hoth
the governor and the governed; the
respect for law and order, the up-
hoiding of authority? Then why not
allow the Negro students the oppor-
tunity to dcquire these characteris-
tics? Place authority in his hands
and test his ability to govern both
himself and others rather than the
arrogant reaching of conclusions by
those in authority, that the ability
thus to do is not there.

The Negro child has the jnalien-
able right to free thought, privilege,
action; parents of today, think in
these terms and mold the offspring’s
life thus before and after bhirth; in-

Negro Should Learn
Own History First

His K.ducation Practically Useless To
Him, For Taught From
White Viewpoint

(Conlinued from Page One)
ing that an additional course on the

Negro should be given there, called
upon a Negro Doctor of Philosophy of
the faculty to offer such work. He
promptly informed the officer that
he knew nothing about the Negro.
He did not go to school to waste his
time that way. He went to be edu-
cated.

“Last year at the Hampton Insti-
tute Summer School, a white instruc-
tor gave a course on the Negro, us-
ing for his text a work of Jerome
Dowd who teaches that whites are
superior to the blacks. When asked
by one of the students why he used
such a textbook the instructor replied
that he wanted them to get Dowd’s
point of view. If schools for Negroes
are places where they are convinced
of their inferiority how can the race
escape from its tormenters and rise
to recognition and usefulness?

“As another has well said, to handi-
cap a student by teaching him that
hig black face is & curse and that
his struggle to change his condition is
hopeless is the worst sort of lynch-
ing. It Kills onc's aspirations and
dooms him to vagabondage and crime.
All friends of the truth, all lovers of
freedom should rise up against the
present propoganda in the schools and
crush it. This crusade is much more
important than the anti-lynching
movement, because there would be
no lynching if it did not start in the
schoolroom. Why not exploit, en-
slave, or exterminate a class that
everybody is taught to regard as an
inferior being?

“The points of attack,” says Dr.
Woodson, “may be easily discovered.
In the schools of business administra-
tion Negroes. are trained exclusively
in the psychology of Wall street and
are, therefore, made to despise the
opportunities to run ice -vagons, push
banana carts, and sell peanuts among
their own people. Foreigners, who
have not studied these things but
have studied Negroes, take up this
business and grow rich.

“In schools of ‘journalism Negroes
are being taught how to edit such
metropolitan dailies as the “Chicago
Tribune” and the “New York Times"”
which would hardly hire a Negro as
a janitor; and when such graduates
come to the Negro weeklies for em-
ployment they are not prepared to
function in such establishments, which
to be successful must be built upon
accurate knowledge of the psychology
and philosophy of the Negro. In oth-
er words, the Innger Negroes attend
the present day schools the worse off
they are. Unless their educational
system is so changed as to educate
them from within rather than tack
on to them something from without
their case is hopeless.

“During Negro History Week,
then,” says Dr. Woodson, “we should
emphasize the importance of the re-
construction of the curricula. Both
Negroes and whites should be taught
the eternal truth of the equality of
man. Negro students especially
should be taught about the rock from
which they were hewn and the status
of the people among whom they must
live and move. The so-called intelli-
gent class cannot rise any higher than
those far down. The teamsters and
hod-carriers will get their rights at
the same time that the professional
men get theirs.

“In the schools there should be
not only courses in Negro History but
also in the literature, art, psychology,
and philosophy of the race. Because
these things have been neglected our
“most learned” Negroes -annot re-
cite an African folk-tale, have never
heard of the works of Es-Sadi, and
know very little about the rising Ne-
gro writers of today. Negroes of
this type, then, do not cooperate with
the churches; they avoid welfare or-
ganizations; and they seldom partici-
pate in Negro enterprises, In fact,
they give back practically nothing to
the people upon whom they live as
leeches.”

Stalin to Reorganize Rails

MOSCOW.—Seriousness of the So-
viet Unicn's Railway problem was
emphasized today with an appeal by
Joscph Stalin to the Communist Par-
ty and trade unions to help work out
the dilemma, and a government or-
der to effect reorganization of the
railways not later than Feb, 20,

Stalin's appeal declares: “Notwith-
standing our many valuable achieve-
ments the work of our transport is
lagging behind the tempo and prog-
ress of other lines and branches of
industry to such an extent that seri-
ous difficulties are presented.”

The appeal calls for raising of the
wages of railway men, better food and
clothing and other necessities for
them and for the construction dur-
ing the present fiscal year of 1,028
locomotives, against 612 in 1929, and
60,000 freight cars, against 17,000 in
1929,

Bishop for Birth Control

LONDON.—Birth control is more a
matler of health than of consclence
——a medical not a religious ques-
tion—in the view of the Bishop of
Sheffield, Dr. Burrows, expressed at
the Sheffield Diocesan Conference to-
day on the findings of the Lambeth
Conferencs,

“The sanctity and intimacy of mar-
ricd life are matters for the individ-
ual,” he sald. *"The Bishops were
bound to face the issue and they de-
cided courageously and wisely, None
could claim them as sanctioning any
but the most definite and clear-cut
moral actions, In the matter of con-
ception control, as in all else, Chris-

tians should be guided only by Chris-
tian psnciples.” _

Found on Bank of Nile

CAIRO.—Relics of prehistoric times
have just been discovered at El Me-
adi, a suburb of Cairo.

Excavating on the eastern bank of
the Nile, Professor Mustapha Amer
of the Egyptian University discovered
several tombs containing a large nume
ber of stone and flint implements
and vases,

Archaeologists attach great im-
portance to this find because it is held
to prove that there was another town
before the reign of King Mena, and
prior to the foundation of the city
of Memphis, which was considered the
most ancient city the world.

Professor Amer excavated last year
on the site of Memphis on the west-
ern bank of the Nile, where he ex-
pected to find traces of an earlier
city over which Memphis was built,
but he was unsuccessful and there-
fore decided to dig this season at El
Meadi, opposite Memphis, and in a
period of six weeks has succeeded in
discovering these tombs and prehis-
toric implements, which prove that
this middle area between upper and
lower Egypt was inhabited in prehis-
toric days.

78 Turk Rebels Guilty

Sentences for Menimenites Kange
From Hanging to Long Terms

ISTANBUL, Jan. 29.—Sentences
ranging from death on the gallows to
long prison terms wele imposed to-
day by a court-martial on seventy-
eight persons arrested in connection
with a revolt at Menimen in Decem-
ber.

Twenty-seven, including five wom-
en, were acquitted and the court
withheld the number sentenced to be
hanged until Monday when Parlia-
ment will be asked to ratify the death
sentences. The hangings, if the sen-
tences are upheld, will take place at
Menimen the next day.

Diet in Poland Votes
To Lift Ban on Jews

WARSAW.—The Lower House of
the Polish Diet toduy passed by an
overwhelming majority a measure to
abolish restrictions against Jews that
have remained a legacy of Russian
domination.

Under the restrictions Jews were
prohibited from owning land in cer-
tain districts and from becoming
heads of rural communities, Affi-
davits and other legal documents
written in Yiddish were illegal.

The bill now goes to the Senate,
where it is believed sure of passage.

Australian Cabinet Split

Fenton Resigns When Caucus Votes
to Reinstate E. G. Theodore,

CANBERRA.—Australia’s financial
problems have been rendered more
acute by the injection of personali-
ties. The decision of the Labor party
caucus to reinstate E. G. Theodore in
the Cabinet as federal Treasurer led
to the resignation of J. E. Fenton,
Minister of Trade, who was Acting
Prime Minister during J. H. Scullin’s
absence at the imperial conference.
This Cabinet conflict is expected to
weaken Premier Scullin’s position and
impair the structure of the Australi-
an Labor Party.

Foreign News Briefs

Bullet in Head 15 Years;
Cuban Sneezes It Qut

HAVANA.—Arturo Rente, a friend
of General Menocal, today spat out
a bullet that had lodged in his head
for fifteen years,

Shot by & political enemy in Ca-
maguey Province in the political
struggies between the Liberals and
Conservatives in 1916, Rente was de-
clared in danger of death. Several
efforts to remove the bullet from the
roof of his mouth failed, and expert
surgeons gave him only a few months
to live, with the pleasant alternative
of becoming an idiot or a paralytic.

Today as Rente was drinking cof-
fee in a cafe he was seized with a
fit of snecezing, and the bullet, worn
and polished, dropped from his
mouth,
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Majority of Working
Comniittee Rejects
MacDonald’s Offer

ALLAHABAD, India, Jan. 29—
Members of the working committee
of the All-Indin National Congress,
sponsors for the campaign of civil
disobedience, revealed at an informal
meeting today that they were virtu-
ally opposed to British offers of a re-
vised constitutional status for India.

This revised status was evolved
substantially at the late London
round table conference and was put
into words at the close by Prime
Minister MacDonald, who offered
India an eventual dominion status
qualified with reservations to the
British crown of authority in foreign
relations, finances and defense.

Mahatma Gandhi, leader of the
Nationalist forces, who came here
yesterday from Bombay, played a
leading role in today's meeting of
the working committeemen, not all
of" whom have arrived here yet.
Their informal decision may post-
pone peace in India indefinitely.

Mujority Oppose Peace Offer

Some of the more moderate mem-
bers of the working committee fa-
vored the suspension of the present
Congress activities—that is to say,
the civil disobedience campaign—so
ag to leave the way open for further
negotiations with London., But the
majority appeared to feel that the
Premier’'s offer should be rejected
summarily,

These insist that the projected new
legislature must control all military
expenditures and the country’s fiscal
policy as respects currency and ex-
change and that unless an impartial
tribunal adjudges a particular debt
as one raised to meet the. national
needs such a debt should be repudi-
ated.

Radical members, including Gandhi
himself, argue that the legislature
must have absolute control of re-
cruiting employees for all branches
of the Indian Government service,

ious ecstasy, prostrated themselves
defore the mystical leader in adora-
tion and worshipped him as if he
were a god.
Will Be Back in Prison.

POONA, India.—Before he left the
prison the bent little Nationalist
leader sturtled officials with these
words:

“I expect to be back home within
two ‘months. I am not at all happy
of the thought of entering again the
whirlpool of life in the outside world,
with its strife, suffering, sorrow and
sordidness. I cannot bear the thought
of enjoying my individual liberty
while tens of thousands of my broth-
ers and sisters remain-in jail.”

The Viceroy's release of Gandhi
and members of the working commit-
tee of the All-India National Congress
was unconditional, but it did not ap-
ply to thousands of minor political
prisoners.

Thus Gandhi's statemerit was taken
to indicate that he intends to use
the British failure to release all po-
litical prisoners as a weapon against
the Ramsay MacDonald Governient
in the approaching peace conversa-
tions. If they are not freed, so prison
officials inferred, the leader will cause
his own arrest again.

Calcutta Mayor Sentenced

CALCUTTA, India, Jan. 27.-—J.
Chandra Bose, Mayor of Calcutta, to-
day was sentenced to six months' im-«
prisonment at hard labor for partici-
pating yesterday in a parade cele-
brating the Nationalist declaration of
independence, The charge was riot-
ing and unlawful assembly. The
Mayor had been out of jail less than
twenty-four hours following a prev-
ious sentence for a similar offense,

MacDonald Policy Upheld
LONDON, Jan. 27.—J. Ramsay
MacDonald’s Labor Government to-
day rode on the crest of a wave which
has carried it to three major tri-
umphs in foreign and imperial policy.

Added to the prestige gained in the
naval conference and by the Snowden
victories at’ The Hague reparations
conference was an almost unanimous
acceptance by Parllament of results
of the Indian round table conference.

There was indication as the Indian
debate in the Commons ceased that
the Government, facing the most cri-
tical test of its career tomorrow in
a vote of the trades dispute bill,
wonld emerge victor by a few votes
and ‘insure its continuance in office
for some time longer.

It remained for Stanley Baldwin,
chief Opposition leader, and Sir John
Simon, one of the Liberal leaders,
both' of whom tomorrow will be out
after Mr, MacDonald's political scalp,
to crown the Labor Prime Minister's
round table conference work as a
far-reaching success. Mr. Baldwin
particularly was cheered by Conser-
vatives, Liberals and Laborites alike.
