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Negro Emigration From,
The South Is Best

It Is In the Interest of All,- Whites,
Negroes and the United States

ATLANTA, Ga. — Dr. Thornwell
Jacobs, president of Oglethorpe Uni-
versity, in a recent article on “Our
Negro Emigrants” says: “l believe
that the very best thing that could
happen to the South today is for the
emigration of Negroes to continue
and increase.

“It is the best for all parties con-
cerned. It is particuarly best for the
Negro and secondarily best for the
white man but most of all it.is best
for the United States of America.

“How true this is one can easily
see by imagining an even distribution
of Negroes over the 48 states of the
Union. This would mean about one
Negro to every ten white persons. It
would automatically and permanently
end the race problem. It woulq as-
sure the Negroes far better treat-
ment than they can ever possibly get
where they are massed together .dn
large numbers. It would eliminate
forever from American politics that
vexed question which has so long dis-
turbed the nation. It would perma-
nently emancipate the minds of
southern politicians.

“Recently the Census Bureau an-
nounced that the white population of
Georgia actually increased 147,860,
but that the Negro population of
Georgia decreased 135,240 and a nums-
ber of southern papers are of the
opinion that the Negroes acted un-
wisely in leaving Georgia, ‘that they
would have bettered themselves by
staying and that their remaining in
this state is most highly desirable.

“Pergonally, I do not think so. 1
think, to begin with, that if I were
a Negro, that is to say, a young Ne-
gro under 50 years of age, I would
certainly leave the South just as
quickly as possible, If I wanted a
climate like that of the South I would
go to Southern California. If I did
not object to colder climates I would
go North and West.

“My reasons for this are the same
as those that have moved many thou.
sands of Negroes in that direction
during the last decade, namely, that
the presence of such a large number
of Negroes in the South inevitably
renders the race question more or
ess acute at times and makes it im-
%ossible for the southern states to
give to the Negroes that equality of
opportunity, - educational, financial
and political, that is automatically
given any Negro north of ‘Washing-
ton. Every Negro who leaves the
South is conferring a favor upon his
race and his country and especially
upon the southern states.”

The campaign
is to be conducted in all cities in
which the Urban League movement
operates and in as many other cities
as care to join in the effort.

This year's program is designed to
focus the Negro's attention on his
own economic problems, Taking ad-
vantage of the intere#? unemployment
has generated in. the practical ques-
tions of life, ‘the campaign will "en-
deaver to.awaken further interest and
point out appropriate directions this
interest might take. The campaign
will also be projected into the realm
of white public opinion in an at-

Negro Schools Making
Steady Gains in Texas

AUSTIN, Tex., March.—Notable
improvement in the educational con-
ditions of Negroes in Texas is te-
vealed in a report just issued by D.
B. Taylor of the State Department
of Education, covering the last seven
years.

The greatest-gain noted is in the
number of accredited high schools
for Negroes, whici increased from
seven In 1925 to a total of fifty-one
in 1930, Meantime the high school
enrollment went up steadily from
10,743 in 1923-24 to 19,136 in 1929-
30, or a gain of 78 per cent.. In the
tenth and eleventh grades the enroll-
ment increase reached 128 per cent.
Ag against 700 -graduates. in- 1925,
there were 1901 last year.

The clementary grades showed an
increase for the - period of about
seven per cent, the total enrollment
in these grades being 172,388 in 1924,
and 184,354 in 1930, a gain which
about keeps up with the increase in
Negro population. Meantime the
number of colored teachers employed
increased from 4,347 to 5,141. Their
scholastic 'preparation also showed
decided improvement, thenumber of
college trained teachers increasing
from 502 to 1,179, while the number
of those not graduates of any school
decreased from 1,325 to 627.

A discouraging phase of the situa-
tion is the fact that year after year
the second grade enrollment is less
than half that of the first, indicating

children never advance beyond the
first grade. Considerably more than
half of thetotal elementary enroll-
ment is in the first three grades,

The whites were still rul-
ing the Negro, He said, ‘Oh God!
something is wrong.. Let me go for-
ward and help my people” Now, he
went to Europe finding conditions
the same except in France. , France
was. lenient toward the Negro bhe-
cause 'she wanted their protection. On
the' way home Garvey had a dream.
The Negro must be united. Call your
people together. Your path will he
difficult but you will gain in the end

“The white man in America kept
you divided by telling you one is Det-
ter than the other. The people in
Ohio better than the ones in Missis-
sippl. But you sce where we are to-
day. God knew what he was doing
when he made the black and white
man, The four hundred million Ne-
aroes were given Africa. We should
redeem it because it is our home.

“The word Caucasian came from
the Caucasus Mountain. The pecople
were savages. They would drink the
wate¢> that ran through the skulls of
people they had killed in battle that
lay on this mountain.

“Many races become great from
what they own., For example is the
Caucas\;'u ‘race. Your accomplish-
ments make you great. Garvey is
trying to tell us to unite. If one Ne-
gro ‘work alone nothing can be done
dbut if four hundred million Negroes

“If Garveyism fails in the world,
the cause for such failurve is not to
rest upon the shoulders of the dy-
namic and spectacular figure Marcus
Ghrvey,” declared A. A. Mayfield,
prominent newspaper correspondent
to members of the 111th, Division of
the U, N, I. A, in a mass meeting
held at the Citizen's Hall of Winstou-
Salem, N, C. Sunday, March 8th.

\What -the Negro newspapers need most is well and highly trained
men and women to engage in journalism. The present untrained jour-
nalists are in most cases unaware of the new tendencies in their field
and practise no journalistic cthics at all. It is sad to learn that there

Peter Jackson tops the list. He so
outdistanced the field that he had no
peers, James J. Jeffries was next
best, followed by Jack Johnson, Bob
Fitzsimmons and ony one of the fol-
lowing threc as fifth: John L. Suili-
van, Tom Sharkey and Jack Lempsey.

In making his selection, “Gentle-
man Jim” named Sam Langford out-
right as the fifth master of the ring.
However, since Langword did not get

_Jim could not take Sam and his col-

orful prowess into consideration. In
dismissing Langford, he said:

“We all ducked him and let him
very much alone.”

Johnson and a group of eight began
the chorus more for just the joy of
singing rather than a commercial
venture. More pergons joined the
Sunday afternoon group, until the
chorus has grown to present mem-
bership of 75. And Johnson’s fame
has grown with the chorus until he
is today recognized as one of the
leading composers and arrangers of
American music,

At that time an effort was being'

made to change the actual mood of
these hymns. He sought for and
placed in his arrangements the natur-
al freedom and full swing which char-
acterizes the original rendition of the
gpirituals down on the old plantations.
Even today most of the 75 members
of the famous Hall Johnson chorus
have untrained voices.

The Haill Johnson choir has not
limited itself to the play engage-
ment, having appeared in several mo-
tion pictures at various times, The
chorus has given recitals at the lead-
ing music halls in New York.

It may be just the poi
sonous one. Decomposed fish, espe«
cially in tropical regions, should be
discarded. Trouble generally lies at

The
fourth town, without walls, is Naga
Ahdalla. All are in a good state of
preservation, with streets regularly
laid out and many houses standing,
some¢ of which aretwo-story builde
ings with staircases leading to the
second floors. All the streets have
arches to protect against the heat of
the sun. 1

Altogether ten churches were found
by Professor de Villard in these
towns and in the wvicinity. The
churches represent four different
forms of structure and are believed
lo date from the ecighth to the
cleventh century. The walls of many
ot these churches had inscriptions,
mostly Coptic, which help greaily to
ascertain the history of that region
as well as the geography, for they
contain names of Kings and Bishopa
and also of many cities. .

Probably the most important dis
covery in connection with thesa.
churches was the remains of a balus-
trade around an altar of a Byzantine
type, which is belicved to confirm the
theory that Christianity in Nubia did
not, originate from the Coptic Church
of ¥gypt but directly from Byzan-
tiam. ..

Three large necropolises also were
found, where the dead were buried
in tomhs each having four pillars
supporting a dome. This type of
tomb probably was passed on by the
Nubians of Upper Egypt to the
Mohammedans, who still build tombs
in that style. Other tombs discov-
cred had over them a sort of super-
structure of lurge cross-built brick.
These were hitherto unknown and
contribule a new type of tomb to
the archaeological discoveries of an-
cient Christian sites.

The church at Naga Abdalia con-
tained sandstone sculpture of an en-
tirely new type which are very im-
portant for ihe hislory of art in
Nubia.

The heightening of the Assuan
Dam necessitates immediate and
rapid work on these sites, for as
soon as the dam is completed all will
be flooded over with twenty-five feet
of water, It is expected the research
work will be finished within three
years, when the dam also is to be
completed,

Gandhi Secking Power
Equal to That of Britain

NEW DELHI, India.—Cumplete in-
dependence—what the Indian calis
«purna Swaraj'—is Mahatma Gan-
dhi's goal in his dealings with Great
Britain, he told newspaper corres-
pondents today.

His plan for complete self-govern-
ment with ‘“disciplined rule from
within,” makes it possible for india
to' remain within the British Em-
pire, he said, “but our partnership
with England must be on terms of
absolute equality.”

“Some ol my associates
British statesmen will never recon-
cite themselves to absolute requality
for India}, he said. “I may he a
visionary, but I hold differently. 1
gez the day when New Delhi and not
Downing Strect will be the center of
the Indian nation.

“When we achieve independence it
will not be under the British flag
put under a common flag, As a
vigiopary T sec the day when there
will be no armics, but it will not
¢ome during my lifetime, 1t may take
ages hefore even the Indian nature
accommodates itself to having no
army.

Unafraid of Bolsheviks

“I fear no invasion by the Bolshe-
viks. If they are trying to ecstahlish
a revolution in India that presup-
poges _that the Indian people arc
more gullible than they really are. In
so far as there is good in Bolshevism,
as I think there is, Tndia will need

betiey

no invasion by the Sowviets to convert t

her.” i
Gandhi said he hoped the first part
of the mew round table conference
would be held in India and the sec-
ond part in London, reiterating that
the Nutionalists will press for com-
plete independence during its ses-
sions.

‘The proposed safeguards respect-
ing defensc and finance under the
constitutional plan suggested at the
last conference are unacceplable to
the Nationalists in their present
form, he said, A safeguard regard-
ing minoritieg is necessary and rea-
sonacble. he agreed, as well us safe-
guards to protect India’s credit and

commercial expansion.

The Muahatma opposed repudiation
of any part of the Indian national
deht, he said, but his party insists
that only just obligations of any
nature shall be imposed upon the
Indian Government.

oIf there is no mutual adjust-
ment,” he said, “thesc obligations
must bhe referred to arbitration. The
League of Nations could adjust such
differcnces, but 1 doubt whether
England would be willing to refer
the matter to the league.

preach to our smallest congregations.
Our physicians and lawyers who have
undergone training in leading univer.
sities of the land often have diffi-
culty in making a living.

Such maladjusted workers complain
that since Negroes are ignorant, they
prefer ignorant leadership, but the
trouble is not that the people are
ignorant but that these misfits are
ignorant of the people.

“Some one has asked me what
changes I would make in the cur-
ricula of Negro schools. Such sub-
jects of certitude as mathematics, of
course, would continue and so would
most of the work in practical lan-
guages and science. In theology, lit-
erature, social science, and education,
however, radical reconstruction is
necessary. The old worn-out theories
as to man's relation to God and his
fellowman, the system of thought
which has permitted one man to ex-
ploit, uppress and exterminate an-
ather #nd still he regarded as right-
eous must be discarded for the new
thought of men as brethren and the
idea of God as the lover of all man-
kind.

Cot Out Shakespeare

“Afler Negro students have mas-
tered the fundamentals of English,
the principles of composition, and
the leading facts in the development
of its literature, they should not
spend all of their time in advanced
work on Shakespeare, Chaucer and
Anglo-Saxon. They should direct their
attention to the folklore of the Afri-
can, to the philosophy in the proverbs
and other thought of Negroes, to the
development of the Negro in the use
of modern language and to the works
of Negro writers,

Study African Background
“The leading facts of the history
of the world should he studied by
all, hut of what advantage is it to
the Negro student of history to de-
vote all of his time to courses bear-
ing on such despols as Alexander the
Circat, Caesar, and Napoleon, or to
the record of those mnations whose
outstanding achievement, has been
rapine, plunder, and murder for world
power? Why mnot study the African
hackground from the point of view
of anthropology and history, and why
not take up sociology, as it concerns
the Negro peasant or proletarian who
is suffering from sufficient ills, to
supply laboratory work for the most
advanced students of the social or-
der? Why not take up cconomics as
reflecied by the Negroes of today and
work out some remedy for their lack
of capital, the absence of coopera-
tive enterprise, and the short life of
their establishments?”

“Riot in Education™
Seen by Dr. Laing

BALTIMORE. — The question of
whether “our million dollar high
schools are doing as much for edu-
cation as the little red schoolhouse
of yesterday” was raised by Dr. Gor-
don Jennings Laing of the University
of Chicago in an address at Johns
Hopkins University today.

“We are suffering from a sort of
riot in cducation,” said Dr. Laing.
“Not long ago one college announced
it planned to introduce into its do-
mestic science courses one devoted
to the care of the baby.”

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New Finds Shed- Light
On Site of Bucheum

CAIRO. — New light has been
thrown on the history of the site of
Bucheum, near Armant in the Nile
Valley, as a result of excavations un-
der the auspices of the Egyptian Ex-
ploration- Society.

The operations first commenced on
the Bakaria, where the cows, moth-
ers of the sacred. Buchis-bulls, were
buried. When finally. reached, most
of these burials, which were Ptole-
maic in date, were found to be ill
preserved. One head, however, was
discovered with the gilding on it in-
tact. The comparatively good state
of the gilt was due to the fact that
the linen wrappings had been cov-
ered with pitch when gilded, whereas
in other cases the gilt had been laid
on plaster over the linen wrappings.

Besides this, one mummy was
found solidly waxed and was thus
raised in its entirety with its bier.
One cow was cleaned to the skeleton
and preserved in a similar manner.

The southern end of the Bakaria
was found to be mostly of the Ro-
man period. The cows here were
buried in red brick vaults. In a
passage was the stela of the Em-
peror Commodus and four offering
tables, three of which were inscribed.
In a deep pit, dividing the southern
and northern passages was found a
cow bhurial, probably of a late dynas-
tic date.

In one tomb which was cleared was
discovered a stone pavement under
which was a mud brick ramp leading
to a vaulted tomb. This tomb,
which was of a late dynastic date,
produced some hroken pottery. An-
other tomb, which was of a some-
what later period, was remarkable
chiefly because the floor of the sar-
cophagus was carved. to imitate a
drainage system in the floor of a
stable.

Filipino Rebels Crushed

MANILA.—Prompt and decisive
action by army authorities has ended
a scrious Colorum threat on Cor-
regidor Island, coast artillery strong-
hold in the Pacific, according to word
received at army headquarters here
last night. Seven civilian employes
at the army post and their families
were deported teo the mainland be-
cause of affiliation with the Colorum
sociely.

‘Warns British Empire
Faces Disintegration

EDINBURGH.—Winston Churchill,
British statesman, delivering’ the
Rectorial address at Edinburgh Uni-
versity today warned that continua-
tion of the present “confusion and
disintegration” would reduce Britain
within a generation—perhaps sooner
—to the degree of states like Holland
and Portugal.

His address, which he entitled “The
Decline of Parliamentary Government
Today,” was devoted to viewing with
cloguent alarm the trend of British
affairs, “Never was so great a com-
munity in so precarious a situation,”
he said, :

“We are in the van and forefront of
the buman race but at the same time
we are the most artificial, the most
delicately estahlished, and the most
fundamentally insecure of all great
nations. There we are, perched aloft,
and the structure itself disintegrating
loosening and crumbling—and what
are we going to do about it?"

Mr. Churchill did not malké' clear
exactly what is to be done about, it,
bhut hesurged a reform of the House
of Commons.

Names Porto Rican Heads
SAN JUAN, P. R.—Prudencio
Rivera Martinez, organizer of the
United Cigarmakers and leader of
the Socialist party, has heén nomi-
nated by Governor Theodore Roose-
velt to be the first head of the newly
created Department of Labor, and
Edmondo Colon, former director of
the insular experiment station, has
been named to be Commissioner of
Agriculture.

Senor Martinez is now in the
United States on a government mis-
sion. When his appointment is con-
firmed he will become labor's first
Cabinet member,

For the creation of the new Labor
Department and making the Federal
vocation training act applicable to
Porto Rico the Legislature has sent
thanks to President Hoover and
Congress and to William Green,
President of the American. Federa-
tion of Labor, for interest and as-

sistance in passed and pending
legislation.
