MR. LASH: Then will your Honor
charge the jury that if they believe
the defendant did not intend to shoot
Strong or’inflict bodily harm on him
but merely tried to bluff him, they
must acquit under the indictment.

THE COURT: If I thought orig-
inally that he intended to shoot, I
would have let the count of first
degree stay in there. A man is sup-
posed to know the reasonable and
natural consequences of his own acts
and it could not be suggested that
this defendant, who was vice-presi-
dent. of the organization and was an
American, did not know that if you
hit & man with a .45 calibre bullet
out of a gun of that size, that the
man would die if it struck a vital
part. If I thought you were going to
ask me to charge anything like that,
I would not have taken away the
count of first degree assault. I
charged the jury plainly that there
does not have to be an intent to kill;
if you point a gun at & man and that
gun is likely to produce grievous
bodily harm if shot off, that consti-
tutes the crime, if you point it with
the intent to shoot.

MR. LASH: That is what I am
asking you to charge the jury, sir.

THE COURT: Or to convey the im-
pression that you intend to shoot.

MR. LASH: No, Judge, listen to
my request, if you will, please, If the
jury believe that the defendant did
not intend to shoot Strong or inflict
any bodily harm but merely tried to
bluff Strong, the jury must, under
this indictment, acquit.

THE COURT: I refuse .to so

charge,
MR. LASH: Exception,
THE COURT: I refuse to charge

other than I have charged.

MR. LASH: Will your Honor please
charge that the People must prove
everything and the defendant noth-
ing ?

THE COURT: I refuse to charge in
that way. I charge them that the
burden is on the People and they
must prove their case beyond a rea-
sonable doubt; they must satisfy the
jury beyond a reasonable doubt of the
guilt of the defendant.

MR. LASH: That is all,

MISS ROTHENBERG: In view of
the defendant’s own testimony, where
he said on the stand, “I will shoot
him or blow his brains out,” the very
fact that the defendant pulled the
gun out of his pocket and whether he
aimed it at the complainant or not,
the very fact that he pulled it and
used words which the complainant
was justified in.believing meant that
his brains would be blown out, that
that was an assault in the second
degree.

THE COURT: I will charge that
to the jury. It was assault of some
kind,

MISS ROTHENBERG: He did not
hdve to point the gun at his head or
anything like that.

" THE COURT: I charge you that

there may be a possible sifuation
where the jury would have thé right
to conclude that while it was an as-
sault, it was not an assault®in the
second degree but assault only in the
third degree. If you have & reason-
able doubt, you have got to resolve
that doubt in the defendant’s favor,
and if there is & reasonable doubt as
to whether or not it is second, degree
or third degree, you would have to
go to the lower degree and find him
guilty of assault in the third degree.

MISS ROTHENBERG: Will your
Honor kindly charge the jury on the
question of reasonable doubt at this
time? I don't remember whether you
charged that. My hearing is impaired
by my cold. I am sorry. .

THE COURT: I did charge that,
and I explained to the jury what rea-
sonable doubt meant. Gentlemen, lest
there is any doubt about, your ver-
dict will be either not guilty, or guilty
of assault in the second degree or
guilty of assault in the third degree,

(Thereupon the jury retived at
1:11 P. M.)

(The jury returned to the court
room at 2:29 P, M.)

THE CLERK: The foreman please
rise. Gentlemen of the jury, have
you agreed upon & verdict?

THE FOREMAN: We have.

When in the late autumn of 1930
the readers of the white dailies ex-
pectantly scanned their papers, morn-
ing and evening, for even some small
mention of anything Aethiopic and
when the worl® at large had obliged
us with & hodge-podge account of
Aethiopia as only they can see it,
and in the form they so well like to
represent it, the sons of Ishmael and
the children of Ham rubbed their
eyes, scratched their heads and be-
gan. to take a new stock of them-
gselves, and gradually accepted for

their race newer and higher values,
social, mental and economlic.

Without warning—it could not be
helped—they were treated to scraps
of history so startling, so gratify-
ing that legionms were ashamed to
admit that they had not before known
~-had so complacently been basking
in the “sunshine,” of such hitherto
unylelding ignorance of facts which
to them meant life.

Mental flashes of terrestrial possi-
bilities unceasingly paraded these
panderers’ minds until at last—and
after the actual coronation of His
Mafesty ,the Emperor Haile Silasse
I, they developed to the unmistak-
able proportion of a pencil of illum-
inating intensity.

Those were days of soul-searching,
fact-finding conferences of the man
and the mind. Throughout all those
unyielding days of Rambling Ruina-
tions, one lone young man, staying
afar, yet near enough to analyze the
emanations of the spirit of these so

where a white man has heen Kkilled
and a black man accused of the crime.
In such parts of the country almost
entire jury panels are composed of
highly prejudiced individuals who can
not render an impartial opinion when
a Negro is charged with killing a
white man. The fate of the Negro is
sealed before he comes to trial, Each
juror has already made up his mind
as to the guilt of the accused Negro.
The juror is simply a part of the
community which will lynch the
Negro if it gets a chance, and he re-
flects the sentiment of mob-rule
while serving in the capacity of a
Juror.

The effects of the Supreme Court’s
decision in the Aldridge case will be
to nullify the convictions handed
down by prejudiced juries, to create
a new mass of perjurers, or to have
a majority of Negro jurors sitting in
judgment over their black brothers
in all such cases.

The decision is entirely favorable
to the Negro, as many victims of
mock trials will doubtless be rescued
by the higher courts. On the other
hand, black jfurors could assure an
accused Negro his constitutional
rights before the bar of justice—a
trial by his peers: his equals. his
neighbors, and his friends.

THE QUALIFICATIONS OF AN
OFFICE HOLDER

The Supreme Court of the United
States has just decided that where
litigation concerns white and black
men prospective jurors
asked whether or not they have any
race prejudice. The decision was
given by a majority of cight to one.
And the sole dissenting justice was
a Southerner, Justice McReynolds of
Tennessee.

Of course Judge McReynolds did
not base his dissent on any theory
of race inequality or prejudice or the
fact that he comes from the South,
He found legal grounds for it.
Doubtless he was honest in his
opinion, But the division in the de-
cision impresses the fact that the
social background of judges is as im-
portant as their educational quali-
fications. Judges are men; no mat-
ter how learned they become in the
law they do not shed their early bias
when they take the bench. That
same thing is true of other office
holders.

Negroes owe it to themselves to
examine the records of all those who
geek their vote to determine what
social theories those office seekers
may hold. Birth in a certain sec-
tion is not the sole guide.

There are a great many men
seeking office in this city now. With
notable exceptions they are basing
their campaigns on their educational
qualifications. Those qualifications
are important, but it would be well
if every one of those candidates’
records were searched to learn
whether or not they, like Justice
McReynolds, might make ostensibly
fair decizions whose roots were Izid
in an almost forgotten race bias.—
California Eagle.

By declaring that it is a proper
question for prospective jurymen to
he asked if they have race prejudice,
the United Stateg supreme court re-
minds the American people that the
law, not the cusfom still rules the
ndtion. The decision came this way:
A Negro defendant appealed from
a verdict of guilty for a crime whose
attorneys tried to question the jury-
men whether they had prejudice
against Négroes, The presiding
judge refused to permit the ques-
tion. The supreme court says it
was a proper one.

Every-day lapses from ideal con-
duct dull the natfon's thinking un-
til travesties take the piace of jus-
tice. Jurors take an oath that they
will hear the evidence, judge it. Yet
whenever a Negro goes on trial not
only do they mot do that, buf the
man in the street, both black and
white, pronhesies wiih perfect assur-
ance that the verdict will he "guilty.”
So often is thig guess correct, that
it is news when a Negro goes free
at the hands of a white jury.

The Supreme Court's decision was
needed. Let those be prejudiced who
like it. But they do not belong on
juries. If accused persons are not
to have a fair trial, do away with the
jury system, and go back to the mag-

It was a trick of the good-
for-nothing Negro whom Mr. Garvey
trusted to carry on the work of the
Organization, At the same time
most of this property was paid for
before Mr. Garvey went to prison.
Now they are all trying to hide be-
hind Mr. Garvey and make him the
thief.

I want to ask Mr. Cragien: “Why
was he so interested in paying the
people’s money when they themselves
gave it for the Parent Body? What
became of all the funds that were
raised for the school? Why didn’t he
make a report in the 1929 Conven-
tion? If Mr, Cragien knew so many
things were going wrong why is it
that he just now began to yell and
kick after he has traveled the country
over boosting Mr. Garvey and the Or-
ganization?”

VICTIMS OF CIRCUMSTANCES

Once again our attention is called
to another of those “rape’ cases.
This time it i3 one of the most absurd
and abominable cases of injustice
since the abolition of slavery: Nine
youths condemned for the assault of
two white girls; eight sentented tc
die in the clectric chair on June 10th
the ninth, a boy of 14, to be granted
a new trial in the Juvenile Court.

It is said that when the girls were
asked about the actions of the boys,
they geclared that the youths had
done nothing to them. But under the
stern pressure of the state solicitor
and the mob, they were forced to
accuse the lads, resulting in the boys
being placed in the Gadsden jalil, in
Scottsboro, where they were beaten
twice before taken to trial; but, for-
tunately, sustained the punishment
without confessing to any guilt.,

At the trial, false statements were
made by the “hobo” girls. One was
unable to identify six of the youths,
who were supposed to have been her
assaulters. It is also said that a tes-
tinony issued by a doctor indicated
no evidence of ravishment. Through
the entire cross-examination, the
boys testified that they had nothing
to do with he girls; that they did not
make any attempt to escape from the
train, as did several others, when
they had the opportunity, They had
committed no crime,

Still, they were found guilty within
a short period of time and sentenced
to death by a jury consisting of a
few business men and “bosses” of
the city.

Now, any person with common
sense can easily see that these lads
are not guilty. First, if they had
assaulted, or made any attempt to
assault the girls, they certainly would
have made their get-away when op-
portunity presented itself, Any man
with a guilty conscience would. Sec-
ondly, it is sufficient proof of their
innocence when the two girls declared
nothing had been done to them. On
the other hand, if the girls had ad-
mitted that the boys attacked them,
the youths would probably have been
lynched gn the spot.

It means absolutely no difference
from what angle we may look at the
predicament, we positively cannot
find any reason why these youths
should he sentenced to death., Even
if they were guilty of the charge,
how on carth can the consequence
be so scvere, when these girls are
known as prostitutes throughout the
entire section for a number of years
and the oldest of the youths is only
21, that it should result in their pay-
ing the penalty with their lives ? Mind
you, nine lives—for the sake of twa
“hobe” girls of questionable morals.

Should the verdict of this unfair
trial be carried out, the state of Ala-
bama will prove to us that we are the
victims of circumstances.

Will the day ever come when we,
the Negroes, shall stand on one side
of the road and see the white man,
on the opposite side, victims of cir-
cumstances ?

Batson Rambles in Dakar,
French West Africa

By J. MILTON BATSON

“But if I am to express that fear
to you as a friend you must be pre-
pared to keep it a secret between
you and me for life,” he demanded of
me. “Why?” I said, “of course, I am
prepared to do so now as I have
done before at home—in America.”

That FEAR OF ROBERT L. POS-
TON as expressed to me in Sierra
Leone, has never heen divulged to
anyone, not even to the Hon. Mar-
cus Garvey, his greatest idol up to
the present time even though the pol-
itictans involved are long since “out
of power.,” When this writer returned
to America and was told that Mr,
Poston was dead, he realized or rath-
er “had a true and proper conception
of the length and depth to which
politics at home could go and de-
scend.”

Whatever may be said of the of-
ficials of the organization during that
period from what Mr. Poston told
me as a personal friend and co-work-
er of the cause Afric, I make bold
to state that the Hon. Marcus Gar-
vey has single handedly done all he
humanly could to establish the Ne-
groes of this Western World in Af-
rica through “the little black republic
of Liberia” as a free and truly inde-
pendent people, but there were Amer-
jcan Negro political delegates who
had arrived in West Africa before
that of the Universal Negro Improve-
ment Association and they had suc-
ceded well in doing for a private
American commercial enterprise what
the Poston delegation had hoped to
do for the Negro peoples of the
World.

After a lengthy chat we both said
good-bye to each other and I took
my departure never to see each oth-
er again. Well, Sergeant, I said,
“now for the ‘home boat,’ meaning
my own ship as we made for the
gangplank and boasded the little po-
lice launch. N

At half past four I was again on
board my own ship and at 6 p. m.
steamed away from the harbor of
Sierra Leone for the French port of
Dakar, Senegal, one of the most wes-
ternized—from & commercial and in-
dustrial point of view—cities on the
West African coast.. Dakar is bless-
ed with one of the most wonderful
closed harbors and boasts of docks
that accommodate not only the
French liners of the “Six Sisters”
Steamship Company of France, but
such steel monsters as the S. 8. El-
mina of the Elder Dumpster Steam-
ship Company of No. 8 Water street,
Liverpool, England.

The “Six Sisters” Steamship Com-
pany operates exactly six steamships,
all three-funnellers and all made
alike, these ships have never left the
Atlantic Ocean and ply only between
the ports of France and those of
West, Southwest and South and
North Africa year in and year out,
they are not tramp ships but indeed
splendid and magnificent passenger
and cargo bhoats of the most modern
type.

Dakar, Senegal, under French rule,
which under any circumstances we
do not approve, nevertheless, is more
of a credit to the administration of
France than is Sierra Leonc to the
British and certainly makes of Mon-
rovia a complete disgrace to the Li-
berians. It has very little to criti-
cize in the matters of native fran-
chise, peace and tranquility, but this
fact, it should be made clear, applies
only to the native subjects of France
in the cities of Dakar and St. Louis,
the two main and largest in all Sen-
egal, consisting of no less than sev-
enty eight thousand square miles with
a white population of about eight
thousand Frenchmen and a native
population of between seventeen to
twenty million.

Aside from its modern massive ho-
tels, banks and other public institu-
tions such as the Library, Post Office,
House of Administration, etc,, Dakar
is noted for its saloons, cabarets and
night life and a Negro from New
York City would miss absolutely
nothing in this particular direction,
especially in the direction of the Rue
Roffonelle.

Does & woman sacrifice her career
by coming to the tropics with her
husband? Is it infra dig for her to
take any part in labor, as the Afri-
éan mind construes the term, with its
age-old but thoroughly artificial sug-
gestion of reproach?

Every modern woman desires some
sort of a job or a profession. She is
no longer content to be purely orna-
mental. This rule applies especially to
the West Coast, where time is apt
to drag, unless some congenial task
is at hand. But not every member of
the gentler sex can be an Amy John-
son, or drive a racing car at the risk
of her neck. Nor ig every girl suf-
ficiently gifted to go oun the stage
write novels, or show in a beauty
parlor what art can do in the way
of enhancing nature.

With equal force the happily-mar-
ried woman, whose husband hasg a
billet in the tropics, is averse from
these long ahsences tht hreak up true
camaraderie, if she remains in the
homeland as a “grass widow.”

The position bristles with difficul-
ties—for reasons which should he
sutficiently clear. First of all, not
every married man is able to offer
domestic convenicnces to his mate.
He may have to be constantly chang-
ing his headquarters; and we all know
how full of discomforts and itin-
erary of any coast district may be.
Secondly, his employers (if he be a
commercial man, or helong to some
concern outside government) may not
regard the presence of married wo-
men on the coast with a favorable
eye. Thirdly, government, in many of
its departments, is far from. ready to
permit each and all of its represen-
tatives to have a woman ahout thc
bungalow;: and Nigerian rest houscs
are often merely mud-and-wattlc
structures with matted roofs. Last of
all, though the husband may want,
with all his heart, to have his wife
with him in the proper marital way.
he may belicve—and with some shov
of reason—that even developed towns
like Lagos, Port Harcourt and Enuga
are no suitable venue for marital hap-
piness. There is not only the pros-
tration but the provocation of the
climate to remember; and many wo-
men of the sensitive type (those who
suffer from what our medical men
call nervous irritability) show very
early symptoms of deteriorated
health.

What then is the solution? Carecer
or no career? Marital affection and
companionship—or periodic separa-
tion, and the risk of that rift in the
lute which ends in either the divorce
court or life-long martyrdom to a
situation mnefther will consent to
amend?

Then again, what of all that the
woman sacrifices, in making her home
in the tropics? She wants the lure of
romance in her life, artificially as
well as naturally stimulated: and re-
member what ghe loses by abdicating
the homeland. The cinema may be
found in certain of the larger towns.
It is however, a sorry show compared
with what can be seen at the Palla-
dium. Wireless is a.luxury which
very few “coasters” can afford; and
it i3 not (so far) a success as atmos-

pherics are against such long distance.
Then there are the Talkies; the Con-

cert Hall and the Stage; while Dan-
cing—even in the hest social circles
—on the Coast cannot be compared
to a night at the Palais de Dance or
the Savoy.

According to very ancient inscrip-
tions deciphered from tablets ot
stone in prehistoric ruins of Yucatan
by Prof. LePlomgeon, Queen Moo of
the Mayan Empire, married Prince
Coh.

Recently Prof. Hippolyte Boussac,
celebrated French Egyptologist and
member of the Institute of Egypt,
reporting for a commission of Egyp-
tologists who had been making a gpe-
cial study of the Sphinx, stated that
the Sphinx was at least 10,000 years
old, and that its features were those
of a member of the Ethiopian race.

Mr. Hayes' firsf visit to England
ten years ago was extraordinarily
successful, and culminated in a com-
mand performance at Buckingham
Palace before the King and Queen,
They expressed their appreciation, es-
pecially of his singing of Negro spiri-
tuals, and presented him with a
diamond pin.

Mr. Hayes, whom European papers
reported engaged to the Countess,
Helena Koloyrda, white, of Australia,
was more recently said to have en-
gaged himself to a New York debu-
tante.

Todo parece indicar que apenas
si se puede tener conflanza de que
no confrontarian luego el problema
de que no serian mas tarde molesta-
dos, si no se asegura alguna garan-
tia de proteccion internacional,

No es posible siquiera imaginar
