Union and its political work in the
interest of Harlem.

The meeting was an enthusiastic
one. and much interest was created
by the outlined program that would
be the basis and the platform of the
desires of the candiates to serve if
elected. Mr. Sholtz, who is an all-
around organization man, was very
enthusiastic over the candidates and
gave his endorsement for the carnest
endeavor of all the candidates to car-
ry out legislature for the interest of
‘he local community.

Mr. Andrew B. Keating, the pres-
ant leader, and his co-workers, has
not been the best representative in
the interest of the whole people, ac-
cording to records now in the hands
of the investigators.

Mr. Massiah has had some
of the largest contracts in the city,
and has for the past several years
had to do with all the big construc-
tion projects.

F.R.O.R.V.Helps Out
Many Unemploved

The Furnished Room Owners Re-
lief Union has been very active in
the interests of the unemployed, and
has succeeded in securing many open-
ings in this depression. Last week
they gave a large number of domes-
tics help, skilled and unskilled labor-
ers work. Many of the workers were
skilled in such trades as carpeatry.
painting, plasterers and general re-
novating.

A number of salesgirls were placed
in the stores of 125th street, Seventh
and Eighth avenues. Several young
men were appointed as insurance
agents. Through the influence of the
Furnished Room Owners Relief Union,
three people were appointed for ae-
tive political work in the future. Sev-
eral persons were helped to get ap-
pointments to the Civil Service Board
where the colored aspirants were
pigeon-holed, and the preference
given to the white. Several persons
were also recommended as welfare
workers. They called the attention
of the Board of Health, the Tere-
ment House Department and the Po-
lice Department to the unsanitary
conditions and practices of vice in
the community.

The 5,000 or more members of the
Furnished Room Owners Relief Unioo
have been forced, by the awful con-
ditions prevailing in Harlem, from
which they have suffered so much,
to ally themselves with this organiza-
tion in order to bring about a change
and better conditions for the com-
munity. It has pledged itself that it.
will protect the interests of the peo-
ple as a whole.

Pleases Women

White Feminine— Crusaders
Gratified with 1931
Low Record

ATLANTA, Ga.—-The Association
of Southern Women for the Preven-
tion of Lynching today issued a state-
ment expressing .gratification that
the lynching record for the first six
mertas of 1831 had, for the second
time in fifty years, reached the low
ievel of five for the six months' pe-
riod, as against an average of about
ten times that many for like perinds
threughcut the last halt century. As
late -as 1922, the Association states,
the number of victims for the first
six months of the year was thirty, or
six times as many as in the present
year,
fror this steady deciease in a hu-
miliating record the Association gives
primary credit to the newspapars, the
church groups, the officers of the
law, the growing opposition to lynch-
ing on the part of thousands of South-
ern white women, and to courageous
individuals who have taken effective
action against mobs.

The statement was signed by forty-
four women from fourteen Southern
states, including Missouri. These
women represent many hundreds
more who are organized in similar as-
sociations against lynching in the
several states. The organization of
these groups was initiated last year
by the Commission on Interracial Co-
operation and has been vigorously
prometed by Mrs. Daniel Ames, di-
rector of the woman’s work of that
organization, The statement follows
in full together with the names of
the signers. .

“The report from Tuskegee Insti~
tute on the record of lynching for the
first half of 1931 brings much en-
couragement to increasing numbers
of Southern people who have com-
mitted themselves to an unceasing
fight against this crime. Though
five lynchings throughout the United
States in this period are a cause for
nation-wide humiliation, a study of
the figures reveales that in a similar
period of depression, 1922, the score
reached thirty by the time the year
was half over.

“The newspapers of the South
with very few ecxceptions have had
a leading part in this result. They
have not confined their activities to

¢ | condemnation of lynchings in the ab-

stract, but they have been tireless in
support of the governors, officers of
the law and courageous citizens who
by united action have prevented moh
execution against forty-nine persons
within the Southern states alone.
Every effort against lynching has
received whole-hearted cooperation in
the editorial columns of the Southern
press.

“Churches, through their ministers
and particularly through their wo-
men’s organizations, have helped to
arouse public opinion against lynch-
ing. The sentiment agains% this
crime can receive no greater impe-
tus than support of organized reli-
gion

“Thousands of Southern white wo-
men have responded to the appeals
of the Association of Southern Wo-
men for the Prevention of Lynching
and have committed themselves to
unflinching opposition to mob rule.”

Dr. Harten of Brooklyn
Protests Scottsboro Case

The power of the Rev. Thomas S.
Harten, pastor of the Holy Trinity
Baptist Church, and president of the
National Afro-Protective League, to
draw a crowd when he rises to de-
fend his race, was again demonstrated
on Monday evening, June 29, when a
big auti-lynching mass meceting was
held at this church, DeKalb avenue,
near Franklin avenue. The meeting
wa3s called to aid in stopping “the
legal lynching of the niné Scottsboro
boys,” and was held under the aus-
pices of the league.

In opening the meeting, Dr, Harten
told in vivid terms of *“Nine Negro
boys, eight of them were doomed to
death in Alabama.”

Dr. Harten also asserted that we
cannot hold our peace when thousands
of well-thinking white people and the
white press have denounced the at-
tempt of the Alabama authorities to
rallroad these hoys to the gallows.

The meeting was addressed by oth-
er well known colored and white men,

The church was filled to capacity
and standing room was at a premium,

This is the second large meeting
that Dr. Harten has called within
three wecks because of his desire to
defend his race.

On June 8, he called a protest meet-
ing because First Lieutenant Milton
F. Quander of the Reserve Officers
Training Corps at the College of the
City of New York, was barred from
joining his classmates at Plattsburg,
N. Y, and was ordered to Fort Hunt,
Va., by the War Department.

At this meeting Dr. Harten ad-
dressed nearly 1,000 persons.

$10,000 to the Brooklyn Home for
Aged Colored People. The will stated:
“Whereas, In the early part of my
life I lived in the South and am well
aware of the kindly and respectful
relations which existed between the
great majority of white and colored
people. both before and after the Civil
War, I do hereby give and.bequeath
$10,000 to the Brooklyn Home for
Aged and Colored People.” Mr, Ram-
say's foster-sister, Miss Icne M,
Spears, of 218 Columbia Heights, re-
ceives the residuary estate.

Pres. Hoover Names
Taylor .for Conference

CHICAGO. — The recent appoint-
ment of Robert S. Taylor, Jr., to the
Conference on Large Scale Opera-
tions on Home Building and Home
Ownership by President Hoover,
brings to its personnel one of its best
qualified members, As resident man-
ager of the Michigan Boulevard Gar-
den Apartments Building Corpora-
tion, often called the “Rosenwald
Apartments,” he has gained a splen-
did perspective of what the Negro
needs in good housing on large scale
operation.

Taylor graduated from Tuskegee
Institute in 1916 as an honor student.
During the war he managed the saw-
mill of the Windham and Taylor Com-
pany, Tuskegee, Ala., owned by T. C.
Windham and his father, R. R, Tay-
lor. He had experience, along with
his brother, Edward V., in the build-
ing business as a member of the firm
of R. R. Taylor and Sons, builders.

Following the completion of the
course in business administration at
the University of Illinois he organ-
ized the Chicego Credit and Mort-
gage Company, of which he con-
tinues as secretary and general man-
ager, Upon the completion of the
Michigan apartsments several years
ago, Julius Rosenwald, the owner,
immediately sclected him to be resi-
dent manager. Taylor later organ-
ized the residents of the apartments
into a Tenants’ Cooperative Commu-
nity Association.

The Tenants' Association upon
learning of his appointment to the
conference, -presented him with a
bouquet of flowers accompanied by
a congratulatory letter.

Self Help Best

Darrow Declares Whites
Have Deserted Race;
Future in Own Hand

(It made us smile to read the fol-
lowing dispatch played up in big, red,
scare-heads by the Chicago Defender
which opposed Marcus Garvey for
preaching fifteen years earlier ex-
actly what Mr. Darrow, a white man,
preaches now. Dr. DuBois also has
now surrendered to the philosophy ot
Garveyism, Will Mr. Abbott, the pub-
lisher of the Defender, follow suit?—
Editor).

PITTSBURGH, Pa.—*“White people
of the North have practically desert-
ed the Negro. From this time on any-
thing done for the Negro must be
done by himself.”

Thus spoke Clarence Darrow at
the closing session Sunday afternoon
of the twenty-second annual confer-
ence of the National Association for
the Advancement of Colored People.
The meeting was held in Soldiers and
Sailors Memorial Hall.

More than seven thousand white
and colored persons made up the
audience that packed the main floot

and balcony to hear the noted lawe
yer and member of the bhoard of dis’

rectors of the association.

Mr. Darrow’s speecn was typleally
frank and courageous. He stressed
the fact that a large part of the
Negro's misfortunes can be cured by
himself; that the Negro must no
longer rely on the white man or “the
heavens opening up.”

Dr. DuBois spoke on “The Negro's
Economic Future.” He proposed a
trained *“‘economic general staff” for
Negroes which would help them to
organize their buying power. This
staff, to be trained by schools and
universities, would not only teach the
masses of Negroes to buy coopera-
tively, said Mr. DuBols, but might
work out & plan of economic inde-
pendence for them,

Mrs. Brown caused quite a stir
when .she emphatically declared that
Negr women are demanding respect
for their judgment and intelligence.

Not a Misguided Voter
Editor, The Negro World:

I am one of the “misguided voters"
referred to in the editorial and news
articles contained in the Amsterdam
News of June 13.

For many years past, I have been
a captain of an election district In
the 19th A. D,, and have at all times
delivered my district in the Repub-
lican column by large majorities. 1
am proud to be associated with Har-
old Forstenzer and Dr. Bernard La-
zarus in their present movement. I
consider it a disgrace to the people
of the 19th A. A, and to our com-
munity in general, to permit state-
ments, such as are contained in the
New York Age of June 13, about
these two white gentlemen to go un-
answered.

In 1929, hoth these gentlemen de-
voted their entire time, from eight
in the morning until one o'clock the
following morning, from the month
of April, 1929, until late in Novem-
ber, to secure for the people of this
district, elective representation, and
our much vaunted ‘colored leader-
ship.”

There is but one statement con-
tained in the editorial of the Am-
sterdam News with which I must
agree and that is, that there are no
insurgents in the 19th, for the or-
ganization to which I am proud to
belong and which has the able assis-
tance of Harold Forstenzer and Dr.
Lazarus, is the only real Republican
organization of the district, having
at heart the interests of the people
of the community.

These two white men have again
entered the lists and are again sac-
rificing their time and their money
on behalf of the people of this dis-
trict.

I am appealing to you in the name
of humanity, more in the name of
‘justice, not tn let the carrying out
of this sentence further darken the
pages of American jurisprudence in
the South.

I am only a little girl who desires
that my race be given a square deal,
that the same justice which is meted
to other groups be given them. His-
tory has taught me that my race has
been great; having kings and queens,
and has given civilization to the
world. I desire to be loyal, even as
loyal as Barbara ' Fritchie, who
saved the colors of the Union from
being hurled to the ground, defying
the rebels of Stonewall Jackson to
ghoot “if you must this old gray
head, but spare, your country's flag”.
My race, Honorable Sir, has fought
in all your battles, and her men have
distinguished themselves; the first to
die for American Independence was
a.Negro. Our very lfe’s blood has

I send you the following informa-
tion concerning lynchings for the
first six months of this year. I find
acording to the records compiled at
Tuskegee Institute in the Depart-
ment of Records and Research, that
in the first six months of 1931 there
were five lynchings. This number is
four less than the number nine for
the first six months of 1830; one
more ithan the number four for the
first six months of 19029; it is the
same number five for the first six
months of 1928; 6 less than the
number 11 for the first six months
of 1927 and is four less than the
number nine for the first six months
of each of the years, 1826 _and 1925;
it is the same as the number five
for the first six months of 1924; 10
Jess than the number 15 for the first
slx months of 1922 and 31 less than
the number 36 for the firat six months
of 1021.

PUBLIC SERVANTS—MAYBE
Quite frequently we are informed
that policemen are public servants,
and that they are always at our dis-
posal. And many of us try to believe
that. But that's all we do—try.
Perhaps they are public servants,
But who would believe it? I have
never seen a cop yet who proved
himself to be one.e I have seen them
proved themselves to be more of a
public nuisance than anything else.

To my opinion, servants are always
obliging, courteous and wear a beau-
tiful smile. Whenever we want some-
thing done all we have to do is to
inform them, and they proceed in
performing their duties with a smile
—maybe. If not, we are privileged to
discharge them.

All servants are conscious of that
fact.

But it's different with these “public
servants.” If we want something
done, first we have to say to one.of
them, “Please, Mr. Policeman, will
you go and tell the man next doot
to stop giving his wife all those love
taps? Ask him to wait until tomor-
row. She screams so loud she wakes
up the whole neighborhood. Please,
Mr. Officer?”

And he may answer, “It's his wife,
ain’t she?”

So the noise does not cease.

Placing all jokes aside, it is not a
rare case to read about some cop
insulting a citizen and frequently
without ample cause. There are so0
many of these “public servants” un-
der the impression that any man
who wears a policeman’s uniform
does not have to stand for anything
he doesn't want to, and that it is his
privilege to do-as he pleases, as well
as always heing in the right. Seldom
do they stop to think about the per-
sons who pay for those uniforms,
and most of all that those uniforms
can be removed. True, their bosses
are “big shots,” and what they say
goes. But they forget one thing: the
bosses can be removed, too. And often
are. .

It would be a splendid thing for
these “public servants” to remember
that, in spite of the fact that those
uniforms protect them to a certain
extent, and that they are custodiansg
of the law, it is not the uniform that
counts. It’s what's in the uniform. A
unjform means even less when there
is nothing in it. And how often has
that heen proven, even while the uni-
form was being worn, I ask you?

ON TEACHING THE CHILD TO
ACT FOR SELF

Dr. Marie Montessori, in her The
Montessori Method,” records the fol-
lowing incident as having occurred in
ore of her schools. It is typical of
the innumerable daily cases where the
grownup, interfering in the child's
wsrld, proves himself a decided hin-
drance.

“One day, the chilidren had gath-
e-cidl themselves, laughing and talk-
inz, into a circle about a basin of
floating toys. We had in the school
a little boy barely two and a hall
years old. He had been left outside
tha circle, alone, and it was easy to
see that he was filled with intense
curiosity. I watched him from a dis-
tance with great interest. He first
drew near to the other children and
tried to force his way among them,
but he was not strong enough to do
this and he then stood looking about
him. I wish thatI had had a camera so
that I might have photographed him.
His eye lighted upon a little chair,
and evidently he made up his mind
to place it behind the group of chil-
dren and stand up on it. He began
to move toward the chair, his face
illumined with hope, but at that mo-
ment the teacher seized him brutally
(or perhaps she would have said gent-
ly) in her arms, and lifting him up
above the heads of the other chiildren
showed him the basin of water, say-
ing, “Come, poor little one, you shall
see too!"

In that short moment, the incalcul-
able value which the experience might
have had was thrust away. Instead
of the infinite joy which conquering
an obstacle by himself would have
given the child, the interfering teach-
er left him only the rather vacant
pleasure of watching the toys float
about in the basin. He was once
again the hopeless little hoy, depend-
ing upon others to solve his problems
for him.

This eternal habit we have of wait-
ing on chilidren, and taking their af-
fairs into our hands, is one of our
most pernicious ~ttitudes toward
them. Of course, waiting on them
is worlds easier than teaching the
tiresome processes of washing, dress-
ing, and so on. It is much simpler
to be a servant than an educator. But
do not be astonished when you find
them incapable of serving themselves
at times when you are absent or oth-
erwise engaged.

The final result of the overly help-
ful attitude on the part of parents is
inestimably serious. Everyone has
heard of the southern belle -who was
scarcely permitted to put on her own
stockings. So accustomed to serv-
ice did the colonial lady become, that
she was forced to be dependent upon
those whom she considered menial, to
6 far greater extent than they were
depedent upon her, Her muscles he-
come so weak from inactivity that
work was impossible even when ne-
cassity drove her to it.

All this is exceedingly essential for
the parent to realize. Helping the
youngster where gituations are actual-
ly too great for him, or by means of
suggestion when actually necessary,
cannot be objected to. But needless
butting in and calling it loving serv-
ice or any other pretty name, is a
very dangerous hindrance to the
development of the child’s moental
and physical power.

Bishop McConnell Speaks
On America’s Lynchings

Lynching is the great sin of Amer-
ica and it is being visited upon her
throughout the world. The foreign
missionary is confronted with it when
he least expects. It embarrasses
and humiliates him at every turn.
It retards his progress. He can not
preach effectively the gospel of the
Kingdom with a lynching or a burn-
ing silhouetted in the background.
He must hang his head in shame
when the mark of Cain is branded
on him.,”

Bishop Francis J. McConnell has
traveled in India recently and the rc-
lation of his observations, and exper-
fences has been thrilling, inspiring
informing. He tells us of the influ-
ence of India upon the world of
thought and color, and intimates how
far America is from understanding
the mind of the world on the sin of
lynching. But the story is vetter
told in his own language:

“A third influence coming forth
from India upon the life of the whole
world may arise from India’'s making
common cause with all peoples of
color, so-called, the world over.

American Lynchings

Hindu Scientist Finds
Light Has Angular Action

CALCUTTA, India,—Sir Chandra-
Nobel Prize winner in physics, an-
sekhara Venkata Raman, this year's
nounces the discovery of proof that
light consists of particles possessing
additional attributes of angular mo-
tion which hitherto have been re-
garded as theoretical,

He made the discovery by experi-
ments in scattering light in gases to
determine the state of polarization
and molecular spin,

Scientists Long Had Differed

Sir Chandrasekhara's discovery is
much like finding that light, instead
of being immaterial, is a string of
baseballs thrown by a big-league
pitcher, whizzing and curving as they
speed ahead, according to The Asso-
ciated Press.

This idea that light is both par-
ticles and waves is not new, but there
has been a wide gap between the
known wave characters of light and
its particle attributes; so wide a gap
that a standing joke declares scien-
tists regard iight as waves on the
first threc days of the week and as
particles on the sccond three and as
both on Sundays.

Some of this gap may be bridged
by Sir Chandrasekhara's discovery.
He opens the door on a new world
of exploration.

The engular momentum, in which
he finds the new facts ahout light
depends partly on distribution of
mass in a particle. "The shape of the
particle is likely to be a factor in
this distribution of mass. So finding
angular momentum in light is really
to discover some more of the ways
in which it acts like a string of par-
ticles.

Technically the angular momen-
tum is obtained by multiplying mass
inertia and the angular velocity. The
“inertia” in these figures is intimate-
ly associated with mass and shape.
The angular velocity is the angle an
object turns through in one second
of time,

Ag it is difficult to think of a light
wave as having anything in common
with “angular movement,” Dr. H, H,
Sheldon, Professor of Physics of New
York University, suggests the base-
ball analogy as giving laymen an
idea of the novelty and importance
of the discovery.

May Have Practical Uses

The possibility of using the new
knowledge about light is not neces-
sarily an idle drcam. Few of nature's
phenomena differ more radically in
their effects than the different wave
lengths of light. Yet little is known
of the recasons why; and now an addi-
tional road is open to search for the
cause.

For example, only the very short
waves—the ultra-violet—cause sun-
hurm and tan, There are literally
thousands of this class of waves
alone, cach one different from all
the others. FFor several years, physi-
cists and medical men have sought
to classify them better, so as to
learn precisely which wave length
do the most effective work, and why.
Red light on a photographic plate is
another familiar example. It may
shine all day without affecting the
sensitive  plate, although a tiny
amount of shorter wave lengths will
ruin the plate inslantly.

The scientific explanation is that
light is dividad into quanta-—particles
—each of a different cnergy. These
quanta do their work like coins in
a slot-machine. Where they do not
fit, they pass by harmlessly. The ex-
istence of quanta is well established.
Understanding why they differ so
miuch is not so casy. These differ-
[‘ences in effect may he clarified by
such discoveries as angular momen-
tum and moiecular spin.

Among the well recognized parti-
cles of *solid” substances, molecular
spin is an important attribute. It
has to do with the supposed cease-
less motion of the eclectrons and
protons that compose tangible things.
To define molecular spin of a parti-
cle is like saying of a man that he
is white or he is Mongolian. A dif-
ference in spin may make fully that
degree of difference in the character
and the chemical action of a mole-
cule. :

say, of a quarter of & century.
Through such a period the list as-
sumed horrible length. This, said
Huerta, is the nation that professes
to be the guardian of civilization in
Mexico! My work in those days took
me often into Mexico and forced me
to contemplate that list till I was
sick of it.

When the Washington disarma-
ment Conference was being held in
1022 I was in China, One day a
garbled cable came to Shanghai
which seemed to say that America
had broken a promise to China in
some p©f the negotiations. The re-
port was mistaken, but it for the
moment made the Chinese wratn boil,
Immediately the <Chinese-controlled
newspapers came out with a list of
lynchings—substantially the same
that I had seen so often in Mexico.

“On the trip to India references to
the lynchings were made whenever
opportunity was given to put ques-
tions to me from the floor. The
questions had to do not merely with
lynchings but with discrimination in
its various forms as a contradiction
of the democracy and Christianity
which America professes to honor,
Time and again I was asked by In-
dians anxious to visit America if
there were any hotels in America
that would receive them, and if there
was any way they could avolid insult
in public places. For the most part,
however, the utterances showed a de-
sire to make commop cause with all
peoples oppressed because of color—
and that from the principle involved.”

Making Headway in South

MEMPHIS, Tenn.-—The third tri-
weckly to he started since January
by the Southern Newspaper Syndi-
cate, the Memphis World, appeared
on local streets Sunday morning and
was placed in every home here.

The Memphis World, like its three
sister papers, the Atlanta, Birming-
ham, and Columbus, (Ga.) Worlds,
will appear on Wednesday, Friday, and
Sunday with a minimum of eight
pages ecach issue. J. E. QOaltes, from
Fisk University, Nashville, is editor
and manager of the local paper, and
Herhert Henegan, University of Col-
orado journalism school, is city
editor.

The S. N. S. which publishes the
four Worlds, is owned and managed
hy W. A. Scott, 28-year-old business
man who is successfully doing in the
Negro newspaper fleld what has
never been attempted before—the
publication of & chain of tri-wecklies.

The parent paper, the Atlanta
World, is just slightly less than three
years old. It started out as a weekly
but expanded more than a year ago
into a semi-weekly. In January and
February the Columbus and Birming-
ham papers were started on a two
week basis bul this was changed in
April to the tri-weekly idea. The
Atlanta World, incidentally, recently
applied for membership in the Audit
Bureau of Circulations.

A feature of all S. N. 8. publica-
tions is a full-page of comics by Ne-
gro. artists cvery Sunday. Plans are
near completion for a rotogravure
section to appear also cach Sunday.

At the present time there are 45
full time employes in the system
with more than 450 additional work-
ing in the circulation and other de-
partments.

Desde que se abrié la ruta del
canal de Panama, ¢l 15 de agosto de
1914, han atravesado sus compuertas
unos sesenta y cinco mil buques.
Por su estrachea vena de agua han
pasada aproximadamente 300,000,000
de toneladas de carga, comprendiendo
casi todo articulo conocido de
hombre ¢n todas partes del mundo.
Estos buques han pagado dere-
chos que montan a mis de 250,000,
000 de dolares.  Abierto a todos los
barcos dJel mundo, el canal de Pa-
nami predomina como institucién
norteamericana, La tercera parte de
su carga toral procede del comercio
intercostanero de los Estados Unidos.
Mis de dos terceras partes de la
carga atraviesa de ocste a oste, de-
bido al predominio de los cargu-
mentos en esta direccion.  Los ar-
gamentos del este al ocste son en su
mayotia productos manufacturados.
En los ultimos dos anos ha en-
trado en actividad el comercio de
vinos, consignados a FEuropa de la
costa  occidental de  Sud  América,
fabricados principalmente en Chile y
embarcados a lealia y Espaiia.

Chile es el mayor productor del
trifico en el camal en Sud Amé-
rica. Durante el dltimo afo fiscal
pasaron por ¢l canal aproximada-
mente 1,750,000 toneladas de nitra-
to, dos tercios destinados a Europa
y la mayor parte del resto a la
costa oricntal de los Estados Uni-
dos.

Aceites minerales, maderas, me-
tales, articulos de hierro y acero,
nitratos y trigo son gencralmente
los sci sproductes que pasan anual-
meate por ¢l canal en mayor can-
tidad, aumentando cada afio en 1,-
500,000 toncladas.

DETROIT.~-Folded into a tiny coop
where his chin rests on his knees and
his arms cannot bhe stretched full
iength, Ike Morrow is headed 'back
to Texas and prison.

Georgia Farmer Solves
Problem of Depression

GREENSBORO, Ga.—Early Wat.
son, colored farmer, is being held up
to the other farmers of Greene Coun-
ty and this immediate section of
Georgia as a shining example of what
a small farmer in Georgia should be
and how he should farm. Early has
worked out a ‘live-at-home” sched-
ule which experts say is going to
make him independent of cotton and
have his rented farm supply him
and his family with a good living the
year round,

Watson has been listening and give
ing a heeding ear to those who preach
crop diversification on Georgia. He
has a two-horse farm and on it this
year he has put twenty acres of cot-
ton, threce acres of wheat, four acres
of oats, twenty acres of corn and &
watermelon patch. He will probably
make enough out of cotton to buy
clothes for himself and famlily and
give him little ready money. He will
make enough corn for his stock and
sufficient, too, to make bread for his
family.

He has enough hogs to give a meat
supply throughout the year and there
are a sufficient number of chickens
in the back yard to insure eggs to
cat and a pullet or two for Sunday
dinners.

There are ten folks in Early's fam-
ily. They all work under the gener-
al supervision of Early and his wife.
The farmer trics to kcep as up to
date as possible in his farming., This
year for the first time he has bought
a grain cradle and has taught his
oldest boys to “swing” it and gathet
the grain crop. It is one of the few
grain cradles in Greene County.
The point in all this is that no mat-
ter where the speculators put the
price of cotton this Fall, Wztson and
his family will have enough to cat-—
and a little something bhesides cotton
to sell.
