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How.a Labor Union Protects
_lts Members These Days

We hear much of the depression
aad the hardships caused by it. So-
called experts on economics have writ
ten voluminous tomes on the cure for
it. Publicists have attempted to wish
it away by predicting that “prosper-
ity i» just around the cormer.” But
the depression has held on with the
tenacity of most evil agencies.

It remained for an organization of
union printers, Typographical Union
No. 8, of New York City, to provide
for their unemployed members with a
far-reaching and practical plan which.
in operation, has done much' to alle-
viste conditions arising from the de-
pression.

The following story of true ben-
svolence is a great tribute to the
American labor movement:

Barly in December, by a referen-
dum vote of 4 to 1, New York Typo-
graphical Union No. 8 (“Big 6") de-
cided to continue to ald unemployed
members by assessing members regu-
larly employed 8 per cent of their
esarnings or, instead, requiring these
“regulars” to lay off one day a week
and employ substitutes. This infor-
Mmation was recently given by Austin
Hewson, president of the union.

In the eighteen months from July,
1980, to December, 1931, Typographi-
cal Union No. 6, composed of 11,000
members, has donated, through this
system, $2,278,000 for its unemployed.
The vote recently taken assures con-
tinuatice of this reltef plan from Jan-
uary 1, 1932, until March 31, 1932, at
which date the monetary disburse-
Mménts and time given out will aggre-
gate $3,000,000.

“Hiven by comparison with the
splendid achievement of New York
City’s Emergency Unemployment Re-
1i8¢ Committee in raising $18,000,000
in the entire city, this $3,000,000 bur-
den assumed by one group of 11,000
workers {8 a thing of which to be
proud, we think,” said President Hew-
son. "The large vote in favor of con-
tinyance of the plan is unusually grat-
ifying because it shows our members
more than ever determined to pre-
vent auffering amoung their fellows.
The vote, as tabulated, is 6,314 for the
benefit to 1,582 against, whereas in
a previous referendum for an earlier
period the benefit carried by only 700
majority. By voluntarily taxing them-
sélves so heavily our members reveal
a full appreciation of the gravity of
the situation.”

Relief is being given 1,400 totally
uhémployéd printers at the rate of
$18 weekly for members of four or
moge years' standing, this rate being
scaled down for members with shorter
affiliation.

The monetary revenue for relief
pyrposes is secured chiefly from these
members engaged in the book, job and
periodical branch of the business. The
plan, bowever, also provides that each
member regularly employed on daily
néewspapers must lay off at least one
day each week (thus working not
more than five days a week) in order
that an unemployed man may sub-
stitute. Those “substitutes” who get
only one or two days’ work a week
réceive additional aid from the union's
usemployment funds at rates graded
aceording to length of membership.

The 2,400 printers regularly em-
ployed on New York newspapers have
given out 114,000 days of empioyment
thus far, end will have given out
142,000 days by March 31.

“Our members are determined that
no union printer shall either suffer
tardship or hecome a burden upon the
community in the depression,” said
Jemes J. McGrath, secretary of Big
Six, whose office handled benefit pay-
ments. “The strong fraternal spirit in
this eraft has survived since the for-
matlon of the first ‘chapels’ under the
old guild system four centuries ago.
Por forty years the printers of Amer-
ica have maintained the Union Print-
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ers' Home in Colorado Springs to pro-

itect members against ravagea of trade
ldisease.s We have also an old age
pension that has functioned for many
!vears. This effort of the New York
union, however, represents the most
intensive effort yet made by any
union, I believe, to protect members
in time of stress.”

Typographical Union No. 6 is one
of the oldest labor unions in the
United States. Established 81 years
ago with Horace Greeley as its first
president, Big Six has a background
rich in tradition. The union enters into
contracts with the employers in the
commercial printing field in New York
City and also maintains contractual
relations with the publishers of all
newspapers which have large circula-
tions in and outside the limits of the
greater city.

Due to the accuracy required in the
composing rooms of printing offices,
its apprenticeship requirements are
high—a prospective apprentice must
be possessed of a high school educa-
tion or its equivalent. After the ap-
prentice has been indentured he must
attend schools maintained jointly by
the union and employers. At these
schools he is taught advanced English
and the finer points of printing, both
artistic and mechanical. The schools
are models of supplementary voca-
tional training.

While keeping standards of work-
manship high, the fraternal! and ben-
evolent features are not neglected. For
vears Big Six has maintained beds in
different hospitals in Greater New
York and, should a member become
ill at some place outside of the city,
the union allows the equivalent of
the ward rate at the institution to
which he is taken. This service is
maintained in good times and bad and,
added to the splendid pension and
mortuary features maintained by the
union, stamps thig organization as a
unique one in the history of the labor
movement. All benevolence is main-
tained by funds derived from assess-
ments on earnings of working mem-
bers.

With this background it will be seen
that Typographical Union No. 6 had,
by past experience, the ability to
h.andle the latest depression in a prac-
tical and not a theoretical -manner.

17, was selected as a nation-wide
“Scottsboro Lads Prayer Day,” in an
appeal to the race by the National
Equal Rights League for prayers to
God on that day to save .the eight
colored boys in Kilby prison, Ala-
bama, from an wunjust execution,
through a new trial. Sunday was the
day before the appeal was heard for
a new trial by the Supreme Court of
the State of Alabama.

The league's appeal urged the
races to prayer because of the awfu!
fate hanging over so large a group
of such young persons, because of the
uncertainty of court justice in a
lynching state in cases where the in-
terracial, inter-sex issue was involved.

Negro Left Out
On Job Issue

WASHINGTON.—Despite e fact
that one-seventh of the unemployed
workers in the country are Negroes,
the Senate Committee on Manufac-
tures, which held hearings last week
on the bills for direct Federal granty
for unemployment reliet introduced
by Senators Costigan and LaTolictte,
no Negro organizations or welfare ex.
ecutives were among the scove or
more called to testify as to unem-
ployment conditions throughout the
country.

Communist Was Only Representative
Advices received from the office of
Senator LaFollette, who is chairman
of the committee, were to the effect
that no Negroes had been called be-
fore the committee and none were
contemplated. Thus far the only evi-
dence relating to the sad conditions
of Negro unemployment workers
given at the hearing were those in-
troduced by Herbert Benjamin, white
Communist leader of the “hunger
marchers,” who came here recently.
Mr. Benjamin, accompanied by a Ne-
gro Communist, demanded to be heard
on the unemployment problem.

The Senate committee was sub-
jected to criticism for its failure to in-
vestigate unemployment conditions
among Negroes from varied sources.
It was pointed out that the hearing
was being conducted to determine the
full extent of unemployment and that
inasmuch as Senator LaFollette, the
sponsor of the bill, was labelling him-
self as a “progressive” he had shown
lack of vision in not calling on such
national agencies as the National Ur-
ban League, the Natlonal ‘Association
for the Advancement of Colored Peo-
ple, the Nationpl Negro Business

which are best fitted to give a true
picture of the real conditions facing
such a large. group of American citi-
zéns.

,See Third Party Ambition
Charges made by Mr. Benjamin,
that the Wisconsin Senator and his
colleagues were simply using their
advocacy of the bill to further their
own political hopes for a “third party”
movement seemed substantial by. this
faflure to consider the welfare of
Negro citizens,

Political observers recalled last
week that at a conferences of pro-
gressives called by Senator Norris of
Nebraska last year, the Negro was
also left out of the picture, although
every other imaginable subject wag
under discussion,

Relief Body to
Continue Work

Mrs. Charles Cary Rumsey was pre-
sented with a silver cup, as a token
of her achievements as chairman of
the apartment house division of the
Emergency Unemployment Relief
Committee block-to-block canvass, at
a gratitude tea held at the Junior
League Clubhouse Tuesday afternoon.
Mrs. Rumsey was hostess to 250 of
her co-workers during the unemploy-
ment relief efforts.

Thomas L. Robinson, vice-chairman
of the Emergency Unemployment Re-
lief Committee, congratulated those
present for their efforts in the past
and announced that the committee is
now on the threshold of further effort.

“Since the committee first started
its work last fall,”” Mr. Robinson said,
“the necd for relief effort has in-
creased materially.” He pointed out
that the number of unemployed is now
astimated at 800,000 and that at least
150.000 families are in need of imme-
diale help. Against this it was esti-
mated that only 83,000 families are
getting relief in one form or another.

“Thz Emergency Unemployment
Nehie® Cemmittee classified all reg-
‘stevert apnlicants as A, B or C cases,
accordiny to the immediate need for
velief,” he =said. “It has been very
tlt to draw the line between the

vt every effort has been made
ke care of the A or urgent cases
frst, and hecause the funds available
are limited it has been impossible to
axterd aid to a large number of B
and C cases.

“Because the unemployment situa-
tion becomes increasingly difficult,
the committee is8 now on the threshold
of further activity, It has already
started a clothing relief division.
vaich is collecting wearable clothing,
repairing and cleaning it, and distrib-
uting it to unemployed through estab-
lished welfare agencies. It has cre-
ated a committee for handling gifts
in kind. It is establishing a commit-
|tee that will consider relief in forms
other than physical, and it has in
preparation an endeavor that will give
persons of means an opportunity to
provide the weekly budget for definite
families in need.”

Mrs. Courtlandt D. Barnes, vice-
chairman of the women’s division, of
which Mrs, August Belmont is chair-
man, outlined the continuation pro-
gram as it will be carried out at wo-
men's headquarters at the Savoy-
Plaza Hotel.

Mrs. Rumsey accepted the chair-
meanship of a committee of women
who will carry on the continuation
program among residents of apart-
ment buildings. She appealed to those
who had assisted in the past to re-
vflu%ger,th_e!r sgrvices under the new
plan.

Let us face the year head then.

Those who have must
stand by those who undeservedly have
not. No matter how many people

write the papers and glibly settle “al’

this nonsense about religion” there is
no fact which is irresistibly true—
the more men try to face thias test
and tasks honestly, faithfully, coura-
geously—the more power will be
theirs to understand their problems
and to work them out into a real
solution. May I wish for all of you
“More power to you for the New

Moods of the White Folks
NO sane person, irrcs'l';'ccli\'; of his color wr creed, will condone the
vicious attack wpon the wife of a white American marine officer
at Honolulu, Hawaii, by five men—alleged to be two native Hawaiians,
two Japanese and onc Chincse. The Negro World condemins the per-
petrators of that crime as much as any other newspaper.

But what we cannot understand is the mood of white men and
women and respousible ones too, like high government officers, social
leaders and newspaper cditors who have been applauding the lynch spirit
and lawless acls of the marines at Honolulu, We arc now referring
to the beating ol one of the accused and killing of another by the
wronged partics. Under the Amcrican law, the accused who have not
.been convicted by the first jury will he considered innocent untit they
are found guilty. But the mavines who have come from South hecame
impatient and resorted to “Southern justice,” which resulted in the
beating of one and killing of another as stated above.

Jingo papers like the New York Lvening Post have approved this
“Southern justicc” in Hawaii and sought to throw all the blame on Tocal
officers and especially on the non-white population of the islands. A
high army officer is talking about the “white women’s hionor” and thus
directly instigating lawlessness among the marines.

But these very “righteous and indignant™ persons have nothing to
say about the atrocitics committed by the white American marines on
Hawaiian, Chinesc, Japanese girls in those islands. Most of those cases
are hushed up, A newspaper man writing in the New York Herald-
Tribune has blamed the present situation on the conduct of the marines
who are overbearing, uncivil and uncouth. If an investigation has to he
made as is now being demanded the Congress should also delve into
the behavior of its own marines.

To the Negroes the situation in Hawaii is not a new thing. Nor
are the “virtues” of the white man nor his “justice.” Ohb, how the
American white man is becoming an cver increasing burden upon more
and more people and a wider and wider arca! He took segregation with
him to Paris and forced it on the French and now he is trying to foist
Iynching upon the charming people of Hawaii, to the latter’s disadvantage.

Why Not Knock Hard?
UCCESS cannot come to those who are afraid to work hard. Nor can
there be entry to those who are timid to knock hard at the door of
opportunities,

The Negro is an casy victim of the tendency to take life casy and
walk on soft carpets. Therefore he ‘wants only ready-made opportunities.
He will not try to make cfforts and get what he wants.

When it comes to government jobs he prefers only political jobs,
neglecting civil service jobs which need preparation and hard work. But
if he makes good in the latter he can force open for himself many new
opportunities. By which we do not mean to say that all is casy sailing for
the Negro if he just passes his civil service examinations cven with the
highest score. But if he is preparced and keeps on knocking hard he can
enter the door and take his proper scat,

Young Negroes, do not lose the opportunity of preparing yourselves
for something higher. A time will come when you will benefit by your
preparation.

Helen Keller, you no doubt remem-
ber, set out to accomplish an amazing
achievement. She had the most difti-
qult obstacles to overcome that could
possibly befall any one, normal or
otherwise. Her obstacles were deaf-
ness, dumbaess and blindness. She set
out in the world to learn how to know
and understand mundane things with
the same understanding and know!-
edge as a normally equipped person.

Through the long and tiresome
years, she never gave up hopes of
acquiring success. She worked and
worked, year in and year out. One
can hardly understand how on earth
she kept on working; but evidently
she relied upon her undaunted spirit
and wholesome courage,

Her long years of hard struggle
did not terminate in vain, but fn ab-
solute success. In spite of all the dis-
advantages, difficulties and heart-
aches, she accomplished the thing she
set out to achieve. And there is hard-
ly a greater achievement in the world
that can compare with that of hers.
She rose from one of the most doom-
¢d persons to the most famous wo-
man in the world.

Today, she can understand without
hearing; make other understand her
without the power of speech; and sce
without eyes,

Judging from the amount of cour-

age it takes to accomplish the samall
things we go after, one could imagine
just about how much courage she had
in order to accomplish that great
achievement.
True, however, that the world
fould not hold so much interest as it
now holds.if every person possessed
the same amount of courage as Helen
Keller. There would be no failures;
and the result will be that the people
would not regard success with the
same value as they mnow do. But
everybody does not possess even some
amount of courage; therefore, the
world is full of failures. And of the
many failures, there are excellent ma-
terials and good talents that could be
cultivated into great achlevements,
but cotrage is lacking.

Films on Africa
Untrue to Life

(Translated from the German
“Schoner Zukunft"
PRAGUE, Czecho-Slovakia. —— At
the present time in the German and
Austrian theatres the American so-
called “expedition films” are again
being shown. William L. Kristl re-
cently referred to them in an article
in the “German Film Magazine”
(Munich) as being characterized
chiefly by “childlike bluff” and “un-

usual bad taste.”

There is little or no truth in them;
there is a clever tcchnique about
them that precludes naturalness.
HHardly one of them is without sav-
age shooting of defenseless animals,
and even the unscrupulous destroy-
ing of animals much after the cus-
tom of the prairie years in the Wild
West half a century ago.

The Negroes in the American films
are cither ridiculous or horrifying;
they must have furnished the object
for sorry wit for the film producers
on many occasions. The actual every-
day life of the Negroes is never
shown. We see always the mythical
“feasts” and ‘‘dances,” gruesome re-
sults of tribal warfare—all of which
has no foundation in fact, but is ra-
ther the hypothetical portrayal of the
producer’'s imagination.

No bonafide American expedition
{ilm is without its “sensation.” How-
ever, in an American made African
film which was shown in the theatres
during the past year, the sensation
was the laceration of a Negro by an
attacking lion; it is not yet decided
as to whether this particular scene
is genuine or faked.

In oune of thesc films now being
shown in many theatres, “Ingagi,”
the public is hoaxed into believing
that a gorilla ravishes & Negro wo-
man. This alleged genuine scene is
of course a deception; the wild-be-
having gorilla is a masked film im-
personator.

Another thing, in this film artifi-
cial animals arc brought forth as
“new discoveries.” Productions of
this kind in which such meaningless
orgies are depicted are a great dan-
ger to the culture-film.

“Any disparagement of the cul-
ture-film is at the same time a depre-
ciation of a means of popular educa-
tion—all of which is of extraordinary
significance: Once the public becomes
aware of this swindle, it will no
longer credit the legitimacy of ser-
ious films."

Prominent Women Portrayed

By Scholarly Negro Woman

By RAYFORD W. LOGAN

Biographies of women are rare in
any country. Miss Sadic I. Daniel
and the Associated Publishers, of
Washington, D, C., have consequently
made a significant contribution to the
rapidly growing literature about
Negroes, by Negroes, and for all stu-
dents, by giving us these sketches of
seven eminent contemporary Negro
women: Miss Lucy Laney, Mrs. Mag-
gie L. Walker, Mrs. Janie Porter Bar-
rett, Mrs., Mary McLeod Bethunc,
Miss Nannie H. Burroughs, Mrs.
Charlotte Hawkins Brown, and Miss
Jane E. Hunter.

Miss Daniel's choice for her own
female hall of fame is well justified
if one keeps in mind that she is de-
picting the activities and achieve-
ments of women who have created
brick-and-mortar edifices, This re-
viewer who has seen the results of
the labors of all these strong char-
acters except those of Miss Laney
and Mrs. Bethune feels that the
praises bestowed upon them are
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wmply justified. Actual photographs
provide convincing proof to any who,
like the true Parisian to whom the
Louvre is a department store, have
failed to pay a visit to these monu-
ments of unflinching determination.

After reading these biographies,
the student will naturally ask him-
self whether there is any common de-
nominator which accounts for the re-
sults obtained. One thing is evident
immediately-—-that is, the almost
complete absence of women from the
picture. These seven women arc ap-
parently either single or widows.
Their mother rather than thelr father
constituted the dominant {ufluence in
thelr instruction and in their educa-
tion. All of them came from poor,
hard-working, respectable families.
Only one enjoyed a college education.
Five of them huilt in the South and
two in horder communities, and all of
them won the support of Southern
friends and Northern philanthroplsts.
The same misfortunes, especially de-
struction of buildings hy fire, over-
whelmed practically all of them.

Nevertheless, one teels very dis-
tinctly that two factors are com-
mon to the success of these women.
One was an unbounded trust in God;
the other was that gift which stub-
bornly says that there is no defeat
but only the postponement of victory.
The publishers might, therefore, con-
gider the suggestion of sending &
copy to our defeatists and ask them
to surrender to these women the
leadership which their virlle man-
hood has prostituted. For it was of
women like thesc that Sterling
Brown must have dreamed when he
wrote his “Strong men, gettin’
stronger.”

Miss Daniel tells her story with a
simplicity appropriate to her char-
acters. Is it too much to hope that
some of our schools will prescribe
Women Builders as an optional choice
in place of the life of the sixtecnth
century flapper and Queen of the
high-jackers, Good Queen Bess?

NEGRO IN AVIATION

Safety Featurcs of the Airplane

Aviation is no longer in the experi-
mental stage. The human clement
is the greatest factor in making it
safe to fly. Recent tigures published
by the Acronautical branch, U. 8.
Department of Commerce, discloses
the fact that it is the pilot who is
at fault in fifty-cight per cent of all
airplane accidents. Over confidence,
lack of knowledge ot existing condi-
tions, mistakes in judgment, inexper-
ience and physical inability among
pilots arc the fundamental causes of
airplane accidents. This condition is
unwarrented and is unhealthy for the
advancement of aviation. Hence rigid
government cxaminations arc rapidly
making aviation safe by weeding out
the pilots who are unfit.

The airplane itself is safc. Tt is
not often that an airplanc accident
is caused by a structural deficiency.
Modern airplanes are constructed
many times stronger than necessary
for the stresses, strains of overload
encountered even in the roughest of
flying conditions.

In the early days of aviation *the
fool killers” were constructed with a
low factor of safety. In other words,
they did nol have the reserve
strength necessary to be termed safe.
In those days the safety factor was
approximately five-to-one. Today's
afrplane is more than ten-to-one.

The Negro of
North and South

By C. G. WOODSON !

When the free Negroes were ad-.
vised a hundred years ago to go tc
Africa they replied to their traducer

that they would never separate them

selves from the slave population o

this country as they were brethre:

by the “ties of consanguinity, of suf-
tering, and of wrong.” Today, how

ever, the Negro in the North turn:

up his nose at the crude migrant
from the South who brings to the

North the race problem but along
with it more tbrift and actual pro-
gress than the Northern Negro ever
dreamed of.

When in 1816 free Negroes like
Richard Allen, James Forten, and
Robert Purvis, were referred to as a
foreign element whose social status
might not be secure in this country,
instead of permitting the coloniza-
tionists to shove them aside as crim-
inals to be deported to a distant
shore, they replied in no uncertain
terms that this soil in America which
gave thom birth is their only true
heme. “Here their fathers fought,
bled, and died for this country and
here they intended to stay.” Today
when such things come up you find
Negroes appearing upon the scene to
see how much pay they can get to
assist in this undoing of the race.

Further emphasizing this thought
of resistance a few years later, Na-
thaniel Paul, a Baptist preacher of
Albany, informed the colonizationists
that the free Negroes would not per-
mit their traducers to formulate a
program for the race. You may go
ahead with your plan to deport this
element to make slavery secure, but
we will never emigrate to Africa.
We shall stay here and fight until
the foul monster is crushed. Slavery
must go.

“Did 1 believe it would always con-
tinue,” said he, “and that man to the
end of time would be permitted with
impunity to usurp the same unduc
authority over his fellow, T would
disallow any allegiance or obhligation
1 was under to my fellow creatures,
or any submission that T owed to the
laws of my country; I would deny
the superintending power of divine
Providence in the affairs of this life:
I would ridicule the religion of the
Savior of the world, and treat as the
worst of men the ministers of the
everlasting gospel: 1 would consider
jmy Bible as a hook of false and de-
llusive fables, and commit it to the
flames; nay, I would still go farther;
1 would at once confess myself an
.atheist, and deny the existence of a
holy God.”

! And these Negroes of a century
‘ago stood their ground and fought

the pro-slavery deportationists to a
. standstill, for with the exception of a
: few pioneers the emigrants to Liber-
"ia were largely slaves manumitied on
the condition that they would settle
‘in Africa. These freedmen could have
;no ideals but those of the slavehold-
.ing section from which they were
sent. They established, therefore, a
slavocracy in Liberia. If Liberia has
failed, then, it is no evidence of the
failure of the Negro in government.
It i3 merely evidence of the failure
lof slavery.

The Negroes attacking the mon-
strous jim-crowism almost a century
ago fearlessly questioned the consti-

tutionality of such a provision.
Speaking through Charles Lenox
Redmond of that day. they said,

“There is a distinction between social
and civil rights. We all claim the
privilege of selecting our society and
associntions, but, in civil rights, one
man has not the prerogative to de-
fine rights for another. These (race)
distinctions react in all their wicked-
ness—to say nothing of their con-
cocted and systematized odiousness
and absurdity—upon those who are
illiheral and mean enough to practice
them.”

THE MUSICAL WEST

By JOHN A. GRAY

The musical situation as regards
orchestral players is rather acute in
Europe. In France many orchestras
have lost their positions through the
increased popularity of jazz. Russia
has forbidden the entrance of jazz
musicians into the country. In Paris
the men are retaliating by going in-
to cafes where foreign musicians are
working and as soon as the music be-~
gins they start yelling and demand-
ing Freuch music for Frenchmen.,

All of which is another way of say-
ing that Negro music is like the
music of the “Pied Piper of Ham-
lin.” Already the writers are giving
Paul Whiteman and other men the
credit for having created jazz. To
us the idea is ridiculous but if we
are not careful the future generations
will read of the origin of jazz and
will find no mention of the Negro as
its creator.

It is true that these primitive
rhythms are powerful, so powerful
that our composers are content to let
them remain in their primitive state.
Foreign composers are utilizing them
in serious compositions. The recent
piano concertos by Tansman, a Polish
composer living in Paris, which was
played here last week by Schmitz
with the Philharmonic Orchestra, de-
pends largely upon its effectiveness
through the use of jazz rhythms.
We have many talented persons
but the majority are not willing to
develop their talents, What would
be the results {f boys with talent like
Louis Armstrong and others were
given a severe schooling in music
education. That is what happens in
Europe and that is why they have
produced so many masters. A Mozart,
a Beethoven or a Bach could not
have been produced without plenty
of hard work. Native talent alone
would never have done it.

We, as Negroes, must learn that
any sign of exceptional talent among
our youths is also a sign for plenty
of hard work. We must encourage
these young people in their efforts
but we must also be careful not to
pamper them or to overrate them
because we shall then be defeating
the very purpose for which we are

The National School
Tournament Is Off

HAMPTON INSTITUTE, Va.—For
the past three years Hampton has
gsponsored a national interscholastic
hasketball tournament for the high
schools of the country; first, with
the view of encouraging and helping
to develop wider participation in
basketball among secondary schools;
and second, to furnish an opportunity
for state champions, runners up, and
teams with unusual records to play
in a mnational championship. This
movement has aided the various state
associations in carrying out their
programs for competitive athletics.

The response on the part of the
high schools of the country has heen
all that could be looked for. The
states of Virginia, West Virginia,
North Carolina, and the District of
Columbia have entered teams from
the beginning. The second year of
the tournament teams entered from
Lexington and Louisville, Kentucky,
and Lincoln Park High School of
Fort Plerce, Florida. Last year
marked the appearance of such
teams as Roosevelt High from Gary,
Indiana; Wendell Paillips from Chi-
cago, and Dougless High of Balti-
more. The tournament was truly
arowing to be national one.

However, because of the economic
conditions throughout the country
Hampton will not hold a national
tournament in 1932, The following
letter was sent to those schools who
have annually taken part in the tour-
nament:

“1 am writing to notify you of
{lampton’s decision not to hold the
aational inter-scholastic basketball
tournament this year. This decision
was reached after considering econos
mic conditions existing throughout
the country and especially the ways
in which such conditions are effect-
ing the lives of Negro people at this
time.

“We do not believe we would be
justified in asking schools and par-
ents to assume the additional expense
necessary to send teams to the tour-
nament when 80 many are finding it
difficult to carry out their regular
programs. I hope that when we re-
turn to normal conditions the tourna-
ments can again be held if at that
time there is still a desire and need
for them.”
