F. Q. Morton to Help
St. Louis Democrats

ST. LOUIS, Mo.—Ferdinand Q.
Morton, civil service commissioner of
New York and leader of Negro Dem-
ocrats of that city, is making a trip
to St. Louis for a monster mauss meet-
ing in the Interest of the Democratic
situation and the McLemore-for-Con-
gress Campaign, it was announced
this week by Negro Democratic lead-
ers. Included on the program with
Morton will he St. Louis, Kansas
City and out-state leaders, and it is
expected that Senator Harry B.
Hawes will be present.

Under the leadership of Attorney
Motton, the New York Negroes have
heen as strongly Democratic as the
St. Louis Negroes have been Repub-
ican. Morton and his backers stood
by Tammany, and they got, not jan-
itorships, but positions of honor and
of trust.  Among other recognitions,
two judgeships, and a civil service
cornmissionership have been the re-
ward for the support of the Negroes
to Tummany.

Mr, Mortun will discuss the issues
of today as they atfect the Negroes,
politically, New York which is gov-
erned and controlled by the Demo-
erals hus a huger number of Negro
employes than any other cily in the
United States. Mr. Morten will tell
his hearvers “how wu got them johs.”

The declaration was made in a let-
ter to the Democratic Central Com-
mitiee of North Dakota in answer to
the committee's request that the Gov-
cernor consent to being a Presidential
candidate,

Governor Roosevelt's letter is highly
iluminating in its revelation of his
character and of his fitness for the
great honor bestowed upon hin,

Devotion to Duty

The Governor's letter said in part:

“It is the simple duty of any Amer-
ican to serve in public position if call-
cd upon. One who helieves in new
standards of governments for meeting
new problems, in the translation of
forward-looking thought into practi-
cal action, must welcome a chance to
do his share toward that end. ...
“Our Legislature iy now in session.
If T am to be faithful to this trust, I
must devote myself to the obtaining
of progressive laws, and the immedi-
ate administering of executive dutles
in the interest of the people of this
State.

“Were T now to divert my efforts
in any degree by personal efforts in
turtherance of my own political fu-
ture, I would not only be untrue to
my own convictions, but I would also
stamp myself as one unworthy of my
party’s choice as leader.”

HARRISBURG, Pa.—Petitions
from thirty counties were filed at the
State Elections Bureau today by Jos-
cph F. Guffey, former Democratic
National Committeeman, placing the
name of Governor Roosevelt upon the
primary ballot as a Democratic can-
didate for Preai-ent.

Mr. Guffey, who months ago claim-
ed sixty-six of the State's seventy-six
delegates t{o the national convention
for Governor Roosevelt, today said
his estimate was conservative.

vited to take part. Four of these,
stateseMr. Totten, have responded.
These are the American-West Indian
Benevolent Society, the American-
West Indian Ladies' Aid Society, the
Virgin Islands Prudential Society and
the Sixtonians.

1t is pointed out that West Indians
are more inclined to lay aside per-
sonal differences in unting for a prin-
ciple than their American brothers,
and the calling of this conference is
hased on that hope.

Slain in His Home
Dr. E. Gordon Crichlow, 34 years
old, a Negro physician, was found
dead in hig apartment on the ground
floor of 139 West 143d street at 9:15
o'clock yesterday morning, his skull
crushed and the ring finger of his
left hand badly lacerated. A gas
range burner, believed to have been
the death instrument, was on the bed.

Einstein Hails Negro Race

Deploring the tendency of minori-
ties to acquiesce in the “prejudiced
estimate” of them held by majorities
which regard them as inferior, Prof,
Albert Einstein commenced them
for seeking an ‘“emancipation of the
soul” through closer union and ‘‘con-
educational enlightenment.”

Aside from the cash
earnings, isn’t such training of solid
value? Isn't this insuring the group's
economie future? Won't such a record
do.us Negroes credit ?

It is also worth remembering that
many successful men's stories tell
where around ten, they sold news-
papers, chewing gum, handkerchiefs,
gtc.., to help support a family. Then,
is it surprising to find Abe Goldbers
later‘. a leading figure in the comb-
munity’s business? With such a back-
ground, success was virtually assured.
Now contrast that with the environ-
ment and training of Negro children
and there's the answer to our scarcity
of business brains—our lack of eco-
nomic standing.

Give a thought to the youngster's
full worth in our race's forward
march! The clild showing a bent for
merchandising should be encouraged
as much as another for music or the
profession. Not only the race, but the
world seeks men who can introduce
newer and better ways of merchan-
dising, of doing business.in general.
Considering the cost to place our
youngsters, as against the benefits,
we should—nay, must change around.

Our youngsters coming of age are
too carefree, too unreliable, too easy-
going. They are serlfous about noth-
ing. On street corners, in stores, in
offices—everywhere—it's jigging and
buffooning, thus exacting a heavy toll
from the race's self-respect. At sight,
a Negro child is a sign for handclap-
ping and singing to “show what you
can do.” One cannot plant thorn and
then expect to rveap corn. ‘

In other scctions the youngsters
form a part of the serious activity
and progressiveness evident. Many of
our youngsters now ‘just walking
around” — getting into mischief —
could be gainfully and honorably em-
ployed, if made to ‘see.” A start can
cost even less than $1.

Meet Your Democratic State
Chairman

The name Farley is much In the
limelight these days.  Most all Far-
leys we know are’ energelic persons.
For the purpose of distinction, how-
ever, ye wish to point out that the
subject of this sketch, James A, Far-
ley, is Chairman of the Democratic
State Committee and a member of
the State Boxing Commission. He is
not the Sheriff of New York County.
This article being written primarily
for colored readers, it is necessary
that we make such distinctions to
avoid a confusion of namcs.

As chairman of the Democratic
State Committee, Clommissioner Far-
ley is titular leader of the Democratic
party of this State. His major task
ig to build up the party in this State
and to sec to it that it functions
smoothly and cfficiently.

As chairman of the State Roxing
Commiigsion, the job of regulating
hoxing in the State, and seeing to it
that the manly art is kept on a high
plane, is cntrusted to him and his
associate commissioners.

A peep at the record will prove
that in both capacities he has done
a thorough and efficicnt joh. A mun
who succeeds at any task that he un.
dertukes must possess certain attri-
butes that are contributory to suc-
cess. What are some of these attri-
butes found in the personality of
James A. Farley? Briefly, they may
be summarized as follows: rugged
honesty, hard work, o knowledge of
human nature, plus a little “hooey”
and “baloney.” In order to under-
stand how “Jim"” Farley (as he is
popularly known) succeeds in thise
two difficult capacities we must carry
you back to Rockland County (up
State, New York), where he was horn
and nurtured into manhood. Accord-
ing to the New Yorker, & weekly pub-
lication that carried a pen portrait of
Farley, he had been a salesman, fra-
ternity man, and legislator before he
ripened into maturity as a “big shot”
in New York City and Statc. Upstate
we could picture him as a typical
“Main Street” character, with a glad
handshake and back slap for every-
one, as & member of a Rotary Club,
a Trade and Commerce organization,
and & member of the local Elk Lodge,
Here, in this simple environment, he
developed the custom of getting along
with everyone and offending no one,
which in the future proved to be one
of his greatest attributes.

Entering New York City with this
background, Commissioner Farley suc-

ceeded not only in politics but in busi.
ness as well. As an official of the
General Builders’ Supply Corporation
he may be rated as an ontstanding
business success.

Negro attention was first focused
on Farley when he was made a mem-
ber of the State Boxing Commission.
In this capacity he made several de-
cisions i nehalf of Negro loxers,
which endeared himi to the Negto
public.  Notable among them was
when he opposed Jack Dempsey in a
fight in New York State against any
opponent until he had fought Harry
Wills, considered then by the Boxing
Commissioner as the logical contend-
er to fight the champion. Dempscy
refused to fight Wills and as a conse.
(quence was barred from fighting in
New York State. Joe Willlams of
the Evening Telegram contends that
Farley played politics with Harlem in
barring Dempsey.  If that be true it
must be said that he played a darn
good game, hecause after that inci-
dent Harlem went completely Dem-
ocratic when the vote for Roosevelt
was counted. .

Another act of Warley's which in-
gratiated him with Negroes was the
staging of a benefit show for old Sam
Langford, who had gone blind through
injuries received during his long and
honorable ring carecr.
alized from this show enabled Lang-
ford to readjust himself to life, which
prevented him from becoming a public
charge. These acts of Commissioner
Farley made him popular with Ne-
groes threugh the nation. He i3 known
among them as a “square shooter.”

His interest in Negro Harlem has
not heen confincd altogether to the
sport world but has extended to many
phases of its complex life. It was
through the support of Commissioner
Furley that a camp for Negro chil~
dren, which bears his name, was pur.
chased upstate. Yearly the Commis-
gioner promotes boXxing or wrestling
shows to raise funds for the mainte-
nance of the camp,.
gro chilaren, who otherwise could not
avail themselves of the fresh air, sun-
shine, exercise and wholesome food,
enjoy such benefita at this Camp.

When Commissioner Farley assum-
ed leadership of the State Democratic
organization it sadly needed upbuild-
ing. The voting strength of the party
wasg centered largely downstate, New
York City in the past had supplied
the votes that elected a Democratic
Governor and State .ticket. The or-
zanization in certain sections upstate
had virtually ceased to function, The

HARRISBURG, Pa. - Governor
Pinchot announced the appointment
of Robert J. Nelson of Philadelphia
as a member of the State Athletic
Commission on Janyary 21.'The posi-
tion carries with it a salary of 35,000
per year and traveling expeases.

Although there was some opposi-
tlon to Mr. Nelson among the color-
ed politicians of the state because of
his long residence in Washington,
D. C,, and Wilmington, Del.,, the new
commissioner was able to prove that
he had reestablished his residence in
the state and voted in the 1931 elec-
tion.

He was born in Reading where his
family has resided since 1845, His
grandfather, Philip Nelson, came
from Leesburg, Va, to Philadelphia
in 1840 and later moved upstate to
Reading. Commissioner Nelson was
the youngest of eleven children and
recelved his early education in his
native city. '

He has been active in politics tor
many years, having beea appointed to
a clerkship during the administration
of Governor Pennypacker, from
which position he resigned to enter
the field of journalism by publishing
the Wilmington Advocate. He wss
also at one time a member o!f the
company that published the Advo-
cate-Verdict of Harrisburg, Pa.

For the past six years he has been

editor of the Washington Eagle, the
official organ of the Elks, and aiso
director of the Elks Civil Liberties
Bureau. He is a member of the Ma-
sonic fraternity and from 1907 to
1908 was grand master of the Odd
Fellows of Pennsylvania.
Mr. Nelson was twice married. H's
first wife was Mary K. Roberts of
Baltimore, who died in 1907. His
present wife is Alice Dunbar-Nelsnn.
widow of the late Paul Laurence
Dunbar.

He is the only man of color holi-
ing such a position in any state in
the union, although Charles Fred
White, also colored, served as a Stale
Athletic Commissioner in Penasyl-
vania several years ago.

It has been said that Christ was
born on December 25, and this is sup-
posed to be why we celebrate that
date and call it Christmas. This is not
true. The date upon which He was
born is not known. He was hardly
known before his crucifixion, and
was not heard of in Rome until some-
thing over a hundred years after his
death. Christ was a man similar to
Gandhi (he did not have as many
followers) and if Gandhi should die
a martyr to his cause, a century hence
Gandhism might become the religion
of India.

Augustine wrote 1 treatise which
he called “The City of God,” meaning
the government of God. He main-
tained that there was an invisible
kingdom of God where all believers
went. Augustine's teachings enabled
the church to gain complete control
over Lhe beliefs of the people. There
was but onc factor that gave the
Christian belief such unprecedented
Impetus. That was the lake-fire and
hrimstone punishment. The barbarians
were taught that the church had
power over life after death, Dreading
frightful punishment beyond the
grave, the superstitious people sub-
mitted readily to such influences, and
the church gained enormous power.
