Judges Watson, Toney Made
High Ratings, Court Reports

The first year's record of Harlem's
two Negro judges in the Municipal
Court of New York City gives them
s high ranking among the more than
fifty judges of this court throughout
the city. The annual report shows
that these two judges each handled
over 8,000 separate actions, and yet

' there were comparatively few appeals

- to  the

from their decisions.
The two Negro judges of the
Municipal Court arc Judge Charles

* E. Toney and Judge James S. Watson

of the Tenth District. They took
ofice on January 1, 1931, Contrary
general impression, these

judges do not maintain a separate

" court for Harlem litigants, but rotate

throughout the Borough of Manhat-
tan along with the judgea of the
other nine Manhattan districts. More
of their cases were tried in white dis-
tricts than colored.

When Negro judges were first pro-
posed for the Municipal bench, some

" of the voters, especially whites, felt

that the Negro lawyer did not have
the proper kind of experience that
would fit him for judicial honors, But
the work done by Judges Toney and

© Watson in their first year refutes any
© such idea.

The record shows that Judge Toney
hiekt court 197 days during the year,

7 and his time was taken up with the

following actions: Inquests, 516;
trials (non-jury), 920; jury trials,
135; motions, 1,392; summary pro-
ceedings, 6,312; and exparte actions,
2.
Judge Watson held court 196 days,
and his time was spent as follows:
1,080; trials (non-jury),
896; jury trials, 123; motions, 2,381;

- summary procecdings, 4,284, and ex-

parte actions, 2.

There were only 22 appeals from
the decisions of Judge Toney. The
Appellate Court upheld the justice in
8 cases; reversed him in 13, and one
of his decisions was modified.

In the record of Judge Watson for
the year there were 32 appeals taken.
His decision were upheld in 20 cases;
reversed in only 7; 4 decisions were
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your

modified, and in one case the appeal
wasg dismissed as being without merit,

It might be added that there were
several appeals pending at the end
of the year that had not been decided.
The figures in this report were con«
tained in the annual report of Presid-
ing-Justice Timothy Leary.

Writing in the New York Sun last
April, Martin Green, veteran reporter,
referred to the high esteem in which
the Negro judges are held. He wrote:
“The Negro judges in their few
months of service have won the ad-
miration of their colleagues on the
bench and the lawyers practicing be-
fore them.”

8§ IT an irony or willful bene-
volence of fate that the times
of storm and stress bring out more
* forcefully and clearly the sterling
qualities of a strong  character
rather than crush the spirit of that
character? Here is a splendid ex-
ample of it, which we recapitulate
from “Children’s News,” published
at Delhi, India.

A young lad (we do not know
his exact age) was in jail in con-
nection with the Civil Disobedience
movement of Mahatma Gandhi for
the liberation of Indin. While he
was being tried before a British
judge, the lad, in his defense, mere-
1y recited two lines from an English
poet, Thomas Campbell, as follows:

“They defied the ficld and scaffold
For their birth-rights—so will we.”

To this the “liberty loving” English
judge answered blandly that “Well,
‘that poet Thomas Campbell is dead”
and sent the hoy to jail to work at
hard labor.

« The youngster knew better and
his spirit was not crushed. IHe is
still sticking to his gun.. He has
one constant thought and that is:
“India we must liberate from the
British yoke.,”

Later he wrote a letter to a native

Englishman, Arthur Mee, “father of
children’s literature” in his country,
in which he inquired why it was
-right to teach the English children:
*Who is England if not I?” and
WHY it was WRONG for an
Indian' boy to say: “Who is India
if not I

Of course, he Lknew that the
British statesmen were too stupid
to understand his pure patriotism
and that’ the British scholars too
timid to sympathize with him and

.therefore consolidates his spirit of
patriotism by quoting the famous
American poet, Emerson:

“Brave men who work while others
sleep,

\Who dare while others fly,

They build a nation’s ‘pillars deep

‘And lift them to the sky.”

This example of patriotism of an
Indian youth should become a fount
of inspiration to the Negroes in
general and to the members of the
Universal Negro Improvement, As-
sociation in particular, How we
wish that every Negro could say:
“Who ‘3‘- -*‘]\e Negro race if not 1?”

disconicnted. Rather are they mak-
ing the best of things and looking
forward to a better day. Thousands
of them are hard up in a way that
would make the lot of the average
wlite person scem rosy in compari-
son. '

Born optimists, these “colored”
folks of ours. “Never trouble trou-
ble until trouble troubles yow” is
their motto, literally. And when
trouble troubles you “shet your
mouf” and do the best you can.

Not ground down, these negro
neighbors of ours. They would deny
that to be the case. Just lacking in
those qualities which they must
acquire to be cconomicaﬂy indepen-
dent. Lacking in the ability to plan,
to save, lacking in the ambition to
acquire means and keep them. They
are not lazy. They just don't give
a hang about tomorrow. And when
tomorrow comes and socks them on
the beezer they laugh. As long as
there are plenty of perfectly beau-
tiful funerals to wail at, why wail
over something that can’t be under-
stood nor helped? As long as there
are white folks to run business, why
not let them take the losses that
come when business is bad? And as
long .as there arc white folks with
more than colored folks, colored
folks can depend on cajoling a dime
or a meal out of them.

Dr. Bynum says this is the best
place for negroes in a time like the
present. Southern - whites under-
stand them better, and the South-
ern climate is friendlier. .He is a
practical man, from our long obser-
vation, and not given to saying
things, such as that, just to please
white péople.

Our Dbiggest asset, except perhaps
the magnificent climate and the
splendid soil God gave us, these
colored folks of ours. They- have
“turned over a new leaf” recently,
hired a man to teach them better
farming methods. He is a demon-
stration worker of long experience
and great emergy, we understand.
Colored farmers in other counties
have been helped vastly by such
workers. So our negro farmers in-
tend to be a little less happy-go-
lucky—shiftless is too broad a
word—and increase their harvests
and incomes. That is bully. For as
this considerable element of our
population prospers, so do we all
prosper. A people’s wealth is the
aggregate wealth of its individuals.
Contented in the face of rare ad-
versity, loyal to their white neigh-
bors and a government that will dis-
criminate as long as the white
majority insists on discrimination!
The negro citizen is a brick in the
eyes of the Southern white, man,
who will insist upon social super-
iority so long: as the race lives who
concede the Negro a better chance
than he has carved for himself and,

For many weeks we have been
paying particular attention to the en-
tanglement in whichi China and Japan
are involved, and arc waiting eagerly
for the results of each step these

countries make. But, unfortunately,
there are no other sources from which
we can obtain the results than from

As it so happens, the reports we do
rcceive from our journals are not the
whole truth; in fact, not even one-
quarter of what we read is the truth.

Death Verdict for
Negro in Half Hour

SAPULPA, Okla.—The death scn-
tence of a 22-year-old Negro boy in
a thirty-minute trial at a special ses-
sion of the night court is being
fought here by the International
Labor Defense.

Investigators for the I. L. D. have
started a probe into the case of Jess
Hollins, Negro worker, who is con-
demned to die in the electric chair on
March 11 on the charge of raping a
white woman. Hollins was arrested
last December 26 and tried in night
court the same day. Investigators
have learned that Hollins was visiting}
the white woman for two years and
was charged with rape only after

Court Denies
Lee New Trial

BALTIMORE, Md.—Yuel Lee (Or-
phan Jones), 60-year-old Negro farm-
hand whose trial at Towson last week
aroused nation-wide interest, was
sentenced to hang on Wednesday
after the Towson judges had denied
the motion of Bernard Ades, lawyer
for the International Labor Defense,
for a new trial,

The motion for a new trial was
based chiefly on the contention that
Lee had been found gullty by a jury
on which not a single Negro had been
allowed to sit, and that during the
entire trial not one shred of real evi-
dence had been produced against him.

An appeal will be taken from this
decision, the I. L. D. states.

At the trial of Jones, defense coun-
sel fought for the right of Negroes
to sit on the jury. This was bitterly
contended by Judge Duncan, the
prosecution, and the local sheriff.

The following regulations must be
observed:

1. All articles submitted must be
on hand by the first of the October
preceding the annual meeting of the
association, which is held the last
week of that month.

2. These manuscripts must he sub-
mitted in typewritten form. Current
articles must contain at least 3,000
words; reviews at least 1,000,

4. These productions must be ori-
ginal and not previously published
and must not be used in any other
contest or published before the prize
is awarded except in the case of such
articles as may appear in the Journal
of Negro History during the current
year,

4. These productions, morcover,
must not be based upon any work in
which members of the Committee of
Award may be especially interested,
and they themselves cannot partici-
pate.

Hampton to Obhserve
Negro History Week

Hampton Institute's observance of
Negro History Week (beginning Feb-
ruary 7) will be directed by the mem-
bers of the Hampton Institute Society
for the Study eof Negro History. This
group of students is planning to make
this week one of special interest and
educational value. The opening mect-
ing will be held on February 7, and
will be a joint meeting of the Y. W,
C. A. and Y. M. C. A. Mr. Ross F.
Lohr, instructor in psychology in the
Hampton Institute School of Educa-
tion, will he the speaker.

In this way Hampton Institute will
help to emphasize the importance of
Negro History Week, which was in-
stituted by the Association for the
Study of Negro Life and History,
and has become an endeavor to lead
the enlightened clements of both races
to develop an increasing apprecia-
tion of the achievements of the Ne-
gro. More concretely it is also an
endeavor to secure support for the
valuable work carried on by the As-
sociation. This work includes de-
tailed research and study of Negro
problems, the collection in the Li-
brary of Congress of over three thou-
sand rarc manuscripts on Negro sub-
jects, and the supplying of schools
and colleges with hooks and mater-
ials on Negro history. As Carter G.
Woodson, dircctor of the Association,
has keenly observed, ‘‘because the
Negro has not been permitted to
learn something about himself along
with other things, he has been ed-
ucated away from himself.”

Truthfully, fear bad not crossed
my mind as to the outcome of the
flight; for month after month I had
spent many hours ground flying, tig-
uring what this, and that, etc., would
do in case the machine once got into
the air, and I had all the confidence
in the world in my airplane. Hence
fear was the farthest from my mind.
At this period T had covered approx-
imately 15 blocks and was up, I pre-
sume, around 50 or more feet.  Ail-
erons were nol known of in those days
and turns had to be made in great
wide circles.

Knowing
that I was in danger, and thinking of
what I had heard every day for
months, “If he ever gets off ‘the
ground with that thing it will he the
last of him,” with nothing on my mind
but those words, I calmly went to
gleep, only to he awakened by fire-
men atop of a telephone line that had
a great number of wires, When T
pitiedd myself together and looked
ahout with fright, ail that T could
hear was the ringing of the ambu-
lance and fire deparvtment trocks, ote,
After the ambulance dnctors gave
me a thorough examination, I was ar-
restedd and carrvied bhefore the judge
charged with violating the Inw.  Hun-
dreds of attorneys, both white and
colored, offered their services to de-
fend me. There wasg no law govern-
ing airplanes, there was nothing to
prosecute me for. So the judge gave
me a good lecture and warned me
that he would hate to he the one that
hampered the progress of aviantion,
and advised we that when I' gol roady
Lo fly “that thing” again, for me to
go down the Istand to do my fiyinz,
I took his advice, but never s~ilempt-
ed to fly “that thing” again, 'There
are hundreds of Texas people in New
York and Galveston, that remembher
that historieal flight, and today “that
thing™ is laving in n collar at 30502
Avenue T, Galveston, Toxas.

TUSKEGEE INSTITUTE, Ala.—
Significant echoes of the widespread
interest which the 1931-32 edition of
the Negro Year Book, edited by Mon-
ro¢ N. Work, has aroused in Europe
were heard during the past month
when requests were received for per-
nisslon to translate the book into
four different languages.

Dr, Karl W, Bherm, director of the
Tnstitute de Traduciones, Valencia,
Spain, wishes to translate it into
I'rench, German, Spanish and Esper-
anto. Mrs. Charlotte Rau, Frankfort-
on-the-Main, Germany, also requests
permission to translate the Negro
Year Book into her mother tonguc,
Cierman. Mrs. Rau feels that the gen-
eral German public as 8 whole would
be interssted in such a translatioun
just as German scholars have been in
the original editions. Mrs. Rau's in-
terest in this project was aroused
through an appearance in a German
newspaper of notice conceriing the
publication of the 1931-32 cdition of
the Negro Year Book. Mrs. Rau lived
in the United States many years ago
and bhecame acquainted with Dr.
Booker T\ "Washington and his work
at Tuskegee Institute,
