Clarence H. Low, chairman of the
clothing relief division explained. The
use of the theatre has been contrib-
uted rent free by the Shubert Thea-
tre Corporation, he sald. An advance
sale of these tickets will be opened
next week in a mid-town store where
men's overcoats and suits, women's
coats and winter dresses will be ac-
cepted in exchange for tickets. Chil-
dren’s garments in good condition and
nearly new men’s shoes will also be
acceptable.

No attempt will be made to ap-
praise the value of the garments of-
fered, Mr. Low said, and the best
seats in the house will go to those
who present their clothing first. A
relatively high standard of quality
and condition will be maintained, ac-
cording to the committee’s plan, in
order to reduce the time and labor re-
quired for reconditioning before the
clothing can be distributed to the
thirty social agencies that are now
requisitioning clothing for the needy.

With the advent of real winter
weather, Mr. Low said, the demands
for warm clothing had been greatly
increased, whereas these demands far
exceeded the committee’s collections
of clothing, especially for men's and
children’'s garments, while the weather
remained mild.

Through the benefit entertalnment
announced by Mr. Low the committee
hopes to materially increase its re-
ceipts of useful clothing. The out-
gtanding theatrical talent of New
York will be represented on the bill,
Mr. Low sald.

Real Estate Decline Has
Affected Many Negroes

During the past few years, millions
of dollars have been lost by colored
men and women who invested heavily
in real estate during the peak of the
hoom years. There arc many stories
of men who plunged into the whirl-
pool of real estate with the hope of
realizing fortunes of assured incomes
for balance of their lives. One story
of two young men who ‘purchased”
the famous 409 Edgecombe avenue,
investing some $30,000 in & quarter
million project, only to lose it after
vainly trying to hold onm for a year is
typical of the misfortunes which have
swept through Harlem.

sistant director of the Emergency
Work and Relief Bureau of the
Emergency Unemployment Relief
Committee, From re-investigations
of the cases of 1,649 families of
“Class A" applicants who had not
been called for work, only 237 were
rejected for future placement and
oniy threc were placed in the de-
ferred clasification. The reason for
the rcjection of 237 applicants was
that either the registrant had found
work since the first investigation or
some member of the family had ob-
tained employment so that family
now received an income.

when we received. an invitation to
celebrate T.incoln's birthday, from
Harlem Businessmen's Club which
is comprised, we were told, of *pro-
gressive businessmen of Harlem,” a
definition robbing these men of
their significance. The surprise lay
in the fact that these “progressive
businessmen” were {0 act as hosts
to the “Co-operating Group of
Negro-owned  Newspapers”  which
also was,"clcfmcd as follows: “This
co-operative group comiprises the
Afro-American, Norfolk Journal
and Guide, Kansas City Call and the
New.York Amsterdam News.”

Unless these four papers have
formed a secrct fraternal organiza-
tion of their own from which all
other Negro newspapers are ex-
cluded, we fail to see how the *‘pro-
gressive businessmen” of the Har-
lem Businessmen’s Club could ig-
nore other newspapers in Harlem,
namely, The New York Age, The
Ncgro'World, The Interstate Tat-
tler and The Harlem: Home Journal
which are also Negro-owned, even
more s$o than for instance, The
Amsterdam News which has public-
ly refused to call itself a Negro
newspaper, holding the word
“Negro” in contempt. *“Co-opera-
tive Group of Negro-owned News-
papers”’ indeed!

NEGRO IN AVIATION
By CAPT. EDISON C. McVLY

(Continued from Last Week)

In last week's article you read of
the great thrill that came to me in
my first attempt to fly, Just a few
short months after my daring and
thrilling adventure in my epoch mak-
ing flight of 29 city blocks in my
home-made plane, my real opportun.
ity came when a Frenchman came to
the island to demonstrate his ability
to fly a machine of his own design.
Some very unsuccessful attempts were
made by him. When he heard of me
and of the flight that I had made it
did not take long for me to convince
him that I was a real aviator.

Now to make a big demonstration
we got together and advertised that
the two of us were going to fly in
the ship at the same time. Of course,
that was not a feat that had yet been
completed., The stage was set and
all arrangements made for the flight.
On a balmy Sunday afternoon a
curious crowd of six or seven thou-
sand spectators gather at our airport
on the island to witness the flight.
At the given hour set for the flight
we mounted our frail creature and
took off. 1t was powered with a
model “F" Buick motor, as airplane
motors were not known of in those
good old days. Gradually we rose to
a height of approximately 100 feet.
Straight out over the Gulf of Mexico,
for about six miles, then a wide circle
and return back to the port to a safe
landing amid the cheers and shouts
of thousands of wild eyed admirers.

The news of this flight went out
over the world. The headlines of the
newspapers carried the inscription:
“French Aviator Carries Passenger in
Airplane for a Ride.” Science later
credited this Frenchman as setting
a world record for being the first to
carry a passenger. He was called to
his native land and halled as a hero
of the air.

I did not see or hear from him
again untjl 1917 when I went to
Fance and, in the Escadrille Flying
Squadron, I learned that its command-
ing officer’s name was Paul Studens-
ky. The name was famillar to me, T
lost wo time in investigating and he
was my old frlend whom I assisted
to fame (or as you may term it the
only one who was fool enough to
risk my neck for dry honors.) Our
meeting was a pleasant one. He was
proud to sec me and I was proud to
see him. After a week of our reun-
ion I witnessed an air battle where
he was in a ‘“dog flght” with three
German planes., He made a most
noble fight for his life, only to be
the vietim of the ememy. His ship
was set afire by the enemy at an alti-
tude of 9,000 feet. He fell to a most
glorious death.

Since that day my struggle in avi-
ation has heen just one “dog fight”
after the other to keep existing in avl-
ation. More of my adventures will
be told in these columns at a later
date. Next week I will tell of our
first woman flyer. Don't miss it.

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To Honor Washington 1
At the Public Library

On Tuesday evening, February 28,
a speclal meeting in celebration of
the Bi-Centeunial of General George
Washington will be held at the 135th
Street Library. Mr. Arthur A. Schom-
burg will preside at this meeting and
other speakers will be Colonel Charles
W. Fillmore, who will relate actual
experiences in the Spanish American
and World Wars, and Professor Ver-
von Loggins of Columble University.
Mr, Schomburg has accepted the
position of Curator of the Division of
Negro Literature and History of the
New York Public Library, of which
the unique Schomburg Collection is
the most valuable part and has been
occupying this position since Janu-
ary first,

Mr. Schomburg 18 ready not only to
help individuals, but will meet classes
from schools and colleges for instruc-
tion in Negro History and interpreta-
tion of the treasures of this collec-
tion. He will also meet study clubs
for the same purpose and will com-
pile book lists on the Negro for the
student.

Under his supervision a traveling
collection of Negro books of histor-
ical Interest will be formed which can
be loaned to schools, clubs or lbrar-
fes.

Moreover, he will inaugurate a ser-
les of exchanges with other Negro
collections in order to complete the
files of the New York Public Library
collection,

There will also be held in conncc-
tion with the Bi-centennial an exhi-
bition of prints, etchings, documents,
manuscripts and books jllustrative of
the Negro during the Revolutionary
War. A Negro soldier discharge pa-
per signed by George Washington,
Peter Salem palnted by Trumbull and
Chappel's engravings will also be
shown. Prince Hall, John Marrant,
Lemuc! Haynes, Peter Williams, fath-
er of the founder of 8t. Philip's
Church, New York; James the pat-
viot like Nathan Hale, who rendered
essential service to General Lafayette
when in command of the revolution-
ary forces; the martyr Crispus At-
tucks will be represcnted by threc pic-
tues, his portrait, the street hattle
and monument erected by the city ot
Boston; Sam Fraunce's and his tav-
ern where General Washington often
stopped, dined and entertained his of-
ficers and friends, will be shown by
pictures.

Benjamin Bannaker's Almanac with
facsimile of his letter to Thomas Jef-
ferson and reply. Phillis Wheatley,
the sable poet of the Revolution, will
he fittingly honored by a newly dis-
covered plcture and a sketch by the
late Ernest Braxton. An original
manuscript, Prayer, by Phillis Wheat-
ley, will be exhibited with other fac-
simile reproduction of newly discov-
ered unpublished poetns.

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MAYOR JAMES J. WALKER

Quite the most colorful figure in
the public life of America today is
James J. Walker, Mayor of the City
of New York. The ease and grace
with which he wears his official garb
lends a certain enchantment to an
office that otherwise would be drab
and boresome. It is refreshing, in
this day of mediocrity among public
~@nialg to find a personage like Walk-
er who can humanize a public office
without resorting to the drama.
Briefly put, Walker's behavior as an
official might be symbolized as the
spirit of New York City.

Custom has taught the average
American to view a successful public
official as one who spends long hours
of the day and a few short hours of
the night seeing to it that the ‘“‘eyes
are dotted and the tees crossed” in
every act of officialdom. After years
of devotion to such routine, one's
back becomes stooped, temples gray,
arteries hardened and face drawn,
Then he is a fit subject to be photo*
graphed and held before our youth
as a successful public official—one to
cmulate.

Not so with James J. Walker.
Apart from devoting himself alto-
gether to the economic phases of his
administrative work, he finds time
to devote other clements. And while
diversifying his activities and inter-
ests, the economic phase of his work
suffers not the less. As host for the
City of New York he is in a class
by himself. Walker's attitude to-
wards public officc and service re-
minds us more of the eflicient Euro-
peon conception of the dlities and de-
meanor of & public official. He would
have graced the Court of St. James
vAith far more dignity and efficiency
than will Andy (Gump) Mellon.

Walker is one public official in
America who has taken cognizance
of the sociel significance of his office.
He is conscious of the fact that New
York City has interests other than
economic. It is because of this atti-
tude that he takes, that New York
City, to outsiders and to those at
home who have not altogether devoted
themselves to money making, has
some beauty and interest other than
bricks, steel, mortar and concrete.

To properly function, & corporation
the size of the City of New York, with
its vast population, wealth, commerce
and industry, requires a gigantic or-
ganization of men and money. Con-
sidering this fact, it is quite natural
that certain irregularities would creep
into an organization of this size. The
fact that the Hofstadter Committee
has unearthed a few iregularities .in
the city administration does not war-
rant the generalization that the whole

‘administration is rotten.

The masses in New York will al-
ways look upon investigations with
suspicion. In the past, reform move-
ments have given the man in the
streets a kick in the side. They are
usually started hy the political “out”
for the express purpose of ousting the
political “ins.” When the ohjectives
of such movements are obtained, the
masses, and particulaily the Negro,
i3 left out of the new set-up.

The outstanding accomplishments
of the Walker administration speak
£o loudly that it is rather difficult for
the masscs to hear what the Hof-
stzdter Committee is saying. What
of it, if Walker does overstay his va-
cation periods occasionally and is a
littie tardy in keeping his appoint.
ments? Why should New York City
‘5 poise and dignity because a
fev: unscrupulous persons have crept
iato its official lite? Hasn't this been
the way of life since socicty evolved
from communisim to capitalism? Is
it a crime fov the Mayor to be loyal

for his political success?

Let us proceed to review a few of
the achievements of the present ad-
ministration which may be termed
performance, not promise. One of
the largest programs of public con-
struction and improvement in the his-
tory of the city has been updertaken
and nearly completed by the Walker
administration, «

The retention of the five cent fare
has saved the average citizen about
$15 a year. When the state rent
law expired the Walker administra-
tion made a local rent law to take
its place to protect the renters of
New York City. Millions of dollars
are being expended by the Walker
adiainistration . finding home relief
for the unemployed.

By reason of the character of the
population surrounding it, Harlem
Hospital has practically become a col-
ored institution. Of its 400 beds 90
per cent are occupled by colored peo-
ple. In this institution will be found
colored doctors, colored internes, col-
ored nurses, colored supervisors of
nurses and colored orderlies,

Harlem has received over $7,000,~
000 in public improvements since
Walker has become Mayor. Some of
the improvements are listed as fol-
lows: Harlem Hospital enlargement,
$3,051,300; new armory bullding and
site, $2,000,000; public bath house in
West 134th street, $565,798; swim-
ming pool and bath in West 120th
street, $450,000; ncw court house in
West 151st street, $450,000; new po-
lice station in West 135th street,
$200,000; new swimming pool in West
134th street, $150,000; new comfort
stations, $70,000.

Traffic lights. have bhcen installed
in Harlem on Fifth, Lenox, Seventh
and Eighth avenues. Mayor Walker
appointed seven colored men on the
Harlem Park and Playground Com-
mittee. :

Over 38,266 Negro employees are
paid $3,902,375 a year by the City
of New York under the Walker re-
gime.

This is not a campaign article.
Walker is not running for office, hut
when a “regular fetlow,” like he is
being unjustly and unfairly dealt with
by a group of politicans and profes-
sional reformers, common decency and
fair play compel us to say a good
word in behalf of a friend who has
done so much for Harlem.

If Walker were up for re-election
tomorrow, with the Scabury Commit-
tee functioning at full blast, he would
be re-elected by an even larger ma-
jority than he received when he was
last e'ected.

MADRAS, India.—Declaring scenes
he had witnessed “disgrace British
justice, law and order,” Peter Free-
man, former member of the British
Parliament, today cabled Premier
Ramsay MacDonld, asking an official
inquiry into the campaign against civil
disobedience.

Please
arrange official inquiry.”

It is the twilight of an empire.
Meanwhile the position of the
working class in England is deplor-
ahle, 1t has accepted the misleader-
ship of Ramsay MacDonald in a pe-
riod of great opportunity and now
has only itself to thank for his pe-
cent sell-out to the bankers. His ac-
tion in ousting the Labor goverument
is one of bold consistency. He now
agrees in the name of “‘patriotism”
to depress further the living stand-
ard of the working class in order to
avoid more serious impairment of the
income of the hond-holding class. La-
bor will pay dearly for its mistake
in the near future, but there is no
doubt that it will now undertake a
real fight for its standards—low a3
they are. .

Toryism, which for the time being
has enlbusiaslically embraced Mace
Donald, wijl not long submit to the
inconveniences of his liberalism, A
leader who ‘“belongs” will displace
him.

For many years it has been recog-
nized that milk is our most impor-
tant food, especially for the under-
nourished. Recently, since the dis-
covery of vitamins and our increased
knowledge as to the importance of

Physicians, physiologists and pub-
lic health workers are agreed that in
general milk should be a part of
every one's diet—adults as well as
children. The fact has been stressed
that the absence of milk is one of
the greatest factors in the production
of malnutrition. This has been clear-
ly demonstration, in laboratory, clin-
ical and fleld work.

While the majority of children and
adults can drink milk, there are a
few who cannot. This however, does
not preclude those persons from be-
ing able to consume at least a quart
of milk a day {the amount each child
and adult should have) in othér foods
—such for instance as in creamed
soups, omelets, puddings—as well as
in chocolate, cocoa or other -+inl-g
Or some may get part of their dally
quota in ice cream, a popular dessert.
Ice cream is nourishing, and there are
comparatively few who cannot eat it.

Such soups thickened with
flour are.not as nutritious nor as
digestible as those made with milk
and are very bad for persons who
suffer from diabetes. In these days
when food is generally more plenti-
ful than in former times—there are
many persons who daily eat more
i than they should. If they have not
, diabetes, at least they have a ten-
dency toward it—more éspecially
those who vary and have but little
exercise—such persons should never
eat flour thickened soups.

Throughout the nation medical and
public health authorities are preach-
ing the gospel of greater milk con-
sumption—physicians are now and
more prescribing milk as a health ad-
junct to their patients, and the milk
drinking habit has of late been in-

| creasing among adults,

The reason for this is that milk is
the nearest to a perfect food in sup-
plying the-needs of the body.

So I urge every housewife to use
more milk in hee cooking.

eral, Lincoln, and Count D’Estaing,
was met with such a severe and
steady fire that the head of it was
thrown into confusion, and after find-
ing it impossible to carry any part of
the works a general retreat was or-
dered. As soon as the American army
started to retreat, the British, Lieut.
Col. Maitland, with the grenadiers afd
the marines incorporated with them,
charged the retreating army and tried
to annihilate it. Then it was that the
black legion met the fierce charge of
the British and saved the army at Sa-
vannah by bravely covering its re-
treat. In an official record prepared
in Paris the credit of having made
this signal contribution to the cause
of American independence is given
the colored soldiers who came from
St. Domingo. One of ,the soldiers in
the black legion was Henri Christophe,
the future King of Haiti.

Cites Individual Bravery
“One of the most daring feats of
the Revolution was performed by
Lieut. Col. Barton of the Rhode Is-
land militia, and the success of this
exploit was largely due to the assis-
tance rendered by Prince, a colored
soldier.
" “Colonel Barton wished to capture
Major General Prescott, the com-
manding officer of the royal army at
Newport, in order to effect the re-
lease of General Lee whom the British
had taken prisoner and who was of
the same rank as General Prescott. -
“In the dead of night Colonel Bar-
ton took forty men with him in two
boats. By muffling their oars they
managed to pull safely by hoth the
ships of war and the guard boats
without being discovered.
“They were mistaken for sentinels
so that it was possible for them to
reach General Prescott's quarters. He
threw the weight of his powerfu!
frame against the door, broke it open
and with his strong, black hands seiz-
ed the general while he was still ip
ted and bore him triumphantly off a
prisoner.”
