In 1816 the American Colon-
‘zationm Soclety was organized in
‘Princeton, New Jersey. The a-
7owed object was to establish a
rolony in Africa to peopled
with American Negross. The
first colonists arrived in 1820,
g in the course of time, the
Society sent 18,000 American
Negroes. Civil government was
astablished in 1824, and in 1828
1 regular constitution was pre-
jared. For nearly twenty years
*he home society retained the
rontrol, and then furendered
averything Into the hands of
the Liberians.

Liberia, while nominally in-
iependent is actually under the
tutelage of the United States.
Thus in 1910 an agreement was
made with France aud Ger-
many by which the American
Iovernment was to take charge
»f the finance, military organ-
‘aztion, agriculture and bound-
iry disputes. Thus Liberia in
“ympathy  with the  United
States declared war upon Ger-
many., August 4, 1917.

We can make Liberia a real,
free and indepentent country,
free from outside interference
if we will but go to her assis-
tance and help build up indus-
‘ries.

Liberia has an area of 43,000
square miles or tive and oue
‘imes the size of New Jersey.
1t is about ‘4,654 square miles
smaller than New York State.
Its coast line 1s about 320 miles
m length and extend from the
British colony of Sierra Leone
to the French colony of the
Tvory Coast. .
Although Liberia is rich i
agriculture, mining, and forest
vesources, Industry is a back-
ward state, The chief exports
are rubber, palm oil, coffee and
cocoa.

LYNCH LAW IN THE JURY
ROOM

Were it. not for the well-known
Negro-hating, New-York hating,
Jewhating, civilization-hating ten-
dencies aimmong many ignorant na-
tives of the Southern hinterland,
the verdicet of guilty pronounced on
“the ftirst of the Scottsbore Negros
would be amazing. To say that it
ran counter to the evidence is to
comment mildly. For it was based
on nothing less than a Ku Klux
Klan mentality among those who
listened to the trial and no less
among the twelve good men and
true who, apparently, never once
flinched from a preconceived deter-
niination to vindicate white bigo-
try. The jury saw fit to pretend
to a belief in the testimony of Vic-
toria Price, a confessed liar and
prostitute, and reject the testimony
of Ruby Bates, an erstwhile liar
and woman of easy virtue who had
shown praiseworthy ambition to
mend her ways. However, exam-
ination of full report from Dega-
tur shows beyond all doubt that
testimony on anybody’s part had
substantially nothing at all to do
with the verdict. Probably the best
that can be hoped for, in the long
run, is a succession of trials for
the remaining Negroes, up to the
Supreme Court.

One bright spot in this band be-
trayed of justice is the brilliant
work f Samuel 8, Leibowitz, chief
of the defense lawyers, who gave
his time and energy so unstintingly
to this case without payment, and
whose conduct -of the proceedings,
outside of a few minor slips, was
characterized by remarkable abil-
ity, It must be stated, too, that
Judge Horton, as indeed Mr. Leibo-
witz so gallantly conceded, per-
formed his duty in a manner re-
freshingly free from the local pas-
sions surounding him. We cannot
g0 so far as to say that his con-
duct of the -case was blameless,
because at times he should, in our
opinion, have overridden the pro-
secution’s obvious attempt to in-
flame the jury and should have
prevented the astounding  state-
ments of the prosecution instead
of merely asking the jury to for-
get them. Neveriheless, Judge
Horton was in a tight spot and
perhaps could not wisely strain
local and sectional pride too far.

Clearly a difficult, heart-breaking
task lies ahead for the Interna-
tional Labor Defense and all friends
of decency and justice. But it
must be seen through to the end.
Sectionul and Causasian prejudice
cannot he allowed to triumph in
in this case as the conservative
and nationalistic bigotry of Boston
did with Sacco and Vanzetti,

THE N. A. A. C. P. AND THE
CRAWFORD CASE

The decision of Judge James A.
Lowell, which resulted in the re-
fusal of extraditing George Craw-
ford to Virginia, sets a high mark
in judicial decisions in this coun-
try. Tt is the one decision which
hits the present jury system square
in the eye, and this opinion will,
no doubt, change the whole sys-
tem of selecting juries in the trial
of cases, particularly criminal
cases,  Courts in all parl of the
country will take notice of this de-
cision and will hegin to got “their
“houses in order.”

Of course, it tovk sume courage
for a judge to take the position
which Judge Lowel took, notwith-
standing the fact that the case
was clear and that there could be
no mistake about his logic and
reasoning. Ordinarily, it ix not an
easy thing for even a federal Jjudge
to face facts and Jaw when the
rights of the Negroes ave at stake.
Judge Lowell’s attitude has al-
ready done much toward raising
the standard of justice in our
courts. Instead of a congressional
investigation, the  highest praise
should be given Judge Lowell from
the populace, yes, not only the pop-
ulace, but officialdom — from the
President of the United States
down, because every decision of
this sort is just one more step to-
ward a fuller recognition of the
constitution and laws of the land.

Every
man who is happy here ought to be
happier if he knew overybody
around him was happy, but none of
us seems 1o care because we have
not been properly traired to do
the right thing by contact and fel-
lowship.

The countries that prosper, are
the places where men live in full
companionship with each other,
where greatest friendship enduves,
where every man is willing to help
the other so that ids life may not
be miserable. In our dealings one
with another we think that misery
should be a part of the lot of the
people, and so we inflict upon them
the severest of punishment, We are
in great need of reform if our
country is to rise to its proper place
among the ntations of the world.
As we go among the people and
listen to their talks and their com-
plaints, we feel sad to know that
life holds no brightness for them.

opened the country in question—
highly  cultivated, overcrowded
farm country—to a multiplying
horde of prospectors who are per-
mitted to seize the land, dig out
the gold, and tear down the native

huts.  The owner of the land,
meanwhile,  continues  theoreti-
cally to be the owner. But his

farm is in the hands of white
outsiders who hold it on renew-
able leases which may run ag long
as  twenty-one years. He re-
ceives no compensation; he gets
no gold. He is advised merely
to move over to some neighbor's
land and wait for his own to be
turned back at some indefinite
time in the future. Naturally the
natives are fearful, and angry.
A situation which was tense when
the Land Trust Ovdinance was
passed is made doubly dangerous.
By law, the minerals are the
property of the state. It would
seem obvious seuse, even from the
point of view of enlightened im-
perialism, to develop these ficlds
under government control with
an  honest observance of the
rights explicity granted the na-
tives. Only in this way can cer-
tain conflict ‘tetween blacks and
whites be avoided, and the rem-
nants of British honor in East
Africa be retrieved.—The Nation.

Digesting The News
F;'lling ¢ Need

there is not to be found a ready-
reference guide of national scope
listing the over-night accommoda-
tions open to colored travelers in
the various communities through-

out the country.

Some years ago while traveling
through the state of Georia 1 was
so unfortunate to find myself
in a small town with a seven hour
wait ahead of me before making
a connection with a train that
carried a “jim-crow” car. During
this period 1 discovered that there
was not a single place in the town
where a colored person could get
as much as a cup of coffee, It
was necessary to hire a taxi and
go to the next town to find any
sort of comfort whatever.
* * *

Therefore, a few years ago
when 1 started compiiing perti-
nent data on colored people, etc.,
I decided to compile, for my own
use, a comprehensive file of every
public stopping place in America
that weleomed -colored trade.

R %

In compiling this information
my method was very simple. Out
of the hundred-odd papers read
each week I recorded all the in-
formation contained therein re-
garding hotels, “Y’s” community
centers, tourist camps, rooming
houses, ete. Whenever any of our
travelers recorded the experience
of their travels in the press |
recorded the various places, pub-
lic and private, where they stop-
ped and also their comment in
connection therewith,

After my files contained thou-
sands of such compilations, in
every state in the union, I check-
ed my files against the lists pro-
vided me by James A. Jackson
(U. S, Dept, of Commerce—Wash-
ington), and the Travelers’ Guide
as published by Hackley & Harri-
son, of Philadelphia,

At a still later date I secured
official road maps from the vari-
ous highway departments of many
states and 1 checked my files
against the main-traveled high-
ways to see if my files contained
a stopping place within reasonable
distance of cach other,

All of this information was
compiled purely for my own bene-
fit in anticipation of a coming
day when 1 could make use of it,
Judging from the ayticle in the
May Opportunity, however, this
same information can be used by
many other members of our race.

Therefore, if such is the case,
I shall be glad, at a later date,
to present my service to the race
in the form of some kind of
handy reference guide, and until
then will gladly welcome any in-
formation on the subject that will
be helpful, or to give out any in-
formation or data, that 1 already
have on hand.

lines. Hundreds of camels weve
brought from Egypt and Afghan-
istan to add to the few alreaay
working about the gold diggings.

With them came their Oriental
owners and drivers and when the
construction  from Perth to the
gold fields of the longest water
main in the world, more than 300
miles ended the necessity for
camel transport and lubour and
the railway was finishoed, eamel
and Afghan alike drifted into the
arid, little-known interior of the
island continent, A small branch
railway line now runs north from
Arelaide into the Australian in-
terior and it passes some of the
Arab settlements, so that Aus-
trailians are making acquaintance
with the real Oriental as it exists
in their very midst.

Thus far no one has suggested
that it is in conflict with the very
aggressive “white Australian po-
licy” hut as the Mahomedan col-
ony increases, that issue is al-
most certain to be joined. The
situation is complicated, however,
by the numerous inter-marriages
between the Orientals wamil Aus-
tralian women. Good Muhomed is
the “king” of Australia’s Orien-
tal colony. Nor does he scorn
work, being a fencing and well-
digging contractor for many sheep
and cattle ranches on the borders

of the Mahomedan district, His
sons are his assistants. The vil-
lages of the Asiatic settlement in
central Australia vary in char-

acter and so do the wellings en-
closed in the little wualled c¢om-
munities. Some are listinctly
Oriental and some almost char-
acteristically European.

Wreck Negro Section

The worst disaster of the storm

to Negroes was at Minden, in
northwest Louisiana, where the en-
tire colored section was leveled,
The tornado swept through the
town in about five minutes bhe-

it as black as night. Houses were
picked up like straw and hurled
into wreckage leaving those who
had dwelled within them dead, dy-
ing or injured.

The entire family of Cland Seals,
colored farmer—parents and four
children — were killed when the
wind leveled their home, Seals,
his wife, and two children, Cassie
Mae, aged 13, and T. J., aged 10,
died at a Magnolia, Ark., hospital,
The two other children Age, 7, and
Corinne, 12, were dead when pick-
ed up in woods near where the
home had stood. Many other Neg-
roes were victims in the commun-
ityv. Two and a half miles south-
east of Magnolia, Jesse Wright, 50,
and his mother, Malinda Runyan,
about 80, were seriously injuied
when their little home was blown
away and scattered hundreds of
yards, Two homes nearby, those
of Mat Copeland and Willie Burns
were wrecked.

The storm skirted into Arca-
dia demolishing about 25 houses
in the colored section and killing
an aged woman named Jordan and

possession of some special tal-
ent. or experience would be par-
ticularly fitted for service to
communities in this field.

The faculty will include
specialists in music, dramatics,
athletics, handeraft, playground
management, community or-
ganization and social recrea-
tion, who will give individual
and group instruction in the
fundamentals needed by all
community recreation workers.
The lecturers will also discuss
the broader phases of the rec-
reation movement. The actual
problem faced by recreation
workers will be considered and
‘through lectures, discussions
and demonstrations, practical
ways of meeting them will be
presented. Actual practice in
many activities constitutes a
large part of the work of the
school.

A general fee of sixteen dol-
lars cover: the cost of regis-
tration and also provides each
student with a set of hand-
books, and other material used
‘at the school. Registration
blanks must be returned not
later than June fifth to the
Bureau of Colored Work, Na-
ticnal Recreation Association,
315 Fourth Avenue, New York

Jeanes Village

Here are educated the agricul-
tural demonstrators who will go
out into the districts to trﬁach the
African farmer how to make his
land pay, and that 'by means with-
in the reach of every African. Or-
dinary kraal manure is used, for
example, instead of expensive fer-
tilizers, Within a few years the
farm lands of Dombashawa, pre-
viously deserted by the neigh-
boring tribes ax worked out and
valueless, has heen brought to a
high level of productivity. [ saw
in the lands of the town location
at Umtali three plots, the first
worked by women with the hoe,
the second by the man with his
plough but in his own way;, and
the third on modern lines by the
demonstrator.

At Dombashawa there are also
trained the Jeanes teachers, Many
vears ago a Quaker lady in Am-
erica named Anna Q. Jeanes left
her money for the training of Ne-
gro teachers, Through the inspira-
tion of Dr. Loram, and the mone-
tary assistance of the Carnegie
Fund, Jeanes teacher training has
now heen introiluced into differ-
ent parts of Africa. The Jeanes
teacher goes out, not as an in-
gpector but as a friend, to in-
spire ,advise and help his fellow-

teachers, and to assist in com-
munity activities.

At Dombashawa there is a
“Jeanes villuge.” The teachers

who come to train are encourag-
ed to bring their wives and chil-
dren with them, and to live under
happy domestic conditions, The
wives are trained in domestic
seience and allied subjects, and
the children attend (with other
children) the Jeanes = Practice
School.

At Bulawayo, Gwelo and Untali

inspectors of the native develnp-
ment department are stationed,
who go through the schools, ad-
vise the Jeanes teachers, keep an
eye on the demonstrators, and
generally do all they can, through
every -available agency, to help
the native forward.

Among other things, they take
an active interest in the work of
the native - welfare ‘societies..
There are now four of these—
the government. At Salisbury and
and Gwelo—of which two, I be-
lieve, actually receive grants from
the government, AtSalishury and
Bulawayo sports have been ovgan-
ized and clinics opened. In all
four towns, new types of houses
have been built, which are very
much superior to the old contrap-
tions of rusty tin that used to
do service as dwelling houses.

At Gwelo, small but comfort-
able cottages of two rooms and a
kitechen let for a total inclusive
rental of 12s, 6d. a month. They
were built by native labour. One
or two have—flower gardens. Al-
most all are well furnished, neat

showing herself a good homa-
maker under new and unfamiliar
conditions,

Southern Rhodesia is not an
eavthly paradise. There is much
to criticise, much to learn even
from the Union. But in the posi-
tive work done it is an example
to the Union and to many other
African states, and its native de-

Eggs, cheese, meat and fish are
